WASHINGTON LETTER.
Special Correspondence.

Dec. 11, 1897.
People who looked with anxiety 

upon the coming together o f Congress 
and who entertained fears that the 
problems which that body must take 
up would prove difficult o f solution 
are likely to be happily dissopointed. 
Currency, the Cuban question, Hawaii 
public expenditures-these are the 
chief subjects which Congress is ex­
pected to consider, and there were 
people in the business world especial­
ly  who felt that by reason o f the 
lack o f a Republican majority in the 
Senate a solution o f these problems 
would be difficult to reacb. While 
no definite results have, o f course, 
been attained in these important sub­
jects in the brief time whicli Congress 
has been in session, there is good 
reason to believe that the problems 
may be more easily solved than had 
been anticipated, and in a way which 
Will not only be satisfactory, hut 
prevent any disturbance to business, 
conditions which had been feared as 
a possible, if  not probable, result.

ITS CREASE IX  TOT! REVENUES.
TheTreasury figures lire being care­

fully watched by those who are in­
terested as to tlie question o f whether 
or not the Dingley law is going to 
[iroduce sufficient revenue to meet 
running expenses. Treasury officials 
who are watching its operations close­
ly believe that its revenues in the 
next fiscal year w ill equal and prob­
ably exceed the expenditures. Mr. 
Dingley shows that the revenues 
collected on the anticipatory im­
portations during the four months 
prior to the enactment o f this law 
were nearly $40,000,000, all o f which 
woulcl^ have been collected under the 
present law had the importations 
prior to its enactment been only nor­
mal. He predicts that tbe December 
receipts, excluding those from the 
Pacific railroads, will equal the De­
cember expenditures and that long 
before the fiscal year is ended the 
receipts under the Dingley law will 
be sufficient to meet all running ex­
penses and produce a surplus in tbe 
next fiscal year of at leastten million 
dollars. There is a general feeling 
at least that the new law should be 
permitted to show what it can do 
under normal conditions and that i f  
at any time it should be found ad­
visable to increase the revenues, 
which, however, is not probable, it 
would be accomplished without any 
general disturbance o f the present 
law or readjustment of its rates.
THE PRESIDBXT’ S CUBAN POLICY AP­

PROVED.

The sensational suggestions o f ex- 
Minister Taylor that the people o f 
the United States should rise and de­
mand instant action, irrespective of 
its prospective effect upon the coun­
try and its relations with other parts 
o f tbe world, do not seem to have 
met with any response on the part of 
the people. Members o f Congress 
report their constituents well satisfied 
apparently with the developements 
thus far and quite willing to trust 
tlie administration, which has han­
dle 1 tlie matter with such success, 
both iu obtaining the release o f all 
American citizens in Cuban prisons 
and seeing its recommendations to 
Spain follow ed bv propositions of 
an offer o f autonomy While the 
Cuban matter is not forgotten or 
overlooked by members o f Congress, 
there is a disposition to permit the 
administration to carry out its plans.

THE CURRENCY PROBLEM.
It will be remembered that there 

were many misgivings about the 
future o f the tariff bill in the Senate 
because o f the fact that the Repub­
lican party did not control that body 
and cannot during tbe present Con­
gress. The element which did con­
trol it, however, now that the public 
sentiment was so strongly in favor 
o f a protective tariff that a refusal 
to permit the passage o f a bill with 
those sentiments with which they 
did not fully agree would be resented 
by tlie people. Now there are in­
dications that tlie same wise pjoliey 
will be pursued with reference to the 
currency question. President Me 
Kinley’s proposition fo ra  retention 
in the Treasury o f the United States 
notes which are redeemed in gold, 
and legislation which will bring an 
increase o f national bank circulation 
by an increase o f tlie sum which they 
may issue against their deposit of 
bonds, is proving extremely accept­
able and being generally commended 
not only by a large majority of tbe 
members o f Congress, but by tlie 
people throughout the country, as is 
sho.cn by the reports received here 
by members of both houses o f Cou- 
gress. The fact that this proposition 
seems to lay the foundation for an 
easy transformation of the currency 
system without the shock to the busi­
ness world which a sudden change 
would produce, and without increas­
ing the interest-bearing indebtedness 
causes it to be very warmly commend­
ed by people o f both parties. This 
is so clearly apparent that there is 
reason to hope that the members of 
the Senate rvho have it in their power 
to defeat any legislation offered and 
supported by the Republican party 
will take the same ground upon this 
question that they did upon that o f 
the tariff, and omit snch fractional 
or extreme opposition as to prevent 
its final passage.

Of course, with so many currency 
propositions, and so many men who 
have plans o f their own or plans 
which they have decided to support, 
the whole matter w ill necessa-ily be 
very thoroughly discussed before 
action is taken. But the fact thatiij .

MR. BRYAN AND MEXICAN FINANCES.

A  curious fact which comes to the 
surface here just now is especially 
interesting in view o f Mr. Bryan’ s 
“ trinmphal” tonr in Mexico. It is a 
comparison which somebody has 
made o f the currency conditions in 
Mexico compared with those o f  the 
United States. It is observed by 
this statistical delver that the Mexi­
cans, who are heaping adulations 
upon the American apostle o f  the 
Mexican system o f finance, have a 
currency amounting to 39 cents per 
capita in gold, against $9.35 per cap­
ita in Mr. Bryan’s own country, $7.70 
per capita in silver dollars worths 5 
cents each, against $8.78 o f silver 
per capita in the United States in 
dollars worth 100 cents each, 32 cents 
per capita in silver-basis paper mon­
ey, against $5.90 per capita in  gold- 
standard paper money m the United 
States, tnaksng a total o f $8.41 per 
capita, with $8.02 o f it in 45-cents- 
on-the dollar money in Mexico, 
against $24.03 per capita in 100-cents- 
on-the-dollar money in the United 
States, and that the increase in mon­
ey in circulation in the United States 
since Mr. Bryan’s nomination amounts 
to twice as much as the entire gold  
silver and paper currency o f all 
Mexico.

Wheat was very strong to-day, be­
ginning its advance right after the 
opening, and never slumping to the 
extent that its friends were discour­
aged. Most o f the time the May 
option sold above ’94 cents, reaching 
94J—f  a short time before the close. 
Advices received are to  the effect 
that nearly all the wheat in thehands 
o f farmers has been marketed^ and 
that from now on the Northwestern 
receipts may he expected to fall off 
sharply. I f  this be true the position 
o f the wheat bulls is rendered strong­
er than ever.

Corn was firm and steady at about 
yesterday's close. The decrease in 
the visible supply given out yesterday 
was larger than had been expected, 
and pit traders evince less disposition 
to put out big lines o f short corn 
than they d id  a week ago. I f  there 
is to be a scarcity o f wheat the 
friends o f corn say that cereal must 
be beneficially affected thereby, and 
this one o f the factors on which they 
are basing their expectations o f better 
prices.

Provisions were not quite as high 
nor as active as yesterday, owing to 
the large run o f hogs-and the liberal 
estimates for to-morrow.

It is impossible that women shall 
havo carried all these interests in their 
hearts, and in their activities, and not 
be well equipped for their application in 
the broad domain of national economics 

Seme cf us are deeply coucerued in 
these vital problems of American life. 
Wo find ourselves in the midst of con­
ditions which, until recently, were 
wholly European Mixed populations 
in crowded cities and colonies of for 
eiguers distributed through the country 
give rise to' apprehension in the minds 
of intelligent women. It is not possible, 
neither would it be right, to attempt 
the wholesale exclusion of these foreign­
ers. They are the children of the Heav­

American women, the daugh 
ters of Revolutionary heroes, the daugh­
ters. the wives, the sisters of a later 
generation of heroes, know that all the 
interests they hold dear are to a degree 
affected by the political action of these 
men.

Thoughtful women know that the 
nation is a grand whole; that if one 
member suffers the whole suffers; that 
if ouo is blessed all are blessed. W omen 
have no separate iuterests. If man is 
elevated and tho general tone o f  society 
is purified, woman receives her share of 
advantages.

The country has made immense 
strides in material development during 
the last quarter of a century. Huge 
commercial enterprises have arisen like 
giants in armor and have strode from 
ocean to ocean, leaving tracks of steel 
and hand prints of light.

The triumphs of mind over matter 
stamp this period illustrious among the 
centuries. Within this success there 
hides danger The loss of one faculty 
sharpens others; the blind are sensitive 
to touch. The cultivation of one set of 
faculties tends to the disuse of others. 
Has not the extreme cultivation of the 
commercial faculties permitted others 
as essential to national life to be blight­
ed by disuse?

Durmg this evolution woman’s rela 
tious to the industrial, the educational 
aud the philanthropic world aud her 
pressure toward the political world has 
been a savor of life unto life. Commu­
nity life and national life need heart. 
Women have much heart. Out of the 
heart are the issues of life.

Dairy Food Commissioner’s Rep art.
The commissioner believes the pub­

lic is entitled to know wbat is being 
done by the department towards the 
enforcement o f the food  laws, and 
wilL in the futute publisn through 
the issues o f the bulletin the status 
o f affairs regarding the oleomargar­
ine anti-color law, names o f all par­
ties complains against and their 
offenses, and the results o f prosecu­
tions.

Since the September bulletin ap­
peared, prosecutions liave been com­
menced against nine different firms 
in Detroit, one each, in Jackson, Bay 
City, Ann Arbor and two in Grand 
Rapids for  violations of tbe anti­
color law. In addition to these, 
there have been nine prosecutions be­
gun against hotel and restaurant 
keepers in Detroit to compel them to 
display signs in their places o f busi­
ness containing the words, “ Oleomar­
garine sold or used here” .

In the cases which have been 
brought because o f tbe law prohibit­
ing the coloring o f oleo, the only 
ones which the states has succeeded 
getting bound over have been those 
o f Jackson and Ann Arbor and Bay 
City; not being able to secure results 
in Detroit, although the proofs offer­
ed are considered by the prosecuting 
attorney to he amply sufficient.

He speaks in the most cordial terms 
o f the Wayne prosecuting attorney 
and his able corps o f assistants, and 
o f all prosecuting attorneys in whose 
counties complaints have been offer­
ed, for the support they have given 
him,

lie warns the dealers in oleo in the 
state by saying, “ It should be borne 
in mind that all oleo manufacturers 
live with out the state; in other words, 
are beyond prosecution in Michigan. 
Under these circumstances, we shall 
hold retail dealers and hotel and res­
taurant proprietors strictly accounta­
ble for all violations. We shall con­
tinue to prosecute each and every 
violation as fast as the department’s 
force can secure evidence and the 
law’s machinery be put in operation” .
