WASHINGTON LETTER.

Special Correspondence

D-c. £5, 1897.

The farmers of the United States
ought to find their holiday season a
very satisfactory ome. The contrast
in their condition at the present time
with that which existed under the
free trade which the Republican par-
ty has just climinated from the stat-
ute hooks is very great, and every
faimer will doubtless appreciate it.
They have contributed very largely
to the exportations the present year,
which are shown by recent figures of
the Treasury Department as greater
than any preceding yearin the histo-
ry of the country. Of course, the
products of agriculture foim a very
large pereentage of our exports, Tp
to this time products of agriculture
form over 65 per eent of the exporta-
tions of the year 1897, as they did in
1806.  In the month of October they
foimed 75 per cent of the total ex-
portations. When we take this into
consideration and then learn that the
exports of the TUnited States for the
vear just ended will he more than a
bitlion dollars, it will be seen that a
large amount of money has flowed
into the poekets of the farmers,

A study of the details of the prices
received by farmers for the articles
which they are now selling as com-
pared with recent conditions, will be
interesting at this close of the year.
Since August, prices of wheat in
New York have hovered along the
the dollar line, sometimes a little be-
low, frequently o little above, and
the climax was reached the other
ilav in Chicago. when the price of
winter wheat tonehsd one dollar and
nine eents.  Contrast this condition
witha short time On Jan. 2,
1846, the price of red winter wheat
No 2 th: New York market was
sixnty nine cents; on Feb, 7. 1825, it
was filty-seven cents and a fraction.

A
recent statement by Bradstreot's in
which it compares prices of nearly
one hundred different articles with
former rates shows advance in
November in corn, oars, potatoes,
milk, beans, peas, hemp, Dbarley.
heef, mutton, sheep, hogs, eggs and
wool, while other articles of farm

product retained the advanced posi-
tion which they bad gained earlier in
the vear.

That all these things have had
their effect upon the farmer
made his year s prosperous ane i«
evidenced by reports coming from
every part of the country showing
enormous reduction ‘in mortgage in-
debtedness

Thousands upon thousands of mort-
anges. hundreds of thousandsin fact.
are baing paid off with the result of
1 year's prosperity under protection
and sound moneyr, and hundreds of
thousands of homrs will this year
this season as well as for
many others a merry Christmas and
a4 happier New Year than they had
known during the period of free
trade and its n« companying troubles,

Nat only in the matter of increas-
ed carnings do the farmers and theiy
condition improved, but coupled
with this has come a reduction in
prices of maey articles which they
must buy. Bradstreet's statement
referred to abose ahows a reduction
in November in the prices of coffee,
cotton, sheetings, tin, print cloths,
iron and steel, coal and coke. and
many other articles for which the
farmer’s money must go.

The farmers have reason to con-
gratulate themscelves also upon the
change which has taken place in the
management oftheir own Department
of Agriculture with the year. TUncle
Jerry Rusk, President Hurrison’s Sec-
retary of" Agriculture, was a real
friend of the farmer, and instituted
a number of schemes which have

worked out tv their advantasxe
and which are pow recognized
as permanent institutions of the

country, but the workings of his De-
partment were largely experimental,
and it remained for his successor to
reap much of the benefit of his work.
But President Cleveland’s Seerctary
of Agriculture, Mr. Morton, failed to
improve his opportunities, and seems
to have been about the last man who
should bave occupied thisimportant
positlon. TFarmer Wilson, however.
immediately upon his appointment,
pulled off his coat and has had it off
ever since. The Department has un-
dergone a transition and more has
been done in the genuine interest of
the farmer of the United States than
was ever dreamad of before. The

CHICAGO LETTER.
Special Correspondence.
Dec. 28, 1897.

There was nothing in the status of
the tinancial and commercial world
today to indicate any depreciation in
the present excellent values which
American farm product and Ameri-
can securities at present enjoy.

The money market is easy, and in
place of gold going abroad every
week, as was the case a short time
a ro. it is now on the verge of impor-
tation, while our grain and provi-
sions are finding a better market than
they have for a long time enjoyed at
this season of the year. Thebigh price
at which wheat has been held here
ever since last summer is fortunately
not attributable to or dependent up-
on speculative conditions. The pres-
ent plane of values has been reached
solely because of the foreign demand
for our wheat, and that factor was
never in more active operationthan
now. A letter from an Anwerp
house says that the Argentine crop
will fall far short of estimates, and
that for the next three months at
least the United States will be able
to dictate the price of wheat in Eu-
rope. _

Corn is very strong, the May op-
tion being at 30 cents, and provi-
sions, while rather dull for the mo-
ment, are well held, and will be

The Coliseum, Sixty-Third street
and the Illinois Central tracks at
Chicago, thelargestamusement Luild-
ing in the world was destroyed by
fl.e, last Friday evening. The mam-
moth structure burned with a rapidi-
ty that is almost beyond comprehen-
sion, The flames broke outat 5:57
p m,, and in fifteen minutes the
whole structure collapsed.

It was at the
supper hour, and for this reason there
were no spectators and many of the
exhibitors and employes were absent.
A wild scramble to escape from the
building followed. All are believed
to have escaped in safety, though
there were repocts of nearly a score
of missing people. Many received .
No one was seriously
burt. Live electric wires added to
the dangers of the fire, The total
property loss on building and con-
ients is estimated at mnearly $300,000.
The insurance on the building is
$120,000. There is none on the ex-
hibits.

A New Mode Which Places Each Variety
o Ind Bin. '

A farmer who thinks that potatoes
stored for seed keep tetter in pits ghan
in cellars describes his plan along with
an illustration in The Ohio Farmer.

potatoes. To avoid much lator and risk
1 finally dropped on to the plan of put-
ting: my varieties in bins as represented
in the accompanying illustration. The
gables of the bins are made from any
Xkind of cast off lumber that is unfit for
almost any other wuse and nccd not be

made joint tight at all, just tight |

_enough so that the tubers cannot get
through and mix.
~ For the frames ordinary 1 by 6 oak
fencing boards from Lroken pieces gon-
erally, in lengths that will make a ga-
ble 7 feet at the base and 4 feet 6 inch-
es high from ground to peak, are used,
and the cross boards are nailed on with
wire nails and clinched to prevent bo-
ing forced off on either side by pressure.
- The first thing to do after making
several of these partitiens is to sclect a
place sheltered from prevailing winds
and take a. 3 by 8 oak stake and put it
into the ground at least two feet, in
position as indicated at A, then nail
the first partition firmly to the stake ot
ali arigle that will face either northeast
or southwest.

After placing plenty of straw on the
ground on the side that is to e the end
of the mound pile one of the varieties
that there is least of in a:half cone
against the gable, cover with straw and
then with a few inches of dirt, bringing
the latter out full to the edge of the
frame.

Now that the work is begon it will
take a little caleulation to see how far

E,; on one side from the apex of the
- fitst and second gables, then stake at
bottom with simall stakes, at D, to pra-
vent crowding ont from pressore. Fol-
ZIoW up with partitions for each variety,
with the 12 inch beard at top and stak-
ing at bottom. After covering with
plenty of straw and dirt oat to the edges
of the frames put 12 inch board cn other
side, or add two cn each side for a wa-
tershed. Then later on again cover
beards and all with another covering ci
straw and dirt to insere againss frost.
It is plain that the covering required
is less than hslf cf tkat where each
variety is buried by itself, aside from
the risk of freezing., If a rccord is
kept. beginning at the end where the
first kind was pitted, any bin can te
“teken out without interfering with the
adjcining one. and the partitions can be |
vsed many years if they are kept dry
after use. By using the short picces of
12 inch boards at top cf partiticns the
work of pitting can Le dene ot diffefent
times until the last variety is ready to
bury, then clesed up similer to the op-
posite or beginning end. Whickever cf
these ends fuces the sonthwest, or the
qguarter from which the most ccld winds
come, should have a very likeral cover- }
ing. i

When a hog-wallows and rubs against
the trough, the filth will be rubbed off
by the upper edge of the board. B, and
falls down through and ocut of the
trough. It should be fastened to the
feed floor and may be reached from the
outside by means of shoots through
which the swill is poured.

It has been authoritatively stated that
‘‘the. cost of pumping the great quanti-
ties of water used in irrigation prohikits
the raising of water to heights of much
‘over 50 feet.’” There are exceptions to

- thisrule, especially in the case of wind-
mills and of hydraunlic engines or water
wheels.

SHRINKAGE OF GRAIN.

Estimates Eased on Experiments With
Stoxed Wheat, Oats and Corn.

Forty years ago this statement was
. .published in an agricultural eschange:
“Wheat from thrashing time for the
- next six months shrinks 6 per cent.
That gives the shrinkage about two
quarts per bushel, and the shrinkage of
ear corn.is 20 to 80 per cent in six
months.”’ Last winter the same account
of the shrinkage of grain was published
in an Ohio exchange, not being changed
& particle from the article published 40
years ago. A correspondent of The Prai-
rie Farmer, after calling attention to
the foregoing, writes:

I have always claimed. that any arti-
cle written for the press should be
known facts to be of any value and
based upon {ested experiment for a series

. of years by weighing when stored and
weighing when sold. For the past ten
years I have been experimenting to
learn the-facfs as to the exact amount
of shrinkage in weight of grain by stor-
age and find the following facts by
weighing: Clover seed from time of
‘thrashing, if in good condition when
stored, will in 12 months gain 1 pen
cent in weight. . :
Two years ago L weighed three sacks
of wheat ag it éame from the thrashing
machine. The wheat wasin good con-
dition, and the three sacks weighed 405°
pounds. They were placed in the wheat
bin where nothing could distarb them,
and they were reweighed April 1, mak-
ing eight months in storage, and they
weighed 405 pounds, showing no shrink-
age. There may be a loss by wastage,
« but neb in weight. S
The first day of Aungust, 1894, I filled
ten -burlap sacks with ocats as they

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§ack was weighed Separately, a card
was sowed on each ohe stating weight,
and the tutal weight ¢f the ten sacks of
oats wag 1,273 ponnds. The ten sacks
of oats were raweighed Jan. 1, 1885,
and weighed 1,816 pounds, a gain in
weight of 44 pounds, showing a gain of
84 per cent. I.assure you this was a
surprise to me, but I called tomind that
there had been no rain from the time
they were heading -until they were
thrasked. In yearsof abundance of rain
during growth and ripening I think
there would be less gnin,

It is tho general opinion that corn
shrinks more from timeé of husking in
the fall up to May than any other farm
product, many farmers say from 10 to
20 per cent, In the fall of 1893 I com-
menced my expeériments to test the
shrinkage. I filled a large sack full of
ear corn the 9th of Novembeor, 1893,
the day it was husked. A card was sew-
ed on the sack giving date of weighing
and weight, which was 1581 pocuds.
I reweighed it April 1, 1806, making
nearly five moenths, and it weighed 1564
pounds, showing one-half pound gain in
the five montnhs. Thefall was a remark-
ally dry fall, and carly varieties of corn
were fully matured and dry, cspecially
the small cob varicties, and this corn
was of that kind. Large car corn, and
especizlly large cob varicties, during a
wet fall will shrink from 5toG per
cent. This Lies boen my experience by
weighing.

Inexpensive Corncrid.

The accomparying sketch from Coun-
try Gentlerxen shows an end elevation
c¢f a Lailding, which if built 12 Ly 30
foet, 8 feet to top of plate, will allow
an alley 5 feet in width and give stor-
age capacity at cither side for corn and
grain. It might be well to carry the

Steps may be
provided which will pull out and drop
down into place or may be raisad cr
shoved vrdeor the Lnilding to allow n
wagon to drive close to the doorway. If
in building ycu nse several tics, a light
scafiolding pluced upen them woctld en-
able you to store away many empty po-
to crates and the like, which might
take consideratle space and yet are
light.

This special crib was made to meet

Wintering Dees,

R. F. Holtermann, Ontario experi-
ment farm, describes g number of ox-
periments relating to wintering, feed-
ing. comb foundation and five banded
Italian bees. Relative to wintering it is
said it Las been bis enstom to winter in
a cellar, and thag the loss sustained from
this modzof wintering has averaged be-
tween 8 and 4 per cent. From his ex-
periments he concludes that it will not
