THE TOUR OF IBR.

G. H. BLACK'S PROPOSED FACTORY 
ON NORTH PORTAGE STREET.
IT ’S A  GOOD THING.

Some time ago a petition Was pre­
sented the Common Council, asking 
that North Portage street be widen­
ed the fu ll legal width. The peti­
tion was referred to the Street Com­
mittee for investigation and report.

It may be Of interest to our readers 
to know that this request is made 
with the idea o f fostering a new fac­
tory in town.

Treatments of Seed Wheat to Prevent 
Smut.

The usual prevalence o f smut in 
the wheat crop o f  1898 calls for ex­
traordinary effort on the part o f 
Michigan wheat growers* to prevent 
a repetition o f the loss from this 
source next year. It is now well- 
known that snvut is a disease carried 
forward from one year to another in 
the seed wheat. The disease converts 
the kernel into a black, ill smelling 
mass c f  spores which, when tbe smut­
ty kernels are broken up by 'the 
thereshing machine or by handling, 
attach themselves to the sound ker­
nels. When wheat so infected is 
s >« n, tlie ke.nels and these spores 
o f smut germinate at the same time. 
Tlie smut plant- grows inside the 
wheat stem throughout the season, 
and when the wheat is ripening it 
turns the kernels in the head o f 
wheat into the well-known smut ker­
nels. The spread o f the disease may 
best be' prevented by treating the 
seed wheat. The remedies are neith­
er expensive nor laborious in appli­
cation.

T r e a t m e n t  N o . 1 , F o r m a l in ,
Buy at a reliable drug store a 

pound o f  formalin. It  should cost 
you not far from sixty cents. Mix 
.with fifty gallons o f water. Put 
the seed wheat in a pile on a floor 
which has been swept clean 
and sprinkled with the same solu­
tion o f formalin. Spray or sprin­
kle the wheat with the formalin so­
lution, shoveling the pile over mean­
while until all the surface o f every 
kernel is wet. Do not use an excess 
o f the liquid or it w ill hinder ger­
mination. Leave in a pile for 24 
hours and sow at once Or dry and 
sow later. The bags and other uten­
sils with which the seed wheat comes 
in contact should also he treated.

T r e a t m e n t  T o . 2.
Substitute one pound o f corrosive 

sublimate for tlie formalin in tlie 
above remedy and treat t he wheat 
otherwise exactly as explained above. 
Remember that corrosive sublimate is 
a deadly poison and neither o£ these 
solution should be left where stock can 
possibly gain access to it. Tlie cor­
rosive sublimate is rather, hard to 
dissolve and the solution should be 
prepared by dissolving tlie pound o f 
the drag in three or four gallons of 
hot water and adding later a suffi­
cient quantity to bring the total 
amount up to the required fifty gal­
lons.

T r e a t m e n t  N o . 3 , B l u e  V i t r i o l .
Dissove one pound o f blue vitriol 

in  four gallons of..water and spray 
the wheat as in the treatments above. 
The four gallons should wet thirteen, 
bushels o f  wheat. This method is as 
good as neither o f the preceding 
since copper sulphate, or blue vitriol, 
as it is variously called, injures the 
germination o f  the wheat.
. Treatment No. 4, Hot Water.

Soak the seed wheat for ten min­
utes in water at 133 degrees F. Use 
a tested thermometer only. Provide 
two vessels large enough to- hold 
twenty gallons each, i f  possible. One

should contain warm at about 120 
degrees F., the other scalding water 
at 133 degrees. Into the first vessel 
plunge the seed wheat in a burlap 
sack or wire basket. Keep it there 
until warm, then plunge into the sec­
ond vessel, lifting it out occasional­
ly  and shifting it  about in the scald­
ing water until every kernel has been 
exposed to the temperature. Remove 
from the second vessel at the end o f 
ten minutes, and cool immediately, 
either by spreading on a clean flooi 
in a thin layer or plunging in a 
barrel o f  co ld  water. Dry and sow 
or sow broadcast at once.

Buying Laying Hens.
When you wish to proeure a flock 

o f  laying hens never buy them “from  
the coops that reach the city markets 
as such fow ls are usually collected 
from  many farms and may cause lice 
and disease to appeal, although the 
fow ls may apparently he healthy. 
Even when buying nearer home, and 
from  reliable parties, examine the 
premises and the conditions under 
which the birds were kept, and then 
carefully -examine each bird before 
taking it  to your yards. I f  this 
course is adhered to there w ill be less 
liability o f  disease, as it is safe to 
assert that a large majority o f fail­
ures with poultry are due to lack o f  
care in procuring the fowls. The 
best way is to raise your hens, but i f  
this cannot be done, then make it  a 
rule never to procure a fow l that is 
not in the best o f  health and from a 
healthy flock.

SUMMER LOSSES.
During the warm days o f  July and 

August hens that are in a very fat 
condition suffer severely from  heat 
and should be provided with shade, 
the food  being o f grass or cooked 
vegetables. Very little food  is re­
quired during warm weather for 
fow ls or chicks. The symptoms are 
vertigo, the affected birds sometimes 
acting as i f  crazy, others appear 
sleepy, and some die suddenly, as 
with apoplexy. There is no remedy 
except to reduce the food . An ounce 
o f Epsom salts in a gallon o f  drink­
ing water, given once a week, w ill 
prove beneficial in some cases, )>nt 
the cause is usually over-feeding, 
which must be guarded against.

RIDDING FOWLS OF L IC E .
It is difficult to rid fow ls o f  lice 

by dusting them with powders, 
though some o f the remedies adver­
tised are excellent. One method Is 
to use strong soapsuds dipping the 
fow l therein and rinsing in clean 
water. I f  a teaspoonful o f carbolic 
acid is added to  the suds it w ill he 
au advantage. Dusting can be done 
by the hens themselves i f  they are 
given an opportunity by having at 
their disposal sifted dry dirt. Keep 
the poultry house clean anil the hens 
w ill keep their bodies clear o f  lice. 

HENS LOSING FEATH ERS.
_ When the hens begin to lose their 

feathers they wiU require but little 
attention i f  kept dry and free from 
dampness. Give them all the grass 
they w ill eat during the day with a 
mess at night o f ground grain, 
ground meat, and bran, adding an 
ounce o f linseed meal and a tea­
spoonful o f sulphur to every pound 
o f the gi ain mixture, and allowing a 
quart o f food  to fifteen hens. The 
mixture is an excellent one to pro­
mote the; growth o f  new feathers,

W EATH ER.
The mean temperature for tbe week 

ended Saturday, September 3d, 74.1 
degrees, was 10.7 degrees warmer 
than the normal.

CRORS.

The past week has been charactei- 
ized by abnormally high tempera­
tures, a general and decided deficien­
cy o f  precipitation, and a large 
amount o f  sunshine. Corn has ma­
tured very rapidly, too rapidly for 
best results. Many farmers have cut 
corn earlier than they expected in 
order to save the stalks for  fodder; 
corn has eared fairly weU but the 
cars are somewhat shrunken; corn 
cutting is'now quite general in  the 
principal corn counties o f the lower 
peninsula. Generally late potatoes 
have done fairly well and wiH yield 
a fair crop. Bean harvest is about 
completed but the yield is only about 
half a crop. In the northern coun­
ties o f the lower peninsula and in 
the upper peninsula pastures are 
green and affording excellent fodder, 
but in the southern h alf o f the state 
the hot dry weather has burnt them 
up and considerable stock is being 
fed. Fall plowing and preparations 
for wheat seeding have progressed 
steadily, but farmers are waiting for 
rain* before generally commencing 
wheat and rye seeding although 
much o f  that work has already 
begun. Reports concerning peaches, 
pears and grapes are very encourag­
ing, but plums, although abundant, 
are rotting on the trees. Reports 
regarding apples are about the same 
— early ones poor and fairly plentiful 
—-late ones scarce,

H e Was Extravagantly Entertained by 
M exican Governm ent Officials, and He 
Returned tbe  fa v o r  by  an Extravagant 
Misrepresentation o f  th e Conditions.
[This series of letters is the result of a per­

sonal visit to Mexico made by the writer 
early in 1898 as a special representative of ihe 
Michigan Republican Newspaper Association 
to investigate tlfe monetary system of that 
country.] ,

V.
The statements made by Mr.. Bryan 

soon after bis return home from his 
visit to Mexico vary so widely from 
the actual facts as they exist today, ad­
mitted and known by all, regardless of 
relation to the country or interest in its 
welfare, that it is charitable to accept 
the explanation' mu.’o to the Writer by 
a conductor on the Mexican Central rail­
way that “ Mr. Bryan’s visit to Mexico 
Was only a  Pullman palace car tour. 
Wherever he went he was met by gov­
ernment hands and feasted and flattered 
by government officials and representa­
tives of Mexican investment interests. 
He refers to the laboring classes of Mex­
ico, but what he says of them shows he 
found out nothing about them. He was 
extravagantly entertained in Mexico, 
and he returns the favor by an extrava­
gant misrepresentation of conditions as 
he could have found them if  he had 
tried to find out the truth abont them. ”  

Whatever may be true of the conduct­
or’s explanation - its to the statements 
made by Mr. Bryan, certain it is that 
some o f the more' important of them 
bear little or no relation to the condi­
tions they assume to present. In my 
reference to these statements, however,
I  w ill not present individual contradic­
tion or personal denial, but will make 
use of the authorities which Mr. Bryan 
himself would probably have accepted, 
even though he inight not have desired 
to make use of them. More than ordi­
nary interest attaches to Mr. Bryan’s 
statement concerning Mexico because 
ofihis position as the accepted leader of 
the free silver factions of the United 
States, in which interest his views were 
evidently induced, and because of his 
unqualified statement that what he had 
seen and learned in Mexico would add 
to his effort to secure the adoption of 
the Mexican free silver system by the 
American people. This statement was 
made by Mr. Bryan:

My observation as well as my reason leads 
me to believe that the idjo o f  silver has been ox 
material advantage to Mexico, and I am mor6 
than ever convinced that tbe best interests of 
onr people demand the immediate restoration 
of the free and unlimited coinage of gold and 
silver at the present legal ratio o f  1G to 1 with' 
out waiting for the aid or consent o f any other 
nation.

Mr. Bryan’s personal interest in the 
matter involved evidently has much 
to do with the formation of his opinion 
as to what is for “ the best interests of 
our people.”  Mr, Bryan further says: 

The free coinage of.silver is entirely satisfac­
tory to  the people of' Mexico. They have had 
a chance to test their system thoroughly and 
to  compare it  with the systems of the United 
States, England, France and Germany, and I 
find no disposition either among the officials 
er among the people to favor the gold stand­
ard, The federal government pays about $?,- 
000,000 annually on gold obligations, and, while 
it is compelled to  collect over $13,000,000 in sil­
ver to  cover this interest account, it hasno diffi­
culty in doing so because of the prosperous 
condition o f the nation’s industries.

Mr. Bryan’s reference to “ the people 
of Mexico”  and his suggestion as to 
comparison with the United States and 
other countries Would be amusing if  
the snbject was less serions in view of 
the fact that “ the people of Mexico”  
are in the most unsatisfactory condition 
of any of the civilized nations on the 
globe, judged by any of the elements of 
life which civilization would accept as 
satisfactory. They are the poorest paid, 
the poorest clothed, the poorest housed 
and fed o f any of the people of the lead­
ing nations of the world. Although 
Mexico had what historians refer to as 
an advanced civilization before the 
United States government was formed 
there are today 20 states of the Union 
either of which surpasses all of Mexico 
in accumulated wealth, industrial, ag­
ricultural and commercial importance 
and in  every respect save population, 
natural resources . and extent of territo­
ry* : !

Matter of Grave Concern.
If comparisons-are odious, however, 

in the present instance, permit me to 
quote from The Mexican Financier of 
the first week of February of the pres­
ent year relative tfr Mr, Bryan’s assur­
ance as to the government having “ no 
difficulty because of the prosperous con­
dition of the nation’s industries:”

A t the time silver dropped so sharply every 
interest here was affected, and the currency 
question was a matter of grave concern to the 
government, which has.a heavy gold interest to 
pay abroad. The young and capable finance 
minister of this republic, Limnntour, gave all 
his time to a careful consideration of tbc mat­
ter, and the conclusion was finally reached 
that Mexico most stand by silver.

Here we find it stated by the leading 
business journal of Mexico, itself an ad­
vocate of free .silver, that every interest 
was affected by a fail in the price of sil­
ver and evidently the question as to 
whether or not Mexico could longer en­
dure its free silver system became a 
matter o f  grave concern to the govern­
ment. I f  a  fall in the price of silver de- 
Equalizes every interest and causes 
grave concern to  the government, Mr. 
Bryan himself - can be quoted as to how 
blighting and prostrating wonld be any 
change in the opposite direction, which 
wonld make the currency of the country 
much dearer and harder, to get. In 
farther reference, to Mr. Bryan’s state­
ment as to the government ease in meet­
ing the extra burdens created by free 
coinage, I  quote farther from The Mex­
ican Financier, from an article which 
the latter journal had taken from the 
London Financial News and approving­
ly  headed, “ Favorable Opinion of a Lon­
don Journal:”

I'M  1896-9 the Mexican budget estimates the 
expenditure at *82,100,600. The growth of the 

. expenditure, which la some *1,600,000 larger 
than the estimates of the budget commission 
for the current year, is accounted for as to *1,* 
102,177 by the larger amount that will hq xe- 
Ctured tor the service of theoxternaldeht, 
mg the Mexican dollar at 23 ponce asn(
24 pence, the figure for the current year. . 
difficulties w ith wMsh the government has

cope when every fall o f I  penny per ounce iu 
silver adds $1,102,177 to the nation’ s fixed 
charges or© loo  apparent to need explanation, 
and, although there was a cheerful tone in the 
lastmessogo of President Diaz to congress with 
regard to silver, it  would be rash to  predict 
that its price may not further recede until the 
Mexican dollars are not even worth 23 pence.

The above information suggests why 
it was a matter of grave concern, which 
was given careful consideration before 
the conclusion was reached that Mexico 
should continue to stand by silver. The 
fact that the free coinage of silver re­
duces by half tbe price of labor and 
thereby invites capital desiring to take 
advantage of such conditions was prob­
ably the determining factor In the prob­
lem as to whether or not Mexico should 
stand by silver.

Xabor Conditions.
In order, however, that there shall be 

tto question as to whether Mr. Bryan’s 
statement that the conditions perpetuat­
ed by tlie free coinage of silver are “ en­
tirely satisfactory to tbe people of Mex­
ico”  is at all justified we give the fol­
lowing quotation from an editorial pub-, 
lishedinThe Mexican Herald, the lead­
ing daily paper o f Mexico, a paper ex­
tremely friendly to Mr. Bryan and, as 
w ill be noted, an advocate o f the con­
tinuance of Ms peculiar financial policy 
in Mexico for a time at least. In an is­
sue of the last week in February, some 
time after the visit of Mr. Bryan to 
Mexico and after the publication of Ms 
views as to affairs here, The "Herald 
said:

Meantime Mexico will push forward, aided 
by her cheap money and the consequent pro­
tection o f the gold premium, which acts as a 
bounty. But tbe time w ilt come when It will 
be desirable that our money shall be made 
good money abroad. Labor conditions here 
will slowly change, and the children o f the 
peon, educated in the public schools, w ill de­
velop those wants which are at the basis oi 
what W© know as civilization. When these chil­
dren become men, they will n ot work, as their 
fathers have, for a small wage and be content.

There is no possibility of mistaking 
the meaning of this declaration or of 
denying its justification. The free coin­
age of silver in Mexico with its attend­
ant results can exist only until those 
wants are developed which are at the 
basis of civilization. The children ed­
ucated in the public schools w ill not 
endure the effects of free silver as their 
tethers have endured them.

Mr. Bryan says the Mexican dollar’ 
w ill buy almost as much as it wonld in 
1873, and he refers to a yard of cloth 
Winch could have been bought with a 
Mexican dollar in 1873, now increased 
in price to §2.10, with transportation 
and tariff added, as an illustration of 
the had effects of the monetary standard 
of the outside world rather than that 
o f Mexico. Bnt with the silver in wMch 
this cloth price is to be paid now being 
profitably produced for from 30 to 40 
Cents per ounce, measured by the same 
gold standard of value as is the cloth, 
whereas in 1873 silver was held by its 
producers at §1.03, his illustration be­
comes a mere childish play upon words 
with evident desire to deceive.

He says that wages are Mgher on an 
average in Mexico than ever before and 
still rising. I  have a Mexican publica­
tion before me which quotes from an 
official report addressed to the Belgian 
department of foreign affairs to the 
effect that labor in the most profitable 
investing and producing districts of 
Mexico “ rarely exceeds 25 centavos per 
workingman per day, ”  and Mr. Bryan 
knows that the Tate of wages which is 
rarely exceeded is usually above the av-’ 
erage. Twenty-five centavos per day Is 
worth between 11 and 12 cents in 
American currency. I  was told at the 
Zacatecas mines and at the Agnas Cali- 
entes smelter and at La Aurora wool- : 
en factory in the same city, and the V  
same information has been many times 
repeated in tlie City of Mexico, that 
wages for the same line of employment 
had not increased in Mexico during the 
past ten years.

- Americans In  Mexico.
Mr. Bryan says he found the produc­

tions of onr protected manufactnrers ev­
erywhere in Mexico, selling in  competi­
tion with their European rivals. He 
could have further said, had he be 
well informed on the snbject, that 
American protected productions have 
invaded Europe itself, recently increas­
ing onr exports in that line to totals 
never before attained, and that, too,, 
without the aid of the almost prohibi­
tive nonrevenue producing "w all to 
keep out foreign * competition”  which 
Mr. Bryan approvingly refers to as one 
result of free coinage in Mexico. He 
says that Mexican exporters have a 
great advantage over competitors living 
in gold standard countries. They most 
assuredly have, and that great advan­
tage is the cheap labor they secure as a’ 
direct result of the free coinage of sil­
ver. It is an advantage not shared by! 
the Mexican producer who sells for sil­
ver, nor by the Mexican laborer who 
works for silver, but is monopolized by 
the exporter wbo sells for gold and with 
it buys silver, as he would tobacco, at) 
its lowest market price and doles it out 
to the laborer and small producer.

Mr. Bryan says he found Americans’ 
in Mexico who stay there. There vwe- 
probably not a dozen Americans engag­
ed in any form of common labor in all 
of Mexico. They would starve to death 
on the wages paid and could not equal; 
a Mexican laborer in performing tho la­
bor expected of them or in enduring tlio 
many privations necessarily incident to 
the lives of the working class iu this 
land of tho free and unlimited coinage 
of silver at the ratio of 16 to 1.

And this is the land and these are the 
conditions and tMs is the system ob­
servation of which from a palace cor 
window and information of which gain­
ed from enlogistic banquet speeches 
“ more than ever convinced”  Mr. W . J. 
Bryan that the free coinage of silver 
should be adopted by the American peo­
ple. P e r r y  F. P o w e r s .

A  watch is  the smallest, most deli­
cate machine that was ever construct­
ed o f the same number o f parts. 
About 175 different pieces o f materi­
al enter into its construction, and 
more than 2,400 separate operations 
are comprised in its manufacture. 
Some o f  the facts connected with its 
performance are simply in creditable, 
when considered in totals. The roll­
er jewel o f  a w-ntcli makes every day 
— day after day—432,000 impacts 
against the fork  o f  the lever; 157,- 
GS0,000 blows in a year, without 
stop or rest. These figures arc be­
yond the grasp o f our minds. But 
the marvel does not stop here: It lias 
been estimated that the power that 
moves the watch is equivalent to 
four or five times tlie force used in a 
flea’ s jump. One-horse power would 
run about 2,700,000 watches. The 
balance wheel o f  a watch is moved 
1 43-100 inches With one vibration—  
3,55S miles in one year. It requires 
one or two drops o f oil to lubricate a 
watch. Is it reasonable to expect 
such a small machine to run year 
after year on two dvops o f oil. The 
oil w ill get hard and, with dirt and 
grit in the jewels and pivots, it will 
ruin the best watch in time unless 
cleaned and oiled. If you let your 
watch ruii years without cleaning 
and it is ruined, don’ t blame the 
watchmaker, but yourself Take your 
watch once a year to a good, honest 
workman and have it cleaned and 
oiled, and it will last a life-time.

Seats had 
been provided for a distance of three 
squares along the park, and in addi­
tion there were many thousands in 
them.

The parade started promptly at ten

noticed that very many who wore the 
uniform of the order were among the 
spectators along the line of march. 
Most of them did not feel able to pa­
rade, although the day was as cool and 
bracing as in November. The parade 
was purely one of the grand army, as 
the naval veterans gave their street 
demonstration Tuesday, and the usual 
floats and daylight fireworks and other 
attractions were reserved for the peace 
jubilee to-day. The Denver drum corps, 
with 53 pieces, and the band of the 
rough riders, from Dayton, with 100 
pieces, were the leading attractions in 
their line. The Pittsburgh .band, which 
alternated instrumental with vocal 
music, possibly caught the crowd mo're 
than others, and the singers from Kan­
sas were also loudly applauded.

While the Ohio division outnumbered 
others, yet the Illinois department, 
headed by Gen. John C.Blackand staff, 
madi an excellent appearance as the 
first division of the great procession. It 
ranked next in numbers to the Ohio 
division, which brought up the rear. 
In the Illinois department was Colum­
bia post, from Chicago, with a combi­
nation of the military and naval jack­
ets. making a very fine appearance. 
Post 3S4 from Detroit appeared with 
all members in Prince Alberts and as 
erect as if in. parlors. The posts from 
Louisiana had sugar canes with, cotton 
ornaments; those from the Dakotas, 
Iowa and Kansas displayed with at­
tractive effect their samples of corn 
and grain. Outside o f the parade itself 
the order was excellent. Although- 
there were several stampedes and sev­
eral private platforms broke down, no 
serious injuries are reported.

A Serious Accident.
The first thing to mar the proceed­

ings of the morning was a serious ac­
cident to Gen. Curtis, one of the police 
commissioners of Buffalo. He was rid­
ing with the police commissioners of 
this city and of other cities, who were 
on the staff of the chief in charge of 
the police that headed the procession.

Pingree was reading- Ms 
speech from manuscript and proceed­
ed but a short way with the document 
when he was cut off by the noisy and 
uncontrollable interruption.

Melish finished the sentence which 
the audience had refused to permit 
Gov. Pingree to read. It ran as fol­
lows: “ If Secretary Alger had been
given- full power such thing® would 
never have happened.”

A QUEER REPTILE.

Tlie Igu an a o f th e W e st Indies Serves 
as F ood  and Tastes L ike  

Chicken.

A  Milwaukeean who spent several 
years in Cuba before existing hostili­
ties were dreamed of tells of a queer 
littje reptile—a native of the WestLn- 
dies and other tropical isles—that 
serves as food, and to the unxntiat-ed 
might readily pass for chicken". The 
iguana, as the creature is known 
among savants of animal lore, belongs 
to a harmless branch of the lizard fam­
ilies and. outwardly bears a resem­
blance sufficiently close to make it re­
pulsive in appearance.

The iguanas are .characterized by. 
the peculiar form o f their tee'th, these 
being roundi at the root, and! beadlike, 
with separatedi edges toward the tip, 
resembling in this respect the gigan­
tic extinct reptile iguanodon. The- 
typical foi-ms belonging to this fam­
ily are distinguished by the large dew- 

I lap or pouch situated, beneath the head 
and neck, and by the crest, composed 
o f slender, elongated scales, wMeh ex­
tend in gradually diminishing height 
from  the nape o f the neck to  the ex­
tremity of the tail.

The species o f the family in Cuba at­
tain a growth of five feet. In color 
they are a peculiar greenish sbaoe, ' 
corresponding with the foliage and 
underbrush, into which they dive and1 
hide. They live on the -luxuriant trop­
ical vegetation-, and get sleek and fat 
from excessive eating and sleeping. 
Naturalists say that the iguana is a 
most timid creature and equally de­
fenseless.

an d  side doors. Then in a  second the doors 
w ere burst open and in rushed from  75 to 
100 men.

“ There was constant firing in all parts o f  
the hall, we replying as best we could. I  
saw one man fall, shot through the lungs. 
T h ey  carried him to the balcony and laid 
him  down. H e died a few  minutes after­
w ard. Another m an was injured.

“ W e were forced out o f  the building. 
Sheriff Boynton and Chief o f  Police Cath- 
right were In the front ranks o f  the at­
tacking party.”

The police and sheriff’s officers, claim

men brought from Denver. They say 
they only rushed in' after the attack 
began.
