is made ready to burn oil. Excepting
railroad and other lanterns for spe-
cial uses, substantially all thelanterns
made nowadays are of the kind known
as tubular, first introduced about 30
years ago, and now made in various
modifications as to detail, the tubular
part of the lantern being designed
with a view. to producing better com-
bustion and a brighter light.

How the Japanese Construct '.l‘hel!
Pagodas So They Will
Not Fall,

i When the traveler in Japan looks at
some of the tall pagodas to be seen

are not shaken to pieces by the earth-
qualkes which are so common in mika-
do land. The.only structures in Japan
which seem to be ea,rthqua,ke-uproof
are the pagodas, which are erected
before the temples. There are many
which are 700 or 800 years old, and as
solid as when built. There'is a reason
for this, and it lies in their:construc-
tion. A pagoda is practically a frame-
work of heavy, timbers which start
from a wide base and is in itself a
substantial structure, but isremdered
still more stable by a pecullarrdevice.

Toside the framework and suspend-
‘éd from the apex is a long, heavy tim-
ber two feet thick or more. Thishangs
from one end, and: to the othier endiare
bolted at each of the four sides four
more heavy -timbers, and if the pa-
goda be very lofty still more timbers
are added. The whole forms an enor-
mous pendulum, which: reaches within
six inches of the ground. When the
shock of an earthquake rocks the pa-
goda the pendulum swings in unison
~ and “keeps the center of gravity al-

pagoda g +is neyer -disturbed, and this’
is the explnnn:txon of the great age
of many of them, when from their
height one would suppose. them to be
pecullarly susceptible to the effects
of an earthquale. :

“If the synthesis of albumen bhas
actually been accomplifhed that alone
will be a fact of immemse importance
in physiological chemisxry But that
=uch an achievement is going to revo-
lutionize practical food questions no
physiologist 'or sensible man will be
prepared to acceptin the slightest de-
‘gree as probable.

“Pure albumen is already manufac-
tured on a;large scale and failrly cheap-
ly, and though the manufacture has
been going on for-years albuymen pure
and s mple has not found a decided
place in dietetics, nor has it been pro-
posed to substitute it for ordinary
articles of food.

“It is absurd to think thatithe time
will come when we shall carry about
e complete meal or dietetic dutfit for
‘g day in the shape of a thimbieful of
‘powder. Animal economy requires
other things and atiributesbesides the
mere elements concerned in making
good the waste tissues in the:body.”

COLOR OF EGGS.
There is no breed that can be de-

| pended upon to lay eggs that are

dark in color. It is true that Coch-
ins and Brahmas are claimed as lay-
ing dark eggs, and it is truc also, to
certain éxtent, that their eggs are
dark. but many of the individuals in
a flock will deviate from the rule,
and among the eggs collected will
be found some that are much lighter
than the others. Plymouth Rocks
and Wyandottes do not produce eggs
of uniform color, but on the coutra-
ry 'there isa wide difference, some
hens in the flock laying eggs nedrly
white in color of shells while others
will produce dark aggs. A Dbreed
that will lay dark eggs, of uniform
color, with no exceptions on the part
of individuals, will be welcomed by
those who have a partiality for such
eggs, as the tendency of most breeds
is to lay eggs with white shells.
TIIE TURKEYS FOR MARKET.

There are not many weeks ahead
before the holiday demand for tur-
keys will begin, and through thesup-
ply is usually fully up to the demand,
yet there is always something better
than the average, which commands a
a higher price per pound.

Good turkeys will sell for 20 cents
per pound, when nferior stock is
bringing from 12 to 15 cents. To de-
rive the most from turkeys make
them fat. At least two or three
pounds extra weight can be added
to a large turkey, and it will bring
five cents morcon a pound. A tur-
key weighing ten pounds can be in-
creased in value from fifty cents to a
dollar by combining quality with
additional weight. Thanksgiving is
only about six or seven weeks off
and Christmas follows soon after.
The market will take all the good
turkeys that can be sent. There may
be a plentiful supply of ordinary
kinds, but the owner of the fat tur-
keys can sell them on sight.

OROSSING FOWLS.

Do not be tempted to keep a male
bird because he is handsome unless
he is pure bred, and do not under-
take to make a better breed by cross-
ing two breeds as all such efforts are,
in a majority of cases, failures. All
breeds are the result of combining
the good qualities of selected birds,
but a breed cannot be made in a day
or a year. In the hands of experi-
cnced parties who have patients and
arc willing to devote years to the un-
dertaking, a breed may be made that
willhave fixed characteristics,but the
farmer will not, as a rule, bestow
time to such work, hence the mo-
ment he begins to cross the breeds

scrubs. Thousands of farmers and
poultrymen cross their breeds every
year, but it is doubtful if there has
ever been a gain by so doing, as
crossing is a step backward and
should be carefully avoided.
CLEANING UP FOR W1NTER.

As the weather is becoming cold
the first duty in regard to poultry is
to clean the pouléry bouase, deluge it
with kerosene emulsion, then white-
wash the interior. Before so doing,
take the nests outside, burn the old
material, and follow by giving the
roosts and nests a general overhaul-
ing. Let the fowls begin winter in a
comfortable house and they will be
better prepared for winter work:

FORCING HEXNS TO LAY.

Frequently it become a subject for
discussion that it is injuriousto force
hens to lay. Instead of serving as a
means of protection against a forcing
system, any method known for fore
ing the lens would be instantly
adopted, as it costs but little to re-
place with another, hence the object
is always to force the hens and get
as many eggs as possible and in the
shortest period of time. Those who
object to any forcing process should
always accompany their objections
with the methods used in foreing.
The fact is that to force a lhien to lay
is a very difficnlt matter. It cannot
be done by an abundance of food, as
overfeeding will, in a majority of
cases, retard laying. The use of red
pepper and condiments will not force
hens to lay, nor is there any known
process other than good management,
that is, warm quarters in winter,
varied food, exercise, and all the
conditions for comfort favorable.
Even then it isnot “foreing” the hens
for if they are kept under conditions
for producing cggs the result is nat-

ural, and the hens will continue to

"lay without being.injured thereby or

retarded in the least. When one un-
dertakes to forece his hens he will
have nothing to fear, as the hens can-

Before they can produce eggs they

.must first reach a stage at which they

will be prepared for their work.
' LEGHORNS ON THE FARM.

Where the farm is large and fowls
are given their liberty to “forage,
there is no breed superior to the Leg-
horns, as they are veryjactive, forage
over a large surface, ‘and can secure
more food than they will consume.
It is simiply a waste of food to assist.
them in summer, as they will thrive:
better if left to their own exertions.
Being non-sitters they are incessant
layers, and seldom fail to give their
quota to the egg baskef, and almost
without cost. They are not,"howev-
er, suitable for & yard, or small area,-
as they are too activein disposition,
and pay best when on ~the rai_lge.,
They can fly over a high fence and
are troublesome in confinement. As
a breed, Leghorns are hardy and sre
good winter layers if kept in a warm
house, but as they have large combs
are liable to having the combs frozen
in severely cold weather and .will
not then lay until the injured mem-
ber is healed.

THE GREAT QUESTION NOW OF
PARAMOUNT INTEREST.

A Resume of the I’ro'vlsions of the At—
kinson Bill Which Should Interest
Every Taxpayer in Michigan and
Should Win Thelr Support.

A synopsis of ‘the provisions of the
very important proposed law, known as
the Atkinson bill, which was offered
for passage at the special session of

{ the Michigan Legislature held in April

last, may be of interest to our readers.

As is well known, the intention of
the framer of the law was to equalize
the imposition of taxes, so that the
great corporations which have their
being and benefits from the public en-
terprise and business activity of the
people of Michigan may properly bear
their share in the expenses and public
burdens of the State. There is no in-
tention whatever to impose upon these
wealthy corporations any unfair bur-

dens, nor to fail in recognizing their |

usefulness, and the convenience they
afford to the hundreds of thousands
of Michigan people who avail them-
selves tbhereof. But, judging by the
experience of other States in this mat-
ter, the treasury of the great State of
Michigan is justly entitled to receive
vastly more-revenue from tho taxable
property included in the provisions of
the Atkinson bill.

The bill is entitled “A. bill to pro-
vide for the assessment and levy of
taxes upon the property of railroad
companies, express companies, tele-
graplh companies and telephone com-
panies and the collection thereof, and
the designation and clection of a State
Board of Assessors to make such as-
sessments and levy, and defining the
duties of such board, and the compen-
sation of its members,” and to repeal
suel laws as may conflict therewith.

Scetion 1 provides for the seclection
of the State Board of Assessors, the
hoard at first to be composed of cer-
tain otficers of the State, but to be
chosen by the electors of the State at
general elections hereafter.

Secction 2 provides a secretary for the
board, who shall devote his time to the
business thereof.

Section 3 provides that the members
of said board, and the secretary, shall
take and subscribe the constitutional
oath of office, to be filed with the Sec-
retary of State,

Section 4 provides that the Doard
shall have access to all documents and
records in departments at the capital
of the State, to all records in county,

township and munieipal offices; also’

to all of the hooks, papers or accounts
of any incorporation, firm or individual
coming under the provisions of the aet.
Said board shall have the right to sum-
mon ‘itnesses wlhen necessary. An
assessment roll of all property to be
asscssed by the board shall be made
each year and filed with the Auditor-
General, to be open for public inspec-
tion,

Section 5 provides for a meeting each
year in September to assess the prop-
erty of all railroad companies, express
companies, telegraph companies and
telephone companies now organized or
herecafter organized and doing Dusiness
in this State, under any law of this
State or any state or country. The
board may inspect all property of said
interests to get at the true cost value
thereof, taking into comsideration the
reports and returns made by the com-
panics, together with such other evi-
dence as may be found.

Section 6. The board ghall procure
the best attainable estimate of the ag-
gregate of taxes raised within the State
for State, county and municipal pur-
poses, excluding special assessments.
Said boarad shall determine the average
rate of State, county and
taxes throughout the State by dividing
the aggregate taxes for
year, as ascertained under this section,
by an aggregate sum to be determined
by adding te the total value of all
property assessed mnder this act’ the
equalized value of all property assess-
ed in the State as fixed by the State
Board of Equalization at its last meet-
ing.

Section 7. Said board shall tax the
property of the several companies as
assessed by if, at the average rate off
taxation as determined by it, and the
amount of tax lo be paid by each of
said companies shall be extended up-
on said assessment roll opposite the
descriptions of their respeetive proper-
ties, and the tax so extended shall bhe
paid to the State Treasurer by said
companies respectively on or before the
first Monday in January following the
assessment and levy aforesaid, which
tax when so assessed and levied shall
be in lieu of all other taxes for State
and local purposes, not including
special assessments on property par-
ticularly benefited made in any county,
city, village or township.

Sections 8§, 9, 10 and 11 define the
companies which shall be under the
provisions of the act.

Section 12 provides for complete re-
turns to be made by the officers of the
companies each year to the Auditor-
General of the State.

Section 14. Said board shall ascer-
tain and assess the value of all prop-
erty of express companies, telegraph
and telephone companies doing busi-
ness in this State at its true cash
value. And in determining the prop-
erty of sai¢ companies in this State,
to be taxed within the State and as-
sessed as lerein provided, said board
shall be guided by the value of said
property as determined by the entire
capital stock of said companies, and
such otler evidence as will enable said
board to arrive at the true cash value
of the entire properiy of said com-
panies within this State, in the propor-
tion which the same bears to the en-
tire property of said company, as de-
termined by the value of the ecapital
stock thereof and such other evidence.

Secetion 15. 1f.the companies fail or
refuse to make proper returns the
poard shall inform iiself in the best
manner available.

Section 16. The companies shall have
the right to be heard if they considei
their assessments as not equitable.

Sretion 21, If sald corporation shall
negleet or refuse to pay such tax on
or before February 1, it shall be deem-
ed to lave forfeited all its corporate
+izhts and privileges, and the Attorney-
{:rneral, upon the request of the Gov-
»ror, shall commence suit or proceed-

“ing in any court of competent juris-
divtion to colleet the tax Dby foreclos-
ing the lien upon the real estate ot
corporate interests assessed, and to
tave a forfeiture of said torporate
viglits and privileges declared and en-
foreed.

Section 22 provides for the compen-
sation of the board.

The words “cash value”
wherever used in this act shall be held
to mean the usual selling price at the
place where the property to which the
term is applied shall be at the time
of assessment, being the price which
conld be obtained at private sale and
not at foreced or auction sale,

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TRIBUTE TO PEACE.

The Great Jubilee Parade at Chi-
cago an Inspiring Sight.

HORE THAY 10,000 PERSONS IN LINE,

T'he Pagennt Is Viewed by Fually 500,- |

000 Enthusiastie Citizenz—Wild
Cheers for President and
Other Dignitaries.

Chicago, Oct. 20.—Thronga of men
and women, filling the dJdowntown
strects in solid phalanxes and reach-
ing upward to the roofs of the tallest
buildings, looked upon the jubile
pageant which wound its way througl

won in the war with Spain and the ad-
vent of peace. Half a million persons
shouted a welcome to the soldiers and
sailors and statesmen. President Mo~
Kinley’s progress through the
thoroughfares chosgn for the line of
parade was made an uninterrupted
ovation, in wkich the waring of count-
less flags, hats and handkerchiefs was
accomparied by stirring inusic and
deafening shouts. The masses paid
their fribute without stint or favor to
officers and privates, to admirals and
apprentices. They cheered the sol-
diers who wore the blue 35 years ago
and saluted with equally enthusiastic
plaudits the men who fought in gray.

Fully 10,000 persons were in line, and
the procession was nearly three hours
in passing a given point. From the
time when the carriages bearing the
president swung around the corner
and started mnorth on Michigan
avenue past the Auditorium the jubilee
noise began and continued until the

pageant, with its miles of carriages |

and soldiery. had disbanded.
Cheers for AlL

For all, the crowds had cheers. IMirst
came the veterans, burdemed with
years and memories of a war in which
their present chief executive was their
comrade; then, with an escort of
grand army men and ex-confederates,
jackies and volunteer soldiers, came
Presid¢ent McKizley,riding with Mayor
Harrison and Chairman Truax, of the
general committee on the jubilee; and
after these the distinguished guests.
cabinet memblers, army and navy offi-
cers, including Gen. Miles, Gen, Shaf-
ter and Admiral Brown; foreign min-
isters and their suites, senators and
cengressmen, governors of meighbor-
ing states and mayors of nearby cities,
presidents of universities, and men
Ligh in the churches. C(ivic bodies,
military organizations, mail carriers
and fraternal socities came in another
division. But of all the marching men
the people guve the most applause to
those in the last division, in which
were the heroes of the trenches and
the holds returned from the war
sgainst Spain.

Enthusiastically Grected.

The greetings extended to President
MceRinley were enthusiastic to ex-
i{reme, as were the plaudits showered
upon Gens. Miles and Shafter as they
passed through the streets. The pres-
ident in his carriage was surrounded
by members of the Chicago hussars
formed in a square, and detachments
¢f grand army and confederate vet~
erans acted as escort. He occupied
his piace in the parade from the start-
ing point at Congress street and Mich-
igan avenue to the Union League club-
house, where, in company with all
other distinguished guests, he dlighted
and reviewed the parade. Throughout
the ertire march past the stand, which
Iasted a trifle over three hours, the
president remained standing, nor did
he take a seat until after the platoon
of pclice which formed the protecting
line for the rear of the parade had
passed down the boulevard.

Mrs. MeKinley arrived at the Union
League club in advance of the presi-
dential party and remained at an up-
stairs window during the passage of
the procession. The presidential par-
ty arrived at ome o'clock. A mighty
chee1 went up from the crowd as the
president taok his place on the stand,
escoried by Alexander H. Revell. The
following were among those on the
president’s stand: Secretary and Mrs,
Gage. Secretary Bliss, Secretary and
Miss Wilson, Postmaster-General
Smith, Gens. Miles, Shafter, Duffield,
Corbin, Mayor Rose, of Milwaukee;
Gov. Scofield, of Wisconsin; Archbish-
op Ircland, ex-Vice President Steven-
son and wife and Capt. MeCalla,

Almost a Disaster.

The advance of the parade after the
presidential escorts wheeled out of
line was given to the veterans of the
grand army,who were present in great
rumbers. The First TIllinois, which
gave more lives during the war than
any Iilinois body of enlisted men, set
the people frantic. The Seventh in-
fantry closed the parade, and directly
it had passed the president left the
reviewing stand, going into the club-
house Three cheers were given for
him us he left. These cheers were
neariy the death signal of many peo-
ple. All day long the pressure of the
crows on the police lines at the two
ends of the square in the center of
which the Unicn League clubhcuse is
sitnated had been enormous. Time
after time the utmost efforts of the
officers had been unable to withstand
the weight of the crowd. Their lines
kad been frequently broken and the
officers were well-nigh exhausted with
thei. long hours of hard work. They
opened their lines just as the crowd
in front of the clubhouse was cheer-
ing rhe president, and the erowd,
thinking some new excitement was on.
hastened from both ends of the square
toward the center.

A Terrible Crush.

Seceing the awful erush that must in-
evitahiy ensue the police made des-
perate eforts to push the crawd back
toward the ends of the square, but
withont avail. Detachments of sol-
diers and marines hurried to their as-
gistance, but in a short time they tno

were powerless. Tighter and righter
the crowd beecame, and then came from
swomen and men cries of distress and
calls for help. A large stand had been
erected on the north side of the square
opposite the clubhouse on vacant
ground upon which the new post office
is in course ¢4 erection. All along the
edge of this stand hands were reached
to the strugyling crowd below, and
hundreds of men, women and children
were dragged by arms, legs and collars
into the stand above. Cloaks, over-
coats and dress skirts were térn to
“shreds, and in numerous instances
“were torn completely from the body
of the wearer as the rescuers above
dragged them hastily over the railings.
After neariy half an hour of this sort
of ihing the ecrowd wasthinned so thazt
a long breath was possible and com-
parative quiet restored. XNo liveswere
lost, but there never was a more nar-
row escape from a long list of fatali-
ties.
Responds to a Cail.

The crowd still lingered in front of
the clubhouse and called for the presi-
dent. He was at Iuncheon, but the
crowd wwould not be denied, and the
president stepped once more upon the
reviewing stand, accompanied by Pres-
ident Revell, of the Union Lezgue club.
Ag soon as quiet wasrestored he spoke
as follows:

“I witness with pride and satisfaction
the cheers of the multitude as the vet-
erans cf the clvil war on both sides of
the contest have been reviewed. [Great
applause.] I witness with increasing pride
the wild acclaim of the people as_you
watch the volunteers and regulars and our
naval reserves—guardians of the people gn

MANY DROWN,

Storms In Europcan YWiaters Cause
Numerous Wreeks and Mach
Loss of Life,

Landon, Qct. 20.— Reports of ship-
ping disasters continue to come in, and
the east coast is strewn with wrecks.
In most cases the crews have been
saved. but upwards of 30 persons have
been drowned.

St. John’s, N, F., Qct, 20.—The entire
coast lins of the island has been swept
by the recent storms and it is feared
that there has beern great devastation
in the northern section and along the
Labrador shore. It is already known
that two men were drowned at Rose
Blanche, 223 miles west of §t. John's,
and it is feared that many otlhers have
shared the same fate, because a num-
ber of vessels were driven seaward
near that point. Owing to the fact
that most of the smaller harbors have
no telegraph lines it is impossible to
obtain details, but serious damage to
shipping is inevitable.

T, B. Scott Lumber company’s mill, ad-
joining.

LAND FORCE OF NO AVAIL.

Xaval Force Now the DPezfense of
Grent Nntions—The Armies of
Difierent Natiors.

The peace establishments of the
French, German and Russian armies
are at least 1,830,000 men. and perhaps
may be 2,000,060, all highly organized.
Their war establishments might
amount to totals from 6,600,000 to
8,8:0.000 men. On the other hand, the
peace establishment of the British em-
pire antounts to 1,060,000 men—a part
of which is.equally well, and another
part not equally well organized with
the European armies. The possible
war establishment of the empire has
never been serjously estimated. The
peace establishment of the United
States is under 30,000 men, doubtless
well organized. TLike the British peo-
ple, the Americans have never reck-
oned their possibie, war establish-
ment, but evidently they could, if so
minded, raise it to a mighty strength,
says the North American Review. -

But neither British nor American
leaders will, under the existing ecir-
cumstances, consider land force as a
domirnant faetor in - any world-wide
problem. Their thoughts will mainly
be turned fo sca force. They will
anxiously inquire whether the sea
foree of an Anglo-\merican combina-
tion would or would mnot compare
favorably with that of a RLuropean
combination, It svere needless to stop
and show that all the Buropean land
Torces would be of no avail against an
Anglo-American combination, if that
combination really possessed the mas-
tery of the sea.

Safct‘y cn ast Trains.

Thirty years ago, when the average
speed of passenger trains was very
much less than at the present day,
accidents were of such frequent ce-
currence that people declared that, to
insure greater safety, it had become
necessary to “hang a director.”

passengers carried on the lines of the
TUnited Kingdom, only five were killed

They find very encouraging reporis
from every section of the Common-
wealth., There is a growing improve-
ment in the condition of our wage
workérs, average wages, per cent. em-
ployed, increased membership, ete,
very marked in nearly every section
of the State. There are now no com-
plaints of willing”™ help unemployed,
while in many quarters the supply of
help desired is very jnsufficient for the
demand. As a natural result, wages
are increasing all the time. In fact,

The Labor Canvass
ghows a decided improvement in cvery
feature of the statistics gathered, in-
cluding number employed, yvages,
homes and social conditions. This can-
vass is about two-thirds completed.
Mortgnges and Imterest.

The speclal canvass of the eighty
counties in the State is about com-
pleted. The tabulations of this work
shows that the number of mortgages
and the total amount of mortgages up-
on farm property has been reduced
thousands in number and millions in
dollars as compared with 1896, while
the rate of interest in a great major-
ity of cases has been materially re-
duced. :

State ITactories Increasing.

Reports of the State factory inspec-
tors show a large increase in amounts
invested in manufacturing and in ev-
ery way represent a most flattering
condition of affairs in our factories.
A canvass of wages shows a very note-
worthy improvement in wages and
various conditions of employment, and
that the child labor problem is being
rapidly solved in this State, Many
new manufacturing enterprises are
placed upon our State list for the first
time- this year, while but very few
lbave suspended operations. Some have
closed through consolidations, but not
g0 many as in former years,

Tity andg Village Improvements.

The Dblanks from incorporated cities
and villages tell us that millions have
been invested in new and permanent
improvements of every charaecter—
much having been spent in sewerage
and paving. TFrom these official
sources we have received no complaint
of unemployed, which is indeed differ-
ent from the facts of one and two
years ago.

Money Bauasier,

Money has been very easy in all
quarters as compavred ~with recent
times, and small dealers and specula-
tors have been able to operate and se-
cure favors that dared not think of
asking for a loan two years ago.

The Farmer's Inferest,

The crops of Michigan for 1898 were
excellent in many counties and above
the average in a majorily. Prices have
been fair for all products of the farm,
garden and orchard, and there has
been a great activity in all kinds of
stock, poultry and dairy raising. The
crops were all harvested early and a
very large acreage of winter grain has
been sown, according to reports from
the agricultural department.

One of the most noteworthy in-
creases has been in the flocks of sheep
and pounds of wool, which have mar-
keted good prices.

Natural Produetis.

There has been a great increase in
the production of ecoal in Michigan
over former years, and it is claimed
that the best wages paid to miners in
the United States sre paid to our own
coal miners,

A very favorable report has just
been received from the upper penin-
sula mining country, giving account of
new discoveries of iron and copper and
bright promises for the coming season.

In closing it says that they are ex-
periencing great difficulty in securing
the needed help in several communi-
ties, and that the lumbering interests
complain that they cannot find men to
o into the woods at from $25 to $35
per month and boaxd.

Good and Bad Effects of War.

While the war secare in Marveh and
April brought matters to a temporary
standstill for a few days in many quar-

ters, the declaration of way and the ae¢- |

tivities that soon followed, with the
hurried movement of troops, started
everything at a lively pace and greatly
improved many lines of trade. The
sudden shifting of men, both of trades
and professions, had a mosi desirable
effect upon the labor market, and
gave it an unexpected impetus that
worked out to the best interests of all
wage workers.

In collecting army «tmwlistics, we
noticed that one parricular feature of
the Michigan volunteer regiments was
that they were muade up of both rieh
and poor. The professional man of
high standing and good pruetice, the
expert mechanic of splepdid  wages,
the tradeg union man, the farmer and
the day laborer all stood. marched and
fought, suffered, died =nd bled to-
gether, for the cause of hmmanily and
the honor of the natiur. it is a fact
that we can alt feel pravd of, and
should never be forgotten,

Some inieresting deixnils will be de-
veloped in these milituary siatistics of
Michigan.
