Banking Commissioner Maltz has
called on all state banks for a report 
of their condition at the close of bus­
iness, Dec. 1.

Secretary of War Alger, in his re­
port to be made next week, will rec­
ommend that our standing army be 
increased to 100,000 in order that the 
volunteers may he discharged and 
that we may still have sufficient 
troops to garrison Cuba, Porto Rico 
and the Philippines, while they re­
main under military government. He 
favors the enlistment of the natives 
of these islands into the U. S. service 
as they are not only acclimated, 
but while preserving order would do 
so with less friction than soldiers un­
used to the customs and temperments 
o f the peoples.

Michigan Crop Report.
Dec. 1, 1S9S.

The average condition of wheat in

Hon. M. D. Cambell has been aim­
ing at a dissolution o f the insurance
winch he claims has existed for years 
in this state in violation of law. At 
first the companies showed no dis­
position to pay attention to the re­
quirements of the law as he interpret­
ed it, and as a result he would re­
voke their license to do business in 
Michigan. One of the latest to obey 
his instructions is the great Home 
Insurance Company o f Hew York 
which has issued a circular to all its 
agents to pass no more o f its reports 
through the inspection bureau cstab 
lished by the combination. It shows 
that Mr. Campbell is alert to the in­
terests of the people, and is the right 
material for a H. S. Senator,— Cold- 
water Courier.’

R. G. Dun & Co’s Revieic says.
The most significant thing this 

week has been the entire absence o f 
the customary nervous fright before 
or after the meeting o f Congress, the 
President’s message and the Treasur­
er’s report. Ho one showed the least 
alarm, and no one could find occa­
sion for any. Money and stock and 
grain, markets moved on exactly as
if the the government were automat­
ic, certain to do or say no more than 
the people had already decided and 
expected, and so the gradual better­
ment siube October continues. There 
is a large demand for products in 
nearly all the great industries, larger 
exports demand for foreignneeds a 
more healthy domestic demand since 
seasonable weather arrived, and a 
comforting conviction that Hovem- 
ber business, the biggest ever done in 
this country in any month, was but 
a step toward something better. Ex­
ports last year In December were 
marvellous, but this year are starting 
for ahead. The Atlantic wheat ex­
ports; flour included, have been for 
the Week 5,636,767 bushels, against 
•4,312,137 last year, and Pacific ex- 
•peits 556.523 bushels against 973,083 
last year, and prices have declined 
2£ cts. for cash, but western receipts 
of 10,213.471 from last year’s 
great crop stops argument. The 
wheat does not* come out at low 
prices, i f  the people have less to sell 
than last year at 20 cents more per 
bushel. So the corn exports were 
4,151,981, against 3,313,086 last year, 
and such a foreign deinand at prices 
much higher than last year, and -with 
cheaper, is proof of a state o f things 
abroad which Americans hardly ap­
preciate. The price declined only £ 
ct, with enormous receipts.

the State December 1 was 100, com­
parison being with average years. 
The precentages by sections are as 
follows:

Southern counties 101, central 97, 
and northern 9S. One year ago the 
percentage for the state was SS, 
southern counties 84, central 91, and 
northern 101.

Fine growing weathc-r prevailed 
nearly all the fall, and wheat has 
made unusual fall growth, hut cor­
respondents very generally report 
the pilant looking yellow at the time 
snow came, and are not certain as to 
cause. A large p>roportion believe 
it due to insects, principally Hessian 
fly, and others to excessively hot 
weather. The ground has been light­
ly covered with snow much o f the 
time since about the middle of Ho- 
vember.

The total number of bushels of 
wheat reported marketed by farmers 
since the November report was pntb- 
lished is 1,864,611, and in the four 
months, August, September, Octo­
ber and Hovember, 7,830,566. This 
is 168,250 buslie Is more than roport- 
ed marketed in the same months last 
year,

Fall pasture was remarkably good 
until late in the season. In answer 
to the question regarding fall pas- 
ture 322 correspondents report “good”, 
171 “average”, and only 43 “poor”. 
The condition of live stock is prac 
tically a full average. The figures 
are: horses and cattle, 97; sheep, C8; 
and swine, 96.

In answer to the question, “Are 
there any diseases prevalent among 
live stock?” 62 correspondents in 
the state answer “yes” , and 433 “no” .

without your card or some means of 
identification; people do not like to 
have their pleasure tampered with 
mystery.

A greeting, as “ Merry Christmas”, 
or “ Season’s Greetings”, when used, 
is written on the upper part of the 
face of the card.

When simply a date is used, as 
“ Christmas, 1898,” write it in the 
lower left hand corner.

Christmas gifts should always .bo 
neatly wrapped in perfectly fresh 
paper, and daintily tied with a nice 
bit of string or narrowribbor.

In sending a gift in town, even to 
one’s next-door neighbor, employ a 
messenger or a servant, never a mem­
ber of the family If it can be avoided.

Always p>lan, as nearly as possible, 
to have a Christmas gift reach its 
destination of Christmas Day. Bet 
ter the afternoon or evening than the 
night before.

STARTING WITH POULTRY.
There is no better way to begin 

than with a half a dozen hens. It 
will then be a pleasure and but little 
work will be entailed. The flock 
may be increased every year until 
large. In the meantime the beginner 
is learning how to properly care for 
fowls and should failure result at the 
beginning the loss will be but little. 
It requires plenty o f capital to enter 
into the poultry business, but when 
the start is made with a few the cap- 
ital increases every year through the 
increase of the flock. When a small 
flock is managed there Is no expense 
charged for labor, but the item of la­
bor is the most costly of all when 
large flocks are managed. Ho one 
can enter the pjoultry business an(l 
make a success of the Venture who 
delegates the important duties to an­
other. There are too many risks to 
incur. The successful man must be­
gin at the bottom and as the business 
grows lie must grow with it, by hav­
ing a thorough knowledge of all the 
required details, which lie will gain 
by being in daily contact through 
the several years of ivork and obser­
vation.

ERRORS REGARDING "P IP .”
Every farmer know of the disease 

styled “pip” and it is an invariable 
rule to*p)incli off a scale from the end 
of the bird’s tongue when it has “p)ip.” 
AYhat is known as “ pips”, however, is 
a mild form of roup or catarrh, real­
ly being, in plain words, “cold in the 
head.” The? sound of “pip” from 
which tlie.disease takes its name, is 
produced by a sneeze or cough, the 
bird making an effort to clear its 
clogged nostrils. Being unable to 
breathe through its nostrils the mouth 
is kept open and the throat and ton­
gue become dry, frequently the ton­
gue cracking and becoming sore. A 
scale or scab may be formed on the 
end of the tongue, which disappears 
after the nostrils are clerred, hut 
when picked off, as is done for them 
sometimes, the tongue is made sore, 
The better treatment is to keep the 
bird in a warm place, inject one or 
two drops of a mixture of spirits of 
turpentine one part and olive oil four 
parts into each nostril, with a few 
dropis down the throat, and feed on 
meat, bread, milk, or cooked pota­
toes. Canpihorated oil may be used 
in pilace of the mixture if preferred.

LATE CHICKS— EARLY BROILERS.
The chicks hatched now are styled 

“late,” but they are really early, as 
the get into market at a time when 
squabs are scarce, and are sold at less 
than a pound weight. If a hen be­
gins to sit give her some eggs. The 
chicks will require care, for they 
must be in a warm place and fed reg­
ularly, but tlie brood hatched and 
raised by the lien in winter will be 
worth three times as much as the 
same number of chicks hatched in 
summer, and they can also be sold off 
much earlier.

BONE CUTTERS.
Every person who keeps fowls will 

find a bone cutter a very economical 
implement, that is it will reduce the 
cost of the food and increase the 
number of eggs. A pouud of green 
hone may cost from two to five cents, 
according to location, but it will be 
more valuable than two or three 
pouuds of grain, for the reason that 
the bone supplies what is lacking in 
the grain. The bone cutter cuts green 
bone fine for fowls and chicks and 
saves a valuable food that might 
otherwise be wasted.

LAYING DECKS.
Ducks sometimes begin to lay in 

January blit the full flock seldom 
starts in until February. Until they 
begin to lay they should be fed spar­
ingly, or thep will become to fat and 
get weak in the legs. Give them a 
light feed of cut clover, scalded, in 
the morning, sprinkled with bran, 
and a full meal of cooked turnips or 
potatoes at night, using no grain, 
and adding a pound of ground meat 
to the ration for 20 ducks. The point
is to feed them* so as to avoid giving
too much and general observation of 
each individual is the only way to 
learn the quantity of food to allow.

PLYMOUTH ROCKS.
Among the best breeds are the Ply­

mouth Rocks. The breed was origi- 
natedbv crossing the Dominicks with 
Black Java hens. The breed is con­
sidered one of the best for practical 
pmrposes. The birds are liardy, easily 
kept, lay well, mature somewhat- 
early, and attain large size, as well 
as being excellent table fowls; they 
aie clean legged,“with yellow skin, 
and make an attractive market fowl. 
The Plpmoutli Rocks excel as market 
chicks. “We have known crosses from
this breed on large-bodied hens to
attain the weight of two pounds at 
ten weeks of age, but this was, of 
course, under a liigli system of feed­
ing. That they will reach one and a 
half pounds at that age is well 
known,, but too much should not-be 
expected unless they have tlie benefit 
of care. "While they have tall combs 
yet they are not as objectionable in 
that respect as the Leghorns, and 
rarely suffer from frosted combs. 
There is one objection to them, which 
some contend is an advantage, which 
is that they become too fat, but we 
have not found sueli to be the ease 
when they run at large and have an 
opportunity to forage. They are as 
near the “perfect” fowl as any breed.
VEGETABLES AND ROOTS FOR POULTRY.

It is not necessary to cut up potato­
es, cairots, or beets for poultry. Put 
them in the feeding places, cut in 
half, and the fowls will pick them to 
pieces. It is well to mention that if 
dark yolks in eggs are desired, feed 
carrots, and the yolks will be colored 
a deep yellow. The color of the yolk 
does not indicate quality, but there 
are some who prefer the dark color. 
Yegetables may be given poultry, 
and also tubers, without undergoing 
unnecessary labor for that purpose.

GREEN RYE.
At this season the green rye will be

just about right for fowls, but if they 
are allowed on the rye to help them­
selves they may become poor, as the 
young rye is watery and laxative. 
About half an hour a day will be a 
sufficient length of time for the hens to 
pick the rye, and should the effects of 
too much rye be noticed, confine the 
fowls from the rvefield for a few 
days before turning them out again.

THE BANANA PLANTER.

In H onduras He Is a  Creature W liose  
P hilosophic Calm Is Never 

D isturbed.

“ The small banana planter of Hon­
duras is the happiest creature on 
earth,” said a local shipper, reports the 
Hew Orleans Times-Democrat, “and 
nothing ever, removes him from his 
philosophic calm. The frightful hur­
ricane which raged along the Hondu- 
Tian coast on the 1st of the month ab­
solutely .destroyed scores of planta­
tions. The trees were plucked out of 
the earth like blades of grass, the 
fragile buildings were blown into Mnd)- 
ling wood, and nothing whatever left 
to tell the. tale. Happening anywhere 
else, Such a disaster would, have been 
a tragedy of the first order, -and meant 
incalculable suffering, but’ nature is 
very kind to her children on the banana 
coast. All that is necessary to rehabili­
tate the ravaged plantations is to stick 
a few clippings in the ground and wait 
for them to take root and bear. The 
work is usually divided between the 
planter and his wife—she sets out the 
clippings and: he does the waiting. 
Some time during the year, if he is not 
too tired, hie may rebuild his residence. 
This is done by tying a native rope 
around four suitable trees and1 laying 
cane stalks crossways over the top. 
Other cane stalks are now and then 
used for sides, but they are really un­
necessary, as the Honduranian concep­
tion of privacy is very vague, and there 
is never anything to steal. So, as a 
matter of fact, the hurricane was-much 
less calamitous than it appeared to 
those who are unfamiliar with native 
conditions. The principal loss which it 
entailed was in damage to the present 
banana crop, and the fruit grows with 
such rapidity that three months ought 
to completely repair it. Meantime, the 
planter does quantities of vesting and 
is happy.” ' •

THE ENTRY INTO PONCE.

E n th u siastic  R eception o f Gen. M iles 
and H is Troops I>y the  

Natives.

Late in the day Gen. Miles and Gen. 
Wilson, in full dress uniform and beau­
tiful white gloves, received the homage 
of Bonce from the balcony of the 
alcaide’s palace, writes Richard Hard­
ing Davis, in Scribner’s. They made a 
very fine appearance, but as no men go 
unshaven in Porto Rico except priests, 
the populace were greatly disturbed to 
find that it was Gen. Miles and not Gen. 
Wilson who was the commanding of­
ficer of our army. “He should have 
been an archbishop,” they said, but 
later he convinced them that the mus­
tache does not make the soldier. Noth­
ing could have been more enthusiastic 
cr more successful that their open air 
reception. The fire companies paraded 
in their honor, and ran over three of 
their own men, which gave the local 
Red Cross people a grand chance to ap­
pear on the scene, each man wearing 
four red crosses, to carry away the 
wounded. This created some confusion, 
as the firemen preferred to walk, but 
the Red Cross people were adamant and 
bore them off on stretchers, whether 
they wonld or no. The only thing want­
ing to complete the picture was an 
American flag. It was only a detail, but 
the populace seemed to miss it. It was 
about the only article with which the 
expedition was not supplied. Frantic 
cabling to Washington repaired the 
loss, and within a week flags were sent 
all over the island and raised upon the 
roofs of many a city hall. Ponce itself 
held, more foreign flags than we had 
evex* seen. Judging from theii* number 
one would have thought llxat the popu­
lation was composed entirely of Eng­
lish, Germans, French and Swiss, and 
members of the Red Cross society.

TRANSLATION TOO LITERAL.

A  German Student’s Laughable T ran s­
la tio n  o f a B ible Quota­

tion.

A Chicago man who has just returned 
from a trip abroad that combined sev­
eral months of professional study with 
a number of weeks of sightseeing tells 
a funny story of a German medical 
student who was inordinately proud 
of his knowledge of the English lan­
guage.

The pro­
fessor in charge of the recitation saw 
his opportunity to please the noted 
visitor and immediately proposed to his 
linguistic pupil to translate a verse of 
the German Bible into English. The 
guest expressed his anticipatory pleas­
ure, the Bible was opened, a verse 
chosen at random and the proud stu­
dent stood up and assumed an im­
portant air.

THREE FAMOUS STATUES.
B at There Is A nother in Japan, Not 

o f Stone, W h ic h  Represents  
Buddha.

The three most famous statues in his­
tory are the Colossus- of Rhodes, the 
Sphinx and the vocal statue of Memnon 
at Thebes, and of these the last is the 
most remarkable, in consequence of its 
property of emitting sounds when its 
lips were touched by the rays of the ris­
ing suu so that it seemed to greet the 
coming day. It was originally a por­
trait model of King Amenophis HI., and 
was one of a pair of statues between 60 
and 70 feet high, carved out’of single 
blocks of sandstone, and transported 
from the quarries to Thebes, whereas 
the Sphinx -was cax*ved from the living 
rock in situ. -

Of .statues other than stone the most 
remarkable is that of Buddha at Hax*a, 
near Kioto, in. Japan, which was erected 
A. D. 1100. It is made of bronze and is 
,53 feet six inches high and more than 
£8 feet broad across the shoulders. On 
its head are 966 curls, and the image is 
surrounded by a glory or halo 78 feetin 
diameter, on which 16 images, each 
eight feet long, are cast. Two smaller 
images, each 25 feet high, stand in 
front- of the larger one. The total 
weight of metal in the main figure is 
about 450 tons, of which 500 pounds con­
sists of gold.

Sunday School Gospel Meetings.
Last winter the experiment was 

tried in Three Oaks township, of 
holding some Gospel meetings in the 
country districts, in both churches 
and school houses, under the care 
and direction of the Township Sun­
day School Association.

it be adopted in different parts • of 
the county.

First, that cordial invitations be 
extended from country districts by 
people who are williug to attend. 
Second, that sufficient leaders and 
helpers volunteer from tlie towns and 
villages to go out and lead the meet­
ings.

Fixes the Appropiatioa for This 

Year at $145,233,830.

BIG INCREASE OYER CURRENT ACT.

B ou se A g a in  R efu ses to  Consider the 
Ijodgre Im m lsrrntion B ill—Senator 

V est Com plains o f M ethod o f  
Pension  L egislation .

Washington, Deo. 15.—-The pension 
appropriation Dill reported to the house 
Wednesday carries $145,23’3,S30, being- 
$4,000,000 more than carried hy the cur­
rent act, due to the increase in pension 
disbursements! which rose from $139,- 
040,117 in 1S97 to $144,051,S79 in 1S9S. 
The total number of pensioners on the 
rolls is 993,714.

H ouse.
Washington, Dee. 15.—-The house on 

Wednesday for- the second time during 
this congress refused to consider the 
Lodge immigration hill. At the last 
session an attempt was made to take 
it from the speaker’s table, hut it was 
defeated by a large majority. ACr. Dan- 
ford (0.), chairman of the immigration 
committee, thought the hill would he 
stronger after the elections were over, 
but, when he tried again to secure con­
sideration, the house declined, 100 to 
103 to take it up. An interesting hut 
brief debate on the rules was precipi­
tated during the session by Mr. Grow 
(Pa.), during which Mr. DeArmond 
made a speech on the decadence of the 
privilege of debate in the house, and 
held Speaker Reed responsible for the 
fact that the house had had no oppor­
tunity to adopt a new system of rules 
at this session. The speaker replied 
with a sarcastic speech, in which he 
referred to the complaints of John 
Randolph in the early days of the cen­
tury, to show that the same remon­
strances were made then that were be­
ing heard to-day.

Senate.
Washington, Dec. 15.—The senate 

opened Wednesday with a protest upon 
the part of Senator Galliuger, chair­
man of the committee on pensions, 
against the practice of senators intro­
ducing pension bills in cases pending 
in the pension office. He said the com­
mittee would not consider such bills 
and that it was useless to present 
them.

Pensions and Politics.
-Senator Vest declared that pensions 

were granted for political reasons in 
close districts and said Indiana with 

" Sewer soldiers in the late war drew 
$1,500,000 more in pensions than Illi­
nois because the former was a pivotal 
state.

The Xiearaguan canal bill held its 
place as the principal subject before 
the senate. Speeches were made by 
Senators Harris, Money, Stewart and 
Morgan. Senator Money urged post­
ponement of the question in order to 
permit an opportunity for negotiations 
with Great Britain for a modification 
of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty, and Sen­
ator Morgan antagonized the proposi­
tion. An agreement was reached to 
take a vote on the Turpie postpone­
ment motion to-day.

H eavy Boss b y  H ire.
Cincinnati, Dec. 15.—-A Times-Star 

Maysville (Ky.) special say®: Hire
completely burned out the whisky 
warehouse of J. W. Watson & Co. and 
caused $20,000 damage to the adjoining 
warehouse of J. H. Rogers & C-o., be­
sides causing a lose of $25,000 on other 
buildings in the vicinity. Total loss, 
$60,000; insurance about one-half.

THE HAVANA RIOTS.

A m ericans in. th e City Sym pathize  
w ith  Cabans in  Th eir Troubles  

with. Spaniards.

Havana, Dec. 15.—American observers 
of the violent scenes enacted here on 
Sunday night sympathize with the Cu­
ban population over the killing of three 
persons and the wounding of 15 others 
by Spanish soldiers. Nevertheless the 
American, military men are unable to 
do more than they have done in secur­
ing safe transportation for prominent 
Cubans to Marianao and in preventing 
all arrests excepting those of three 
youngsters who, however, were after­
wards released. The shooting was near­
ly all done by Spanish officers armed 
with pistols and by officers off duty. 
Some o f the shots were fired during 
the conflict at aggressive Cubans, hut 
most of them were fired at retreating 
Cubans. None of the officers implicated 
has been brought to account by their 
superiors. It is asserted that the feel­
ing in the Spanish army is one of pleas­
ure that the Cubans gave the Spaniards 
the opportunity to  kill a few of them.

The first arrivals of American, troops 
and the dissolution of Spanish sover­
eignty on all sides in Havana increase 
the Spanish bitterness here. The only 
safety of the Cabans is in their remain­
ing patient for a week or two longer 
until the Seventh army corps shall have 
arrived. The American officers con­
stantly urge the Cuban leadersto coun­
sel silence and self-suppression for 
awhile, as firebrand Cubans cannot he 
protected, even by the moral influence 
o f the American representatives. Span­
ish sovereignty, it is pointed out, is the 
only sovereignty here, and nnlessthere 
shall he an. interregnum of anarchy 
Spanish authority must remain su­
preme until, under the written agree­
ments, the American troops shall he 
here in force and the flag shall have 
been changed. Julio Sanguily feeds 
that Gen. Greene saved his life by ob­
jecting to his proposed arrest by the 
Spaniards, who aver that he has vio­
lated faith in coming here while Span­
ish rule remained.

■Will K e e p  Order in  H avana.
Washington, Dec. 15.—Gen. Ludlow, 

the military governor of the city, ex­
pects to  leave Washington for Havana 
next Saturday, and is hastening his 
preparations here to that end. The col­
lisions that have occurred between the 
Spanish and Cubans in the city, it is 
supposed, have influenced him to as­
sume the) direction of affairs in Havana 
at the earliest possible moment, for it 
is his determination to secure and 
maintain perfect order in the town, 
showing no favor to either side, but 
treating each with exact justice and 
Insisting on obedience to the law.

Soon to  B egin  O peration.
Pittsburgh, Ba., Dec. 15.—Under a 

certificate of incorporation authorized 
by the laws of the state of New Jer­
sey the American Tin Plate company 
will begin business after the first of 
next year. This is the name of the new 
combination. At present an inventory 
is bring made of all the assets of the 
various plants that have gone into the 
compact. The tin mills are idle and 
Will not resume until the officers have 
been elected. Resumption will prob­
ably take place about the middle of
next mouthy______..

I A S  A  GREAT FLOOD.
Disastrous Effect of Collapse of 

Gas Tank: in New York.

STREETS SWEPTBY ARAGINGTORRENT

M illion s o f Gallons o f W a te r  Sudden­
ly  Bet Boose—Great D am age to 

Property—'The H eath Bist 
A timbers Six.

New York, Dec. 15.—Pour more bod­
ies were found Wednesday in the 
wreckage of the collapsed gas holder 
at Twentieth street and Avenue A. 
This brings the list oJ dead up to six, 
as follows: Pius Bahxn, engineer in 
Puldner’s furniture factory; John 
Gray, 75 years old, watchman at the gas 
works; August Wenicke, 16 years old, 
son of the contractors1 foreman; An­
drew Wendt, laborer; Peter Conlin, la­
borer; George W. Bremer, 25 years old, 
timekeeper for the Logan iron works. 
No one is missing, so far as the police 
and persons living near the gas works 
can tell.

Twenty-first street is barricaded by 
twisted and bent iron stanchions, gird­
ers and uprights piled to a height of 
25 feet. Twentieth street is also filled 
with bricks, household goods and tim­
bers piled high in one promiscuous 
mass. Building department laborers 
succeeded in clearing Avenue A so that 
the ears could pass.

All night long hundreds of men 
worked assiduously to discover the 
bodies that might be in the ruins, lu 
the basement of the furniture factory 
of Henry Ruldner there was six feet 
of water. Three men on a raft floated, 
searching for the body of the missing 
engineer, Pious Baum, who was in the 
basement attending to his duties when 
the deluge from the tank swept away 
the rear wall of the building. His body 
was found under a mass of debris.

W o re  Testing: the TaitH,
The lank that collapsed was 175 £eet 

in. diameter, 160 feet in height, and the 
iron supports over which the immense 
cables ran were over 2Q0 feet in height. 
The lower tank into which the upper 
one fitted was 25 feet in height and rest­
ed on mason work of the pit. This pit 
is 150 feet deep. The builders were 
testing the strength of the tank with 
water pressure. Immense pipes had 
been pouring water into the lower tank 
all day. The upper tank or cap had 
risen about 25 feet. The workmen 
were preparing to leave the place when 
the mason work of the pit crumbled 
away like clay. It was said that there 
was S,000,000 gallons of water in the 
tank at the time of the break. The wa­
ter was over 56 feet in depth. The steel 
plates, of the tank were rent asunder 
-by the pressure like so much paper. 
______Great F o rc e o f tlie W a te r .

The great force of the water vented 
itself on the rear walls of the buildings 
on Avenue A, and all were torn away 
with the exception of a part of the rear 
of the gas company’s engine house. 
The masonry and brick were thrown 
into the street and piled into the hall­
ways of houses and buildings on 
Avenue A side. The rushing waters 
cut the rear of Puldner’s furniture 
factory and huge slabs of asphalt were 
carried by the water into the buildings.

Bilce So Much Tiiulier.
Tremendous iron beams and up­

rights were swept by the water as if 
they were so much timber and carried 
away down Nineteenth and Twenty- 
first streets to the river front.

Atthefoot of Twenty-first street were 
twobargesladenwithcoal. The rushing 
water sent beams and joists with such 
great force against these eoal-Iaden 
boats that they parted their moorings. 
The steamer Paul Koch was also lying 
at the foot of Twenty-first street, and 
her moorings were also parted.

The arm and leg of a man were found 
in the entangled barricade on Twenty- 
first street.

A HORRIBLE CRIME.

D eveloiim euts in  the M ysterious D is­
appearance a t H ot Springs, A rk ., 

of B ean tlfn l M rs. H orne.

Hot Springs, Ark., Dec. 13.—Gradual­
ly the mystery surrounding the disap­
pearance from this city several weeks 
ago of Mrs. Nellie J. Horne, a beautiful 
young woman who was visiting this 
health resort and who the authorities 
believe was murdered by young Hardy 
Sheffield and robbed of her money, is 
being cleared up, and Sheriff Williams 
hopes soon to have evidence to prove 
that one of the most heartless crimes 
ever committed in this vicinity was that 
by which Mrs. Home lost her life.

Hardy Sheffield is in jail charged 
with the murder. The sheriff returned 
to the city from the home of Sheffield’s 
brother in Hot Springs county, where 
it was reported the body of Mrs. Horne 
had been found. He brought with him 
a sack containing grewsome evidence 
that a human body had been cremated 
piece by piece in Sheffield’s house. The 
sack contained human bones, ashes 
nr.d other articles recovered from the 
fireplace in Sheffield’s house. Experts 
are at work making a scientific exam­
ination of these ghastly relics, and it 
is already established that the bones 
are those of a human being. Sheffield’s 
brother, in whose house the crime is 
supposed to have been committed, was 
brought to Hot Springs by Sheriff Wil­
liams and placed in jail, as were also 
several others who are charged with 
being accessories to the crime. Some 
startling developments are expected.

A gain atdo W a n ts  file  Casli.
Madrid, Dec. 15.—There is great irri­

tation here at the continued refusal of 
the Filipinos to release the Spanish 
prisoners, who are said to exceed 10,000 
in number. The insurger.ite are now 
demanding that Spain pay as a ran­
som for these prisoners the $20,000,000 
which she is to receive, according to 
the terms of the peace treaty, from the 
United States.

W h e n  Th ey Go to European  

Countries.

“I  was really amused,” said a New 
Orleans citizen who has lately made a 
visit abroad, according to the New Or­
leans Times-Democrat, “ to notice how 
the term ‘Yankee’ widens in application 
as one gets further and further away 
from the habitat of the real thing. In 
New York a Yankee is commonly sup­
posed to he a native of Connecticut, Ver­
mont or Massachusetts, and. I notice 
that the name is applied to mean skin­
flints rather than to the people in gen­
eral. In St. Louis a Yankee is under­
stood loosely to be anyone from the ex­
treme northeast. Here in New Orleans 
the term includes pretty nearly every­
body above Mason and Dixon’s line— 
in short, ‘northerner’ and ‘Yankee’ are 
more or less synonymous. Now comes 
the real absurd part o f it, although 
quite in line with what I  have jnst re­
marked. . While I  was in London I 
found myself continually referred to as 
a Yankee1 by natives, who had learned 
I  was from New Orleans. ‘I  think you 
Yankees are very charming people,’ 
said a big wholesaler, who wanted to 
be extrapleasant. ‘I  know several from 
your state.’ I  tried to explain at first, 
hut I  soon got tired of that. I  was sure 
to he greeted by a stare of. amazement. 
‘But I  thought all Americans were Yan­
kees, donbherknow,’ wonldbe the usual 
protest. Later on I  met a very intelli­
gent hotel keeper, at Berne, in Switzer­
land, and in the course of conversation 
he remarked that he had an extremely 
agreeable countryman of mine staying 
at his house the previous season. ‘As 
yon are both Yankees,’ he said, ‘you 
may, by chance, know him.’ ‘Where 
does- he live?’ I  asked. ‘In Buenos 
Ayres,* replied the hotelkeeper:”*
