Now
the conductor does not ask the par-
ents, “How old is your c¢hild?”’ but
he simply takes out his measure,
stands the children up and takes their
height. That stops all lying and fraud.

In India
and Ceylon this was the only possible
way to get an equitable settlement of
the question, for with the young na-
tives it was almost an impossibility
to judge of their age by their appean-
ance. .

Factories Without Chimneys.

To horseless carriages and smoke-
less powder add chimneyless factories
as the newest in nomenclature, Here-
tofore it has been necessary in order
to secure plenty of draft for a furnace

to build an immensely tall chimney.
Novw it is found that instead of pull-
ing the draft by a chimney you can
push it from below with a fan. A
plant running three boilers of 260
herse-power tried this experiment
with a fan whose wheel had a diame-
ter of fifty-four inches. The draft was
so much better that the firm saved
nearly $1,000 a year by using a cheap-
er grade of coal.

Census of tliec World's Railways.

A census of the world’s railways re-
céntly compiled gives the following
figures: In Europe the miles operated
bave risen in four years from 141,562
to 155,284; in Asia from 22,025 to 26,-
890; in Africa from 6,522 to 8,169; in
America from 212,724 to 299,722; and
in Australia from 12,322 to 13,888,
making a total for the world of 433,-
953 agdinst 395,143 four years ago.
These figures show that Africa made
the greatest proportionate advance,
that continent’s gain being over 25 per
cent against 9 per cent in Europe, 22
per eent in Asia; 8 per cent in Amer-
ica, and 1214 per cent in Australia,

. ‘Wars of European Nations.
Turkey, partly from necessity and
partly from choice, is the most war-
like of the Xuropean nations. Her
record from the beginning of the cen-
tury to the end of 1896 was 37 years of
war to 65 of peace; Spain, with near-
Ly 10 per cent, 31 years of war to 65 of
peace, has second place; then comes
France, with 27 years of war and 69
of peace. Russia, during the 96 years,
had 24 years of war; Iialy, 23; Great
Britain, 21; Austro-Hungary, 17; the
Netherlanﬂs, 14; Germany, exclusive
of Prussia, 13; Prussia, 12; Sweden,
10; Portugal, 12; and Denmark, 9.

WINTER AND SUMMER PROFITS,

It is frequently claimed that eggs
pay better in_Winter than in summer,
as prices ara then higher, but the
question is to be considered is not
feggs” but “fowls”. Do fowls (not
eggs) pay bhetter in +winter than in
summer. If each hen lays only one
egg per week the cost of the egg
may be more than the price. 'When
the Dbest management is given, and
the hens lay in winter, the profit in
cold season is large, but there is more
labor required in winter and more
food to buy. The value of the chicks
hatched by hens adds to the profits,
but hens cannotraise chicks in winter
unless given more care than many are
willing to bestow. The largest profits

are secured in summer because while

the prices may be low there is nearly
always something to sell, and on
some farms the eggs from hens on
arangereally costnothing. Theman
who will in winter, however, provide
his hens with summer conditions, who
does not feed for fat, who keeps his
fowls Dbusy and contented, and who
provides a variety, and will have
eggs_to scll and will get high prices,
Only such persons make profits in
winfer no matter how liigh the prices
of eggs.
BRAN FOR POULTRY.

Bran is cheap, selling at from $10
to $12 per ton, and while it may not
be as highly relished by the hens as
corn meal, yet it fills a place in the
ration in assisting to supply material
matter—the shell and bone elements
of eggs. It is light, and a pound,
which should cost about half a cent,
is very bulky. It is excellent in all
mixed grains as it makes & damp
mess more crumbly, for which reason
it should always be used where lin-
seed meal is given. There are better
foods than bran but nowme cheaper
for pouliry considering its uses as
an adjunct to other foods.

CIEAP FOODS—ROOT CUTTERS.

Invention has cheapened the cost of
feeding fowls as well as larger stock;
the bone cutter and clover cutter re-
moving labor- and placing better
foods within reach. Now comes the
root cutter for poultry, which cuts
beets, carruts, turnips, ete, into small
pieces that can easily he swallowed
by the birds or reduced by the aid
of their beaks. There is still room
for improvement in root cutters for
poultry, however, as a good root
cutter should cut every portion of
the beet or turnip into pieces not
larger than one-fourth of an imch
square. Some cutters already come
very close to it, and though portions
are too large for the fowls, yet they
are sliced or cut very thin and the
fowls easily consume them.

What is coming next, in the poul-
try food, is finely cut roots which
can be “rolled” in bran or meal. Ex-
periments which we have been mak-
ing in that line show that such food
is eagerly relished by fowls, and
they enjoy the change from dry to
succulent food, while the expense is
greatly reduced.

SNOW STORMS AND FOWLS.

The recent heavy snow storm, com-
ing in November, makes the work of
ration more urgent than is usnal at
this season, and those who have giv-
en the management of poultry but
little consideration herstofore found
that the birds were incapable of
helping themselves, the poultry
louse Dbeing the best place for them.
As poultry houses are usually dark,
and all fowls love the light, they best
if allowed to work in an open shed
during the day. There is a great
temptation to feed fowls often when
the snow covers the ground. but it is
better to adhere to the rule at all
times of not overfeeding as they will
then be of more service. ’

All of the Land Is Not Blealk and Desow
Iate ns Generally Supposed~
Vegetation Iz Luxuriant.

Thomas G. Allen, Jr.,, who, some
years ago made a tour of the world
awheel, has written an article on *The
Boys of Siberia” for St. Nicholas. Mr.,
Allen says: ‘‘As dreary and cold aus
Siberia’ is an expression that has come
to be almost a proverb. The very name
has always conjured up a scene of deso-~
lation and perpetual winter, enlivened,
perhaps, by a band of eriminal exiles
plodding along some lonely highway or
practically buried alive i1l some gloomy
mine pit. In imagination we have even
heard the clanking of prison chains,
the moaning of suffering men, and the
sobs of distressed ¥women. And yet,
howerver displeasing the picture which
the name of Siberia mever fails to con-
vey, its mysterious and melancholy as-
soeiations have ever exerted a strange
fascination. I must confessthatIhave
veen no exception to the general rule.
At a very early age I developed the de-
sire to visit this mysterious country,
and to discover for myself, if possible,
some of its terrible hidden secrets.

“It has been my good fortune, on two
recent occasinns, to gratify this way-
ward ambition; and from what I saw
and experienced I can assure my youth-
ful reader that his general gloomy no-
tion about the ‘land of snow and exiles’
is, in the main, incorrect—that thereis
another #nd a very bright side to the
Siberian picture.

FRAXK CARLISLE IN CUBA.

An Interesting Letter Just Received from
n Buchanan Boy.

The REcorp considers itself fortu-
nate indeed in securing for the REc-
onrp readers the following letter just
received by Mr, and Mrs. A, Carlisle
from their son, Frank, who is now in
Havana, with his regiment. The
letter is as follows:

Havaxy, Gona, Dee, 15, "08.
DearesT MorneEr—\Well, hereIam
at last. Who would have thought
last April that X would now be so far
from home. e arrived here yester-
day on the“Michigan” being out four
days. "The boat was very dirty, as
youhave no doubt read in the pa-
pers, but “any old thing” wounld do
just so we got here safe and sound.
We carried 110,600 feet of lumber,
730 men, tents :md::cots, 3,200 tons of
Nhay, 3,500 tons of onts, 426 head of
stock, hesides thirty day’s rations
and 23,000 rounds ofamunition. Tue
dimensions of the boat were 420 fect
long, 46-feet beam and 26 feet draft.
I saw one boat which was 825 feet
long, 62 feet broad and 82 feet draft,
We arrived at IIavana in the even-
ing and anchored about four rods
from the wreek of the Maine, so that
I had a good view of it; it is now in
sight not more than a quarter of a
mile away. I ifind my little knowl-
edge of Spanish comes handy now as
nothing ecise is spoken here. . An

Spanish money, They use a great
deal of copper money; I have about
a pint of it in my pecket now and
the pile is worth thirty-six cents.
Mavana“is the most beautiful place
I have ever seen; th¢ bay is horse-
shoe shaped and the city stands on
both sides. The barbor is full of
ships from every country; there are
seven war ships in sight now, two of
them American. The houses are.
built of white stone and mortar and
have flat voofs, where the people live
as much as they do in the houses.
The windows have heavy iron grat-
ings in front of them which makes
them look like prisons, Back.of the
eity are bills covered with banana,
cocoa-nut and orange orchards, while
back of these hills are low, rugged
mountains, many of them well forti-
fied. This is said to be oune of the
most strongly fortified harbors in the
world. The people, both Spanish
and Cubans, are very friendly, but I
like the Spaniards much the best.
Away to my right is. a regular old
castle on the top oF a high mountain,
It looks just like a painting. - There
are four big ships.in the harbor just

Spanish. The streets of Ilavana are
only about arod wide, very dirty and
ill paved, and crowded with people
in all kinds of dress. I have not seen
a half dozen native women on the
streets and those were closely veiled,
Tl policemen are armed with large
bore rifles and big swords an;'d-'look
quite fierce, but are not, and are
very friendly to uns.  Everybody
smokes and one can buy régular
twenty-five cent cigars for two cents,
Oranges are five cents for fifteen and
bananas six aund three-fourth ecentg
for seventeen., c
Our camp is about nine miles from
the eity, as we do not take possession
until Japuary first. .
