PRODUCTION AND COST.
In experiments with several breeds 

it was found that results varied ac­
cording to size and breed. The Dor­
kings laid 130 eggs per year, tlie 
average weight o f the eggs being 2 
ounces, or 8 to the pound. This gives 
1GJ pounds o f eggs per year. The 
food  eaten per day was six ounces, or 
nearly 137 pounds for the year. This 
was heavy feeding, and consisted o f 
variety o f  grain and grass,, being 
over a pound o f food  for each egg 
apparently, but it must be considered 
that a large portion o f the food  was 
directed to growth, as tlie record was 
kept from the first six months o f age 
to one year and one-lialf. And the 
birds were also kept over winter, 
when a large amount o f food was di­
rected to heat. The production of 
eggs was good, but as tlie birds were 
forced the cost was excessive, though 
the cocks had made ten pounds 
growth when six months old.

HARD GRAINS THE REST,
The only advantage in feeding soft 

food  Is that in such shape the com  
meal, condition powder, medicine, 
cooked meat, or general mixture may 
be more easily fed, but the best food  
is whole grains. Hens w ill not pre­
fer soft food  i f  they can get hard 
grains unless it be that the soft food  
contains material o f which they are 
in need. Early in the morning is the 
best time for feeding soft food , as 
then the hens can more quickly di­
gest it and appease their hunger, but 
they should go on the roosts at night 
with their crops fu ll o f hard grain. 
Fowls often refuse grain when but 
one kind only is allowed. This is 
because the system demands some­
thing which the grain does not sup 
ply, and a change is required. When­
ever the liens refuse to eat grain that 
they have been receiving, such as 
wheat, give them oats, and i f  in cold  
weather give corn, and it may be no­
ticed that they w ill eat as i f  very 
hungry. After a week or more they 
w ill want the old kind again. For 
this reason— the necessity o f a change 
— the food  should consist o f a variety, 
ill order that all the wants o f the 
fowls may be satisfied.

WATER FOR CUICKS.
It has been urged that very young 

chicks should not be given water to 
drink, and some claim that the chicks 
do best under such treatment. The 
giving o f water depends upon how 
the chicks are fed. I f  the food is 
soft it w ill contain sufficient water if 
the weather is not very warm, or the 
chicks subjected to a high degree of 
warmth— about 100 degrees— as the 
warmth will create thirst. I f  hard 
food  only is given the chicks must 
have water, or the food cannot he d i­
gested and assimilated.. Before the 
food  can nourish the system it must 
be converted into blood, and as blood 
is composed largely of water the 
Water must lie provided, either as 
drink or in. tlie soft food. It is also 
Claimed that chicks do best when 
they are allowed no water, but this 
claim rusts upon the fact that in the 
majority of casus the water is given 
in sncli a manner as to Cause them to 
get damp, which is more injurious 
than anything else. It" chicks are 
given all the water they can drink, 
but in a vessel so arranged, that they 
can get at the water with their beaks 
only, they will thrive.

GUINEA FOWLS.
By watching the guineas the hens 

Will always make known their hiding 
places after laying, as they are noisy. 
They should not be allowed to hatch 
and raise their own young, as they 

_ get them too wild and untamable. 
"When the eggs are not taken from the 
nests the result is sometimes a loss, as 
foxes, minks, and. snakes may secure 
them. Guineas should be fed at the 
barnyard, every evening in order to 
induce them to come up at night.

MATING FOR BEST RESULTS.
There should always be a disparity 

in the ages o f the males and females 
i f  possible. When cockerels and 
pullets are mated the eggs do not 
hatch well at first. The rule is to 
mate cockerels with hens, and cocks 
(birds over one year old) with pullets. 
A  two-year old .drake should always 
be with young ducks, while the ma­
ting o f geese o f the same age, when 
they are young, usually results in 
failure. The keeping o f "young gob­
blers should be done away with, as a 
two-year- old male with yearling hens, 
gives stronger young ones.

ACTIVE FORAGERS.
' The best hens for sitters are those 

that are active and o f medium size. 
A clumsy hen should not be used. 
Small and active, hens also usually 
make excellent layers, as they do not 
become fat so, readily. As long as. a 
hen is laying regularly* there: jis but

little liability o f her becoming too 
fat, as the production of eggs de­
mands all the nutriment of the food , 
but such food  should not consist 
largely of com  or corn meal. As 
soon ns n hen ceases to lay she will 
become fat, and the food should then 
consist principally o f grass, with 
grain at night. Hens that arc too 
small fly over tall fences, while those 
too large are clumsy, and the best for 
general purposes is one of medium 
size.

While the readers o f this bright 
newsy paper have, the high prices 
paid for eggs the past winter fresh in 
their minds, I  did not know but it 
-would be a timly subject to refer to a 
former article in these oolunis, “ Does 
Poultry Pay.”  At Benton Harbor for 
a few days eggs brought sixty cents 
per dozen and for a period o f two or 
three weeks forty cents per dozen. 
Had they been a dollar per dozen 
they could not been had: because 
they were none on the market. Look 
up Chicago’s winter prices and you 
will find them sixty cents and scarce 
at that figure. At this lime of the 
year think well before you set your 
hens. Look out for the variety that 
w ill give you the most eggs in the 
winter when eggs are high; and then 
get eggs from those varieties and he 
ready' for the time when you can 
make a good  days pay by properly 
taking care o f your laying pullets. 
The feed and care o f laying lu ns in 
the winter is a problem bard to solve 
for some; but, think when you cant 
do hard work on wholly corn or 
wheat and water you need a more 
strengthening food  -with this ana you 
can stand it and feel that you can 
take hold with will and have pleas­
ant smile on your countenance while 
doing so. Give them vegetables and 
meat: This used judicially with your 
corn and w heat will fill your egg bas­
ket and that means money in your 
pocket. Make them work for all they 
get in litter and have some grit near 
by to grind their food and I ani pos­
itive yon will reap a beautiful reward.

To get winter laying liens you 
must get them out not later than 
April 1st. for tlie large breeds and 
not later than May lsf. for the small­
er kinds.

Keep their quarters cleau aud free 
from  the louse and Mrs, Hen will 
please your eye by depositing a beau­
tiful egg nearly'each day to show yon 
her,appreciation for tlie kind care 
you bestow upon her.

He has had a fine orchard of fifteen 
hundred thrifty trees but he inform­
ed a R ecord representative that bis 
entire orchard was killed by the re­
cent severe cold  weather, not a single 
tree reinaiining alive.

Omitting Hew York 
clearings, where speculation in stocks 
is. most active, payments through the 
other principal clearing houses for 
the same week show increase o f 37.C 
per cent- over 1892, and 27.1 per cent 
over last year. But without regard 
to such details, all realize that the 
volume o f business in all branches is 
the greatest ever known. Such per­
formances as tbe rise in. Sugar on 
Thursday from $141 to $170 and its 
reaction to $151 within an hour have 
not much to do with real business, 
but show tlie inflammable state of 
public feeling. _

Collina, One o f  tl»e Abitnctois of the 
Lapincf Child, Malses a. Pull 

Confession.

Painesville, 0., March 23.—John Col­
lins, who was arrested here with Mrs. 
Ann. Xng-ersoll on the charge of ab­
ducting Gerald Lapiner from  in front 
Of his parents’ house in Chicago about 
a year ago, has made full confession. 
Collins says he is an old soldier. He 
was an inmate o f the National military 
home at Los Angeles, <JaI. There he 
met Mrs. Ingersoll, Site told him she 
had a farm at Painesville and ashed 
him to come east and live with her. 
They came t-a Chicago, where they ar­
rived a few  days before the last of May, 
1S9S. On Decoration day Mrs. Inger­
soll came to  him with the child. She 
said she had-found the little one on the 
street. They remained in Chicago a 
few  days, and then, came east to Paines­
ville. Collins said he had no suspicion 
that the child had been abducted and 
he believed Mrs. Ingersoll when she 
said she had found the little one. Col­
lins was held in §300 and- Mrs. Inger­
soll in  §3,000 bail fo r  the hearing to­
day. The prisoners have secured at­
torneys and will fight against removal 
to Chicago, where they have been in­
dicted.

RESCUED.

Two Men. Imprisoned- in  a  Colorado 
Mine fo r  Thirteen Days.

Are Saved.

Leadville, Col., March 23.—At 11 
o’clock Wednesday night the two mine 
pumpmen, Charles Reuss and Burt 
Froy, who were imprisoned in  the Bon 
Air mine 13 days ago, were reached by 
the rescuers and restored to their 
friends. They show little effects of 
their experience. They were on the 
430-foot level when a cave near the top 
o f  the shaft cut them off from  the outer 
world. .Fortunately the big water pipe 
was not broken by the cave, and by 
blowing a hole in it with dynamite the 
men were enabled to communicate 
with their friends, who kept them sup­
plied with food while a new shaft over 
200 feet deep was sunk. The cost, of 
rescuing the men has been over $3,090.

Telia o f  His Bm inl Seed.
McPherson, Kan., March 23.—John 

A. Moore, who murdered his five chil­
dren at Hutchinson, and who was 
brought here as a  precaution against 
a threatened lynching, confessed his 
crime Wednesday before a notary pub­
lic. The prisoner stated that he had 
quarreled with his wife and* that a sep­
aration was talked of, in which event 
he feared that Ms children would come 
under the control o f his wife’s  family, 
whom he dislikes.

The platform will 
also favor free suffrage, public schools, 
reform in taxation, free trade with the 
United States, the establishment o f a 
gold basis for the currency, the Amer­
ican system for  the judiciary, and will 
pledge the party to lend every effort 
towards "civilization and to teach the 
inhabitants to become loyal to the 
United States. _1

MORE MEN FOR OTIS.
■ Five Thousand Regular Troops 
- Reach M anila.

AS ADDRESS TO THU FILIPINOS.

The American Commission Tells tli« 
Natives Tbut They Are to Be 

Aided. in  Reaching Self- 
Government,

Washington, March 23.—Additional 
reenforcements reached Gen. Otis at 
Manila Wednesday morning, as is Indi­
cated by the'receipt o f a dispatch from 
Gen. Otis saying that the transport 
Sherman had just arrived with the 
troops in good: condition. The Sher­
man. followed the Grant- through the 
Suez canal and preceded the transport 
Sheridan over the same route. The 
Sheridan is expected to reach Manila 
in about two weeks. These three ves­
sels will add about 5,000 fresh regular 
troops to the military forces iu the 
Philippine islands and are expected to 
aid materially in the plans which con­
template the complete subjugation of 
the insurgents before the opening of 
the rainy season, about the middle of 
April.

A d d re ss  to  F il ip in o s .
Hew York. March 23.—The Journal’s 

Manila correspondent cables that the 
address to the natives of the Philippine 
islands, drafted by the American com­
mission in behalf o f the United States 
government and embodying the views 
o f the president, has been made public. 
After being translated into all the na­
tive dialects, it is to be disseminated 
throughout the archipelago. The ad­
dress assures the Filipinos of the inten­
tion o f the Americans to develop the 
powers of self-government in the peo­
ple. It explains that the United States 
has assumed international obligations 
which it must fulfill, and which make it 
responsible to the whole civilized world 
for the stable government of the Phil­
ippines, The commission, it is ex­
plained, is to interpret to the natives 
thepuiposesand intentions of the pres­
ident toward them and also suggest the 
establishment o f snch a government as 
shall suit the capacity and require­
ments of the Filipinos andbe consistent 
with the interests of the United States. 
The protection of the United States is 
not to be exercised in any spirit oi 
tyranny or vengeance: but, having de 
strayed the Spanish power and accept­
ed the sovereignty of the islands, the 
United States is bound to restore peace 
in the Philippines.

To this end, all insurgents are invited 
to lay down their arms and place their 
trust in the government that emanci­
pated them from the oppression of 
Spanish rule.

The majority o f the commissioners 
incline toward giving the Filipinos a 
sort- Of tribal or provincial local auton­
omy. under a central government, 
which shall be military until a purely 
civil system is proved to be feasible.

Anxious to Bixl Hostilities*
Madrid. March 23.—Letters received 

iu Madrid from Manila indicate the 
growth of a spirit, o f compromise 
among some of tire more influential 
Filipinos who are far enough from 
Agninaldo to dare to sjiealc their minds. 
These natives are advocating a cessa­
tion of hostilities and submission to an 
American protectorate under guaranty 
that th* United States shall withdraw 
from the archipelago at the end often 
years.

According to a prisoner captured by 
our troops, Aguinaklo has announced 
that he will personally conduct the re­
serves at Malolos and march into Ma­
nila within 20 days unless the Amer­
icans withdraw in the meantime. The 
concentration of rebel forces in the 
vicinity of Malolos gives color to the 
statement of the prisoner.

Manila. March 23.—Conditions in the 
island of Negros continue to he unsat­
isfactory and there is danger of an up- 
rising among the natives. Hostilities 
are also threatened in the Islands of 
Leyte and Samar-. Both islands lie near 
the coast of Luzon, and are easily ac­
cessible to the plotting agents o f Agui- 
naldo. __________ ______

SHOWS IM PROVEMENT.

RUSSIA’ S SEASICK N A VY.

The Men Are- B is  Enongli, But They 
Are Unable to Navigate in .

- R ough W eather.

Report as to 3SIr. Sherman's Condition 
Is Encouraging'—Relatives Indig­

nant Over Rumor of Death.

Santiago de Cuba, March 23.—It now 
turns out—respecting the unfortunate 
report of Sir. Sherman’s death, which is 
the main topic of conversation here— 
that the announcement was made by 
the French Cable company and the sig­
nal corps within ten minutes of each 
other-. When Capt. Leigh, the chief sig­
nal officer, ascertained that the report 
was erroneous he immediate!}' com­
municated with the Guantanamo sta­
tion to discover the cause of the blun­
der. The man in charge of the station 
replied that, having received a message 
of inquiry as to Mr. Sherman’s health, 
and not having any information him­
self, he visited the manager of the 
French Cable company, who assured 
him that the report of death was well 
founded. Thereupon he telegraphed a 
confirmation o f the rumor, having no 
reason to doubt the assurance given 
him. The French Cable company’s offi- 
cialshere claim to know nothing regard­
ing the matter. Mr. Sherman’s relatives 
on board the Paris are naturally very 
indignant over somebody’s stupendous 
blunder, but Capt. Leigh considers that 
the man in charge of the Guantanamo 
signal office was entirely justified in 
accepting the statement o f the French 
Cable company’s manager. Mr. Sher­
man’s condition continues about the 
same. He rested quite comfortably 
throughout the day, and, if  anything, 
is somewhat improved. He expects to 
go on hoard the, United States cruiser 
Chicago to-day.

Declines si Pardvr.^
Indianapolis, Ind., 2£arch. 23.—Mrs. 

Augusta Schmidt, who is serving a ten 
years’ sentence in the Indiana woman’s 
prison, has been paroled by Gov. 
Mount and declines to accept her free­
dom. She is in prison for the alleged 
murder of Oscar Walton, a Cass coun­
ty farmer, in 1S94, and says she will 
not leave theinstitution until the judge 
and jury which tried her- acknowledge 
to, Gov. Mount that she is innocent and 
that they were In error when they 
passed judgment on her. The state 
officers say that it is  one o f the very 
few  instances in the criminal history 
of the state where liberty has been of­
fered and refused.

Slain by a Jeolons Husband.,
Cumberland, Md„ March 23.—John 

Jackson, o f Lonaconing, Md., and Sirs. 
Charles Bowman were found dead in 
the latter’s house at Douglas,, W. Va., 
Wedneseday. Their heads were crushed 
in by blows from a bed slat, wielded by 
the woman’s husband- Bo-wman was 
arrested. He says he found Jackson in 
his house Tuesday night and jealousy 
caused him to commit the deed.

How, the Russian bluejacket does 
not roll In his gait ashore:, but.marches. 
Neither has-lie any sense o f balancing 
at sea. and seasickness in the Russian 
fleet is a source of actual weaknessand 
danger. The Black sea squadron can 
only be put to sea in the three calmest 
months of summer, and the so-called 
maneuvers takes place ashore on the 
Renal peninsula, consisting merely o f 
battalion drill.

One more trait of the real sailor is 
his self-reliance, which makes him .fit 
fo r  facing emergencies single handed. 
But the Russian bluejacket has none of 
this. He is not n machine iu himself, 
but only a little bit of a machine which 
cannot work without tie  other hits, 
lie  is huge in stature—a giant com­
pared with our men—-but in bis winter 
overcoat it is impossible to distinguish 
him from a soldier. Unhandy, seasick 
and reliant only on drill discipline, he 
is utterly unfit, for'active service..

A  TERROR TO SNAKES.

The secretary bird, a native of .Af­
rica. and also found in some of tire 
West Indian islands, is the king of 
snake destroyers, the lordliest bird 
that walks. It is about four feet -from 
tip to tip, as swift on foot as on the 
wing. It-i^ a wonderful boxer and as* 
quick as the mongoose itself. It likes 
to play with reptiles, to get them thor­
oughly roused and then to swallow 
them at leisure. It lias a long neck, 
slender body, strong legs and a power­
ful beak. Its color is clear light gray 
along the sides of the head and throat, 
wings a brown black. *ltlghs and ab­
domen black, breast and tail cow rls 
white. The cere and bare skin about 
the eyes are yellow and the legs aud 
feet dull flesh color. Tbe bunch of 
feathers behind its ears gives it Its 
name. The South Africans have do­
mesticated it and made much o f its vir­
tues. It eats all sorts of things, as 
stomach analysis shows. This was 
found in one stomach: K’even lira rds. 
11 tortoises, three snakes the size 
o f a man’s arm and several handfuls of 
assorted insects. When it is ready for 
a bout it walks around the snake an:} 
plays on the reptile's nerves of irrita"- 
tion. When the snake strikes the sec­
retary bird does a side step and re­
ceives the blow on its powerful wing. 
After a few strikes the reptile i? tired. 
Then the bird nabs it by the baek of t he 
neck and shakes the life out of it. IT 
it is  particularly tough lie flies up 
with it a few hundred feet and drops 
it kerplunk in a way that is always 

i fatal. Then he eats it.

EDUCATION IN SPAIN,

F ro m  tl it- F o llo w in g : A c c o u n t  It
W o u ld  S eem  Its  C h ie f F e a tu r e  

Tw Its  A lisea  e c .

A contributor to the Revue Inter­
nationale de I'Enseigneraent describes 
in a few pages the fareial system of sec­
ondary edueatiorrin Spain. The schools 
in question are the so-called provincial 
institutes, where boys between the ages 
of ten and sixteen are instructed and 
examined in 33 subjects, seven of which 
have been, added to the list by a recent 
decree of the minister of education— 
viz.: Political economy, common law. 
history of Spain, literature, history of 
art. bookkeeping, and industrial and 
agricultural technics. The' minister 
also recommends visits to the museums, 
but, as the writer remarks, in nine 
times out of ten, where the institutes 
are situated, the only museums are the 
c-hurehes with their Wax images. The 
boys work from three to four and a half 
hours a day, and the newspapers are in 
a rage over such outrageous disregard 
for the life and health of the Spanish 
youth. The deplorable condition, of ele­
mentary education in the kingdom may 
be inferred from the status of the com­
mon school teachers as depicted in a 
recent number of the Padagogische Zei- 
tung. Out of 23.000 teachers, in round 
numbers, included in the last census.- 
nearly 3.000 were receiving §30 or less 
annually, 5,000 were paid from §50 to 
$160, and the salary of only 1,00-0 
amounted to more than $250. But the 
worst o f it is that thousands of these 
poor men and women were not even 
paid the pittance to which their con­
tracts entitled them.

As people are gradually coming to 
realize that hot. and badly ventilated 
rooms mean debility and eventual sick­
ness, the “ ventilation engineer’’ has 
taken his place on ihe staff on which 
the architect relies for thecarryingout 
of his designs in dwelling eon struct ion 
Side by side with this improvement in 
the hygienic Conditions eff the interior 
of houses has arisen a new conception 
of the aesthetic possibilities of artificial 
light, and in the erection of the modern 
houses of Ihe wealthy classes 1 he “ Ugh 1 
artist’’ lias become a very important 
personage, A well-known light de­
signer talks entertainingly on the sub­
ject, lie compares light with happi­
ness. which is all a matter of contrast, 
and must be treated accordingly-. He 
tells how Alma Tadema. in London.has 
a small door to his atrium, in order that 
its size may be the more felt on enter­
ing: so tnust the degree of light be 
graduated throughout the building. 
On entering a dimty-Iil ha (I from the 
dark it appears brilliant; but 1his. 
again, must be eclipsed by the light of 
the reception rooms. So there should 
be, as in a good photograph, light and 
dark portions, and semi-tom a. for a 
room fit equally throughout gives a flat 
effect, and is neither artistic nor rest­
ful. It should not be forgotten that the 
pupil of the human eye has consider­
able power of expansion and contrac­
tion. and in the presence of a bright 
light an involuntary contraction takes 
place.

It will be remembered t hat 
by a strange element of selectiveness 
in the action of the current the owls 
were unusually favored, being killed 
without the slightest disfigurement 
and falling to the ground wiili hardly 
a feather ruffled, while the greater part 
of the two eagles went up in blue 
smoke, says the St. Louis Globe-Demo­
crat.

A similar fate has befalleu a pair of 
fowls which sought the shelter of a 
power house in Canada for their even­
ing roost. The power company which 
supplies the city ’of Three Rivets gt-nee 
ates its currant 16 miles away and 
transmits it to the city at a pressure ol 
12.000 volts. A few evenings ago the 
city lights suddenly went out. The 
lights soon started up again, anti there 
was no fttrlher trouble, i lie following 
day the electrician went on a tour ol 
inspection, entering thi substation'at 
Three Rivers, he no licit! in a pro­
nounced form the smell ol a badly con­
ducted restaurant. Looking a round, lie 
found the cause o f ihe ptevious night's 
interruption. A window had been 
broken in the station, and through this 
two chickens hail slipped inside and 
voosteil on the bare copper conductors.

London limn a nit si ruins have received 
another shcck. and as a result, several 
humane societies of Hnglstad have 
raised their voices in tt pretest against 
the manufacture and use of combs, 
hairpins, cigar and cigarette cases, and 
other dailtrty artieks made from tor­
toise shell. They have discovered that 
ihe procuring of lire tv* tiled shell is 
attended wi! it considerable pain to t he 
original posst ssors of the jut cions ma­
te rut 1.

The societies are making an effort to 
discount: tin nee the u“e of all articles 
made from the shell until more merci­
ful measures for its pn.o’-uctiou pre­
vail. , . '

The largest part of the shells which 
come to our markets arc procured in 
several groups of Isla-i ds near Ceylon. 
The animals are caught I.y the natives 
and their shells tak:*u, from 1 hem.

The shelling of tor!rise is not as 
simple as the sltellirg of green pease, 
anti for severity il sounds ir.itoil harsh­
er than the plucking of feathers from 
live birds for the adorntv.ent of femi 
nine vanity.

After being caught, they are induced 
by rather wann persmasive measure to 
come out of their covering. They are 
first semi-boiled over a fed ember lire 
until tbe flesh that secures the' shell to 
the body is softened. The ap.imal is 
then shelled clean, and though the suf­
fering must be intense, one rarely dies, 
but in a few months grows .'another 
shell, of which It isdeptived In"the Fame 
manner.
