ear Admiral Walker Has ne Doubt
That it 7311 e DBuilt.

New York, Oct. 2—Rear Admiral J.
G. Walker, Alfred Noble, Col. Peter
C. Hains and W. H. Burn, members of.
the committee of the Isthmian Canal
company, which went to Paris to
study the work of the Panama Cangl
company, returned here Sunday on 'ghe
New York. Col. O. H. Ernest remain
in Paris. :

The committee have been abroad fpr
six weeks. They spent a month in
Paris and afterward went on a tour
of inspection visiting some of the
great canals in England and on tl}e
continent. Rear Admiral Walker said

that the committee had somas hard
work while abroad. .
“jfor one month we have been at

work in the oftice of the TPanama
Canal company in Paris,” ke explained.
“We bave studied tle rveports, the
plans and the work that has been
done. We have also consulted the en-
gineers. 1 ecannoi say what the result
will be. We will report to Washing-
ton.

“The committee will go to the Isth-
mus in the near future and will spend
the winter there studying the situation
and going cver the ground. We ave
much encouraged by what has been
done so far and therve is not the least
doubt that the canal will be cut
through. Of course I can’t say when,
but the people have sten the necessity
for the canal, and bufit it will be.”

While the committee of tlie commis-
sion have Dbeen in TYaris the other
members of the eommission have been
busy, Surveying partics have been or-
ganized and are now in the south sur-
veying the territory.

Speaking of the visit ¢f the com-
mittee to the European canals Ad-
miral Walker said:

“We visited the Kiel canal and from
there we made a tour of inspection to
the North sea canal, Amsterdam. Af-
ter looking over this waterway we
went to see the Manchcester ship canal.
We looked carefully into the hydraulie
and electric power and the locks. Some
of the things we saw will probably be
adopted in the new canal.”

Admiral Walker has gone to YWash-
ington.

COMPULSORY ARBITRATION.

It Brought Peace angd Prosperity to
New Zealand. .

Wew York, Oct. 2.—Quartered at the
Waldorf-Astoria are several distin-
guished officials who arrived on the
steamship New York. They are dele-
gates to the national export exposi-
tion and comercial congress, which will
convene in Philadelphia Oct. 10. Wm,
Pember Reeves, who is accompanied
by his wife and daughter, is the gen-
eral agent in London of New Zealand,
where, as minister of labor, he secured
the enactment of the compulsory arbi-
tration law, which brought interna-
tional renown to himself and peace
and prosperity to New Zealand. It
provides for the settlement of trades
disputes “without barbarous methods.”

“Disputes between capital and la-
‘bor,” said Mr. Reeves, “are arbitrated
upon in New Zealand Ly the state
fribunals, of which there are several,
and from any one of which appeal
may be made to the centrhl tribunal
As a result of this law we have had
no strikes or othier labor disturbances
in New Zealand for over five years.

“After we delegates get through at
the Philadelphia congress we shall go

'to Canada to confer with the Domin-

jon officials with regard to the cable
which will connect Great Britain, Can-
ada, New Zealand and Queensland,
Victoria and South Australia.

“All the delegates are pleased to
learn that war has not yet broken out
between England and the Transvaal
as we are all anxious for peace and
amicable adjustment of afiairs.”

“Lot me go and save my baby,”
shricked the poor woman, as several
persons gathered about her in an ef-
fort to check the flames.

“Save my baby, save my baby,” she
cried, unmindful of her own. sufferings,
and finally she dropped to the floor
from exhaustion. ‘Her clothing by this
time had been almost completely
burned from her body and she was
sufforine ereat pain.. Grace hospital
ambulance was called and removed her
to ti.at institution.

Mrs. Lelman is the vietim of a
gasoline stove. She was about to pre-
pare the evening meal and, after light-
ing one of the burners on the stove, at-
taupted to fill the tank containing the
gasoline. As she poured the oil the
burner flared suddenly up and set fire
to her dress. Little damage was done
to the building and the baby was in
no danger at any time.

At the hospital it is stated that Mus.
Lebhman may not recover. Her head
and face are only slightly burned, but
her Lody is baked all over. The burns,
howerver, are not very deep, and she
is not internally burned. Mrs. Leh-
man is 30 years of age.

Michigan Railroads.

Lansing, Mich.., Oct. 3.—Railroad
Commissioner Osborn issued an earn-
ings statemcnt showing the earnings
of Michigan railrecads for the month-
of August. The aggregate earnings
for the month were $3407,477.80, as
against $2.931,348.50 for the corre-
sponding month of 1898. the increase
being $476,129.30. The total earnings
for the eight months of 1890 ending
August 31, were $22,049.102.57, as
against $20,604,939.60, a gain of §2,-
344,162.97. 'The per cent of incresse
is 11.37, and indicates a gain of over
$3,000,000 for the year.

The lumber made on this river is all
wanted here for manipulation in plan-
ing mills and factories and is shipped
out in car lots. The rail shipments
for the year will reach about 300,009,-
GO0 feet.

Lansing, Mich., Oct. +.—Michigan is
to have a trust confcrence of its own,
and the farmers are to have the lead-
ing part in -it. At a meeting of the
exccutive committee of the State
Farmers Clubs’ Association here Tues-
day it was decided to make the trust
question and the work of the state tax
commission the principal features, and
both subjects will be in the hands of
Branch county men; Ex-Gov. Luce is
to address the association on the sub-
ject of trusts, and opportunity is to be
given the delegates for a full and free
Jdiscussion of the alleged evil. Presi-
dent Milo D. Campbell, of the state
tax commission, will address the farm-
ers upon the work of the commission

The Farmers Clubs’® Association is
the biggest organizafion of agricultur-
alists in the state and the meeting will
be held the same week as the State
Grunge, and the usual joint meeting ot
the two great farmers’' societies will
he held.

ILansing, Mich., Oct. 4—It has de-
veloped that the inheritance tax law
passed Ly the last legislature is full of
holes, aud it is generally understood
that it will not stand the test of the
supreme court when it comes before
that . tribunal.

The defects in the law were discov-
ered recently when the auditor-general
proceeded to prepare a set of blanks
and a system of books in order to carry
it into effect. The law was found to
be ambiguous, unintelligible, and
crudely constructed. It was with con-
siderable difficulty that a workable
system for carrying the law into ef-
fect was devised.

An inberitance tax was enacted by
the legislature of 1891 and it was de-
clared unconstitutional, and this faect
accounts for the general belief that it
is impossible to prepare a law for the
taxation of inheritances that will stand
the scruliny of the courts. The pres-
ent law was drawn without the as-
sistance of the attorney-general’s de-
partment and the fact that it is full of
defects leads to the conclusion that its
author may not kave avoided the con-
stitutional objections raised to the pre-
vious law. .

SINGLE AND ROSE COMBS.

The Leghorns possess the ohjection
of too much eomb, but of late years
there has been admitted invo the stand-
ard those with the red combs in win-
ter. They are allowed to compete for
prizesin the shows, but the conditions
are such as to debar them from com-
peting directly with with single comb
birds. As to the difference between
them and the straight combs in other
respects there is butlittle. The comb
of a fowl, however, is a very import
ant matter, for the reason thatif a hen
becomes frosted on the comb she
ceases to lay until the healing process
is over. As a rose comb doesnot pre-
sent so large at surface to the
action of the cold asthesingle combs,
the rose-comb bird passes through the
winter more easily. ItisDbetterto pre.
pare for exposure rather than to ex-
pect it to be a necessary accompani-
ment of poultry raising, and that is
why opportunities are taken of the
different breeds, which enables us to
consider the climate and other matters
as well as food and shelter. The
combs of the single-comb-variety may
be cut off, however, without danger,

if desired.
DISINFECTING WITH SULPHER.

The germs of all contagious discases
of poultry are destroyed by exposurc
to the fumes ¢t burning sulphur, ana
wherever these diseases have appeared
or expected to appear, they may bea-
voided by closing the buildings and
fumigating them with sulphur wrap-
ped in paper moistened with kerosene
0il, to make it more inflamable, screw-
ing up the paper and lighting one end.
The papers, for safety, should be put
in an iron pot or pan. One or two
ounces of sulphur will be suflicient to
fumigate and disinfect a small poultry
house, and a pound will serve for a
large one. The buiidings should be
tightly closed to retain the fumes, the
fowls, of course, being removed mean-
while, and the sulphurshould be burn-
ed in several places over the fioor so
that every part of the building may
receive a full share of the disinfectant.

CANKER IN PIGEONS.

When canker affects pigcons the
tissues are very firm, and consequently
except in the case of young hirds the
growth of the tubercle and the form-
ation of ulcers are, as a rule, slow
processes, hence the mame “canker”.
In young pigeons the growth of tlie
tubercle is sometimes very rapid, and
large cheesy masses ot it ave frequently
found in the throat of the squab before
the owner has noticed that they were
eveli ailing. This is usually the case
when a disease Las been contracted
from their parents in feeding them.
The parents themselyes may appear to
be perfectly healthy hirds, the disease
in them being in a latent condition,
but it spreaps rapidly and is perhaps
incurable, as no effective or certa'n
remdey nas yet been found.

RATS ANLU FLOORS.

A cheap floor for chicken houses to
protect rats can be made by mixmg
coal ashes and frehly slacked lime.

“Take 20 or 30 bushels of asbes just as
they come from “the heater, “cinders
and all; add to this onebushel of fresh
lime, in the liguid form, just after
slaking. Mix thoroughly with a hoe,
Make a floor a foot thick, or even
thicker, as the stuff is cheap. Ram
hard with a heavy rammer, at least
three times, on differene days. This
process will make a cellar floor that
can be scrubbed.

MAKING A DUCK POND.

Where there is no rupning water
make a frame of boards, one foot high
8x16, with board bottom, and stop up
the eracks with cement and tar, Sink

_in the earth (a clay soil is best) and
have a drain empty inco it from the
pump, with also an overflow drain.
This will keep the wafer-pure, as it
can be pumped in whenever desired.

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THE GREW ROBS SURVIVORS

- TEN WOMEN AND ONE CHILD

' ARE DROWNED.

Yhe Horrors of the Wreck of the Scots-
man Are Greatly Increased
by Fiendish Acts

of Crew.
Montreal, Camnada, Sept. 29.—The
steamer Scotsman of the Dominion

line, which sailed from Liverpool on
Sept. 14, and was several days over-
due, lies a wreck, hard and fast, on
the rocks in the Straits of Belle Isle,
at the entrance to the Gulf of St. Law-
rence.

The steamer carried eighty-eight
first-class, 100 second-class, and eighty
steerage, passengers, making a total
passenger list of 268S.

Rimouski, Que., Sept. 30.—The story
of Ne wreck of the Scotsman, which
went on the rocks off Change Island,
in the Straits of Belle Island. early in
the morning of Sept. 21, as told today
by passengers brought here on the
steamer Montford, involves -the plun-
der and maltreatment of helpless and
panic-stricken women by a drunken
crew, and the drowning of thirteen
peoplé. if not more, whilst disembark-
ing from the steamer in a boat from
which the plug was missing, and
and which sank almost immedistely
on being lowered.

Of the surviving passengers of the
Scotsman 249 were brought here by
the Montfort. Nine more, with forty-
five of the crew, were taken off by the
Monterey and delivered to the Gre-
cian. which is bringing them here also.
The remaining fifty-six are on the
Monterey, on the way to Liverpool.

Members of the crew who are now
on the Germanieca will be arrested as
soon as that vessel touches at a Brit-
ish port.

SIX KILLED IN BATTLE.

Filipinos Deliver Up Fourteen American
Prisoners, All Soldiers.

Manila, Sept. 20.—It is reported by
o man who has just atrrived from Tur-
fdac that Naval Cadet Welborn C.
Wood, who was in command of the
United States gunboat Urdaneta, re-
cently captured and destroyed by the
Insurgents in the Orani river, on the
northwest side of Manila  bay, and
five of the nine enlisted men forming
the crew. were killed during the fight-
ing previous to the destruction of the
vessel.

Manila, Sept. 30.—Fourteen Ameri-
can prisoners. all enlisted soldiers.
have been delivered- up by the Fil-
pinos.

Manila, Sept. 3830—The insurgert
fommissioners have arrived at Aneel-
Fs. They say the prisoners are follow-
ng.

It is reported from Iloilo that the
Tagals have arrested Virayan. a gen-
sral, charging him with being a
traitor.

Tribal discord, it is added, is grow-
ing.

Many of the rebel soldiers have re-
volted, many European prisoners es-
2aping in the meanwhile,

Manila, Oct. 1—Noon.—The Rilipino
Peace Commission, which arrived at
the American lines yesterday morning.
brought a request from Xf'umaldo
that he be permitted to send a repre-
sentative of his government to nego-
tiate for peace. General Otis refused
the request. There will be another
conference.

CARTER SENT TO PRISON.

Fhe President Approves the Sentence of
the Court Martial.

Washington, Sept. 80.—The presi-
dent has approved the sentence im-
posed by court-martial on Capt. Ober-
lin M. Carter, corps of engineers, U.
8. A.. and a formal order was today
issued from the war department Q-
cecting the execution of the senteice.

Capt. Oberlin M. Carter of the Unit-
ed States army was conviceted on the
charge of conspiracy to defraud the
government.

Mac]uo'an Oct 2, 1899, aged 87 yrs,
10 months and 03 days, His long life
was a busy one, and in its course
were many circumstances of an un.
usual character, Whether in his far
off native German home, or in his
adopted country he was an honest

man and a loyal citizen. He attend-
c¢d school only between the ages of 6
and 18 years at which latter age he
began his labors in the world’s work-
shop His father being a tailor he
learned the trade, kamcr at it sev-
came to Amer-
ica. He was examined for a soldier
bhut being under height was. rejected
but was ordered to report in two years
but not intending to make Germany
his home he sailed for America frem
Hambw g, Germany Oci. 1, 1886 on
a sailing vessel which had a rough
passage “and was 57 days on the ocean,
He worked one year at tailoring in
New York city, then at Mauch Ch unk
Pa. removing thence to Ced wr Grove,
Franklin Co., Ind. where he worked
at hie trade for 18 years. While
thero he married Jemima Bacten,
August 28, 1840, who bas been "his
helpmate during their lorg wedded
journey, and has been pcrnntted to
be a solace and eowfort in the closing
hours of his life, Seven clnldren
were born to them, five of whom pre-
ceeded him to his Heavenly home.
Mary Ellcn Buckles of Larned, Kas.
and son Charles of Chicago, with
their mother and Martha Riley a
neice who was reared by them as an
own child, are left to mourn with
other relatives and friends ‘“but not
as those who haveno hope.”

He came to Dayton, Mich. in Mar.
1857, and engaged in tailoring there
until 1864 when he removed to Buch-
anan. Being in need of employment
and notlfinding any work in his trade,
he worked ac gardening and even
heavier work until fall, when he
opened a shop and with varying for-
tune has thus continuned until the
end of ¢life's transient dream.’ He
was macle a mason iu New Trenton,
Ind. in 1847. aud united with the
Order of the Kastern Star in 1893.
He was cofirmed in . the Luthern
Church in his youth, later in life, in
1874 while the Rev. Levi Tarr, :of
sainted memory, was pastor, -he be-
came a mecmber of the Methodist
Episcopal Church, and his walk has
ever been consistant.

New York, Sept. 29.—The greatest
sailor in the world today reviewed the
greatest parade. in American history.

It was a trinmph for Dewey, for the
navy and for the nation.

The Admiral stood for hours be-
neath the ensign of Farragut and lift-
ed his cap to the hundreds of thou-

sands who cheered him. It was a try
ing day for the fighter, but he proved
equal to the test.

Estimates place the number of peo-
ple who witnessed the mnaval parade
and the illumination in and 'about this
city tonight at more than 8,000,000.

New York. Sept. 30.~—Admiral Dew-
ey to-day left the element on which he
is supreme and came ashore to lecelve
a landsman’s welcome.

He left the bridge of the Olympia at
8 o’clock and half an hour later land-
ed at the Battery. TIForthwith he he-

came merely a passenger in a carriage
with a tidal wave of people sweeping
down uporn it on either hand.

He rode from the tomb of President
Grant to the square named in honor
of TPTresident Madison between as
many millions as could. crowd the
grand stand and the windows of the
tall buildings on either side. A little
girl tossed him a rose. The Admiral
threw her a kiss in return.

Then he mounted the bridge of a re-
viewing stand at the splendid Dewey
arch and stood for nearly five hours,
with a cold wind blowing ‘on his bare
head, before more than 30,000 soldiers
and sailors, Governors, and Senators
passed, while the host of landsmen,
massed in towering thousands about
the reviewing stand, cheered the com-
ing of each new favorite.

Tonight Admiral Dewey is in bed.:
Iratigue forced him to remain away
from the Metropolitan Opera-House
and the Waldorf-Astoria, ‘Where a
smolker is being given his men. The
sailors. howevet, are enjoying them-
selves immensely without him.

Washington, D. C., Oct. 2.—Admiral
Dewey arrvived in Washington just on
time. to-night, reported to the Secretary
of the Navy. grasped the President's
hand in cordial fashion, listened to-a
few words of welcome from his chief,
wag presented to the Cabinet, waited
half an hour to review a parade,
watched it for an hour, and was ready
to go to bed three hours after ha
reached the city.

How to Choose Recoining Gloves.

Gloves should fit easily—neither too
tight nor too loose. Im the first in-
stance they make the hand appear
clumsy, besides stopping the circula-
tion of the blood. causing cold extrem-
ities and a variety of other complaints
which follow in its wake; and in the
latter case they wrinkle. Both 2x-
tremes -are to be avoided.

In trying on gloves, which should he
as carefully fitted to the hand as cor-
sets are to the body, the hand shounld
be dry—entirely free from perspira-
tion. The fingers are first inserted,
and the nicest care should be taken
that they are properly pushed in, for
the future wear and fit of the glove
depend upon how it is first put on.
After the fingers are worked on the
thumb is inserted, and then the upper
part of the glove receives attention.
Both gloves should be put on before
either is buttoned. Begin at the sec-
ond button and fasten the glove, and
then return to the first and no troubla
will be found in closing it.

In removing gloves they should be
pulled off from the wrist, thus turning
them inside out and giving them an
opportunity to dry and air.

Light-colored gloves give the hand
a larger appearance than when dressed
in darker shades.
