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BIG BATTLE AT GRAS PAN

METHUEN WINS VICTORY AT A

HEAVY LOSS.

Yho Fight Continues Four Hours--Boers
Have Thirty-One Killed--British
Sustaln Xoss of Na-
val Officers.

London, Nov,. 28.—A dispatch has
been received here from Gen. Buller
giving a list of casualties among the
troops engaged in what svas hitherto
known. here as the battle of Gras Pan.
but which is now officially designated
the battle of Enslin.

It proves, as anticipated, that. the

. British success was heavily bought.

The losses announced to-day, added to
the naval brigade casualties, previ-
ously given, make a grand total of 198
as the cost of Gen. Methuen’s second
battle.

The Yorkshires apparently bore,

' with the naval brigade, the brunt of

the fighting, as there were, in addition
to three officers, 48 of the rank and file
killed, wounded, and missing.

The fact that the list contains the
easualties of .the Ninth lancers seems
to dispose of the fears that the cavalry
was surrounded and captured. .

The war office has received the fol-
lowing dispatch frem Gen. Buller, dat-
ed Pietermaritzburg, Natal, Nov. 28:

“Our last news from Ladysmith,
Nov. 24, said all well. An old message,
dated Nov. 19, just received, begins:
‘JToubert has explained firing on one
[Red Cross) flag, previously reported.
Have accepted explanation as satisfac-
tory.

“‘Lieut. Lethbridge, Rifle brigade,
filed of 'wounds. Others wouhded
generally doing well. Health of troops
good. Six wounded Dublin fusileers,
ceaptured on armored train south of
Colenso, sent here to-day.’”

London, Nov. 27—Gen, Lord Methu-~
en’s force, advancing to the relief of
Kimberley, again met the Boer army
at Gras Pan, ten miles north of Bel-

lasting many hours ensued. The en-
‘gagement was not ended when the of-
ficial report was sent, but it was con-
strued as a British victory, despite
heavy losses, in which the naval de-
tachment stood more than its share.

The estimates of casualties are still
Incomplete, but it is known that thir-
ty-one Boers were killed and forty-
pight wounded, while many prisoners
Qutside of the list of
killed and wounded in officers of the
naval brigade no figures on the impe-
rial: army’s losses are given.

Or. River, Cape Colony, Nov. 25.
—In «. .J7 wounded, including several

Boers, hiave arrived here from Bel-
mont, One of the Boers, a boy of 17
years, was compelled to take up arms
with his father, who is also a prisoner.
A weunded Boer said that 20 men
were selected from each Boer section
to pick off the British officers. But,
he added, on the advance of the Brit-
ish force, the Boer marksmen were be-
wildered, as it was impossible to dis-
tinguish the officers, who wore the
same equipment as the men. The
marksmen were &lso unable to make
put the sergeants and other commis-
sioned officers, whose stripes had been
removed.

New York, Nov. 24.—A special cable
to the Tribune from London says:
“T.ong after midnight an official dis-
patch was received at the war office
bringing the mews of a battle fought
by General Lord Methuen at Belmont
with the Free Staters, the result be-
Ing a complete victory for the Kimber-
ley relief colu_an. General Methuen
found the Boers.strongly intrenched
and provided with plenty of guns. The
ground they chose to defend was clev-
erly selected, and in driving them from
the position the British troops had to
carry three ridges in succession, which
seems almost a repetition of the bat-
tlefield of Elandslaagte.

“The last ridge was carried at the
point of the bayonet after the defend-
ers. had been shaken with shrapnel.

“The British losses as officially re-
ported were three officers killed and 22
wounded, including General Fether-
stonehaugh, 56 men killed, 130 wound-
ed, and 22 missing. The Boers lost
heavily and 40 prisoners were taken,
besides a great quantity of stores.”

Durban, Nov. 28.—Owing to the
proximity of the Boers to Pietermaritz-
burg it has been necessary to alter the
flefenses of Durban. .

All accounts point conclusively to a
determined rush of the Boers towards
Pietermaritzburg with a very large
force. Seven thousand men with guns,
are reported 25 miles from Howick.
They are said to be under the personal
command of Gen. Joubert. .

Mooi River, Nov. 23.—At 1:30 this
afternoon the Boers opened.fire sud-
denly with howitzers at four-miles
range, having planted the guns from a
position at Henderson farm.

The shooting appeared to be accu-
rate and shells from the howitzers
landed in the British camp but did no
damage. The British artillery took up
a position overlook:ing- the Boer camp,
but could not get the range. They
opened . fire upon a party of 200 Boers
advancing under cover of the howit-
zers, who retired at once. The action
was tot pushed to a conclusion because

New York, Nov. 25—William F. Mil-
Jer, supposed head of the Franklin

syndicate of Brooklyn, is badly want- °

ed by the police on the charge of con-~
spiracy to defraud. “Cecil Leslie, an-

other member of the concern, is also

wanted. Indictments have been found
against them after an investigation
which reveals one of the most astound-
ing swindles on record.

The Franklin syndicate by plausible
advertising accepted deposits for in-
vestment of $1,000 and less, and prom-
ished to pay 10 per cent a week on
these sums. It is estimated that hun-
dreds of thousands of dollars -have
been paid in by depositors and even af-
ter the investigation had commenced.
and the public had Dbeen warned
through the press, vast amounts of
money continued to flow into the
Franklin syndicate’s offices. It is
claimed the daily receipts were often
as high as $80,000. Miller claimed to
be able to pay such great interest ow-
Ing to inside information which en-
abled him to make fabulous winnings
In 'Wall stireet.

KHALIFA KILLED IN BATTLE.

His Force Is Routed With Heavy Loss,
by Wingate’s Expedition.

London, Nov. 25.—The Daily Mail’s
dispatches from Cairo says:

“An expedition numbering 2,000, un-
der Colonel Wingate and Lewis Bey,
which recently proceeded south to
Fati Kohi, and thence westward, yes-
terday attacked a force of about 3,000
dervishes under the command of Ah-
med Fedil, the Xhalifa’s principal
Emir, at Abu Adil. The dervishes were
routed with heayy loss.

“Later—Wingate’s force caught up
with the Khalifa’s force seven miles
southeast of Godid and attacked it.
After a sharp fight he took his posi-

mont, Saturday and a desperate battle /1oL

“The Khalifa, who was surrounded
by a bodyguard of Emirs, was killed,
and all the principal Emirs were killed
or eaptured, except Osman Digna, who
escaped.

“The Dervishes were utterly defeat-

od, their whole ecamp was taken, and .

thousands surrendered.”

Chicago, Nov. 23 —Preliminary tests
of the Pollak-Virag rapid telegraphy
levice were made in the office of the
Iribune yesterday afternoon, with
gratifying resuits.

Short messages were sent to Milwau-
kee and return at the rate of 122,000
words an hour: After this test a loop
was made with Buffalo over the wires
of the Western Union Telegraph Com-
pany and messages were transmitted
at the rate of 90,000 words an hour, a
distance of 1,062 miles, which is the
longest distance heretofore attempted.

The inventors make clailm for their
apparatus that it will be of great util-
ity because it will enable a single wire
to transmit the extraordinary number
of 140,000 words an hour. At present
n telegrapher will click off less than
2,000 words an hour. -

700 pounds, were either stolen from
the magazine where the stuff was
stored or taken away with the knowl-
edge of the officials in charge.

Safety Brakes.
There is a great necessity for the in-

troduction of American safety appli- |

ances on foreign railroads. In 1895-96,
on the railroads in Prussia more than
250 railroad employes lost their lives
by accidents and 550 were injured;
1896-97, the figures were 264 killed and
667 injured.

On the English roads, in 1897, an av-

erage of one brakeman in every 274 |

was killed, and one in every fifteen in-
“jured. A member of parliament sup-
plemented these figures with the aston-
ishing statemenf that in twenty-five
years, 1872-1897, among 1,500,000 En-
glish soldiers, 1,896 were killed in bat-
tle, while in the same period 9,000
railroad employes were killed. 'This
certainly shows that there is great
need of an improved type of railway
coupling and other safety devices, both
in Great Britain and on the continent.
In Russia the government is now in-
troducing American  air brakes
throughout the railway system, and it
is probable that automatic couplers
will also be insisted upon. When im-
provements of this nature are contem-
plated those who are concerned with
selecting the particular appliances to
be employed will bear in mind, says
the American Exporter, that the Unit-
ed States is the country in which auyto-
. matic couplers were first invented and
in which they have Deen most univer-

sally used.
