J. 8. Stearns for the endorsement in 
the convention o f their candidacy for 
nomination for Governor, To say 
that it  came up to the expectations o f 
ail present would be putting; it mild 
ly. The gathering was enthusiastic 
in the extreme and from the time the 
convention was railed to order until 
the adjournment excitement was tli< 
order o f  the day.

The Convention met in the Niles 
Opera House and was called to order 
by Firm. A. N. W oodruff o f Water- 
v .i it , chairman o f  the county com 
mittee, Pec-el ary E . S. Kelley o f St. 
Joseph reading the call for the con 
vention. Rev. Dr. Chapman made an 
eloquent prayer after which ]0ol. \L. 
M. Ward o f  Benton Harbor who was 

-recommended as temporary chairman 
made an. brief speech in which he 
felicitated the republican party upon 
the favorable outlook fo r  a victory 
ail along the line this fa ll. E. S. 
Kelley o f St. Joseph was made secre­
tary. ' Tire chairman and secretary 
were then sworn by J- K. P. McCol- 
lougli o f Berrien Centre. A  com m it­
tee on Permanent Organization and 
Order o f  Business consisting o f  L. C. 
Fyfe, P.O. Bowe, A .0B. Ayers, B. F 
Needham, and J. IVi. Glavin, and a 
Committee on Credentials consisting, 
o f  S II. Kelley, E. E. Simmons and 
Philip Yund were appointed after 
which the convention adjourned for 
dinner. At one thirty the convention 
was again called to order, and the 
temporary organization was made 
permanent and Messrs W . F. Sesser,
C. E. Wuite and Wells R if or d were 
appointed tellers.

After considerable oratory and dis­
cussion a ballot was taken ou  the 
question o f  preference fo r  Govenor 
which resulted in a total vote o f  292, 
o f  which Ferry had 159, Stearns 129, 
Bliss 3, Osborn 1. This test o f 
strength settled the com plexion o f 
tlie delegation to the state convention 
at Grand Rapids, and a solid  Ferry 
delegation was selected as follow s:-P .

A  Body n f Two Thousand o fth e  B nrgh- 
•r* Has Cut Telegraph Line at 

K oodoval'-W ar Is Not 
Yet Over.

London, June 12.—The Boers • have 
rounded up, near Roodeval,- 600 men 
of the Fourth Derbyshire Regiment.

The Derbyshires seem to have stum­
bled into an ambush after putting up 
a stiff fight in which they lost Lieu­
tenant Colonel Baird Douglas, and 
another officer, fifteen of. the rank and 
file killed, and five officers and sev­
enty-two men wounded. . What was 
left surrendered, only six uninjured 
men escaping captivity.

London, June 11.—The Boors have 
torn up twenty-one miles of Lord Rob­
erts’ vital line o f railway between 
America Siding and Roodeval. It is a 
bold raid and vexatious, but it does 
not disquiet the military authorities 
as yet, for they expect General Kelly- 
Kenny to drive off the marauders and 
to reopen the line.

London, June 10.—General Forestier- 
Walker cables to the;W ar office from 
Cape Town, as follows:

“Kelly-Ivenny, at Bloemfontein, re­
ports that the telegraph* has been cut 
at Roodeval, north of Kroonstad, by a 
body of Boers, estimated to be 2,000 
strong, witb six field guns. He is 
sending strong reinforcements to 
Kroonstad, and I am reinforcing from 
Cape Colony. I  hope the interruption 
Will be only temporary.”

London, June 9.—After surrounding 
the movement o f his 30,000 men with 
mystery for nearly a fortnight, Gen­
eral Buller has finally reported. He 
telegraphs that General Coke, with the 
Tenth Brigade and the South African 
Light Horse, on June 6, seized Yan 
Kyk Hill, a position near Botha’s Pass, 
and that General Hildyard had cleared 
the mountain spurs between Botha’s 
Pass and Inkwelo, thus preparing the 
way for the forcing of the Drakens 
burgs. At the same time positions 
have been secured on Inkwelo Moun­
tain which are expected to render 
Laing’s Nek untenable.

No further news comes from Lord 
Roberts, who is presumably engaged 
in a movement looking to the capture 
o f President Kruger.

According to the Express’ Pretoria 
correspondent, the Boers did not force 
1,000 or so of the British prisoners to 
leave Waterval, but lured them away. 
They were informed that they were 
going to be delivered up to Lord Rob 
erts at Pretoria, and the nam cheerful­
ly  entrained, but later they found 
themselves at Nooitgedacht,

London, June 8.—Later details show 
Boers took 1,-G00 prisoners from Pre­
toria and made orderly retreat with all 
their guns. Boers are now said to be 
massed at Katlierley, twelve miles east 
o f Pretoria.

Kruger, when interviewed in private 
railway car, which is his eapitol, said 
Boers Intend to fight to bitter end, and 
probably will retire to Lydenburg .

London, June 7.—Military opera 
tions in South Africa are apparently 
at a standstill. For a day or two the 
tired troops of Lord Roberts are r. st 
lag, and he is filling the magazines 
and warehouses at his new base, Pre 
toria, preparatory to a long chase af­
ter the retiring Boers In the directon 
o f Lydenburg. His cavalry are pr< b 
ably seeking to intercept Command­
ant-General Botha.

WARSHIPS FOR TURKEY.

Impression Pro vails in Naval Ciroins That 
Call itoans a Demonstration.

Philadelphia, Pa., June 9.—It was 
sfated by a naval officer that the hasty 
call for warships served on Admiral 
Casey last Tuesday was not for mobil­
ization purposes only.

It is the general impression among 
naval men that the movement is not an 
exercise drill but part o f a direct plan 
to enforce the demands of the Uni tec! 
States on Turkey for the .payment of 
the indemnity recently demanded.

“There will be a naval demonstration 
off Constantinople In the next three- 
weeks,” said a naval officer connected 
ptth the Hartford this morning, “anc: 
thi"*xls the real meaning of the move­
ment^’ .

Farmhand Murders Five,
Winnipeg, Man., June 9.—At Well- 

wyn, Assinaboine, twelve miles north 
o f Moose Mine, John Morrison, a hired 
man, last night arose and attempted to 
murder the entire family of Alex. Mc­
Arthur. He killed the husband, wife 
and three children. Three others- are 
badly wounded, and It isi expected two 
cannot recover.

Citizens’ Posse Engagein Several Pitched 
Battles—Four Dead.

St. Louis, June 12.—Mobs tried to 
drag a baby from mother’s arms, tore 
clothing off two women, and fought 
another girl for riding on street cars. 
Mayor issued a proclamation warning 
citizens to stay within doors and es­
tablishing a curfew for children,

St. Louis, Mo., June 11.—Within 
twenty-four hours Governor Stephens’ 
experiment with the mobs of St. Louis 
street car strikers, upon which the 
calling out of the militia depends, de­
veloped a score of riots, as a result of 
which four men were killed, three 
more perhaps fatally shot, and others 
seriemsly Wounded. The character of 
the demonstrations assumed sans- 
culottic frenzy, and; few citizens dared 
venture to-night in the reign of-terror 
that prevailed in the streets.

The strike has lasted 32 days; per­
sons killed, 12; made insane by strike, 
2; persons shot, 57; persons injured, 
167; children shot, 8; loss to city in 
trade, $22,500,000; loss in wages to em­
ployes, $500,000; loss to car company 
in fares, $000,000; number of strikers, 
4,000; number of women and children 
depending on strikers, 20,000; police on 
diuty, 1,000; special policemen, 500; 
posse comitatus, 2,500; cars wrecked, 
76; women passengers beaten, 9; wom­
en stripped in street, 3.

St. Lpuis, June 10.—In order tligt 
Governor Stephens may decide wheth­
er to call out the State troops to pro­
tect the citizens St. Louis was thrown 
wide open last night to the lawless 
element, with the understanding that 
a forty-eight hours’ test of the exact 
degree of anarchy prevailing was to 
be made. Incidentally, it is an open 
secret that the strikers have all been 
notified to avoid any display of vio­
lence until the time is declared over.

St. Louis, Mo., June S—Mob rule, 
with its quota of shootings, assaults, 
and. riots, was the order of yesterday 
in the street car employes strike. Posse 
and police availed little to prevent the 
numberous outbreaks, which reached 
their climax in the shooting of a po­
liceman and a citizen at dusk this 
evening. Other forms of violence add­
ed several to fee casualties.

St. Louis, June 7.—Maud Thomas, 
a 17-year-old girl, harangued a-mob of 
strikers yesterday, urging them to 
violence, and 5,000 then followed 
her through streets singing and 
shouting, until posse stopped and ar­
rested her.

St. Louis, June 6.—Rioters mobbed a 
woman; Tor riding in a street car and 
blew up a car with dynamite, injur­
ing four members o f posse, yesterday.

W . C. Cates Shoots Murderer.
Montgomery, Ala., June 10.—Ex- 

Governor W, G. Oates shot and killed 
a negro on his premises in this city to­
night after the man had killed his col­
ored cook in her room in the servants’ 
quarters. It was afterwards learned 
that the negro man’s name was Ed 
Parker, a drayman, who,- it is said, 
has killed a man before. There will 
he no charges made against Governor 
Oates, as he was entirely justifiable in 
what he did.

Four Killed In Railroad Collision.
Providence, R. I., June 11.—Lieuten­

ant Governor Charles D. Kimball was 
seriously injured yesterday in a col­
lision on tbe suburban railway near 
Rocky Point. Four persons were 
killed and nearly a score of others in­
jured, eight of them so severely they 
were taken to the Rhode Island Hos­
pital. Two o f' these are not expected 
to live.

• Log Driver Drowned.
Menominee, Mich., June 10.—Staf­

ford Holmes, a log driver, employed 
by Holmes & Son, was drowned in 
Pike river. The body was recovered 
and taken to Amberg, Wis.

Compelled to Take Kefnge In Legation
Street For JProtection--Two Trains 

of Foreign Troops Bound 
For Peking.

Washington, June 12.—The Emper­
or’s tutor says the deposed nominal 
ruler wishes that the foreign powers 
should, remove the Empress Dowager 
and establish a joint protectorate.

A  part of the international troops 
are within forty miles of Peking and 
may arrive today.

Admiral Kempff has 200 marines 
ashore and 100 more will be sent him 
from Manila.

Russia is acting alone. Other naval 
forces are under the orders of British 
Admiral.

American Minister is to act inde­
pendently of other nations, but con­
currently.

Chicago, June 11.—News brought by 
courier from Peking to Tien Tsin is of 
the most alarming character. All the 
foreigners are besieged in Legation 
street at Peking, surrounded by a 
howling mob' of armed Chinese sol­
diers. The international guard is hold­
ing them off .

Two trains of foreign troops with 
machine guns have left Tien Tsin for 
Peking to clear the railway.

Admiral Seymour and staff* with 650 
British and Captain McCalla with 100 
American marines are on the relief 
trains.

Boxei’s have killed and tortured sev­
enty-five Christianized Chinese in 
three days.

Thirty-one foreign war vessels are 
now in the harbor of Taltu.

A London Express dispatch from 
Shanghai says the foreign ministers 
are prepared to send forward 10,000 
men if needed..

Russia has three regiments of Cos­
sacks on the Manchurian border under 
waiting orders.

Meets Death in  a Coal M ine By Being 
Crushed By Descending: Car

Bay City, Mich., June 10.—Duncan 
Clark, a young married man of 19, met 
with a shocking death at the Central 
coal mine on the west side-of the riv­
er. this morning. He was employed 
as1 scraper or slack handler, and bad 
passed under the shaft to get a drink 
o f water. When returning he was 
caugbt by tbe descending car ' and 
crushed to the earth, his neck and 
back being broken, and his head 
crushed. A fellow workman who saw 
the impending danger, called to the 
operator of the car to stop, hut it was 
then too late. When the cage was 
raisedi, Clark was lifeless.

Aged Pontiff Seized W ith Fainting Spells 
and Receptions Are Postponed.

Rome', June 9.—Pope Leo had several 
fainting fits yesterday and his condi­
tion is- giving the Vatican officials no 
little alarm. His. Holiness complained 
of being tired and at the advice of his 
physician postponed a reception at St 
Peter’s that'had been announced for 
Friday.

No immediate danger to the Pope is 
apprehended, Dr. Lapponi’s diagnosis 
being overexhaustion. Still it is not to 
be denied that the Pope’s appearance 
give^ the pajpal officials at the Vatican 
much concern.

To Follow  a Train Pack o f Mules.
Tin using, Mich., June 9.—Ex-Mayoi 

Davis and W . S. Wright will leave this 
Week for southern Colorado, from 
whence they will follow a pack train 
of mules through the Rocky.'Mountains 
to Idaho. Both men are great hunters 
and Mr. Davis is an experienced taxi 
dermist. He expects to make a fine 
collection of birds and animals to adf 
to his celebrated collection.

B ig  Bnpldii Plant Damaged.
Big Rapids, Mich., June 11.—The 

Crescent Furniture Manufacturing 
Co.’s large plant was discovered- burn­
ing for the third time in about a year 
Saturday night. During the fire two 
lines of hose were disabled and found 
to have been cut lengthwise with a 
knife. When the flames were finally 
extinguished the loss was several 
thousand dollars on contents, mostly 
by water and smoke. Fires were found 
to have been started in two places and 
strong suspicions of a third. The 
watchman says he was through the 
building shortly before the fire was 
discovered.

Gave H im self Up.
Lansing, Mich., June 11.—A. L. Han­

na, an employe of the Olds Gasoline 
& Engine Works, is under arrest for 
striking William Bedford, an 18-year- 
old lad, with a hammer under the 
right eye. The boy fell down uncon­
scious. Hanna, fearing rough usage 
at the hands of his fellow employes, 
remained out o f sight all day, hut late 
in. the afternoon he called at a jus­
tice’s office and gave himself up.

Tongh on Ingram.
Lansing, Mich., June 11—The attor­

ney-general is said to be of the opinion 
that the state should not pay the ex­
penses of the trials of Gen. Marsh and 
Col. Sutton. That Is, he believes the 
board of state auditors has no right 
under the law to make such payment. 
The county of Ingham has about $10,-

BASSINETS FOR BABY

The O ld, Oid Story.
WhaF§ that?
Oh, yes; o f course.
It’s my last summer's hat.

Why am I wearing it, „
Did you say?

Nothing: can he F ou n d  That is ISetter fo r  .all 
H ound Purposes.

HERE baby shall sleep from 
the very first day of his ap­
pearance is a subject upon 
which far too little thought is 

, usually expended. The mother
\yX--v usually either lays him on the 
bed next to her or else upon a r i !low 
which rests upon two chairs besi'.e 
the mother’s bed.

Both of- these places for baby’s sleep 
are objectionable. In the first place, 
no baby should lie 'under the same 
covers as the mother. Not only is she 
apt to turn upon him, and thus injure 
him unawares, hut if he be a nursing 
baby he will soon acquire the habit of 
demanding food at frequent intervals 
the night through. The pillow is as 
bad. It is altogether too soft to sup­
port the weak little hack, and it does 
not admit of baby’s being tucked’ in as 
snugly as is desirable when he first 
appears. Some mothers .lay their child 
in the carriage. This would do at a 
pinch for awhile, if it contained a mat­
tress laid upon a pillow, 'in order to 
raise it high enough to give the baby 
air, but he should not be put in the 
bottom of the carriage or upon a pil­
low alone. Some mothers use the 
crib right from the beginning. This, 
of course, is all right, but it is not so 
desirable at the outset, as it is a trifle 
too large to allow of the- close tucking 
spoken of above, and as it gives no 
sort of support to the weak frame.

Ndthing can he found that is better 
for all round purposes than the wil­
low bassinet. This comes in several 
sizes, is very light, and rests upon a 
small stand, from which it can be lift­
ed at will. It has the advantage that 
it is light and portable, and therefore 
convenient to carry the baby about in 
without disturbing him.

For the mother who feels that she 
cannot afford to pay $6 or $7 for a 
bassinet, the clothesbasket is recom­
mended as an excellent substitute. 
But care should he had in selecting it 
to get one with sides not too high, and, 
if possible, with sides of very open 
weaving. If this is not practicable, 
the mattress can be raised high in the 
basket, resting upon a pillow which 
lifts it almost to the top.

But whether the mother elects to 
have the crib at once or chooses the 
bassinet, the arrangement of the bed 
should be the same in either case. 
First of all, there must be a mattre'ss 
of soft curled hair. This is essential. 
Pillows are not fit for baby to lie up­
on. His back needs a firm support. He 
should not lie upon one in the carriage 
when later on he is taken out. A 
small mattress can be fitted to the car­
riage, and sometimes the one for the 
bassinet will fit the carriage.

Over the mattress should he laid a 
piece of rubber cloth to cover its entire 
width, and about eighteen inches in 
length. This is .not necessary during 
the first few months of life. It is only 
when baby is old enough to roll and 
move about freely in his crib that this 
becomes desirable. Over the mattress, 
then, is laid the sheet of muslin or lin­
en, upon which rests a small, thin 
pillow of feathers or hair, preferably 
the latter., covered with a linen case, 
over the sheet, in the centre, just be­
neath the pillow, is placed the pad. 
This is made of the very best quality 
of white Turkish towling, and about 
twelve inches square. It is fastened 
with buttons or tapes. Into it is slip­
ped a doubled piece - of rubber cloth. 
This will prevent moisture penetrat­
ing to the sheet. Now come the sec­
ond sheet and the crib blankets. These 
may be the knited blankets of cream 
white yarn, the softly quilted cheese 
cloth blankets, with carded wool or 
cotton between, or for the more for­
tunate baby, the comfortable of down. 
One'of the comfortables or a pair of 
blankets, ought to be enough, ’ unless 
the temperature be very low.

Have everything about the bed spot­
less. Change the bedding morning and 
evening. Have plenty of pads. Hang 
the night bedding in the sun to air 
each day. Never put a thing back up­
on the bed if it becomes the least bit 
soiled. Sponge the rubber cloth off 
every day with a two per cent solution 
of carbolic acid.

It is sad to see»in the parks on a 
summer day the hot and soiled feather 
pillows upon which babies are expect­
ed to go peacefully to repose. • The 
carriage canopy is let down over the 
little faces, excluding all the air, and 
the inexperienced child nurses roll 
;he carriage about interminably, wond­
ering why the children cry so inces­
santly. And what a pleasant contrast 
is the cooing clean, smiling babe who 
lies in his spotless bassinet or carriage 
and kicks contentedly at you, or falls 
to sleep quiet unconscious of any de 
sire to be rocked or soothed to slumber 
because nature has been allowed-to as­
sert herself.

Never put baby int a ^cradle, and 
never acquire the habit ofc rocking or 
singing him to s eep. Just lay. him 
down. Then you will not need to 
waste hours later ou in getting him to 
sleep and teaching him to go to sleep of 
his own accord, like a rational bit of 
humanity.

LIFE OF TOLSTOI.
INFORMATION .CONCERNING HIS 

EARLY LITERARY STRUGGLES,

Some Incidental iu the l i fe  of the Great
UlimnLiiturian—How Tolstoi Profited bya ■
the Ueunsels of Neki-iigsoff Shown bvaUla “ War and Peace.”

Count Leo Tolstoi, to-day the most 
remarkable figure in Russia, has oncej 
.more attracted the attention of all 
Europe by his renewed attempts to se­
cure imperial permission for the de­
portation of the members. of the long 
oppressed Dhoukhobortsi.

The St, Petersburg Niva publishes 
some interesting information with re­
gard to Tolstoi’s early literary strug­
gles.

It was in 1852 that Count Leo Tolstoi 
sent to The Contemporian of St Pet­
ersburg his first literary work, “Child-' 
hood,” which he presented without a 
signature. It was only when the poet 
Nekrassoff, who was the director of

R e  € o it (a p iH u , "Urged him To algn 
his writings and assured him.that no 
Russian review had the right to pub­
lish an anonymous article that the 
author decided to sign-his name to his 
work. Nekrassoff praised his first 
work-, but at the same time wrote to 
Tolstoi:

“ As to the question of honoraries, I 
neglected to speak o f it in my first let­
ter for the following'reasons: It is the 
custom (w-ith qur reviews) not to pay 
for the first work offered to -the public 
by a debutant.- Our greatest authors, 
Gontcharof. Turgeneff, myself, we all 
have passed by that road, I advise you 
to submit to this rule, promising you 
for your subsequent works the highest 
price, the price we pay our best writers 
—fifty rubles an impression leaf (six­
teen pages)’ Another motive for my 
omission of this subject in my letter 
was this: Before speaking of it I 
wished to see if the opinion of the pub­
lic should accord with my own. It is 
certainly in your favor. I am very 
happy to see that I was not misled by 
my opinion of your first work, and it 
is with a lively satisfaction that I offer 
you the above conditions.”

Three years later, in 1855, Tolstoi 
published In The Contemporain his 
“ Souvenirs of Sevastopol,” which suf­
fered severely at the hands of the cen­
sor. In regard to that work Nekrassoff 
wrote to Tolstoi:

"The horrible mutilation which your 
article suffered has turned my blood. 1 
cannot think of it even now without 
rage and sorrow • • * • Your
work shall not be lost. It must always 
bear witness to the rare power which 
was able to exhibit a truth as strong 
and as healthy as that contained In 
your writings under conditions which 
would have made it impossible for any 
one but you to .do such work. I  can­
not tell you how highly I esteem your 
writings, and to speak In general terms, 
how highly I esteem the pendencies of 
your talent and all the qualities which 
render it so vigorous and so new. It 
is just_ exactly what Russian society 
needs—the truth, the truth of which 
here remains so little in our literature 
since the death of Gogol. You are right 
when, you give so large a place to his 
love of truth. I do not know any o'ne 
in our day who makes himself as 
warmly loved as the one to whom I 
write these words, and I have only one 
fear. It is that time and the misery of 
reality may make of you what they 
have made of the majority of us by 
killing the energy, without which there 
are no writers—in fact, such as we 
need in Russia. You are young, and 
there are changes in course of prepara­
tion. which, let us hope, may finish 
w-ell. and perhaps then your career 
may be brilliant, i will not Console 
you by saying that your work, even 
mutilated as it is. has been considered 
admirable by many people. We who 
know the work in its plentitude know 
that, mutilated as it is, it is only a 
mass of words without cohesion, a 
work whose intimate meaning has dis­
appeared. Your story, the ’Coupe du 
Bois.’ has suffered less from the. cen­
sor. although In that also several ines­
timable features have been suppressed. 
My opinion of this novel is that in its 
form it reminds us of Turgeneff. but 
the resemblance ends there. All tha 
rest belongs to you alone, and you only 
could have written it. Do not neglect 
such subjects. In all that concerns 
so'Iiers our literature furnishes noth­
ing but trivalties. Under whatever 
form you may express what you know 
of military life your writings will be 
interesting and useful In the highest 
degree..

That Tolstoi profited by the counsels 
of Nekrassoff we can see In his cele­
brated romance, “War and Peace,” 
which he wrote not long after he re­
ceived the poet’s advice.

dition and require the’ presence of no 
additional soldiers; that the health of 
troops and o f the city of Manila is ex­
cellent, and that should the United 
States withdraw from the Philippines 
the xesult would be “chaos, absolute 
anarchy, and ruin.”  He said further 
than Aguinaldb’s influence with the 
natives is dead, but doubted the report 
that Aguinaldo himself is dead. Aguin­
aldo, he said, has a faculty for keep­
ing out of range of American arms.

The public 
have watched with surprise and keen 
interest the remarkable inflow of mon­
ey and have never before realized bow 
dignifiedly, successfully, quickly the 
rank and file of the profession can 
carry to..a successful issue . anything 
they harmoniouly set tfc> accomplish.

Hamilton Bisli JPai-k.
The date set for the opening of the 

handsome little park was postponed 
for some reason. The park is named 
from Hamilton Fish, the young society' 
man who joined Roosevelt’s’ Rough 
Riders, and lost his life at Las. Guasif 
mas. It Is*in the center of the Ghetto, 
in the EastSide, and is one of the most 
costly and important improvements 
ever made for the benefit of the chil­
dren of the tenements. The site it .oc­
cupies has always been a playground 
for the little ones, but it was not uual 
the city spent a small fortune in beau 
tifying it that it became really a park. 
There are grass, 500 wooden benches, 
drinking fountains, trees, a gymnas­
ium and many other attractions, and 
it will he a model pleasure ground 
when it is quite finished. The irn 
provements on the park cost $175,000. 
after the city had paid nearly $2,000, 
000 to acquire the property.

As the big milk 
wagons rumble out of the ferry hous­
es from midnight till, broad daylighc 
milk inspectors, armed with lactomet­
ers, stand ready to receive them. In­
to each can goes the inspector’s dip­
per, with which he fills up his testing 
tube, and, after pronouncing the milk 
all right, pours it hack and nods to 
the driver to go on. Occasionally 
milk will 'he found that is not up to 
the standard, hut it is very seldom. 
The inspection is thorough, notwitbr. 
standing that it is done so quickly,, 
and New Yorkers get much better milk 
•than they think they do as a rule.

The Big Sul)way.
Attention has been drawn, to details, 

as we get close to the actual work o f . 
constructing the big tunnel. One is' 
the possibility of avoiding the disturb-15 
ing of the network of pipes and wires 
underground in some of .the busy parts 
of the city?" Contractor McDonald and 
the rapid ;transit commission ar.e con­
sideringv the,advisibility of sinking a 
tunnel outright under the-Fourth a Ve­
nue tunnel and in Forty-second street, 
instead of making open excavations. 
This would save a great deal of an­
noyance > to I the public, and the only 
question is'whether it could be done 
conveniently. If it can, the work, on 
the tunnel generally may reveal some 
new possibilities in engineering that 
will be watched with much interest- 
everywhere. The idea has impressed 
favorably the residents of the boule­
vard. They want the tunnel to be 
made there, hy shafts, instead of by ex-, 
cavating, so that the trees on the thor­
oughfare will not be disturbed.) The 
commission and Contractor McDonald 
receive all the suggestions that can be 
made, but will follow their own no­
tions when they get to work.

A , very few families have5 the 
right to bury their dead anywhere be­
low Canal street, but the Ogdens date 
from the revolutionary times, and it is' 
one o f their privileges to lie in this 
ancient church yard, where so many of 
the - crumbling grave stones bear 
dates more than a * century old . and 
some, even more than two centuries.

A ROMANTIC STORY.

ADVENTURES OF THE REGICIDES’ 
GOFFE, WHALLEY AND DIXWELL

Concealed Near New Haven When the 
Kings Messengers Were .*>earchlng for 

• Them—The O l d  W ell Prom Which They 
Drank.

' A  few days ago laborers at worki 
tearing down a block of old houses 
in New Haven, at the corner of Grove 
and Collefe streets, to make room for 
the big. group of buildings which Yale' 
University is about to erect to com- 

'memorate the two hundredth anni­
versary of the founding of the college, 
came upon a peculiar old well. One 
of the laborers mentioned the inci­
dent- to an old stone mason. The lat­
ter looked at. the well and declared 
that it was the one which almost two 
centuries ago was built; around what 
was known as “ The Regicides’ 
Spring.” This statement furnished

plenty of ground for conjecture among 
the "oldest inhabitants.” Little by 
little a /story was Evolved that this 
spring was originally discovered ana 
dug out by Goffe and Whatley, the two 
regicides who first came to New Hav­
en, and later on used by John Dixwell, 
the third of the regicides, who sought 
safety in New England. There Is a 
tradition that Goffe and Whalley, who 
reached New Haven two yeqrs before. 
Dixwell, lived during the early part of 
their hiding in the New Haven colony 
in ;a hut in a marsh nearby the spot 
w'Fere the old well has been .discover­
ed  : There is some ground for ■ this 
story. . *

It Is a fact that Dixwell lived al­

most derectly across the street .from 
this spot." Dixwell was known in New 
Haven as James Davids. He took un 
his residence at the corner of Chol- 
lege and Grove streets, With a widow,, 
whom he married. It was while living 
in this'house that he became intimated 
with the Rev! Mr. Pierpont, one of. 
the first clergymen of the colony. 
That the well which was " dis­
covered beneath the' hack • door 
entrance of the old house on 
College stre'et was built two centuries 
ago is quite evident from the nature 
of its construction. It is built of sub­
stantial masonry, and very few of the 
stones show any trace of the mason’s:, 
chisel. It is air o. a very narrow well, 
not quite two feet in diameter. The 
well’s that, were dug by'the early set­
tlers were of -his character, because 
the digging of a well was then a very 
expensive piece of work. A well was 
a luxury, indeed, that only the most 
prominent settlers possessed, and from 
which, the entire neighborhood often 
drew water. -

No one -of the New England colonies 
had formally expressed approval of the 
execution of Charles I., hut still these 
regicides had a notably friendly wel- 
'come extended to them in this coun.’ry. . 
At the end of four months intelligence ! 
reached Massachusetts of the act of ' 
indemnity, and that Whalley and Goffe 
were among those excepted from it? 
provisions, and that they had been 
marked for vengence. Still for three 
months longer they lived at Cam- i 
bridge unmolested. Meanwhile, how- j 
ever,, affairs had been growing, criticali 
between Massachusetts and England, ■ 
and, though some members of the Gen­
eral f.Cpurt of Massachusetts assured'! 
them, of protection, .others though1' it j 
more prudent that they should have a I 
hint- to ISblt to their safety in some 
way which would not Imply an affront' 
to the royal government on the part of 
‘titê colony. ; ;

Court ojTAssIstants. Egjy* .

He speaks very bitterly of the 
council’s action in .the matter and 
charges Mr, Key with being “ grossly 
incompetent and inefficient and given 
to neglect of duty.”  He refuses to re­
cede from his position and requests the 
aldermen to “ take legal advice and 
then abandon the position which is 
proving so injurious to many branches 
o f the city’s business.”

In  the Kitchen.
Have a stationary soap-cup on the 

side of the scrubbing bucket to pre­
vent the hits of soap from wasting in 
the water.

Keep your sand or scouring soap in 
a little wire basket, over the sink. An 
ordinary soap-dish will hold the wa­
ter and waste the soap.

A piece of heavy unbleached muslin 
neatly hemmed, should be placed over 
the flour barrel under thd lid to keep 
out insects and dust.

A little soft soap, made from half a 
pound of hard soap and two quarts of 
"boiling water, is much more economi­
cal, if properly used, for laundering 
purposes than ordinary hard soap.

An evidence of good housekeeping 
and economy consists in having a va­
riety of hags,, large and small, neatly 
labelled and "tacked on the back of the 
pantry door, to hold the kitcKfen tow­
els and dishcloths that are prepared 
and ready for use—dn fact, all the lit­
tle articles that . are. needed at a mo­
ment’s warning Hn the kitchen. .

Another Letter from Rev. E. R. Black.

D e a r  R e c o r d  :

We have seen little sunshine for 3 
days and Fluvius seems to think we 
have an awful fire for he has turned 
all the hose o f heaven loose upon us. 
I  am sure the grass will not soon 
catch fire from spontaneous combus­
tion after this drenching. Such, dark 
days make one think o f  home and 
friends o f other days and so I find 
Buchanan photographed on my mind 
very plainly this morning.

Some have thought the “ rebel yells” 
o f the 50,000 confederate soldiers who 
are now in camp at Louisville and 
Jeffersonville brought the showers. 
Old soldiers assert that rain general­
ly  follow ed a great battle. This 
picture presented by the war veterans 
is a new one to me and ray impressions 
w ill not soon be forgotten. Born and 
reared in the' far north where antipa­
thy to slavery was as natural as snow 
in the winter it seems not a little 
curious to hear, this “ lost cause”  o f 
slavery extolled and its righteousness 
most firmly asserted. Indeed, I  am 
astonished to hear men from all the 
southern states, including Kentucky, 
pay the most glow ing tributes in 
the most eloquent addresses I have 
ever heard on any platform, to the 
cause o f slavery and to the leaders o f 
the rebellion. While there is no out­
spoken animosity against the Union 
there are the most positive and em­
phatic declarations o f loyalty to their 
defeated cause, and those men evi­
dently believe that at least once in 
history o f war right was overthrown. 
They delight in their war record and 
betray more enthusiasm in expatiating 
on the valor o f the Southern armies 
than I  have ever seen exhibited in any 
cause. I  account for this, first, l»o 
cause they are southerners and are 
warmer blooded and more easily 
excited to enthusiasm tlvni northern­
ers* and second, because they have 
suffered greatly and counted nothing- 
top dear to be given in defense o f 
their cause.

I could not biit reflect as I sat 
in the great reunion hall, yesterday,
where 10,000 delegates had gathered 
and saw a passionate enthusiasm of 
those veterans fo r  their cause, how 
i neon si stan t are the follow ers o f 
Christ in not manifesting more zeal 
in; the infinitely greater cause o f 
establishing liberty for body, soul 
and spirit under the reign o f  the 
Prince o f  Peace. Shame upon us! 
I  admire enthusiasm. Lukewarmness 
in  any cause is dispicable. I f  a cause 
is worthy at all, it is worthy o f  our 
best efforts. Is it because Christian 
people have invested so little in their 
religion that they show such little 
zeal?

Owing to the rain, the fire-werks 
and sham battle o f Perryville are 
postponed— the first until to night 
and. the second until tomorrow morn­
ing. These w ill be o f unusual inter­
est to your scribe. It is a most nat- 
n al thing for these “ men in gray”  to 
wave their flags o f stars and bars, 
yet there seems to me something in- 
cungrous in the situation, , s'eeing a 
hundred thousand such flags waving 
from  every building, boat and car.

Another Interesting Article.

We take pleasure in printing an 
other interesting article on the spar­
row, written by our former townsman 
Mr. E. A. Bartmess.

To t h e  E d i t o r  o e  t h e  Statesman:
Tn your issue o f May 19rb is an art­

icle entitled the English Sparrow, 
which refers to a previous letter of" 
mine in these- words;

“ As I have not the Check List on 
North Apiericau .birds I cannot answ­
er his question; but will state that 
the Olive Crowned .tlirusli is also call­
ed the Olive Backed thrush. This, 
however, is irrelevant and immaterial 
as is calling the European sparrow, 
the English sparrow, or the Red 
W inged'starling, the English starl­
in g .”

Permit me to slate, . that I have 
searched in vain all the modern or­
nithological works at my command, 
and fa il to find the term OLive Crown­
ed, applied to any member o f  the 
Thrush Family 1  find'no record of. 
its application to the Olive Backed 
bird or any other bird.

I  quote from Alfred Newton’s d ic­
tionary o f birds; • . .

“ Starling, a bird long time well 
kno wn in most parts o f England, etc. 
With such authority may 'we hot pro­
perly say English starling? I did 
not Understand that it was “ Red 
Winged starlings”  that were nesting 
harmoniously with the sparrows, in 
the large chestnut tree previously 
mentioned, as the letter referred to- 
them as “ foreign birds.”  The Red- 
Winged starling is a name sometimes 
applied to thp Red Winged black­
bird, which is certainly not a, foreign 
bird, and, moreover,, according to 
present- classic cation is not a stapling 
at a l l . ' •
‘ This bird nests m .reedy- marslj.es,, 

and not in chestnut trees in our cities.

e bird ■io^whiC'h Tureferr^ed-* is ■ not'a 
Red Winged blackbird, but the.Stur. 
nns Vulgaris lyhich lias no red about 
it and is the only representative of 
the Starling Family, not only in 
Yonkers but in this country. It was 
introduced here in 1890 when. 60 ol 
these'birds were loosed in Centra' 
Park, New York City, and-- a few 
nvrinhers have gradually reached 
Yonkers. , .

It may be “ irrelevant and immate­
rial”,, to call • the European sparrow 
the English spaurow but, ^to con­
tinue the legal expression it certainly 
is not improper. This bird, tin-. 
Fringilla dottiest ica- of Linnaeus, or 
Passer,dumesticus of modern authors 
is referred to in nearly all works as 
the"English sparrow. It -seems t-o be 
misnomer to call it English as there 
is doubt that the bird is indigenous 
to England. Neai-ly all the 'look s . 
hbweVer, call it English sparrow.

We do. not say that tliis sparrow, 
like the Northern Shrike or .Butcher 
bird, with an insatiate desire for car­
nage,- destroys its victims; but we do 
say that this pugnacious sparrow, 
renders himself so obnoxious in 
various ways, that many of our other 
birds are driven away and crowded 
Out, that he may go in 'and possess 
the land.

One morning this spring I heard an 
unusual-., commotion among these 
noisy birds, and looking out o f my 
office window, I saw two pairs, of 
Purple Martins, evidently prospect-, 
ing for a nesting site in an adjacent 
building, were the cause o f the dis­
turbance.- The sparrows, flocking 
from all directions at the sound - of 
the tomtoin like chirp, held a hasty 
.couiicil of war, after which they gave 
battle in such overwhelming numb­
ers, that the Purple -Martins■were van­
quished. The beautiful graceful birds 
famed to classic literature, after a 
spirited contest took flight and have 
not returnecl. Other similar cases 
could be enumerated.

Many an English sparrow will not 
build a house Of his own so long as 
he can find one to let. If the house 
is not an empty one he frequently 
evicts the rightful owners There are 
numerous instances o f. the sparrow, 
using the holes o f Bank swallows foi 
breeding-purposes, and also for win­
ter quarters. In the West, particularly 
in railroad cuts, whole colonies of 
Bank swallows have been driven out, 
and ouV street hoodlum has’ taken 
possession. I am glad to le’ai'ii that 
the sparrow, at least.. on two occa­
sions, has been observed to-be civ il to 
our little Golden Warbler. He can 
well afford this to make amends forv ‘ .
his bad manners to the rest o f bird

• V ■ ,,
creation.

Reliable authority states that this 
species is extending its range even 
into Northern Scandinavia, ' and in 
many parts o f the Russian Empire, as 
new settlenrenfs are formed and land 
cultivated, the sparroiv ; follows to 
take up its apparently everlasting 
abode. It is said that three very tin 
fortunate importnnts fill .with - alarm 
t ie eolonsists o f Australia viz; rab­
bits. Scotch, thistles, and' English 
sparrows. I have seen this, bird in 
six or eight countries abroad, .as well 
■as the United States and Canada; but 
may we not have faith to believe thai 
there must lie an end o f it sometime,. 
What shall check "its. wide distribu­

tion? .We are. told that the. meek 
shall inherit, the earth. This does not 
refer to the impudent sparrow.

It is true he docs destroy a few in­
sects. Nearly all our seed crushing, 
conical billed birds, are to a certain 
deg’ree iiisecti vefous. On the other 
hand it is stated on authority that t. 
damage done to growing crops is 
often enormous. True it. is, that 
some good lias beexi- dqne' by this 
bir.d .toward destroying certain meas­
uring worms for which purpose it
was imported-; but does this Conipen-. - »
sate us for.having the past about ouri * f . i, •streets, parks, dwellings and .lawns? 
We are told that our people were 
warned against this species by English 
ornithologists, but that nevertheless 
its arrival was heralded, by, an ode 
written in its honor, by that great 
lo  ver of nature, Wm. 0 ulIant Bryant. 
England appointed a commission to. 
investigate the economic .value o f the 
sparrow and should not our Depart­
ment o f Agriculture at Washington, 
appoint scientific men to investigate 
qmd determine by cxpcrimeiit the true 
value o f this bird. We feel sure that 
the verdict would be unfavorable to

t *
the sparrow. Next would be the 
solution o f the problem o f delivering 
us from this plague. When “ sparrow 
pie”  should cloy the appetite, what 
then could we do. I f our . American
