ROYAL FAM ILY AT DEATHBED.

Happily, the Queen was Able, to Rec­
ognize Those AboutHer Be* 

fore She Died.

Cowes, Isle of Wight; Jan. 22.— 
Queen Victoria is dead. With the 
members o f the royal family gathered 
at the bedside, the bishop of Winches­
ter and the rector of Whippingham 
read prayers for those in extremis. 
Happily the queen was able to recog­
nize those around her. They came to

KING EDWARD VII. 
her bedside but the physicians had 
warned them against attempts to 
speak to her. Naturally, the family, 
while recognizing the claim for pub­
lic information, insist that the details 
o f the events around the deathbed 
shall he sacred for the present and 
v.-nposed the strictest secrecy on the 
whole household.

GREAT SORROW IN  LONDON.

'—-'lef-Stricken Crowds at the Bulletin 
Board at Mansion House.

London, Jan. 22.:—The gloomy faces 
of the crowds incessantly approaching 
the bulletin board at the Mansion 
House indicated how little the public 
hoped to receive better news of the 
condition of the queen. Men of all 
ages and conditions, women and even 
children were content to spend a long 
time in awaiting their turn to get 
within reading distance of the hoard. 
The grief of all was evident and the 
relapse announced at 8 o’clock was 
only too generally anticipated. Never 
were there so many black ties in the 
city before the actual arrival o f a 
time of general mourning, and nobody 
mingling with the crowds could donlbt 
for a moment that everybody in them 
had a keen personal interest in the 
queen’s condition.

Mr. Balfour, the first lord of the 
treasury, and the children of the 
Duchess of Connaught, started for Os­
borne in the afternoon. Mr. Balfour, 
it Is said, went as the representative 
o f  the premier, Lord Salisbury. The 
summoning of Mr. Balfour and the 
Connaught children was regarded as 
indicating that the end of Queen Vic­
toria Tvas fast approaching.

There was a remarkable scene out­
side of the Mansion House early in 
the afternoon- On the receipt of the 
alarming reports something resembling 
a groan was uttered by the hundreds 
o f  people assembled and then some 
one started to sing the national 
anthem. All heads were bared and In 
a moment the crowds were singing 
“ God Save the Queen?” with a fervor 
proving how earnestly they wished for 
her recovery. The passengers in pass­
ing carriages, cabs and omnibuses 
joined in the singing, the drivers rever­
ently doffing their hats.

A bulletin posted at the Mansion 
House read as follows:

“Osborne, 4 p. m. My painful duty 
obliges me to inform yon that the life 
o f  our beloved queen is in the great­
est danger. ALBERT EDWARD.”

TH E BEGINNING OF THE END.

Queen Was Greatly Shocked by Xord 
Robert’s Report o f the War.

London, Jan. 22.—The queen really 
broke down on Jan. 2 the day Lord 
Roberts returned from South Africa. 
The steamship bringing him to South­
ampton, which is just across the So- 
lent from Osborne, was stopped before 
docking and Roberts was commended 
to report immediately to her. The gal­
lant old soldier bowed the knee to his 
sovereign, was loaded with honors and 
then placed on the witness stand. It 
is no secret hr court circles that much 
bad news of the war was kept from 
the queen during the past few months. 
She commanded Roberts to speak out 
plainly and asked him dozens of ques­
tions.

Then the aged monarch learned for 
®he first time all the horrors of the 
Boer war and of the enormous British 
losses from bullets and disease. As 
Roberts answered her questions with
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sorry bluntness and frankness, the 
queen grew almost hysterical and wept 
over the suffering of her soldiers when 
she learned that the campaign must 
last some time longer, with further 
losses. After Roberts left the queen 
grew hysterical and called up Salis­
bury over his telephone. The premier 
was not in his office at the time, and 
the queen got Secretary of War Brod- 
riek on the telephone and. in excited 
tones, asked him to stop the war im­
mediately. The royal entourage could 
not stop her. The queen declared that 
she could not permit the awful war to 
continue another day.

Brodtick made diplomatic answers 
and said he would see Salisbury. Then 
the queen sent a number of telegrams 
in her own name to various persons
high in authority of the same tenor. 
There was much excitement in govern­
ment circles, and Salisbury was quick­
ly informed by the queen’s attendants 
of her condition, and he succeeded in 
counteracting the effect of the queen’s 
telegrams by diplomatic messages ex­
plaining her majesty’s sad state. 
There are reports that the queen had 
telegraphed to persons outside of Eng­
land, endeavoring to stop the Avar im­
mediately. That day marked the be­
ginning of her meeutal collapse. The 
physicial collapse was delayed tAVO 
weeks. '

CONGRESS I ff BRIEF.
Work o f tlie Lnwmakersin the Senate and 

in the House.
Washington, Jan. IS.—The event in 

the senate yesterday was the ovation 
given Quay when *he appeared to he 
sworn. A few miscellaneous hills 
were passed and the balance of the 
flay devoted to the army bill. An ex­
ecutive session was held.

The house put in the day on the bill 
to reverse and codify the postal laws, 
and ninety-three pages were com­
pleted.

Washington, Jan. 19.—The senate 
did a little miscellaneous business yes­
terday, but the time was mostly de­
voted to the passage of the army re­
organization bill, which went through 
Avith the ban on the canteen. The vote 
on final passage Avas 43 to 23.

The house spent the entire day yes­
terday on the bill to refer to the court 
of claims the claims of the William 
Cramp & Sons Shipbuilding company, 
for alleged damages due to the delay 
of the government in furnishing armor 
plate and material for the battleships? 
Massachusetts and Indiana and the 
cruisers New York and Columbia. The 
claims aggregate $1,307,244. In spite 
of a filibuster against tlie bill the pre­
vious question was ordered before ad­
journment,

Washington, Jan. 21.—Under a spe­
cial order the senate devoted the 
greater part of its session Saturday to 
eulogies upon the late Senator John 
H. Gear o f Iowa, who died in this city 
last July/- Appropriate resolutions 
were adopted and no other business Of 
importance Avas transacted.

The session of the house was de­
voted chiefly to the postal codification 
bill, which was about half completed. 
Among the bills passed was one grant­
ing fifteen days’ annual leave to em­
ployes o f navy yards, arsenal, etc., 
and another declaring a branch of the 
Mississippi river opposite La Crosse. 
Wis.. unnavigable.

Washington, Jan. 22.—No business 
of special importance was transacted 
by the senate yesterday in open ses­
sion. An executive session of more 
than two hours’ duration was "'held 
and after resuming the open session 
sixty-six pages of the legislative, ex­
ecutive and judicial appropriation bill 
were completed before adjournment.

The house, after devoting some time 
to District of Columbia business, 
passed a bill to provide a home for 
aged and infirm colored, people out of 
the fund now in the treasury to the 
credit of deceased colored soldiers, 
amounting to about $230,000. A  bill 
to give citizens of foreign countries 
the right to sue in the court of claims 
for indemnity for alleged injuries 
(which had been recommended by the 
state department) was overwhelming­
ly beaten.

WOLVES TREE ROOSEVELT
Rough Rider Rescue:! by a Searching 

Party After Four Hours.
Meeker, Col., Jan. 21.—Wolves Treed 

Roosevelt last night. The rough-rider 
sallied forth alone in the evening fron 
Keystone ranch, and as he did not re­
turn for supper a search party Avas or­
ganized. They found him up a tree, 
with six dead gray Avolves lying on the 
ground about him. The rest of the 
pack was scattered by the dogs of the 
searching party.

Roosevelt said he saw a wolf and 
fired at it. The animal Avas wounded 
and set up a yelping. Other wolves 
answered, and a number of the ani­
mals that came near were killed. The 
hunter kept away from the thickets, 
hopin gto escape the pack. The num­
bers of gray wolves about him became 
so large that Roosevelt decided for 
safety to climb a tree. In doing so 
he lost his cartridge belt. He was res­
cued after being a prisoner four hours.

MARVIN KUHNS IN THE PEN.
Back in. the Ohio State Prison anti Very 

Despondent.
Columbus, O., Jan. 21.—Marvin 

Kuhns Avas brought back to the Ohio 
penitentiary Saturday night by Deputy 
Warden Long. The prisoner Avas heavi­
ly shackled. His head was bandaged 
to cover the bullet wound inflicted by 
his captors at Oberlin, Iud. The bul­
let is still lodged in the side of his face, 
but he suffers no pain from it and the 
wound is not belieA’ecl to be serious. 
Kuhns is very despondent oArer his 
capture, but his greatest regret is that 
he Avas captured 'by farmers.

Kuhns says he was taken wholly un­
awares; otherwise lie would not hrive 
been captured. The reward of $250 
offered by the state for the capture of 
Kuhns will be paid to three Indiana of­
ficers.

Another Reward for Pat Crows.
Omaha, Neb., Jan, 21.—Whoever 

succeeds in lauding Pat Crowe in the 
office of the'chief of police of this city 
will be handed $5,000 in gold and will 
not be called upon to explain how he 
accomplished the feat. The city coun­
cil has decided to offer an uncondition­
al reward for the body of the elusive 
Pat, dead or alive, guilty or not guilty 
of complicity in the Cudahy kidnaping 
case. It is rumored the action of the 
council was taken in response to,a re­
quest of detectives who are negotiat­
ing with agents of the Cudahy kid­
napers, but none of the council will 
say a word and the rumor cannot be 
confirmed.

Brewer Boiled to Death.
Livermore, Cal., Jan. 19.—Wendall 

Jordan, proprietor of tbe Livermore 
brewery, met a horrible death.. In bis 
brewery Avas a large vat of boiling 
water which was about to be used. 
Jordan was walking along the edge of 
tbe vat, when he slipped and fell into 
the water. He was instantly boiled to 
death. As the man fell he gave a 
scream. No one saw him fall, but bis 
cry brought employes to tbe scene. 
Jordan was fished out of the vat, hut 
be was dead. He was a pioneer of 
Livermore, quite wealthy, and leaves 
a- widow and daughter.

Bine Log Rolled Over H im ,
Sidnaw, Mich., Jan. 15.—John Mat- 

son was instantly killed .at G. A. 
Bergland’s rollway while unloading 
cars. He slipped, lost his balance, 
and a large pine log of over 1,000 
feet rolled completely over him. He 
recently came from Dollar Bay, Mich., 
and had only worked three days. He 
was about 27 years old and of Finnish 
birth.

Heath o f W illiam  H. Dwyer.
Detroit, Jan. 15.—William H. 

Dwyer, treasurer of the Peninsular 
Stove company, died at bis home here 
Sunday night. He was 38 years of 
age and was born in Poughkeepsie, 
N. Y., in 1863. He had been connect­
ed with the Peninsular Stove com­
pany since it was: organized by his 
father. James D. Dwyer, in 1883.

GREAT INVENTOR IS DEAD,
Elisha Gray, Whose Discoveries in Elec­

tricity Are Marvelous.
Newton, Mass., Jan. 22.—'Professor 

Elisha Gray, of Chicago, AVho was as­
sociated with Arthur J. Mundy, in the

perfection of a 
system for sub­
marine signal­
ing, died sud­
denly at New- 
tonville. Pro­
fessor Gray was 
associated with 
Professar Alex 
Graham Bell in 
the perfection 
of the telephone. 
He was stricken 
Avkile on the 
street. He was 
picked up in an 
unconscious con-

professor gray, dition and was 
carried into a neighboring house, 
where he died.

Elisha Gray began his series of in­
ventions with a self-adjusting tele­
graph relay. He perfected the type­
writing telegraph ,the telegraph repeat­
er, the telegraphic switch and other 
devices.

He invented his speaking telephone 
in 1S76 and the telautograph in 1893. 
Recently Professor Gray said he had 
nearly completed a-n invention toy 
which he would be able to counteract 
the effect of submarine bullets and tor­
pedoes.. He Avas born at Burnesville, 
O., Aug. 2, 1S35. It was always a dis­
pute between him and Bell which was 
the iiiA’cntor of the telephone.

BOERS GIVE UP A SIEGE.
British Garrison Stands Out Against Them  

for Twelve Days.
Cape T oavu, Jan. 21.—The Duke of 

Edinburgh’s volunteers, a Gape Town 
regiment, which has been garrisoning 
Daniels Knii, Griqualand West, was 
surrounded by 400 Boers from Jan. 5 
until Friday, Avhen the Boers, who 
were without big guns, marched away 
in the direction of Rietfontein. The 
Boers fired on the garrison every day 
from 5 o’clock in the morning until T 
o’clock in the evening, hut only three 
men were seriously wounded. Kirs- 
men, the Boer commandant, demand­
ed the surrender of the garrison, 
which Avas refused. The Boers threat­
ened that if the . surrender was not 
forthcoming they would raze all the 
houses in the place, even those flying 
white flags, to tlie ground.

A party o f Boers has visited the 
Beaufort West district of Cape Colony, 
339 miles from Cape Town, and com­
mandeered eA'erything they required. 
During the occupation of Aberdeen by 
the Boer invaders they looted the 
stores and recruited twenty-five Dutch 
rebels. Two of these were civil ser­
vants, who robbed the postoffice before 
leaving.

FOUR KILLED I ff A WRECK
Head-On Collision Between Freight Trains 

in Maine.
Norway, Me., Jan. 19.—A head-on 

collision betwen freight trains on the 
Grand Trunk railroad near Lucks 
Mill early in the day resulted in the 
death of- four men and serious injury 
of several others, and four locomotives 
and twelve ears were demolished. Both 
trains were very heavy, and each be­
ing drawn by two engines.

The dead are: Peter Thompson, en­
gineer, Montreal; W. C. Oliver, brake- 
man, Bangor; two unknown tramps. 
One of the trains had a large quantity 
of explosives on hoard. The cars took 
fire, explosions scattered the embers 
in all directions and prevented effec­
tive work in puting out the fire.

THEY MAKE BAD WRECKS OP THREE

But in One Retreat Before a Gun—Ar­
rester! and Released—M a g -

tistrate Condemned.

Wichita, Kas., Jan. 22.—Mrs. Carrie 
Nation came back to Wichita yester­
day after her recent incarceration un­
der a smallpox quarantine, and the net 
result of ten minutes of her work yes­
terday afternoon are two wrecked sa­
loons, the pieces of which were sold 
last night f  ,r souvenirs. Mrs. Nation 
was assisted by Mrs. Julia Evans, 
Mrs. Lucy Wilhoit and Mrs. Lydia 
Muntz, all of the local W. C. T. U. or­
ganization. With hatchets concealed 
under their eloalis they entered the sa­
loon of James Burns, on Douglas av- 
nue, and did not leave a complete piece 
of glass or a working slot machine in 
the place. All show cases, both for 
liquors and cigars, as well as the plate 
glass windows and doors, were broken 
into smithereens. With lightning speed 
they ran to John Herrig’s saloon and 
had everything in the front of the 
room, including the plate glass win­
dows, broken when he appeared with 
a revolver, placed it a>t Mrs. Nation’s 
head and said that he would blow out 
her brains if she did not desist.

Fair Mob Comes to Grief Finally.
She yielded before the pointed re­

volver, and with her companions ran 
to the Carey hotel bar, where she made 
her first attack on the saloons of 
Wichita three weeks ago. There three 
policemen met her and she struck at 
Detective Sutton with a poker. He 
shoved her aside and a youth struck 
him in the face. A policeman struck 
the youth and knocked him down. 
The police then overpowered Mrs. Na­
tion and her friends and took them to 
the city prison, followed by 2,- 
000. Mrs. Evans’ little daughter 
pushed her way through the crowd 
screaming, and begged for tbe release 
of her mother, but tbe policemen were 
deaf to her entreaties. Chief of Po­
lice Cudbon. discharged the prisoners 
after they reached the jail, and is 
heartilycondemned by the citizens. 
They made him a promise not to Avreck 
any more saloons before noon today.

SLAPPED THE SHERIFF’S FACE.

Also Tweaked His Ears, but She Sleeps in 
a Prison Cell Wow.

Wichita, Kan., Jan. 22.—Mrs. Na­
tion caused a new sensation last night 
by slapping Sheriff Simmons on the 
face, taking hold of his- ears, and giv­
ing him a rough handling generally. 
Mrs. Nation was at the Union station 
in the act of buying a,-ticket to a 
neighboring town when the sheriff 
pulled at her sleeve, saying “You are 
my prisoner, madam.”

Mrs, Nation turned her face about, 
and Seeing Sheriff Simmons gave him 
a violent slap across the face. She 
followed this up by taking hold of his 
ears with her two hands and wring­
ing them '■viciously.- *
, A policeman came to his rescue, and 
with the aid of some bystanders they 
succeeded in picking up the woman in 
their arms and placing her in a cab, 
which was driven rapidly to the coun­
ty jail. She insisted on being placed 
in tlie private room for women, but 
Sheriff: Simmons put her in a cell in 
the steel rotary, where she began to 
pray and sing hymns. ■ "

Mrs. Wilhoit was arrested at her 
home without making any resistance, 
and taken to the county jail, whei*e 
she also was placed in a cell in the 
steel rotary next to that of Mrs. Na­
tion. When Mrs. Wilhoit was ushered 
into the steel cage, Mrs, Nation cried 
“Hallelujah” and burst into prayer. 
Half an hour later Mrs. Evans was 
.arrested at her home, but owing to 
the condition of her wounded arm she 
was given the jailer’s comfortable 
room.

Mrs. Muntz could not be found when 
the officers, called at her home. It is 
said that a complaint for insanity will 
be lodged against Mrs. Nation, and 
that if that falls the men holding in­
surance on the plate glass doors and 
windows will prosecute her.

Boers Routed, by British.
London, Jan. 19.—General Kitche­

ner, telegraphing from Pretoria, says 
Colonel Grey, with New ‘ Zealanders 
and bushmen have vigorously attacked 
the enemy eight' miles west of Ven- 
torsburg, completely routing 800 Boers. 
General Kitchener adds details of the 
insignificant casualties of both forces 
and continues: “Colville’s mobile col­
umn was attacked north of Stander- 
ton, Jan. 17, by a concentration of the 
enemy, who were driven off with se­
vere loss. Our casualties were fifteen 
wounded and one killed.

Inventor o f Root Beer Dead.
Philadelphia, Pa., Jan. 19.—Samuel 

H. Warwick, aged 70 years, inventor 
of roofbeer, and whose wealth twelve 
years ago was estimated at over $!,- 
000,000, died penniless In the hospital 
attached to the almshouse In this city. 
During his prosperity it is said he gave 
thousands to friends in need, and en­
tertained in a princely fashion.

Letter From Leslie Collins.
H o n o l u l u , Sa n d w ic h  I s l a n d s ,

October 26th, 1900.
My Dear Parents:

I  herewith submit for your peru­
sal a few rambling thoughts from a 
rambling fellow while sight seeing in 
Honolulu. I shall never forget my 
first impressions o f this charming in­
ter-ocean city, Honolulu. It is beau­
tifully situated and attracted the 
sea-tossed marine much as an oasis 
in the desert woos the weary and 
thirsty traveler. After a sail on a 
trackless sea. for over two thouseud 
miles, with no land in sight, it is re­
freshing to behold the vendure and 
beauty in which Honolulu lies en~ 
bowered. The sight o f it went 
through me like a poetic flash and 
weed my muse to lofty flights o f 
poetic fancy. It was at the dawn of 
a glorious morning that my eager 
eyes beheld for the first time this met­
ropolitan gem o f the Pacific. It was 
such a morning as only travelers in 
the sunkisaed tropics behold. I  re­
member, it had been raining hard the 
night previous to this beautiful and 
inviting dawn, and as we calmly 
drifted into the quiet little harbor 
the sun came forth in all his kingly 
splendor and the Almighty placed a 
beautiful rainbow on the cloud that 
arched the favoted city— a reminder 
o f  his providential care. The sight 
was indescribably sublime and pic­
turesquely beautifully— almost para­
disical. The deep blue sea stretching

It is 
infinitely worse than the forty rod 
whiskey and concocted beverages 
which curse America. The Hawaiian 
government has prohibited its man­
ufacture and sale— all honor to the 
government for so doing.

The population o f Honolulu is ter­
ribly mixed. It is composed of Chi­
nese, Japanese, natives and Ameri­
cans. The business houses are thor­
oughly American, but the dwellings 
are decidedly Japanese. They are 
plain, yet beautiful in design, and 
surrounded by velvet lawns, fra­
grant flower beds and luxuriant trop­
ical foliage.

say that so far as my limited experi­
ence extends, our own beautiful and 
accomplished American women are 
not well represented here, though I 
have had the pleasure o f meeting two 
or three really beautiful and accom- 
palisked American girls since I came.

For good behavior and faithful 
attention to duties I was given a two 
day’s furlough. I was somewhat 
surpiised to be favored with such an 
extended leave from the good ship 
Brant, and this too, without asking 
for it.

Imagine my astonishment and happy 
surprise when, c*n examining the pa­
per he handed me I found he had fa­
vored me with a two day’s pass to 
visit Honolulu.

My first night out I put up at the 
Honolulu hotel, the swellest hotel in 
all the city. I wrote my name in 
full, Leslie N. Collins, Shelbyville, 
111 , in a bold round hand, that 
would have done credit to a senator 
from Missouri, jingled some Hawaii­
an dollars I had in my pocket, put on 
my most knowing look and a metro­
politan air, and asked fo~ a room, 
which was quickly assigned me.

I must close now, for we sail in 
about an hour for Manila. We will 
stop at the Island of Guam, which it 
three thousand miles from Honolulu.

Other towns have improve­
ment clubs which meet and talk over 
improvements, but this club goes out 
and gets them.
‘ The Wausa Improvement club was 
organized last spring and has about 
75 members. Its object is to pro­
mote any and all legimate enterprises 
th it will help the town.

Tims. if*a stranger gets off tlie train 
and goes to a hotel lie is given the 
glad hand if lie evidences a disire to 
remain in Wausa ami enter business 
As an illustration: The pi ce has
been without a dentist until recently. 
Then one stopped off for a few hours, 
told his profession and was at once 
taken in to w by the club and given

the honors of tlie town. He located 
there, o f course.

Then the men took it into there 
heads that they wanted a cigar fact­
ory and pledged themselves, not to 
handle any cigars except those made 
by their own factory. With such a 
spirit the new cigar factory is bound 
to make money.

The same tactics were used with a 
jewelry establishment, and a Michig­
an jeweler two months ago started in 
business in Wausa.

As every one knows, a mill is a 
necessity in alive farming town. By 
a strong pull together the Improve­
ment club landed oue worth $18,500, 
and an elevator also is being built. 
The coming of tin owner to Wausa 
also means a residen:. Not a sack of 
any'kind o f flour except Wausa flour 
is sold iu Wausa stores. The people 
of that town believe iu patronizing 
home industries.

Another enterprise which the club 
now has on hand is the erection of a 
town hall, 36 by 80, with pressed 
brick front, stage, scenery, etc., to 
cost 6,000. When it is completed^ 
regular weekly entertainments will be 
given to draw the people together.

The club also takes a whirl at the 
country roads. Every now and then 
the”  get hold o f a scraper, go out in- 
■u he country, enlist the farmers and 
put in s few days improving the roads 
which lead into town.

TWO VETERANS

I). R. Cook, of Niles Who Set Type Sev­
enty-fine Years Ago in Washington

Anti Dr. I,.D. Tompkins in Medical Practice in Cass 
County Hall'a Century.

The Detroit Free Press lately pub­
lished sketches and portraits of two 
men whe have been connected with 
the activities o f Southwestern Michi­
gan for a long period. They are D. 
B. Cook, the Nestor of Michigan 
newspaperdom and Dr L. D. Tomp­
kins, o f Cassopolis. Air. Cook was 
born Jan 1, 1815, and began work in 
a printing office when a mere boy. 
He woi ked on the Intelligencer in 
Washington while a young man and 
such men as Clay, Calhoun, Benton, 
Buchanan and their contemporaries 
were wont to visit that office to see 
the proof of their speeches. In 1842 
Mr. Cook came to Niles and has been 
itr the newspaper business in that 
pla e ever since. He has yoted at 
sixteen presidential elections and six­
ty-four state elections and has always 
voted the democrat ticket.

Dr. Tompkins lacks two years of 
the age o f Mr. Cook but he has been 
in medical practice in Cassopolis con 
tinu-uslj' for fifty-two years except 
while he was surgeon of the 19tli 
Michigan infantry during t-lie civil 
war. The doctor sti l attends to an 
office practice and is is good health 
and active.

Eastman about three and a half miles 
west o f Buchanan. This gentleman 
but recently purchased the Moccasin 
Mound dairy o f Mr. R. S. Tambling 
and is energetically pushing his new 
enterprise and that his care and. efforts 
to please are being appreciated by his 
patrons is evidenced in the increasing 
demand among our citizens for the 
product o f his dairy. The farm is 
situated on pleasant rolling ground 
just west of Bakertown and a fine 
new barn which accommodates the 
h e r d  at p r e s e n t  consisting of 
thirteenteen head of fine cattle prin­
cipally fu ll blooded Jerseys. The 
barn *s cleaned and swept out every 
day, and on the occasion of this visit, 
!o iked as neat and clean as the floor 
of a dwelling house, no odor at nil 
being discern able.

After milking, the milk is emptied 
inti' a tank from which it slowly 
passes ovei an -icator %\liich removes 
all traces of aniin il heat, after which 
the milk is placed in bottles and her­
metically sealed, in which shape it is 
delivered to the customers. When 
mpty the bottles are all thoroughly 

washed in steaming hot water and 
subjected to a thorough heating with 
steam for a long time,"after which 
the. bottles are allowed to cool when 
they are ready for refilling.

Mr. Eastman takes great pains to 
have everything about the place ab 
solutely clean, realizing how impor­
tant it is to have the milk delivered 
in a pure sweet condition. His 
dairy is in excellent one and the Re­
cord  sincerly trusts that his enter­
prise will be awarded by an ever in­
creasing' patronage of which the 
Modal Dairy.is well worthy.

Mr. Henry continued farming oper­
ations in Michigan for fifteen years, 
and in 1865 he removed to Henderson 
county, Illinois, where lie continued 
in the same occupation for ten years. 
He then, with his family, came to 
California in 1S75, coming direct, to 
Yolo county and soon located inCapay 
valley near Brooks P. O. where he 
continued to reside until the time of 
liis death

He leaves behind to mourn his loss, 
his wife, five sons, Geo. W. of Rari- 
t..n, Henderson county, Illinois, An­
drew J William A. and Ira M. of San 
Francisco, Schuyler C. of St. Helens, 
Oregon, and three daughters, Mrs. H. 
II. Smith of Brooks. Mrs. R. B. Cran­
ston of Woodland aud Mrs. Silas 
Duncan of Oak P. O. Shasta county.

While living in Indiana in his 
young manhood. Mr. Henry became 
converted and united with the Bap­
tist church. After his removal to 
Michigan he, with his wife, united 
with the Chiistian church, o f which 
he remained a staunch member to the 
end.

Mr. Henry was one ®f the most 
highly respected citizens of Copay 
valley, and was noted far and wide as 
a man of noble Christian character 
and scrupulous integrity. By his 
death the church has lost a strong 
pillar aud Yolo county has lost one 
of her best citizens.

J a m e s  R. B o y c e

died at South Bend, last Thursday 
after a brief illness, at the age o f sev­
enty years. His wife died on Oct.28. 
1900, and lier loss undoubtedly has­
tened his death. The funeral was 
held on Friday at- Glendora, where 
the remains were taken for inter meat 
The deceased was well known here, 
having several relatives in this vicin 
ity.

H o r a t io  G a t e s  Sa m so n  

was born at Kingston, Massachusetts. 
July 7th, 1812, and died at Buchan­
au, Ben-ien Co. Michigan, Jan. 21st. 
1901, at the ripe old age of 88 years 
and 6 months.

He came west to Michigan, then a 
territory, and settled at JNiles in Jan­
uary 1836. Was married to Adeline 
E Howe, daughter o f -the late Fred­
erick Howe, in 1813, who passed into 
the Beyond Oct. 20th. 1896. Settling 
on a farm near Buchanan, here he re­
sided till the weight o f years com­
pelled him to give up farm work? 
when he secured a home in Buchanan 
to which he removed in April 1860. 
Here he has ever since remained a 
loyal and respected citizen. He 
comes from a race of longlived peo­
ple. His grandmother Mrs. Polly 
Shaw, having attained the remarka­
ble age of 96 and a half. Mr. Sam­
son is one of 68 grandchildren who 
are direct descendants of Miles Stau- 
dish, and Governor Bradford o f the 
Pilgrim Fathers.

On the breaking out of the Revolu­

tionary war his grandfather was ap­
pointed by the Provincial Congress 
of Mass, their first named captain. 
His skill and intrepidity exhibited in 
capturing ithe British flagship “ Trial” 
were applauded by even his enemies. 
He retired in 1781 and shoi’tly after 
died at his home. An own cousin 
was Mrs. Jane(G. Austin,the celebrat 
ed writer of colonial times, and au­
thor of “ Standish of Standislily” and 
“ Betty Alden” works familiar to you 
all.

Mr. Samson was an honest man in 
every sense of the , word. His age 
rested lightly upon him, his intellect 
was bright till the last; he was tem­
perate in all things, which in part 
accounts for his green old age.

He is survived by two sisters and 
one brother, also four daughters and 
a son to mourn the loss of a father. 
His familiar figure w ill be missed by 
the citizens of Buchanan.

Tne funeral services were held yes­
terday afternoon at two o’ clock from 
bis late residence. Rev. W. J.'Doug- 
lass of the Methodist church officiated 
and interment was made at Oak Ridge 
under direction o f Richards & Emer­
son.

An Interesting Relic

Cashier Herbert Roe, of Lee Bros. 
& Do’s, bank has an interesting relic, 
which is the property of Mr. George 
Samson, having been handed down 
from his father the late Horatio Sam­
son

The article in question is an old 
United States bill of exchange dated 
February 5, 1779, and numbered 154. 
Tt was drawn upon the United States 
Commissioner at Pans, and was for 
$30 or 180 Lives Tonrnais, being in 
payment of interest on money loaned 
the United States. The bill is signed 
by F. Hopkiuson, Treasurer of Loans, 
countersigned by Natb’l Appleton, 
commissioner for the state of ‘ ‘Mas 
sachusetts Bay,”  and drawn to the 
order of Habiiali Savage.

Ou the back the bill is endorsed 
“ Pay the contents to Oapt Simeon 
Samson” and Samson has endorsed 
“ Pay the contents to (.‘apt Corbin 
Barnes.”

The Capt- Simeon Samson, refered 
to, was the- grandfather of the late 
Mr. Horatio Samson and was a priva­
teer during the Revolutionary war, 
and his grandson remembered him, 
having seen him a number of times. 
The fact that the bill of exchange has 
never been paid adds materially to 
its value. *

Through Congressman Hamilton it 
has been ascertained that no records 
exist of there having been a payment 
o f any of the second, third or fourth 
bill of this number. Mr. Roe is cor­
responding with different dealers in 
curios with the view of ascertaining 
what the relic may be worth.

Andaman Islanders of Whom Romantic 
StoriesHave Been Told for Centuries — 
Climb Like Monkeys—They are Rapidly 
Dying Out,

“They can climb like monkeys, 
move in the dark like cats, flit as si­
lently and unseen as bats, track their 
enemies by scent like bloodhounds, 
shoot poisoned darts out of their 
blowguns with unfailing accuracy 
and swim like fish.’* So one explorer 
describes the strange dwellers in the 
Andaman Islands, in the Persian Gulf, 
to which Great Britain sends her 
most wicked criminals, assured that 
their sojourn there will he the most 
dire kind of punishment and that their 
chance of escape is as nothing. For 
even if a desolate and lonely sea did 
not surround the lonely group of isl­
and's, the natives are eager to earn 
the standing government reward tor

An Andaman Islander,
tracking and capturing a prison-break­
ing convict. And no convict who ever 
has experienced the unending pursuit 
and silent deadly closing in on him 
of the little black men with their 
wicked weapons ever tries again to 
reach the seacoast.

A. Conan Doyle uses these terrible 
natives with great effect in one of his 
weird stories of mysterious murder. 
But long before he wrote about them 
—Indeed long before the British 
owned the islands, they were fruitful 
topics of romance everywhere in the 
world. A Chinese traveler, Hwen 
T'sang, who visited them in the six­
teenth century, described the Anda­
manese as being tiny people, not more 
than three feet high, very murderous 
and bloodthirsty and of comely ap- 
peai-ancs, except that they had birds* 
bills instead of human mouths. Zaid 
reported that their faces and eyes were 
so frightening that his sailors dared 
not approach the shore after having 
seen them once. Marco Polo describ­
ed them in similar vein, and added 
that they had the faces of dogs.

Not Unhuman.
There is some reason for the awe­

some declarations of these old hoys. 
Although the faces of the Andaman­
ese are not at all unhuman, they have 
one striking peculiarity—they are jet 
black, and the teeth and whites of 
the eyes are so large and so bright 
that they are absolutely luminous m 
the dark. So Zaid’s men are to he 
excused for having been frightened for 
they met Andamanese in the dark 
forests. And, in addition, they had 
and have stui the habit ot painting 
their faces hideously with red ochre, 
Which certainly may have simulated 
dogs’ faces and birds’ hills to the eyes 
of early explorers, who did not ap­
proach too closely or hesitate to be­
lieve marvelous things.

The Andaman Islands were realiv 
explored for the first time by the 
French traveler Peyrand in 1607. in 
1791 Great Britain took them and 
converted them into a convict estab­
lishment, which they are yet. Among 
the prisoners there are some of the 
worst criminals that this earth can 

yboast. The scum of India, China, Af­
rica, Australia, Java, Borneo and the 
'outcasts of civilized lands all have 
drifted there. And surrounding the 
prison reserves lie the little Anda­
manese, never working, waiting like 
terriers for the pleasure of a convict 
hunt. Where no human foot appar­
ently could press they pass as swiftly 
as snakes, and in the same manner, 
for they crawl as easily and as fast 
as white men can run. Under and 
through the jungle growths they 
writhe and slide, quickly as a reptile' 
silently as shadows.

They are Happy.
They are the happiest poor devils 

In the world. They have no money, 
no clothes, no homes, no morals, no 
religion, no conscience, no laws no 
metl.cin.es,. The British government 
pays them for their bloodhound ser­
vices with pork,, rum and tobacco. 
They wouldn’t take cash if it were ot­
tered to them. They know nothing 
of clothing for modesty or fashion s 
sake and need not for covering, for 
their climate is delightfully even, i'bey 
live in hollow trees. The only work 
that they do is to hunt. Wild pigs, 
hears and turtle abound In their para­
dise, and every male Andamanese is 
a sure shot with bow and arrow. 
When their game is once killed the 
Work Is practically over, for the An­
ri;', n-anese are not persons who would 
p.,y a French chef a high salary to 
iOo,i for them. They are content with 
merely warming their meat over a 
fire, and they are not in the least 
choice about the best parts of the 
carcass. When they catch a turtle 
they lay it over the fire and cook it a 
little while. Then each islander, who 
is present at the feast, pitches in with 
a piece of cocoanut shell and digs out 
what he can. % But they are not 
greedy beggars, and it Is an unwritten 
ancl implicitly obeyed law that, when 
onel man finds a particularly choice 
piece of meat, he must pass it on to jpis

neighbors, after having bitten a good 
mouthful off for himself. Even the 
dogs are not forgotten. The meat is 
held out to them, they bite off as 
much as possible and then the mar 
goes on Cheerfully eating what they 
leave. Although they are dying out 
fast, they appear to have no particu­
lar malady. There is no such thing as 
sickness in the circle of their knowl­
edge. and they do not seem to know 
even the primitive remedies which 
are known to most simple peoples all 
over the world. The only thing that 
they practice which is at ail like me­
dicinal usage is to rub themselves 
freely with turtle fat whenever they 
are hurt. As their country is full ot 
thickets of thornbushes. the parents 
harden their children while they are 
small by cutting hundreds of tinv 
slits into all parts of their bodies. 
This is done continually for years till 
the little ones are covered with scars.

DOWN A DEEP O IL  W E L L

A Desperate Chance to Save Thousands of 
Dollars, s*.

Tied by the feet 
with a strong cable,
W. G Phillips was 
lowered head first 
into an oil well 2,000 
feet deep to remove 
a chain which had 
become fastened in 
such a way as to ob­
struct the work in 
the well. The casing 
was only thirteen in­
ches in diameter and 
the obstruction was 
several hundred feet 
down, so it took 
nerve to start on the 
journey.

Phillips is a con­
tractor and driller, 
and he was drilling 
the well, which is in 
the Lantz pool, when 
one of the tools 
stuck. The usual 
methods to release it 
were resorted to un­
til a chain broke and 
fell directly across 
the hole in such a 
way that it could 
not be removed, 
and the tools could 
not be made to work 
until it was out of 
the way. Several 
thousand dollars had 
already been spent 
on the well and Phil-, 
lips was naturally 
loath to abandon 
it.

Stripping off his coat and lay­
ing his hat aside, he had the work­
men fasten a line securely about his 
feet. Then, head first so that he could 
reach the obstruction with his hands, 
he was lowered into the well by the 
men at the windlass. The air rushed 
out of the hole as he went down until 
a sepulchral voice was heard: “Let
me down slow!” Then the speed was 
slackened, and finally the voice called 
up: “ Stop!” Then a click of the 
chain was heard, indicating that he 
had reached his destination safely, and 
presently the same voice commanded 
“Pull me up!”

Slowly the men hauled away until 
Phillips was only a hundred feet from 
the opening, when there came a sud­
den jerk on the line and Phillips call­
ed out: “ I am caught on a spike; low­
er me a little.”

It was a piece of wooden casing and 
a spike had gone through in such a 
way that he had passed it all right 
going down, but caught on it coming 
up.

Probably the largest verdict ever 
given in berries.

phine Dodge Daskarn, which opens 
the February number o.f McClure's 
Magazine, is a story of unusual and 
profound interest. In it breathes the 
charm of tenderest sympathy, and 
that sympathy is interpreted by con- 
sumate art. The heart of a child, a 
heart eager, and thrilling, brimming 
with the vagaries of j ostling dreams, 
that heart is laid bare before ns and 
we gain glimpses of all the wonder­
ful life in it. Yet the revelation is 
made with gentleness, with fondness 
such that the author’s analytical skill 
is masked. The story is ’ realistic in 
the best sense; its theme is beautiful, 
and the beautiful truth is beautifully 
told.

It is a far cry from the heart of a 
child to Richard Croker, Neverthe­
less, William Allen White, in a char-, 
acter-study of Tammany’s ruler, in­
sists on a certain childlike simplicity 
in the nature o f this poli.tical“ boss.”

The 
house of representatives Wednesday 
afternoon went into the committee of 
the whole and passed several bills, and 
considered and passed them, ■ an un­
usually .brilliant record for hard work. 
Numbers of local measures have al­
ready been passed by both branches 
of the legislature, and several have 
been signed by the governor and final­
ly disposed of. Committee work in 
both branches is progressing satisfac­
torily and a respectable number of 
bills are sliding through the regula­
tion legislative channels for their final 
disposal, thus piling up work for gen­
eral action.

A bill to restrict the powers of the 
state tax commission and partly nulli­
fy its work, made its appearance in 
the house yesterday morning, fathered 
by Kerr of Houghton. Under its provi­
sions the state tax commission will ab­
solutely have no power over local as­
sessing officers, and cannot dictate the 
assessed valuation at which any piece 
of property shall be placed upon the 
tax rolls. The house state affairs com­
mittee has reported out the Pan-Amer­
ican exposition appropriation bill at 
$40,000. It is now in the hands of the 
committee on ways and means. The 
Industrial School for Boys at Lansing 
asks the legislature for a maintenance 
appropriation of $70,000 a .year, a large 
increase. The Jackson state prison will 
ask for an improvement appropriation 
of $90,000. ________

“BAND OF FORTY THIEVES”

Has Done Much Devilty. buf"*It Has at 
la s t  Been Rounded Up.

(Saginaw, Mich., Jan. 22.—For sev­
eral months past the farmers of Brant 
township in this county have been the, 
victims of a notorious gang of plunder­
ers known as the “Band of Forty 
Thrives.” Dozens of robberies have 
been committed and losses sustained 
approximating several thousands of 
dollars worth of farm products, such 
as pork, flour, wheat, poultry, harness, 
etc.

A posse of deputy sheriffs has ar­
rested five members of the Randall 
family from that township, charged 
with the larceny of a quantity of 
blankets, harnesses, saws and axes. 
The men are lodged in the county jail 
here. They are Dennis Randall, aged 
62; James, aged 52; Caleb, aged 49; 
George, aged 26, and Fred, aged 24.

Demand for Higgler Wages Likely to Be 
Made in the Near Future,

Saginaw, Mich., Jan. 21.—According 
to the statement of a leading coal op­
erator of this city, there is some trou­
ble impending between the miners 
and the operators over the present 
scale of wages. There appears to be 
some dissatisfaction among the min­
ers of Bay caunty, which has led to 
the impression that a demand for an 
increase of wages will soon be made.

At the present time it is maintained 
by the operators o f both Saginaw and 
Bay counties that the highest possible 
scale of wages is being paid to the 
men. The average price per ton now 
paid is about SO cents, "and Mr. Cbap- 
pella, a leading mine owner, declares 
that it is higher than the operators can 
well afford to pay.

Newett Is Not to Get There.
Lansing, Mich., Jan. 22.—'George A  

Newett, editor of Iron Ore, published 
at Ishpemlng, Mich., will not be a 
member of the state tax commission. 
This decision was reached after one of 
tlie bitterest battles waged in Michi­
gan politics for many a year. Governor 
Bliss told Newett’s supporters 'Satur­
day that ‘lie could not appoint their 
man, but offered to name any one else 
they might recommend. It was New­
ett or nobody with them, and they 
went home.

Newett’s friends assert that Chase 
S. Oshorn, editor of the Sault 'Ste. 
Marie News and state railroad com­
missioner, led the opposition and that 
he was ably assisted by State Senator 
Gad Smith, of Marquette, who is said 
to have gone to Governor Bliss with a 
list of seventeen senators who would 
vote against the confirmation of New­
ett. Osborn’s opposition to Newett 
dates back to the Grand Rapids con­
vention last summer, when Osborn, it 
is claimed, would have had the solid 
hacking of the upper peninsula for 
gubernatorial honors but for Newett’s 
opposition.

Good a Man as Her Husband.
Kalamazoo, Micb., Jan. 22.—Rev. E. 

E. Wood, of Richland, has a redoubta­
ble spouse. Her husband has been 
very ill and unable to carry on his 
pastoral duties for some time. Mrs. 
Wood has filled his pulpit during his 
enforced absence •and although she 
has neither posed as a woman preach­
er or as a strenuous advocate of 
woman’s rights, she very creditably 
occupied the position. Her novel task 
was modestly entered into and quite 
unadvertised, but her enterprise in 
taking up the pastoral burden tempo­
rarily laid 'down by her husband has 
been the subject of much congratula­
tion. ________

Negaunee Mine Suddenly Flooded.
Negaunee, Mach., Jan. 19.—A sud­

den outbreak of water in a sub-level 
of the Negaunee mine has flooded low­
er portion of the old workings, caus­
ing a temporary suspension. ' All low- 
er pumps are disabled. There Is no 
damage to the workings and it is ex­
pected mining operations can be re­
sumed by next Monday.

M urdered  a t  a  C hurival"i. .
Calumet, Mich., Jan. 21.—Hadley D. 

Sumner, a young man of good family, 
was bound over to the circuit court 
charged with the murder of Ben Mar­
tin. Martin was in a charivari at the 
wedding o f Sumners sister. He was 
shot in the neck 6y Sumner, dying 
ten days afterward at the hospital. 
Sentiment is strong against Sumner.

GAVE THE CLASS A  “BOAST.”

Sophs at the U. of M. Do “ Catch It,v Two
in Particular.

Ann Arbor, Mich,, Jan. 18. — The 
sophomore medical class Was given 
the most caustic “roasting” by Dean 
Vaughan Wednesday that has ever 
been given a class in the department. 
For forty-five minutes, the dean de­
voted his time to rehearsing the mis­
demeanors of the class since they en­
tered college. The skull-cap stolen from 
a post-mortem subject, the abducted 
corpse and lastly, the riot which oc­
curred a few days ago in which a 
janitor was pelted With snow balls, 
were gone over by the irate professor.

The philippic ended by the singling 
out of two students before the whole 
lecture section of 150 and committing 
them to to faculty examination. “I 
shall recommend you for expulsion 
from the university,”  thundered Dr. 
Vaughan. “You were implicated in the 
disgraceful actions referred to and are 
no longer fit to remain in this de­
partment.”

These are the most drastic measures 
token against students guilty o f  mis­
behavior in years. The affair has 
stirred up no end to talk on the cam­
pus. The student body is indignant, 
and as Dr. Vaughan is known as. the 
“man of iron,” • and except Professor 
Wenley, the most independent peda­
gogue on the university pay roll, in­
teresting developments are expected 
when the victims come up before the 
tribunal.

Wide Open.

Olivet, Mich., Jan. 19.—The students 
here were much surprised to read in a 
recent issue of a Grand Rapids news­
paper an account of the organization 
of a new Greek letter society called 
the “I Tappa Keg.”

Cider is the popu­
lar beverage, but only jugs are used' 
for the storage of this liquid refresh­
ment.

Detroit, Jan. 21.—William Comfort, 

of Oakland county, Mich., has found 
his son at Willvale, La Porte county, 
Ind. He had been searching for the 
boy for ten years. Comfort’s story 
is that the Child was kidnaped by its 
mother about twelve years ago and 
placed in an Indiana orphanage, 
where as a waif the boy was adopted 
—taken by a family named Smith, re­
siding at Willvale. The child was 
legally adopted by the foster parents, 
Who will contest Comfort’s claim. •

Robbers Escape on a Handcar,
Nev$ Baltimore, Mich., Jan. 21.— 

William F. Sandell &- Co.’s bank here 
was broken into Friday nigbt by 
cracksmen, who forced open the safe 
and secured about $3,500. No one 
was aroused by the noise, and the 
thieves escaped with their booty. The 
sledge hammers, picks and other tools 
which were used in forcing the safe 
were left on the floor of the bank. 
The thieves escaped on a handcar, 
which they stole from the Rapid Rail­
way toolhouse.

Gen. Alger Gripped by La Grippe.
Detroit, Jan. 19.—General Alger has 

suffered a relapse and is again con­
fined to his hed. One week ago last 
Monday he left his office not feeling- 
well, and 'before the end of the day a 
cold had set in with marked symp­
toms of grip. The general had been 
for some weeks in a condition of health 
which had made him susceptible to the 
disease, and the day after the first 
signs of the cold were apparent he took 
to his bed.

Smallpox in the Family.
Escanaba, Mich., Jan. J.9.—Smallpox 

has been discovered in the family of 
Joseph Wickert, a cigar manufacturer. 
His wife is down with the disease and 
the family, including two children and 
a cousin, are quarantined and being 
guarded by two special policemen.
