Lansing, Mich., Feb. 1.—A bill pro-
hibiting the coloring of oleomargariie
was passed yesterday afternoon by

the senate and agreed to by the house |

in committee of the whole. A bill was
introduced in the house fixing the
franchise tax on corporations at 1 mill
per dollar of authorized capital, which
ia double the present rate.

A school text book bill has at last|

made its appearance in the house. It
provides a uniform text book for the
eight grades of the district and gram-

mar schools, with a text book com-

mission in each county, comprising
the board of school examiners, two
principals of the grammar schools and
two directors of the rural schools. This
board shall make all confracts for
text books, and the price of each book
shall be stamped upon it. Penalties
are provided for selling or attempting
to sell the books for more ithan the
stamped price.

Amordg the new bills which have
made their appearance in the house
was one by Holmes which will revo-
lutionize the kindergarten work In
Michigan’s schools. At present the
kindergarten teachers.cannot be paid
out of the school district funds. His

bill will bring them within the same

scope as all other teachers, enabling
school distriet boards to pay them
from public funds.

A proposition is before the legisla-

ture to suspend the operation of the
homestead tax act until next January.
It comes in the form of a bill “to give
the people a chance to buy at re
duced rates state tax lands, the back
taxes on which are greater than the
assessed wvaluation of the property.”
as its author says.

The Michigan Asgricultural college
wants to be placed on a standing ap-
propriation basis, the same as the
state university. It asks the legisia-
ture to provide for it an appropriation
of such momeys as will be derived
from a 1-15th of 1 mill tax upon the
entire property of the state. This
would place it on a firm financial
foundation.

D. L. Moody and His Mo~ument.

It is now a little more than a year
since the death of D. L. Moody, the
well-known Evangelist and Christain
worker, and throughout the country
there has been not a little comment
regarding what would be done to
continue the various lines of work in
which he was engaged. There has
also been considerable discussion
among his friends as to what would
be the best plan for a memorial for
him. Tbhe man was so generally
loved, had influenced the lives, and
enjoyed the confidence of so many
people all over the world., ihat the
need of some expression of this kind
seems unquestioned. Ithas been gen-
erally agreed among tliose who are
best acquainted with him and his
work that the most appropriate plan
in which this sympathy could be ex-
pressed would be to form an endow-
ment fund to perpuate and care for
the schools which he established and
which were through his efforts large-
ly supported.

Mr. Moody’s work was peculiar to
himself, and the institutions which
he established are unique in charact
er. They consist of the Northfield
Seminary and Training School for
young women, the Mt. Hermon school
for young men, the Chicago Bible In-
stitute"and the Northfield Institute.

The Northfield. Seminary accom-
modates about 400 young women.
The buildings include nine dormite-
ries, gymnasium, library, recitation
hall, auditorium and other buildings.

The Mt., Hermon Schoel cares for
about 425 young men, and is also
well equipped with buildings and
other facilities for carrying on its
work.

The Institute at Chicago isespecial-
ly for training Christian workers in
the study of the English Bible and
methods of Christian work, Has an
students
and during the past ten years sent out
about 8,000 to engage in Evangelastic,
Missionary and other Christain work.

For some years past Mr. Moody’s
work has been largely confined to the
care and interests of these sehoolsand
of the many summer conferences and
gatherings which were held at North-
field. He evidently belived in this
plan of setting others at work rather
than trying to accomplish everything
himself. Hehad implicit faith in the
work of these institutions. In des-
cribing their purpose he said: ¢“The
object of the Northfield schools is to
help young men and women of very
little means to get an education such
as would bave-done me good when I

| was their age,” “I want to help them

into lives which will help them most
for the cause of Christ,” and again
he said, “We want promising girls

and boys, the poorer the better.'?

In 1890 he wrote a friend, My
school work will not tell much until
the century closes, but whep I am
gone Ishall leave some good men
and women behind.

Mr. Moody was very successful in
raising funds for the support of these
sehools as well as in securing influen-
tial friends for them and the best bu-
siness men as trustees to look after
their interests. o

As a result the work in all of these
institutions is being carried on upon
the lines which he laid down and
without loss of interest or enthusiasm.

There will no doubt be a prompt
and liberal response to the effort now
being put forth towards securing an
endowment fund that will permanent-
ly support these schools and thus
build for Mr. Moody an enduring
moenument.

The winter-blooming carnation has
come to be the most important com-
mercial flower grown in America.
While not bringing the high prices
asked for roses, the
ber grown and sold is astonishingly
large, and an immense area of glass
is used for their production. There
are probably more comfortable little
incomes derived from carnations by
careful growers than any other strict-
ly ornamental plant, Lately much
capital has been invested in the pro
daction of carnation blooms on a
large scale, and there has been cre-
ated a veritable boom in this dainty
plant which is called by its admirers
the‘*Divine flower.” A wealthy cap-
italist was reported to have paid $30-
000 for a striking new varlety last
year. He named it after his wife,
Mrs. Thomas W. Lawson, and it
made a great sensation on its first ap-
pearance on account of its large size
and fine deep color, but has failed to
meet the expectations of the growers,

The: carnation wanted must be not
only large and perfect in form, pleas-
ing in color and highly fragrant, but
must possess a resistant calyx which
will not easily burst, stiff, long stems
that carry the blooms gracefully
erect, and must be an early and per-
sistant bloomer, under fair growing
conditions, Carnations are sold by
the dozen or hundred, and a constant
supply is needed. No other flowerso
well meets the wants of persons of
moderate means,as they are very last-
ing as well as beautiful and fragrant.
Im almost every batch of seedlings,
even when grown from the most high-
ly-developed parents, individuals
will occur reverting back in form
and color to the single wild flesh-
colored pinks grown by the Greeks
2,000 years ago and mentioned in
writings long before the Christian
Era. The carnations most widely
grown at the moment seem to be
William Scott,pink; Daybreak,blush;
Flora Hill, white; Jubiiee, scarlet;
and Pingree, yellow, although these
standards are rapidly giving way be-
fore the hosts of mnew varieties press-
ing for recognition. One or all may
be superseded by another season.

The line
to Niles will probably go north from
Washington street on  Michigan,
