‘Washington, Oc¢t. S8S—Lieutenant
Commander Hodgson yesterday again
occupied the greater part of the time
of the Schley court of inquiry as a wit-
ness. He wias followed on the stand
by OCaptain W. M. Folger, formerly
chief of the burcau of ordnance of the
navy department, but commander or
the New Orleans during the Spanish
war. Captain IFolger said the Dbom-
bardment of the Cristobal Colon on
May 31 had been successtul in devel-
oping the strength of the Spanish
shore batteries, and had shown them
to be very weak.

He also
explained at some length his corre-
spondence with Admiral Schley con-
cerning the alleged colloquy between
them while the Santiago engagement

o controversy with the commodore,
but he repeated that the commodore
had said “Damn the Texas,”” when told
that that vessel was in danger.. Ray-
ner asked a good many questions
whose object was to prove that the
charge that Schley was a coward was
untrue, and the withess gave abundant
proof.
Sampson Not Likely to Tesatify.

During the recess counsel for Schley
said Admiral Sampson probably will
not be called as a witness after all.
Attorney Rayner, in answer to a ques-
tion, said that he had received infor-
mation that Sampson’s condition pre-
cluded his appearance on the stand,
and that to keep the record clear the
judge advocate would be compelled to
inform the court of that faet.

deputies of the Episcopal general con-
vention. The debate, which began
last Saturday, on the proposed addi-
tion to Article X of the constitution,
prescribing the form of worship, was
continued all day and finally resulted
in qts adoption. As adopted it reads
a8 follows: “But provision may be
made by canon for temporary use of
old forms and directorics of worship
by congregations not in union with this
church who are willing to accept the
spiritual oversight of the bishop of the
diocese or missionary district.’”” The
vote was as follows: Clerical—Ayes.
80; nays, 16; divided, 13. Lay—Ayes.
35; nays, 14; divided, 5.
Raised Quite a Lively Debate,

The debate was very animated, and
until the result was made known it
wias the prevaillng opinion that the
vote would be much more evenly divid-
ed than it was. It was strongly urged
by the advocates of the proposed
change that its adoption would open
the way to a great increase in the
mewmbership of the church, while its
opponents regarded it as too radical an
innovation.

-1t is fortunately not necessary to
wait for uniform State legislatiorn
nor an amendment of the Federal
Constitution in order to take steps
which might prove efficacious against
the hideous crime of anarchy.
“There is in the Government of the
United States an inherent power to
deal practically with anarchists.
“This power is clear when anarch-
ists assault or threaten to assault offi-
cials of the Government in the bis-
charge of the official duties.
“Congress certainly has power, if
severer laws are necessary, to make
all attempts upon the life of the Pres-
ident of the United States, or other
high officials, including all conspir
acies of a like nature, punishable with
death. It also has power to prevent
the importation into the United States
of persons known to hold anarchistic

'sentiments, whose presence would be

dangerous to our peace and security.
“The present emergency demands
Federal rathe than State legislation,
and need not await the delay and
uncertainty of Constitutional amend
ment.”

ing 12 Methodist denominations in
America and as many more in other
lands, with an aggregate membership
ot 9,000,700 and a population of two
or three times that number, were in
session last month in London, hold-
ing the third Decenian Ecumenical
Conterence.

Federation was proposed among two
or three of the larger Weslyan bodies
in Great Britian; among the Afro-
American Methodists and between the
North and South Methodist Episco-

pal churches of America.

The recent death of Dr. Geo. T.
Purves, pastor of the 5th Ave. Pres-
byterian church in New York, and
tor many years professor in tine New
Testament class in Princeten, is a
seriocus loss to the Presbyterian
church. He exerted a most profound
influence wherever he labored. He
was a man of excellent quality, an
excellent scholar, a vigorous preach-
er and a forceful personality.

On every hand and angong all
churches great interest is being man-
ifested in the better study of the
Scriptures. Heretofore methods have
been of the hop-skip-and-jump order,
rather than such as would be pursu-
ed in the study of other history and
literature, But during the past few
years men of the ripest scholarship
and of the widest influence have out-
lined courses of Bible study. Many
of the religious papers of this aun-
tumn announce special courses of
study, synthetic or dispensational.
Among these, probably the conurse
conducted in the Union Gospel News,
Clevelapd, O. deserves a first place.
Because (1) of the international influ-
ence and reputation of Dr. Gray who
is a pioneer in the work;(R)of the ex-
tent to which these lessons will be
studied, classes being formed among
all Protestant churches; (3) it is un-
denominational. Dr. Gray is not a
teacher of any new ism but a fearless
expounder of the Word of God, re-
gar.lless of creeds; and (4) because of
the method pursued. Here is the
general outline of the entire course as
given in the first lesson: The great
epochs, or ages, or dispensations set
before us in the Bible may be out-
lined thus: (1) The Edenic age; (2)
The Antideluvian Age; (8) The Pat-
riachal Age; (4) The Mosiac Age; (5)
The Church Age; (6) The Millenial
Age;(7)The Fullness of the Time Age,
(8)The Eternal Age. We are not the
agents of the Union Gospel News but
we do not know how 50c can be bet
ter invested than by taking thisinter-
denominational paper with Dr.Gray’s
lessons. And why could not .such a
course of study be pursued in Buch-
anan? Are there not enough in the
various churches interested in the
study oft he Scriptures to form a class
that could devote one hour each

week to this important matter?

of our readers who should have an uneclean
hen-house. 1f there are any who have,
however, they should at once proceed and
put it in as comfortable a condition as their
own living quarters for the winter. Alen
house that is thoroughly clean and free
from inseets is ready for the hens; but a
filthy dirty house is never ready for them,
nor they for it. Nothing but absolute ne-
cessity will induce a hen to live in the dirt;
she will select the highest available perch
for a roosting place; her instinet leads her
to do so, and so avoid danger. )
All those of poor quality and the surplus
cockerels should be culled out and kep.
separate from the others. It is bestto fat-
ten and market them before cold weéather,
unless handling them for the winter market
is thoroughly understood.

Hens deprived of green foods will not
lay as well as when their needs in this di-
rection are attended to. All the turnips,
beets, carrots and roots of all kinds, large
or small, should be saved and given to
them. These vegtables and herbs are goou
for poultry, cows and hogs; they are a good
substitute for green food for heus. Peel-
ings of potatoes‘, tuenips and vegefables ol
all kinds, including apple peelings, should
be saved for the poultry. Cut up fine and
boiled and mixed with mashed feed for the
fowls, this furnishes them a splendid food.
Such savings will be worth a dollar a
bushel this winter, and will do the hens
than they could the hogs if fed to them.

- Liet the corn be fed to the hogs, so as to
fatten and grow them into market as quick~
1y as possible. Let the wheat, oats,barley
and buckwheat, with the peelings and
waste, properly prepared.as directed’ﬂabove’
be given to the hens. This will bring
good results from both. While feed is so
high in price, if properly handled, profit
will come from both.

The hens that finish their moult first
should prove early winter layers. As fast
as they complete their covering of new
feathers, they should be put into colonies
of 25 or 30 each, and then fed for eggs,
They shounld not be pushed too hard at
first, to avoid their taking on foo much fat,
which would retard their laying. Good
judgment is required in caring for them.

To begin right, it is necessary that the
hens be made to hunt in the strawand sand
or earth floor for all their grain. Plenty
of exercise will make them lay, because it
keeps-them busy, thin and vigorous; the
extra exertion keeps down the infiuence of
fat-forming portions ot the food, while the
gained vigor is employed in composing the
eggs from the egg-forming portions of the
food consumed; thus are utilized all the
properties of their tood to the best advan-
age

The colony plan of house for laying
hens, is considerably written about at
present. Such houses are placed in a good
sized yard, having a division fence from
the rear end of the house, either way to
dividing line fence. 1n tlis way the fowls
can run in the front lot by passing in and
out through the door Junder the window.
by closing this door_and opening one of the
same sixe in the rear, they can have the
run of the other yard. In this way they
are removed from one yard, which permits
the grass to grow in it while they are in
the other,

The size of the yards must be governed
by the land that can be devoted to their
use. 1f fifty fowls can have one-fourth of

] an acre devoted to their use in this way,

they should give the bestresults, providing

| they are we)l cared for and properly pro-

vided with all that is needed for the work
expected of them., st probable that
a lot of hens so cared for will give better
returns thad if allowed full fredom of the
farm. It is simply a question of proper
attention to their wants, under such condi-
kions, to gain the fullest success in a pro-
fitable egg yleld. If their surroundings
are kept in good- condition, and they are
well and properly supplied with food,
water, green food, under the above rules,
they must do the very best.

Poultry cannot do their best if fed on
grain exclusively. They demand a mixed
ration of grain, animal and vegetable foods
They can do no better on corn alone than
would we on cornbread only for food. If
we were to use good, every day sense, and
see to it that they have as near their natur-
al diet as it is possible to have the whole
year round; and as much a variety as can
be given them, Withjn the limit of reason,
they will lay quite as well in winter as in
summer when properly housed, very ex-
treme weather excepted.

‘Wheu possible, they should be given six
square feet in room space, to each fowl,
within the house. This will call for a
house 10 by 30 for 50 hens; such a hovse to
be divided into two apartments so that 25
may live in each aportment. More room
would be betler, and they can do with less;

' but it is not safe to keep more than 40 hens
'{in a house 10 by 15 feef, and this number
| will not do well in such confined quarters

if they are shut inside during the day

‘| when the weather is bad, and they will not

do well if turhed out to face the elements.
They should have room enough within the
house to provide plenty of floor space for
them to hunt and dig all day long without
crowding each other. If all these needs
are complied with, less troulzle will be
encountered.

The one thing needed to gain the proper
egg yield all along the line is better care of
all poultry. Indnstry, thrift and economy
will gain almost any resultif persisted in.
Talk is cheap, and success with poultry
only comes as the result of absolute regard
for their proper attention. They must be
as carefully looked after as the factory en-
gine or the locomotive; their mechanism is
as delicote as the finest wateh, and while
they will nndergo much that counts against
their best r¢sults and do fairly well, wlen
neglected or poorly provided for they fail
1o give full results.

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Feedidg Green Cut Bone

I would like to give, for the benefit of
those inlerested, my experience in feeding
bone. 1 kept a flock of 40 Plymouth Rock
hens, and have given considerable time to
chicken raising in a small Way, with vary-
ing success.

Two years ago I purchased a‘‘grceen bone
cutter,” then made arrangements with my
butcher to furnish me with green bone. so
[ could grind twice a week.  After making
many careful experiments, I find that )
have the best results from feeding the
green bone dry twice a week, and about
five ounces at a time. I give the bone in
the morning, then follow in about two
hours with a light feed of mixed wheat and
buckwheat, scattered in chaiff, to make the
pouliry serateh it out. In cold weather, 1
give warm feed at noon.

William MecKinley.
By Henry Litchfic ld West in the October Forum.

President McKinley’s heart was big
with love ard kindlinedss.  Out of the
fulness of his soul he advocated ap-
pl"opriati ons from the National T'reas-
ary for the care of the graves of Con
federate soldiers. I happened to Uy
by his side when, in Atlanta, he de
livered the speech making this
suggestion; and, atits conclusion I
listened with the deepest interest
while be told me how he had beeun
impressed, during a visit to Freder-
icksburg, Virginia, with the burden
which the care of Confederate cemete:
ies entailed upon a devoted few, whil
the nation maintained the last rest-
ing-places of the Union soldiers. M.
believed that. ths war was long
enough past to make it possible to
begin to wipe out the distinctions
between the dead By the side of
this incident I place in my menory an
interview which I had with the Fres
ident in the White House shortly
after the closé of the war with Spain

A friend of mine, an editor of a
London newspaper, desired to pay his
respects to Mr. McKinley, and an au-
dience was quickly arranged. When
we were in the President’s presence,
the conversation speedily turned to
the war and its momentous results.
to Mr, McKinley, however, the vict-
ories on Tand and sea and the acquisi-
tion of territory werc as nothing com-
pared with the fact nnder God, to
quote his reverential words, the bar-
riers of sectionalism had finally and
completely disappeared during his
administration. As he talked he be-
came eloquent. His eulogy of our
great and united nation, delivered to
an audience of two persons, was
wonderfully impressive and soul-
stirring,

Again whenI sat with him in his
home a few weeks ago and we dis-
cussed the memorable trip to the
Pacific coat, he reiterated the same
thought, and expressed his pleasure
at the warm and cordial welcome
which the Soath had accorded him.
His heart was literally big enough to
take in the entire nation; and yet it
was not too big to beat in sympathy
with the individual. I remember,
foriunstance, that on the day when we
started upon our journey to Californ-
ia, the president personally wvisited
every car in the train in order to as-
sure.himself of the comfort of his
fellow-travellers. “We must all be
patient and forbearing with each
other,” said he, ¢for we have a long
tedious journey before us.” It was
simply the spontaneous expression of
a thoughtful and kindly heart.

It was president McKinley’s fortune
tocontrol the destinies of the country
during four momentious years. How
well he performed that tremendous
task, how bravely and how calmly
he met all the enormous responsibil-
ities, and how greatly he endeared
himselfto the people are now matters
of history. When the full . narrative
