(ILLED BY BOLOMEN

Forty-Six Men of the Ninth Infan-
try Savagely Attacked by
Insurgents.

TEN SLAIN AND SIX WOUNDED

Another Disaster to Americans in the
Island of Samar—Reintorcements
Slaughter Bolomen,

Manila, Oct. 19.—T'ive hundred bolo-
aren attacked a detichment of forty-
six men of the Ninth infantry at Ban-
gajon, on the Gandara river, Island of
Samar, killing ten and wounding six.
The remainder of the company arrived
on the scene in time to prevent further
slaughter and routed the enemy, kill-
ing over 100 of them.

It is believed that the enemy only
retived fer reinforcements. As soon
as the newss was received at Catbalo-
gon two gunboats were dispatched.
General Smith going in person to the
scene.

The Previous Disaster in Samar.

It was less than a month ago that
forty-two enlisted men and three offi-
cers of C company, Ninth infantry,
were killed by holomen in a battle at
Ralangiga. "The company, seventy-
two strong, was at breakfast, ang,
trusting in a professed friendship of
the officials and inhabitants of the
place, had relaxed the ordinary vigil-
ance. The camp was surrounded by
the bolomen, who seized the soldiers’
guns and closed in on all sides. Many
of the men were cut to pieces in their
quarters before they had time to grasp
their rifles. All the command’s sup-
plies were seized by the bolomen. The
officers killed were Captain Thomas W.
Connell, First Lieutenant E. A. Bum-
pus and Surgeon Major R.S. Griswold.

) First to Take the Oath, '

Fiske Warren, the first man to take
the oath of allegiance required under
the recent act of the Philippine com-
mission of all suspects attempting to
land, has been closely identified xvith
Sixto Lopez. Many treasonable and
infiammatory  proclamations were
found in his baggage. Regarding these,
he said he held only one copy of each,
Laving retained these as souvenirs.

Minneapolis, Minn., Oct. 19.—BEx-
Governor Pillsbury died at 2:18 yester-
day morning. Ile was unconscious all
day Thursday. All members of his
family were present, together with
Senator Fred B. Snyder and a few oth-
er immediate friends. Death was
caused by Bright's disease.

He was born in Sutton, N. H., In
July, 1828. He worked on a farm and
in country stores as a boy. In 1856
he married Mahala Iisk, of Warner,
N. H. In 1872 he became a member
of the milling firm of Charles A. Pills-
bury & Co., Which 1aid the foundation
for his’ f01tune

Detective Fatally Shot,

Cincinnati, Oct. 22,—Detective Cal-
vin D. Crim was fatally shot by John
Foley, a recently released convict, who
was wanted for picking pockets at fu-
nerals. Crim placed Foley under ar-
rest and started to the station house.
Suddenly Foley drew a revolver and

fired, sending a bullet through Crim’s,

body. Two other policemen caught
Foley. He Is also knowin as Dan
Drisclol and as “The Goat.” Crim was
the leading detective in the famous
Pearl Bryan murder case. Last March
he served as personal guard for Prest-
dent McIKinley at the inanguration.

Alix the Great Is Dead.

Providence, R. I., Oct. 21.—Alix, the
famous trotting mare, whose record of
2:083 made at Galesburg, Ills., in 1894,
was not equaled until last year, was
¢hloroformed Saturday at the farm of
bher owner, former Mayor Sayles, of
this city. The mare was stricken with
paralysis abont a month ago, and to
save her from a lingeping death she
was humanely killed.

TESTIMONY IS NOT SENSATIONAL

Tells of the Date of Receipt of Cer-
tain Dispatches — What

P ~ Schley Admits,

Washington, Oct. 22.—Lieutenant
B. W. Wells, Jr.,, who was the flag
lieutenant of Admiral Schley -while
the latter was in command of the fly-
ing squadron, occupied practically the
entire time of the Schley court of in-
quiry yesterday. On his direct exam-

ination he continued his narrative of]
" the Cuban campaign, and was under

cross-examination for about two and
a half hours, largely at the hands of
Hanna, whose questions were directed

mainly to the dispatches received and

sent by Admiral (then Commodorel
Schley. While this line of investiga-
tion was Dbeing exploited Rayner,
speaking for Admiral Schley, said that
the admiral was willing to admit that
he had received the “Dear Schley”’ let-
ter on the Dupont, which arrived at
Cienfuegos on May 22, but he added
that no duplicate of this dispatch had
ever been received by Admiral Schley.
Two Copies of Message No. 8,

He said also that the admiral admit-
ted the receipt of two copies of No. 8
(Admiral Sampson’s dispatch), saying
that the Spanish fleet was probably
at Santiago, and telling Commodore
Schley “if satisfied that it [the Span-
ish fleet] is not at Cienfuegos” to pro-
ceed with all dispatch to Santiago, one
of these being received by the Hawk
May 23 and the other by the Marble-
head May 24. During the direct exam-
Ination Rayner asked the witness rel-
ative to the bearing of Commodore
Schley, in action and elsewhere, and
the witness replied that it was always
cool and brave. He also said that
when the attack was made on the
Colon she was supposed to be lying
near the entrance to the harbor, when
In reality she was about a mile in-
side.

Made a Mistake in Indorsing,

Hanna interrogated the witness re-
‘garding the receipt of the “Dear
Schley” letter, and witness admitted
that he had .indorsed it first as having
been recelved May 24, when it should
have been May 22, and had been so0
Indorsed later with a pencil over the
Indorsement that was incorrect. To
a remark by Hanna, implying that the
witness’ indorsements were not to be
depended upon, he said that generally
they could be, but that he was not in-
fallible.

That McoCalla Memorandum,

Hanna put In as testimony dis-
patches Nos. 3 and 6, both from Ad-
miral Schley, directing a strict block-
ade at Cienfuegos, and the latter en-
closing the MecCalla memorandum.
The witness was questioned concern,
ing the receipt of more than one copy
of the McCalla memoranda, but he
maintained that he remembered only
one copy, at the same time admitting
the possibility of the receipt of an-
other copy.

THE DEPARTURE FROM CIENFUEGOS

Schley Left Twelve Hours Before He Had
In:ended To.

At Hanna'’s instance Wells repeated
his testimony concerning the departure
of the flylng squadron from Cienfuegos
to Santiago. He said the commodore
had made no special communication to
kim that he meant to take his immedi-
ate departure for Santiago, but that he
had gotten the impression from letters
and dispatches written then by Com-
modore Schley that it was his purpose
to leave the night they did. Hanna
then called attention to two letters

from the commodore saying that he |

would not leave Cienfuegos until the
next day. 7The witness said he did not
recall writing these letters, but thought
he had probably done so. He also
thought that there probably were other:
dispatches leading ito his inference that
the squadron was to leave that night,
“There must Lave beén something
else,” he said, “because we did leave
that night instead of the next day.”
Hanna also questioned Lieutenant
Wells about the war bulletin received
from the Adula while the flying squad-
on lay off Qu:fuexos saying .. that
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-ago ¥t had left there later.
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He said
that the document was in the shape
of a small hand-bill, and that evidently
it had been issued by some newspaper
iIn that vicinity.”

Hanna' questioned the witness about
the bombardment of the Colon on May
81. He asked: “What was the pur-
pose of Commodore Schley in regard
to the Colon on May 317

The witness replied: “His idea was
to go ih-and fire on her with the larger
guns, hoping to get a shot into her at
that range to disable her, perhaps. The
range was 7,000 or 7,500 yards. That
was the distance from the Morro. The
Colon appeared to be close to the en-
trance. Her log, however, showed her
to be a mile or 2,000 yards inside the

Morro. We thought she was near the
entrance.”

Hanna asked a number of questions
concerning_the Ardois signals used In
leaving Cienfuegos, and he stated in re-
ply to an interruption from Rayner
that his purpose was to show that not-

withstanding the instructions to get

away quietly there had been an exhibil-
tion of these signals.

In reply toaa question by Captain
Lemly relative to the beginning of the |
Santiago engagement Wells said that
with the Brooklyn headed as she was,
and with the harbor trending .as it
does, it was natural that the Spanish
vessels coming out of the harbor
should face the Brooklyn.

Wells was on the stand when the

court adjourned for the day.

CHICAGO POSTOFFICE ROBBED.

Burglars Bore Holes Through the Floor
and Steal $76,068 in Stamps.

Chicago, Oct. 22.—A sensational rob-
bery -which netted the perpetrators
$76,068 in stamps, was discovered here
when the wholesale stamp depart-
ment of the temporary postoflice was
opened for business. A rapid investi-
gation developed the fact that the bur-
glars had crawled under the flooring
for about 300 feet, bored holes in the
bottom of the vault, secured the
stamps and escaped, carrying their
booty in a wagon,

The work of forcing an entrance to

the vault had evidently been going on

with the greatest patience for many
days. It is believed, however, that

the intention of the thieves had been!

to enter the cashier’'s vault, in which
therewas $35,000 in money and stamps
valued at hundreds of thousands of
dollars. The bottom of the vault is
of steel, half an inch thick. In this

GREAT FIRE IN CAPE BRETON

Town of Sydney Almost Swept Out of Ex-
istence With a Loss of $500,000.

Halitax, N. S.. Oct. 21.—The pros-
perous town of Sydney, Cape Breton,
was almost swept out of existence
Saturday by a fierce conflagration
which started about 2 p. m. The
flames, which were fanned by a forty-
five-mile gale, swept through the prin-
cipal business portions of the town,
causing ruin and devastation.

'The only thing that saved the city
from total destruction was a heavy
rain which set in after dark, and as
the wind decreased in fury the firemen
and hundreds of miners succeeded In
getting the fire under control. Over
sixty buildings are in ashes, and many
more are badly scorched. The build-
ings were mnearly all large wooden
structures.

~The fire is supposed to have been
started by the bursting of an oil stove,
The loss is roughly placed at between
£400,000 and $500,000, of which not
more than half is covered by insurance,.

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What ean be Done with Prunes.

During a year spent on a California
prune ranch I learned something of
the possibilities of this sonelimes de-
spised fruit. Most of us are familiar
only with the ‘stewed prunes” which

.as children we lcarned to hate be-

cause it was ‘‘good for wus.” The
boardings house and hotel stewed
prunes are notoriously unfit to eat—
at least so far as pleasing the palate
goes; so that altogether the poor fruit
has had a bad name, and this being
oue of the hardestthings to live down
one woaders at the courage of the
California fruit growers. Here are
some of the things which my friend
the rancher’s wife made from this
really delicious fruit:

In the first place she never “‘stewed”
—+that is boiled the prunes. EREither
they were placed in a steamer and
cooked several hours, using no sugar
and no water, the result being a rich
flavor wholly wunattainable by any
other process, or they were soaked all
night in zold water, then placed on
the range over the slowest of fires,
and allowed to heat very gradwally
till just below the boiling point; let
them stand without allowing them to
boil for half an hour; lift out the
prunes; add sugar to taste (a very
little is requirved) and some parboiled
lemon peel and boil rapidly for fif-
teen minutes, then pour over the
prunes.

Pruxe Purr.—Place two cupsful
of prunes cooked as above in a bak-

1ng dish and pousr over them a batter

make from three cupsful of flour;
level teaspoonsful of baking
powder; half a terspoonful of salt;
a tablespoonful of butter rubbed
through the flour; one cupful of milk
and one beaten egg. Bake in a hot
oven in a deep, square dish and eat
with any preferred pudding sauce.

Pruxe SouvrrLE.—Cook a pound
of prunes as above; let them cool and
take out the stones;add half a cupful
of sugar and the whites of three eggs
beaten to a stiff froth, whipping them
ligtly. Butter a dish audbake apout
20 minutes. Eat with sweetened or
whipped cream.

Pruxe Saco.—Instead of the eggs
a cupful of sago that has been soak-
ed for an hour, may be stirred into
thie prunes, which must be brought to
a boil after taking out the stones;
stir t1ll the sago is dissolved, turn in-
to a mould and eat with cream,
sweetened add flavored.

PersiaN PasteE.—To a pint of
steamed and stoned prunes, add half
a cupful of walnut meats and as much
shredded citron and lemon peel. Put
the whole through a meat-chopper,
or mince with a chopping knife; bent
to a paste, and serve in small cups
with whipped cream.

A sweet pickle made from the large
dried, silver prunes
Use the ordinary receipt of a pint of
good vinegar to three pounds of

eugar, a stick of cinnamon, two
blades of mace, a <Ieaspoonful of

cloves and half a teaspoonful of all-

lemon juice.

Afier 24 hours pour off the liquid,
bring to a boil and pour again over
the fruit. After two days pour off
again, boil and skim, add the prunes
and cook till clear.

Have ready six patty
cases (bouchees), heat them in the
oven, fill them with the mushrooms
and serve at once, '
MUSHR0OMS PRESERVED IN WATER.
—The fresh small button mushrooms
are rubbed off with a piece of flannecl
and salt, washed in cold water, the

ends of the stalks cut off, and the"

mushrooms dropped into cold water,
to which some lemon juice has been
added; when all are cleaned take
them out, place them over the fire in
a preserve kettle” with enough water
ta cover, boil five Pill in
small glass jars, screw 'tigmly, set
the jar in a vessel of cold water over
the fire, and boil thiee-quarters of an
hour; then remove and keep them in
a cool place. "

MusnrooMms PIickLEp.—Choose for
pickling only the small button mush-
mooms; rub off the skin with a piece
of cioth and salt, cut the stalks off,
put them in a saucepan over tho fire.

EpiTor RecoRD:—

. The recent Reunion of the 25th
Michigan reminds me . of the noble
and gallant part the grand old state
of Michigan took in “the long and
weary struggle between the North and
the South, The writer was an eye-
witness to the daring deeds and splen-
did fighting qualities of the Michigan
Roys at Gettysburg, Penn., as he par-
ticipated in that memorable action
and during the three days of terrific
fighting had a. good opportunity to
observe the movements of the differ-
ent commands upon the field . and

none bore a better or nobler part than !

the brave Michigan Boys.

A fine granite monument marks the
scene of their valor upon that bloody
field. The writer visited the grounds
duringSeptember and walked through
the beautiful cemetery: the resting
placesof those brave boys who fell in
that awful struggle. There is a
erected at the clump of trees where
the charging columns came hand to
hand on the third and last day
of the battle that marked the highest
point of the tidal wave of the Rebel
lion which ever after receded never

again to invade the Northern soil! *

This monument was erected to com-

memorate the repulse by the TUnion
troops of the assaulting column col-
umn led by Gen. G. E. Pickett who
commanded a division of Long-
street’s corps of Robert Lee’s army.
The monument consists of an open

bronze cannon balls resting. on a
grauite base, the book Dbears the in-

.| scription “‘High Water K Mark of the

Rebellion,” then follows the names
of the officers of the assaulting col-
amn on the left page with the names
of the Union officers, who repulsed
that assault, on the opposite page.
Beneath the book on the front face of
the base a bronze tablet fastened to
the granite block bears the following
inscription, ““‘Commands honcred in
recognition of the patriotism and
gallantry displayed by their respec-
tive troops who mef and assisted to
repulse Longstreet’s assault.” The
northern face bears a second tablet
giving the names of the Union com
mands of Hancock’s and Newton’s

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THE LABORING MAN AND THE CHURCH.

Thisis the heading, in The Mission-
ary Review of the World, of an article
which ought to be read by every pas-
tor. It gives an account of a recent
correspondence between the Rev, C.
Stelzle, of St. Louis, himself once a
wage-earner, and a number of labor
leaders. He sent out two hundred let-
ters asking for information respecting
the attitude of laborers to the Church,
and one-half of them were replied to
by the leaders. «*With bui one exception,
his correspondents have attacked the
Church, They, with great unanimity,
declare that the Church is not for the
poor man; that he isnof made welcome
within it; and that, in fact, it is a rich
man’s religious club. Many who go to
church on Sundays are characterized as
employers who squeeze their men the
other six days in the week.” Almost
all these correspondents regard the
Church as organized hypocrisy.”

There are churches, it is true, which|

covert the wealthy classes and whose
enormous expenses make a large in-
come necessary. The pews are so high
that only the richer classes can afford
to pay for them. ‘““When the poor man
comes to the average church he is not
welcome and he knows it, nor can he
be while the existing system prevail.

The whole spirit of a costly church
is apt to be repulsively secular and
selfish instead of attractively cordiai
and spiritual. Mammon gets a hold
and keeps it. Money is unduly imperi-
ous in ifs claims and conditions. The
tendency is to bring the pulpit into
bondage, for it becomes important to
please that class of hearers whose gen-
erous support is needed.”

The pernicious influence of such
worldly churches is evidenf. Saddest
of all, in their pulpits are found men
who have come from the Ilaboring
classes, men from whom some of
Christ’s sympathy for suffering human-
ity ought to be expected. Not less sad
is it to find such churches inspiring the
ambition of theological students!

Is there no hope? Not in these
churches so long as their present course
continues. But some of their pastors
are awakened to the glaring inconsist-
ency of claiming for these worldly in-
stitutions a place in the kingdom;and
laymen too are becoming anxious for a
change. Tradition, custom, -the force
of circumstances, and the prevalent
spirit of society are the ebsfacles in the
way.

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may not be the most conspicuous
churches, but they are more numerous

than many think. Whole denomina-|

'and the middle classes. The rich are

not-absent; but they take their place
with the others and on the same. level
with them. 1If only these churches
could realize what a trust is committed
to them, and how much the future of
God’s kingdom on earth depends on
faithfulness to their divine mission!
On the churches whose spirit virtually
excludes Christ as well as His humblest
followers the ‘handwriting is as plain
as that of Belshazzar’s feast.

Times are changing for fhe betfter.
Not long since a pastor boasted of the
millions - to *which he preached. Such
a boast is now deemed disgraceful.
Preachers want to preach to souls; to
give themselves to other preaching
means to consecrate life to what has no
future, which neither God nor man can
approve and which therefore involve
the most abject failure. ' '

and pastors which are their true friends
and anxjious to remove all obstacles and
give them a hearty welcome. One of

.{ the momentous problems now facing us

is how laborsrs can be persuaded that
this spirit of Christ is still found in the
Church.

.| The first frost of the season de

prives the hen of a portion of her
diet which is most essential to a suc-
cessful production of eggs. :With
the first appearance of frost, worms,
bugs and slugs become scarce; as the
weather grows cool, then cold; the
animal food of Inature is gone from
the reach of the fowls, and these liv-
ing substances, so essential for, the
production of eggs, are lacking for
the time being. Conseqgnently the
egg yield grows less, and nothing we
can do will prevent it. ‘

The first step forward is in the di-
rection of better stock. Hens that
have come from hens which are only
capable of laying five doze;;_'.egg:s per
year cannot be expected to lay ten
dozen; a cow that gives blue milk
will hardly produce a 14-lb. heifer:
The natural inclination must be pre-
sent, also an amount of care and at-
tention ‘will bring the winter egg
yield up to a profitable basis. First
of all, there must be the quality in
the hens to realize even a reasonable
namber of eggs, or sufficient to make
a return for the food and labor given.
“Well-bred hens are not all prolific
ter than common hens. At the same
hens as in cows. Some are very good;
others are not good at all. It1s time
wasted to labor with -non-productive
hens. For this reason, every one

should know the hens that lay, the
most eggs in a year, and only the
eggs of such hens should be used for
hatching. In this way the percent-
age of eggs obtained will be better
and better each year; and the inferior
egg-producers will thus be deprived
of a chance to increase their kind.

Well fed hens may not always be
I properly fed; the hen that has all the
corn she will eat probably jwill not
give good returns in eggs. To lay
well, hens must have grain, meat and
vegetable diet, and plenty of green
food.
through the winter, theegg supply
will be larger. Wheat, corn, oats,
rye and buckwheat, abouteqnal parts
make a good mixture of grain food,
with cut clover, cabbage, turnips.and
cooked potatoes for green food.
Ground green bone, or good beef
scraps, for an animal food, will con-
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stitute a good winter ration. In ad-
dition to fthis, plenty of grit and
shell; and all the cleaﬁ, fresh water
theéy want, should be constantly at
hand. The hens should always be
compelled to dig in straw and litter
of some kind for their grain. When
these rules are followed, plenty of
eggs all winter will be had.

Feeding green bone is all right, if
constantly done, but it 1s quite possi
ble to injurs the fowls if too much is
given. The green cut bone is to take
the place of bugs and worms, the nat-
ural insect food for fowls and birds.
If it is possible to scatter small par-
ticles of green cut bone all about, so
that the fowls may find a little here
and a little there, only slight atten-
tion need be given to the actual
quantity fed. But when cut and fed
in any quantity, the fowls will eat all
they éan get and run and hunt for
more. The result is loosenecss of the
bowels, often scouring to the extent
of sickness, For this reason it is de-
sirable to feed, by actual weight, one
‘| pound of green cut bone to thirty
hens, this being thoroughly mixed
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through théir mash food, so that
each fowl will be sure to get its pro-
per allowance and the greedy ones

( |not get it all.

Regularity in feeding is of equal
importance with the kind of tood
given. When hungry, the fowls are
dissatisfied, as we are ourselves when
meals are served after the regular
hours; dissatisfied when only half ra-
tions are served, and disgusted when
that which we dislike is put before
‘lus, These conditions have the same
effeét with fowls that will gladly dig
and hunt for broken corn and millet

thrown to them. - But they retire un-
fed 1f these are thrown there by a
careless hand or by one who has for-
gotten to feed them until after dark.
If regular habits are hoped for with
the hens, all their needs must be pro-
| perly attended to with strict regular-

If fed too much corn
and nothing else, they will not lay
well in winter. They must have the
component parts for egg construction

'in the food they eat, else they can-

not produce the eggs. This is why

mixed diet with vegtables, green
food and meat of some kind. If the
facts were duly considered, there
would be no need of complaining
about having no éggs duringthe win-
ter months; for, just as surely as
good laying hens are properly fed
they will lay from three to four eggs
per week; when they fail in this, iv is
not their fault, but the result of poor
care and attention.

Dead fowls or animals of any kind
should not be left lying about. De~
composed meat of any kind is very
injurious to fowlsif they eat it; it
often kills whole flocks, and has been
known to kill dogs. To hurn or bury
deep in the ground every fowl or ani-
mal that is found dead and decom-
posed condition, is the duty that ev-
ery man owes to himself, his famil'y
and his neighbor. Many supposcd
cases of cholera or mysterious deaths
in a flock and among dogs, might he
traced to the eating of the flesh of
the fowls or animals so long dead as
to become poisonous. Much trouble
could be averted by giviu
in this direction.

Tt is about the time of year now
for Farmer Slack to begin to enumer-
his‘hard luck.’ He was unlucky with
his sitting hens on account of lice;
unlucky with the chicks because rats
killed so many in his ramshackle,
unshutable coops; unlucky because
mites took possession of the henhouse
and drove the hens to the fence and
trees to roost; unlucky because a lot
of hens got the roup from roosting
out in the rain—in fact, his string of
luck(his usuval barvest of neglect by
the way)is as long as usual, and he is
too ‘anlucky’ to be taught the lesson
they proclaim.”

While thisis a pretty hard knock
at all who belong to the ‘Slack” fam-
ily, farmers or townsmen, it is a true
pen-picture of the hen’s struggle for
existence in entirely too many places.

As winter comes omn, the question
of beef scrap, meat meal and other
meat foods should receive attention.
Experiments with this kind of food
were made last winter; among them a
series conducted at the West Virginia
Experiment station gives evidence on
the value of green bone compared
with meat meals. Thirty four hens
were divided into two similar lots,
each kept under the same conditions,
and each receiving the samc grain
ration. One lot, however, was fed
fresh green bote and the other meat
meal. During the experiment the
experiment the fowls receiving the
fresh bone laid 3824 eggs, weighing
4942 1b. of an ayerage weight of
12.75 1b. per hundred eggs, while the
meat meal lot laid only 3250 eggs,
weighing 391.2 1b. and weighing
11.94 1b. per hundred. Consequently

|the fowls fed fresh bone mot only

gained more in weight, but they also
laid more and larger eggs. This
statement goes to show that the grecn
bone was_  pure and as represented,
while the meat meal may bave bceen
part sand .or ~arth or other adultera-
tion. Meat meal, on this account,
may be considered undesirable for
use; but pure beef scraps that will
bear “inspection have found almost
the equal of cut bone, with consider-
able .less trouble in handling, and
usually a little more expesive. When
the green or fresh bone can be bought
at a small price per pound, that is,
less than the beef scraps cest, than it
will pay to cut and use it; but when
one is a8 expensive as the other, each
decide for himself which to use. If
beef scraps are used, they must be
thorougly clean and sweet. Those
that smell bad should not be used. as
they will taint the eggs as well as the
flesh of the fowls that eat them.

The consecration of the new colors,
presented by the duke to the Sixty-
second Fus leers, by the bishop of I'red-
ericton was a most impressive cere-
mony.

British columns penetrating Orange
River colony niiles from the railways
find ficlds of muize or freshly plowed
lands, the Boers making off at their ap-
proach and returning -when :the col-
umns pass on. The herds on-the high
veldt still seem to be numerous. The
Boers are living on cattle and mealies
stored in out of the way places.

It is generally understood about the
state house that the governor only con-
sented out of courtesy to the Kentuck-
ians who presented the requisition to
carefully investigate the records, and
that he has already read enough to con-
vinee him that he should not honor the
requisition.

¥Fatal Explosion of Gas.
