Onited States Marines Guarding the
Isthmian Railway—Latest News
from the Scene of Central
American Troables.

Colon, Nov. 26.—The breastworks on j
the railroad bridge that leads into Pan-
ama, as well as those erected inside the
city, have been demolished by the gov-
ernment. The latest report is that the
Liberals have been drivenm back from
Culebra station in a fight lasting from
440 to. 9 p. m., in which there were
over 150 killed and wounded on both
sides, and that fighting was going on
at San Pablo.

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NO BOMBARDMENT OF COLON

Not Even Colombian Troops Permitted to
Endanger Commerce,

Washington, Nov. 26.—It is pretty
well understood here that there is to
be no bombardment of Colon by either
side. While Commander McCrea was

‘given wide discretionary power and

nothing was said to him about stop-
ping the bombardment directly, never-
theless the state department estab-
lished a precedent in these matters last
year when it instructed Gudger to
warn some insurgents at Panama that
they would not be allowed to bombard
that port.

If the government troops on the Pin-
zon should persist in their purpose it
i said that the commanders of the
various warships at Colon would re-
quire that ample time be allowed for
the withdrawal from the town of all
foreigners, and that the attacking
force, to escape restraint, would be
obliged to direct their bombardment
with such rare precision as to destroy
the insurgent defenses without harm-
ing the railroad property, and even
without endangering the passage of
trains, conditions probably not to be
met.

The secretary of the navy yesterday
cabled Captain Perry, of the Iowa, to
assume full command of all the United
States naval forces on both sides of
the isthmus, in order to .insure har-
monious operations.

THEY DIE IN THE GLOOM OF THE PIT

the . Baby Mine, Which Now
Blazes Furiously.

Bluefield, W. Va., Nov. 25.—The
dead bodies of the lost party of eight
well-known mining men who entered
west mine of the Pocahontas Collieries
company on Friday morning last were
recovered at 12:45 p. m. yesterday.

Bluefields, W. Va., Nov. 23.—~At 11
a. m. yesterday Superintendent Walter
O'Malley, of the Pocahontas Colileries
company; State Mine Inspector Will-
iam Priest; A. S. Hurst, chief coal in-
spector for the Castnor, Curran &
Bullitt company, of Philadelphia; Rob-
ert St. Clair, chief coal inspector; Mor-
ris St. Clair and William Oldham, sub-
stitute coal inspectors; Frazier G. Bell,
mining engineer, and Joseph Vardwell,
manager of the Shamokin Coal and
Coke company, of Maybury, W. Va,,
composing a party of eight, entered the
west main of the Southwest Virginia
Improvement company’s collieries for
the purpose of examining the true sit-

‘uation in regard to the récent explosion

and fire in the Baby mine, and up to
this writing have not been heard from.
‘Went Into the Jaws of Death.

It was supposed that the Baby mine
proper had been cut off from the west
mine for the purpose of operating that
mine. The large fan in the west mine
had been started at an. early hour in
the morning, and at 11 a. m. yesterday
it was thought that all gases originat-
ing from the fire in the Baby mine had
been forced from the main portion, and
it was considered safe to enter. ‘At §
p. m. a party consisting of experienced
miners, led by Assistant Superintend-
ent King, entered the mine to rescue
the lost party of eight, but at 6:45
they returned, having encountered such
quantities of black damp as to make
it impossible to enter any distance into
the mine. Assistant Superintendent
King was completely overcome by the
gas encountered and is now in a criti-
cal condition. .

No Hope for Their Recovery Alive.

The different mining experts from

the F'lat Top field were rushed to Poca- |

hontas by a special train and all efforts
are being used to recover the bodies of
the inspecting party, but no hopes are
entertained that any of them will be
recovered alive. The secretary and
ireasurer of the. Southwest Virginia
Improvement company, C. S. Thorne,
of Philadelphia, is directly in charge
of all movements at the mines. The
fire that originally started in the Baby
mine a week ago last Thursday, and
which was supposed to have been un-
der control, is now burning furiously.
All the members of the lost party are
prominent in tne coal field, and the ex-
citement prevailing is intense, business
having practically suspended. . All the
members of the party are married,
some having large families.

Monopolies have always existed, to

What we call the ‘“‘corner,” in com-
merce, was well known in Biblical
times. When Esan sold his birth-
right, 1t was because the more thrifty
and commercially- minded Jacob had
corralled the provisions of the locali-
ty, and would not let them go except
at his own price.

Jacob’s illustrious son, Joseph; in-
spired by a dream to buy up all the
wheat in sight, did so; and this time,
it was a righteous ‘“‘corner”’—inspired
by the great Jehovah whom he wor-
shipped and adored.

He was weil paid for his obedience
to the suggestions of the divine dream
—even financially. As soon as the
contemplated famine was on. money
began to arrive from the different peo-
ple round about, and was snugly
packed away 1n the gigantic hanks of
those days, called treasuries.

When the money was all gone, and
the second year of ‘‘depression” ar-
rived, flocks and herds were used as
a medium of exchange, in order that
the people might procure sustenance
for themselves and their loved ones.

The ancient Athenians had a great
deal of trouble with their corn-fact-
ors, who bought the nourishing grain
from ships at the Piraeus (the port ot
Athens), and sold it in the city at
greatly ad yanced prices.

It was claimed, in language that
sounds strikingly modern, that these
wheat merchants combined with one
another to secure higher prices; it
was asserted that they sold grain on
the same day it was purchased, at an
advance of a drachma (nineteen cents)
on a medimnas (one bushel and a
half). Laws weré made to control
prices; and dealers were not allowed
to buy more than fifty baskets: of

grain at a time, or make a profit of |

more than three cents on a basket.
Another grain monopoly of the an
cient times was held by one Cleomen-
es, a govenor of Egypt under Alex-
ander. .

Writer and Nature’ Student Lives on .

5-Acre Grape Farm,
The name of John Burroughs, the
| eharming writer and nature student, is
doubtless familiar to most of our read-

ers. Mr. Burroughs, on his little 5-acre |

grape farm near Schenectady, N. Y,
surrounded by his woods, fields, birds

'and flowers, manages to gain more

comfort and satisfaction out of life
than the average millionaire. He has
gone a long way toward mastering the

delicate art of appreciating and culti-

vating the friendship of nature. It
will be news to'some who have enjoyed
Mr. Burroughs* books to hear that he
has a son, Julian Burroughs, who has
found his father’s.mode of life so ideal

and attractive that he has decided to’

adopt-it for himself. Last month Ju-
lian was graduated from Harvard Uni-
versity. He is probably the only one
of his class who intends to take up

farming. Passing by the glitter and{

attraction of a commercial or profes-
sional career, into which most of his
chums have entered, he will retire to
his father’s farm and spend his life
there in study and labor near to na-
ture’s heart. At college he made a
specialty of the Inglish branches to
fit himself as a writer and a student of
literatpre. He will take his culture
and educations back to the farm, where
he will lead the life of a simple rustic,
writing books and articles for maga-
zines, with nature as his material.
Young Burroughs is fond of hunting
and fishing. He is of a strong, athletic
build. At Harvard he won some dis-
tinction as an oarsman.

Items Which Are of Special in-
terest to Qur Readers.

Happenings Throughout the State Re-
ceived by Telegraph and Put
in Type, '

Detroit, Mich.,, Nov. 25.—A badly
nutilated body lies carefully guarded
in a vault at Mount Eliot cemetery,
and the identification of these remains
is the vital point of contention in a
large litigation ndéw pending. The fight
is between Mrs. Catherine Mueller, a
German woman of this city, and Rev.
F. R. Kosmeri, a Polish priest. of Du-
Iuth, and the subject of the litigation
is the estate of Johann Mueller, who
died in Superior,
1898.

Mrs. Mueller claims to be the widow
and with her six children heir to an
estate valued at $1,000,000 Mueller
owned 160 acres of what was consiad-
ered to be worthless land in St. Louis
county, Minn., which now turas out to
be the richest iron ore land in the state.
Mueller became involved in money dif-
ficulties and the land was mortgaged,
finally falling into the hands of Fa-
ther Kosmeri.

Mrs. Muel'er has set about estab-
lishing her claim. She was given pos-
session of the body, but when the re-
mains were exhumed they were found
mutilated. An arm was cut off and
missing, and a leg was gone. The face
was also cut to pieces. The mutila-
tion evidently had for its object the
prevention of identification.

DESERTED PINE TERRITORY.

Plan to Homestead the Many Acres There-
of in Upper Michigan.

Lansing, Mich.,, Nov. 22—William
D. Bagley, of Old Mission, has a plan
for the homesteading of deserted pine
lands, which he will exploit before the
State Asociation of Farmers’ Clubs.
Bagley ywould plant the intitial colony
on a4 tract three miles sguare, in the
center of which would be the com-
munity, with one acre for each resi-
dence. Farms would branch out from
this.

The state would aid them by sinking
an artesian well, giving them rye seeﬂ
otherwise helping them by releasing
them from taxes for five years. After
a three years’ residence the state
would deed the farms to theoccupants.
The return to the state for the ex-
pense of establishing the setile-
ments would be the continued income
from taxes.

River Is Full of Lake Perch.

HORROR AT DETROIT =

 Boiler Explosion Wrecks Buﬂdiné and

Kills Many People.
Detroit, Nov. 26.—At least half a
hundred - men who begin their day’s

work in the factory of the Penberthy |
Injector company are vietims:of:an’
explosion of the large boiler situated |

in one end of the structure in which
they were at work. Of these, eleven
are known to be dead and the bodies

of several others .are helieved to be be- |

neath the debris.

The boeiler was located in onc end of
a three-story Drick building, 54x150
feet in size. That structure was in-
stantly and completely reduced to a
mags of burning ruins. 7The only men
on the first floor which was largely

utilized as a storeroom, were the en- '

gineers, firemen and some workmen
who .-were making alterations. All of
these were either. lulled or bad;ly
maimed.

On the second ﬁoor were reventy-
five finishers; on the third were seven-
ty-five brass molders. Just how many
cscaped from this building is mnot yet
determined, but up to 1 o’clocik thirty-
eight injured had been taken to hos-
pitals and eleven dead bodies had been
gotten out of the debris.

FILIPINO FORT CAPTURED

Our Men Gaillantly Climb Another C]i{f
and Surprise the Enemy,

Manila, Nov. 25.—Captain BEdward
E. Lawton’s company of the Nine-
teenth infantry has attacked and cap-
tured an 1nsurgcnt fort on Bohol isl-
and, scuth of Bebu, in the Vizayan
group.
