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suifered severely.

Baku, Russian Trans-Caucasia, Feb.
17—The town of Rhamaka, seventy
miles west of this city. is now almost
practically destroyed by the series of
earthquakes »which begnn several days
since. The district headman tele-
graphs that searcely i dozen hceuses
are standing. TUp to Friday evening
3060 dead bodies had been taken out of
the ruins. The piles of wreckage are
s0 vast that the searcl Is necessarily
slow. Mest of the victims were Mus-
sulmans., It appears certain that sev-
eral hundred bodies are buried in the
fissures and debris caused by the
shocks.

Twenty-five Thounsand Starving.

The church, the mosque, the-bar-
»acks and the-treasury were destroyed.
Thwventy-five thousand inhabitants are
without food and shelter. They are
living in camps outside the ruined city
and distress is great.

CTatastrophe Threatened in Mexico,

Chilpancingo, State of Guerrero,
Mexico, Feb. 17.—Great alarm prevailg
here. as well as at Chilapa and Tixtla.
at the discovery of smoke issuing fromr
ihe openings in the summit of Temu-
lacatlalco, on the road between this
city and Chilapa. There are seven
openings about 150 meters from the
rest of the mountain from whiet
tliick smoke pours, clearly of voleanie
origin. Residents of the towns named
threaten to migrate to distant parts.

of a greater peril than that recently
cxperienced.

How lusikrats Arve Trapped.

Trapping is one of the modes by
which muskrats are seeured. The traps
are made of bLoards about six inclies
wide anid three feet long. These are
nailed together like an ordinary box
trap. the open ends being secured Ly
swinging deors of wire network, fasten-
ed to the upper part of both entrances.
These doors allow easy ingress to the
trap, but once in the rat cannot get out
without opening the door by pulling it
to him, which secret they seem very
slow to discover. These traps are put
in the leads running tfrom the houses to
the water when tlhie tide is at low ebb
and the rats are out feeding. On the
return they crawl up the leads, push
against one of the wire dcors of the
trap, which immediately opens into the
trap, but they cannot go farther,.as the
next door opeuns toward them.

" <HE HABIT OF GIVING.

Governor B. D. Morgan’s First Taste
of Real Happiness.

To the present generation the name
of Governor . D. Morgan of New
York is scarcely more than a dim
echo from the pages of history, but
there are men still living who remem-
ber him as one of the group of great
war governors whose firmness and
courage served their country so mag-
nificently in her darkest hour. It was
one who sa remembered him who told
this incident:

Governor Morgan was a very rich
man, but until he was seventy years
old he never had given away any of
his wealth. Then one day he sent for
his old friend, Dr. Adams, the presi-
dent of Union Theological seminary,
and told bim that he wished to give a
large sum of money to the college.
The doctor, almost incredulous at first,
was soon convinced of the sincerity
of the offer, and a time was set at
which he was to go and get the bonds.

At the appointed hour the doctor ap:
peared, and bonds to the value of more
than $200,000 were put into his hands
The governor stood and watched unti:
the doctor's carrviage was out of sight
Afterward lhe spoke of it to another
friend.

“I am an old man,” he said. “I have
had a successful life and done about
all that I had planned to do, and I sup-
posed that I had Leen happy. But I
know mnow that until I stood and
watched Dr. Adams drive away with
those bonds I never had known what
happiness was. I cannot regret too
deeply that early in life I did not form
the habit of gi\ring;”—You‘Eh’s Compan-
ion.

The Wills of Noah and Jacob,

The origin of testaments is lost in
obscurity, but doubtless they followed
soon after the first institution of pri-
vate property. Eusebius says that Noah
made a will soon after the fiood where-
in he disposed of the whole world. He
was certainly possessed of a consider-
able landed estate, but Eusebius’ story
of the testament in writing and wit-
nessed under his seal needs confirma-
tion.

In the forty-eighth chapter of Gene-
sis, however, we do find mention of a
will, wherein Jacob bequeathed to his
son Joseph twice as much as to his
other children. This was not a testa-
ment in writing, but a verbal or nun-
cupative testament, declared by the
testator “in extremis” before witnesses
and depending upon oral testimony.

Such nuncupative testaments were
at one time recognized in English law,
but in the eighteenth century, Black-
stone says, they had fallen into disuse
and were hardly ever heard of.

Weighing Machines,

Weighing machines and scales of
some kind were in use 1800 B. C., for
it is said that Abraham at that time
“weighed out” 400 shekels of silver,
ctrrent money, with the merchant to
Ephron, the Hittite, as payment for a
piece of land. including the cave and
all the standing timber **in the field and
in the fence.” his is said to be the
earliest transfer of land of which any
record survives and that the payment
was made in the presence of witnesses.

The original form of the weighing
scale was probably a bar suspended
from the middle, with a board or shell
suspended from each end, one to con-
tain the weight, the other to contain
the matter to be weighed. The steel-
yard was probably so called from the
material of which it was made and
from its former length. It is also
known as the Roman balance and is of
great antiquity.

Cunning Siberian Natives.

When compelled to travel all night,
the Siberian natives always make a
practice of stopping just before sun-
rise and allowing their dogs to go to
sleep. They argue that if the dog goes
to sleep while it is yet dark and wakes
up in an hour and finds the sun shin-
ing he will suppose that he has had a
full night's rest and will travel all
day without thinking of being tired.
One or even two hours’ stop at any
other time is perfectly useless, as the
dogs will be uncontrollable from that
time forward until they are permitted
to take what they think a full allow-
ance of sleep.

The brand came to be
imitated in other places, and there are
Solingen blades of comparatively mod-
ern manufacture which still bhear the
little dog of Julian del Rei.—Notes and
Queries.

The 01d Paths

Jer 6:16

This sermon, preached Feb. 9th,
1902, was so earnestly received by
many of the members and by several
who were present from other churches
that I have been urged to allow it to
be printed. I trust it may bring a
blessing to all ‘“who have ears to
hear.” L. R. Brack

A preacher in a large and worldly
cburch recently used this text as a
club to beat his religious neighbors,
This is not the first time this sacred
word has been thus abused. It has
been a ‘“‘text’ book where preachers
hang sermons and people theii
theories.

I What is thesetting of this lan-
guage? The ministry of this prophet
Jeremiah, occurred in the sad and
tra ic period of Jewish history just
before the captiviry of Judah, from
the 18th year of Josiah's reign down
to the destruction of Jerusalem and
luter. The kingdom was doomed to
exile and captivity because of their
many sins. In 2:138 it is said*‘For my
people have committed two evils;
thev have forsaken me, the fountain
of living waters and hewed them out
cisterns, broken cisterns, that can
hold no water.” Jeremiah 1s the un-
terrified preacher of righteousness to
a sin smitten people, a poet of deso-
lation and soirows whose ‘‘eyes weep
sore and run down with tears,”(18:17)
because**Tne harvest is past, thesum-
mer is ended and we are not saved”
(8:20.) For the deliverance of his
unwelcome message to backslidden
Judah, his life is sought more than
once, He is imprisoned, beaten and
given a loaf of bread as his daily
tood aliowance; but the Lord made
him*‘a defenced city, and aniron pil=
lar,: and brazen walls against the
whole land” (1:18.) He 1s a hero of

the highst type and for 40 years con-
tinues to be the mouthpiece (1:9) of

Jehovah. He is a marked example

of the persecuted prophets,

II What are the paths he asks Ju-
dah to walk in? At Sinai God gave
Israel the law—the paths in which
they were to walk. There never was
an addition to that law, nor any
reyvision of it, When they walked in
these paths they found peace and
pleasartness, prosperity and the
favor of God; their land “dropped
fatness” and flowed with ““milk and
honey.” But their history is the story
of backslidings and restorations for
800 years. After the death of Solo-
mon, when the kingdom was rent in
twain, they grew rapidly worse. -In
this period of apostasy the prophets
are most numerous, God appeals to
to, them most frequently -‘both rising
up early and sending them’ (26 35.)
At the time of Jeremiah’s advent, the
northern kiagdom, Israel, the ten
tribes, had been carried into captivi-
ty as an example to all agesof a
basely ingrate nation and a displeas-
ed God. Will Tudah not be warned
by Israel's fate? Will she still *‘play
the harlot and commit fornication
with the heathen? Will she also for
sake her covenant and break her vow
with the Almighty. Under the reigns
of the righteous Hezekiah and Josiah
the tide of evil is arrested but Judah
immediately lapses, flounders like a
drunkard in the gutter and wallows
like a sow in the mire, ‘Treacherous
Judah!"' You can understand the
force and fitness of Jeremiah’s appeal
to walk in ‘‘the old paths.”

IIT What is the application to us?
It is as easy a lesson to read and ap-
ply as any of the things that ‘*hap-
pened unto them for ensamples,”’typ-
ically,(I Cor. 10:11.) Israel is a type
of the nominal church, like Israel,

ithas been the object of God’s special
favors; redeemed from the slavery of
Egypt, (the world,) saved by the
blood of the‘*passover lamb,”led out
of the house of bondage by a might-
ier than Moses, baptized into Hiwm,
pledged to “honor, love, serve anl
ohey till Jdeath part.” Like Israel,
the church has wandered in the wild-
erness, then won some splendid vie-
tories, and made noble conquests,but
in the end sbe lapses into pride, self-
ish ease, mimmicking the nations
and courting the favor of the world.
And in the end, as 1t was with Isruel,
“a remnant shall be saved’’—the
remnant that walk in“the old paths.”
Reformers have been raised up for
the church, as prophets were sent to
Israel, and these have arrested the
backward movement, awakened and
saved many. Savonoiola, Luther,
Calvin, Knux, Wesley, Williams,
Campell and many others have called
the church to the old paths but the
great body of its membership have
answered‘‘we will not walk therein.”
IV  What are the old paths for the
“church of today? The paths in which
the church first walked. The Lord
has npeither added to the Gospel
paths, nor revised them, no change
has been made in any particular, to
suit the modern church, or the peo-
ple of the 20th century. Christianity
is not an evolutiou but a revelation;
and outside of the written word of
God in the Bible there is not one syl-
lable of instruction, not one ray of
light, This is humiliating to a
proud church.

1 “The old naths” 1s the‘straight
and parrow way which leadeth unto
life; and few there be that find it.””
(Matt. 7:14) Few find it because they
do not wish to walk in that way over
where portal is written ‘““Whosoever
will come after me, let him den§

!
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himself, and take up his cross and
follow me’ (Mark 8:84.)

2 ¢“The old paths’ is the way our
Master walked. ¢I am the way, no
man cometh unto the Father but by
me " (Jno. 14:6.) A way is for walk-
ing in. So he says“Follow thou me”
(Jpo. 21:22) and Peter,to whom Jesus
said this, wrote **Christ also suffered
for us, leaving us an example that ye
should follow his steps’ (I Pet. 2:21.)
This language is not to be figured
away. MHis ““way’ leads through the
baptism of surrender to the will of
God; through the Galilee of loving
and unselfish ministries to ths poor
and afflicted; through the Samaria of
nonsectarian compassion where is the
well of water springing up into ever-
lasting life”” (Jno. 4:14,) through the
Judea of religious persecution;
through the Jerusalem of rejection
into the garden of suffering and final
victory: thence to the ‘‘place called
Calvary.” Then, glory to God,
through the tomb to the crown of
‘teverlasting joy.” That is the way
the ‘*Captain of our salvation’” went
and that is the way all**sons of glory
must follow” (Iieb. 2:10) if they
would‘‘reign with him"”in glory they
must suffer with him”’here.(II Tim.2:
12,)

8 ¢“The old paths’ is the way the
apostles walked. Prayerfully wait-

ing for *‘the promise of the Father,”,

preacning‘‘the unsearchabie riches of
Christ’? ¢“with all boldness,” -‘daily

.. in the temple and from house to

house;” through Judea, Galilee and
Samaria, ‘‘unto the uttermost part of
the earth.” Sometimes the way led
through prison, where rods lacerated
their backs and their feet were bound
in the stocks, but the word of God
was not bound then. In far off
Babylon or Rome,in Ephesus or Phil-
ippi, 1n Athens or Corinth, the Spirit
lJead them until the last step in the
old paths was taken and they laid
their heads on the block or their
boaies on the cross.

4 The old path in which the Je-
rusalem church walked-—that chureh
which is the only true pattern for the
church of foday. How close she

walked to the Lord. There was no

room in her heart fuor any other lover.
Crosses were her glory; sufferings,
occasions for They
neither feared the opposition nor
courted the favor of the authorities,
They disdained to appeal to Cesar to
help their cause. Their faith and
zeal removed mountains, bridged
chasms, straightened crocked places
and made the rough ways smooth.
How they perpared the way of the
Lord! Whar victories followed their
simple faith, pure love and fervent
holiness! They were in contact with
the dypmamo of heaven. ¢‘8000 are
added today, 5000 tomorrow, *‘a
multitude both of men and women
believe on the Lord.” The whole of
“Lydda and Saron turned to the
Lord.” How was it done? Where
was their power? Their sermons were
translated into their lives. The 3pir-
it’'s message was given by Spirit-filled
men. The glory of God was seen in
flesh and blood The disciples were
*‘epistles’ in which men read of the
lo've of God and the power of the
gospel. Their lives enforced the
message of their lips. The church
was Christ continued-—the body of
Christ, not a congregation of the
half converted. Without the noise,
the parade, the machinery of the
modern church, without its boasting
over members, and blustering about
meoney, this church in faith,in purity,
in love, in unity, moved on to victo-
ries, such as the combined hosts of
christendom with a thousand times
the numbers has never won. They
walked in the old paths; we talk
about the old paths; that is the dii-
ference. They preached ‘‘the faith;”
and their faith unlocked prison
doors, paralyzed the arm of the per-
secutor and opened the windows of
heaven. They preached love; and
iheir love emptied their purses at the
apostles’ feet and melted the whole
multitude of believers into ‘one
heart and one soul.” They preached
hope, and anchored theirs in Christ,
not in their works, o1 their organiza-
tion. They did not beg for money,
yet the treasurery was overflowing.
They took nothing from the uncon-

thanksgiving.

verted, and so had power over the

unconverted. They did not solicit
the world’s favor. yet they bad ‘‘fa-
vor with God and all the people.’™
They did not advertise their gifts,
yet nmever were their snch gifrs. They
did nbt boast of there numbers, yet
they increased by multiplication
rather than by addition. They did
not meddle with legislation in order
to get sin out of the world, yet never
did such numbers forsake sin. They
did not vote to change bad govern-
ments, but theirs was the mightiest
force ever introduced into a king-
dom for righteousness, When they
were reviled, they reviled not again,
When they were falsely accused, they
did not enter a suit for slander.
When their houses were burned and
their gnods stolen they did not seek
damages in the courts of law. They
did not spend their money on extra-
vagant church buildings but in
caring for the poor and in extending
the gospel of Jesus. What a strange
church! disguised, like the Master
himself, suffering instead of reign-
The editor, or teacher,- who
says the church of today is walking
in these old paths is either ignorant
of the old paths, or else he is too
biinded by sectarian prejudice ever
to see the truth. The church today
is as far from the old paths as Baby-
lon is from Jerusalem,

Y The Old Paths are for Walking
in. We have excelled 1n talking a-
bout them but we are as far from
walking in them- as our religious
neighbors. It is one thing to preach
Christ with the lip but if Christ.is
not lived the message will not have
its designed force and power. Men
are preaching Christ and denying
the miracles he wrought. They are
preaching Christ and smiling at the
stories of ““The Fall”’, The flood, Mo-
~ses, Abraham, Jonah and Daniel as
fables. They make Christ deny him-
self. Twv thousands in the chureh the
Bible is no more inspired than Shake-
spearc. Do we wonder at the de-
crease of young men preparing for
ministry of the Word; when many
teachers are in doubt what the Word
is? Infidelity in the pulpit makes 1n-
difference in the pew. Culture, eth-

ing.



ics, good citizenship, morality are
not ‘“the power of God unto salva-
tion.”” Societies aud organizations
are weak substitutes for faith aond
holiness. We preach ‘“primitive
Christianity,”” and have not one of
the great features of the first church,
'We preach faith, and walk by sight.
How idle is our talk of the care of a
heavenly Father while we lean on
human organizations. We preach
jove, and in our churchesthere is en-
vy, jealousy, strive, evil speaking,
backbiting and emulation and the
editor of the denominational news-
paper leads in this evil business. We
talk of ‘the unity of the Spirit” but
it is not present in any church in
Awerica of one hundred members.
‘We preach salvation in ‘‘the only
name’” and are content to paint that
name over our church doors.” We
tell the world we are ‘‘saved by hope
and say in a louder langnage of prac-
tice our hope is in our party organi-
zation. No wounder the church is
frightened by the word ¢‘Holiness”
and has allowed the ,devil to make
this word a scarecrow to frighten
God’s children away-from the finest
of the wheat. ¢Sanctification’ and
““Consecration” are langhed out of
the church today, and the few who
are trying to walk in this way are
counted cranks or fanatics and look-
ed at with suspicion. How can the
lodge -scioety -club -church combi-
nation preach ‘“Come out from among
them and be ye separate.” <¢‘The
royal Jaw” is ““Thou shalt love thy
neighbor as thyself” and the church
practices it by supporting and en-
couraging the wicked ‘‘kingdoms of
the world” in murderous wars. The
Scriptures enjoin submission to the
“powers that be, ‘‘regardless of their
character, and the church votes at
evefy election to overthrow them.
But legislation 1s cheaper than con-
secration.  What force in the
church’s sermons on purity when her
members support political parties
that have not one mark of the Lord
Jesus? The chburch professes to de-
sire to save the drunkard and votes
to license the saloon. The Master
taught ¢‘Resist not evil’”” and Paul

said “Love seecketh not her own,”
but the church spends millions in the
courts of. law. What mat“:grf that
Paul wrote **“The fact that you have
law suits is a fault in you from every
point of view. Why not rather let
yourselves be wronged?”(ICor. 6:7.)
Jesus tanght ‘*13e not anzious what
ye shall eat or wherewithal shall ye
be clothed,”but who is so bold as to
say the modern church has this
mark? We are to ““0owe no man any-
thing but love.’” but the church that
is free from debt is the exception and
merchants bave on their books thou-
sands of unpaid bills by church
members and even preachers 1t is
written the Lord’s house should be
‘‘a house of prayer’’but the church of
today is a place where suppers, so-
cials, fairs, sales bazaars, and enter-
tainments dre given ‘‘for revenue
only.” The modern church must
have its kitchen and cooking stove,
dining room and amusement parlors,
The **Church work’’ of today is with-
out any precedent in the New Testa-
ment. So long as ‘‘influential” sis-
ters strive to shine in society. give
euchre parties and are found in the
theater oftener than in the prayer
meeting, there is need for a call to
the old path. So long as deacons,
elders and preachers spend more
money on tobacce than they do for
the gospel, there is a place for Jere-
miah, While the place of amuse-
ment, lodges and political gather-
ings continue to fascinate the church,
the trumpet of warning should be
sounded. While sectarian pride and
denominational rivalry continue to
be motives in church work the day
of doom is nearing. . Oh, treacherous
Judah, treacherous church, Babylon,
““with whom the Kings of the earth
have been made drunk with the wine
of her fornication ‘*God shall give to
her the ¢up of the wine of the fierce-
ness of his wrath” (Rev. 17:2; 16,19).
Thou wast appointed to be a light in
the world but after, 17 centuries the
Lord is about to remove thy candle-
stick. Thou wast sent to save the
people, but thou art the great hind-
rance to the blessing of the world.
““Repent and do the first works.”

* Turn unto the Lord with thy whole
heart.” “Turn, oh backsliding
children.” o

But ‘a wonderful and horrible
thing is committed in the land. The
prophets prophesy falsly, and the
priests bear rule by their meaus: and
my people love to have it so: and
what will ye do in the end thereof.”
(Jer. 5:30-81.) False prophets are as
numervus today as in the day of Ju-
dah’s apostasy. But the Scriptures
forewarn us that ‘‘many false proph-
ets shall arise aud shall deceive
many.”" (Matt. £4:17.) To these the
people.give ear, saying to the seers,
*‘See not, and to the prophets, proph-
esy not unto us right things, speak
unto us smooth things, prophesy de-
ceifs.” (Is. 30:10-11.) Editors and
teachers, puffed up with pride say
‘““Peace, peace! when there is no peace
(Jer. 6:14) We ¢‘are rich and in-
creased in goods and have need of
nothing.”” (Rev. 3:18) We are going
to convert the world—to our church. -
Jerimiah is a pessimist and a scare-
crow. “Come and let us devise de-
vices against Jeremiah. Come and
let us smite him with the tongue
and not give heed to any of his
words.”” (Jer. 18:18,) No informa-
tion, unpleasant to a backslidden
church, no truth about the real situ-
ation, can pass the scruting of the
editor of the sectarian paper. It
would spoll the sale of the paper.
People can get that sort of news in
the Bible. The papers must sell.
The stockholders must have divi-
nends. The religious press is equal-
1y guilty with the pulpit in suppress-
ing the truth. The contrast between
the matter in one of these party pa-
pers and the New Testament letters to
the churches is just as great as the
contrast between the demominations
that starve on their slim fare and the
church of Jesus Christ pictured in
the letter to the Ephesians. Give
the religious paper a rest, whose pa-
ges are full of boasting about its
own and its readers’ orthodoxy, and
spend your time studying the feat-
ures of the church which is “‘the body
of Christ” and which Paul in Eph.
1-2 declares is chosen, sanctfied, a

dopted, accepted, redeemed, forgiv-
en, enriched, enlightened, sealed,
quickened, exalted, consecrated, rec-
onciled and united. Warn a good
man of a daanger to his soul and he
will bless you and say ¢Search me,
O God, and see if there bhe any un-
clean thing in me!” ‘Heal me, O
Lord, and I shall be healed. Save
me and I shall be saved” (Jer. 17:14)
Warn a modern churchman of the
church’s present condition and he
will bate you for insinuating that he
and his church are not the -whole
kingdom.

VI But we need ggassuring by the
word of_the Lord that the backslid-
den church shall no more mar His
plans than Israel’s former defection.
“The Spirit speaks expressly that in
the latter times some (in the church)

shall dapart frorn the faith, giving

heed to seducing spirits and doctrines
of devile; speaking lies in hypocrisy,
having their conscience seared as
with a hot iron.,”’(I Tim. 4:1-2) And,
“In the last days perilous times shall
come, for men (in the church) shall
be lovers of their own selves, covet-
ous, boasters, proud,blasphemers,dis-
tuo parents, unthankful,
unholy, without natural affection,
truce breakers, false accusers, incon-
tinent, fierce, despisers of those that
are good, traitors, heady, highmind-
ed, lovers of pleasure more than
of God; having a form of godliness

buvt denying the power thereof—ever

learning and never able to come to
the knowledge of the truth, men of
corrupt minds, reprobate concerning
the fg;:xtb."(II Tim. 8:1-8) Inspite of
all efforts to call the church back to
*‘the old paths’ ‘‘evil men and sedu-
cers (in the church) shall wax worse
and worse, deceiving and being de-
ceived.”(vs. 13) The‘falling away”
shail come. ¢The man of sin be re-
vealed, the son of perdition” (Il Thes.
2:3) *“whose coming is after the
working of Satan with all power and
signs andlying wonders and with all
deceivableness of unrighteousness in
them that perish, because they re-
ceive not the love of the truth.”’(v?s,
9-10) God’s plans go on withoat
deviation. His people are safe who
walk in*‘the o.d paths.”

But are there none who love the
old paths? Yes, many, Some coon-
gregations have a majority of such.
Probably all have a few who are
ashamed of the harlotry of the church
and long for a ‘‘closer walk with
God.” And these faithful, unselfish,
loving, spiritually minded, prayerful,
unworldly saints are coming together
in every city for prayer, for worship,
for fellowship, for imspiration, for
consecration. but not fur organiza-
tion. These are the Lord’s ‘‘jewels’
““who follow the lamb whethersoever

He goeth.” They shall be saved
from the storm ot wrath which shall
be poured out upon the earth. as N8ah

was saved from the flood. When the

church says “We will walk after our
own devices and we will, every one,
do the imagination of his evil heart’”
{(Jer. 18; 12) God says to his own
“Come’sut of her my people, that ye
be not not partakers of her sins. and
that ye receive not of her plagues; for
her sins have reached unto heaven
and God hath remembered her
iquities.” (Rev. 18; 4 5).

There is an old path of faith, a
daily child’ike trust in God. There
is an old path of love, ‘“that suffers
long and is kind, envieth not, vaunt-
eth not itself, is not puffed up, doth
not behave itself unseemely, seeketh
not its own, is not easily provoked,
thinketh no evil, rejoiceth not in in-
iquity but rejoiceth ip the truth, beac-
eth all things, believeth all things,
hopeth all things, endureth all
things.” (I Cor. 13; 14-7) There is
an old path of hope, acchored 1n
Christ, lovking for His return for His
church. There is an old path of
holiness, “*holiness without which no
man shall see the the Lord,’ and that
touches ‘‘not the thing.”
There is an old path of peace, peace
the world cannot steal, and that for-
bids ‘‘strife”” but makes one -‘gentle
unto all men.” The old paths lead
to the “Father’s house.” They alone
are safe. They show the footpri:ts
of Jesus, the aposties and all the
saints who have suffered here but
shall rejoice yonder. Let us walk in
the old paths and find rest to our
souls.

The rule of fol-
low copy compels the ¢ompositor to re-
peat the exact words written by the
reporter, and the following Dblunders
are the resmlt of obedience to this.rule.
A speaker made this statement:

“In these days clergymen are expect-
ed to have the wisdom and learning of
Jeremy Taylor.” But the reporter
wrote and the compositor Trepeated
“the wisdom and learning of a jour-
neyman tailor.”

Another speaker quoted these lines:

Oh, come, thou goddess fair and free,
In heaven yclept Euphrosyne.

They were printed as written:

Obh, come, thou goddess fair and free,
In heaven she crept and froze her knee.

Another orator quoted this line from
Tennyson’s “Locksley Hall:”

Better fifty years of Europe than a cycle
of Cathay.

But the quotation was written and
‘printed:

Better fifty years of Europe than a circus
in Eombay.

One of the worst perversions of a
hackneyed quotation, incorrectly given
by thespeaker, is this, which seems to
be the joint work of the zealous re-
porter and the equally reckless printer:
Amicus Plato, amicus Socrates, sed major

veritas.
I may cuss Plato., I may cuss Socrates,
said Major Veritas.

Wyelii’s Bible. )

The first complete translation of the
Bible into the English tongue was ef-
fected by John Wryelif about 1380.
This was the Lollards’ Bible, and a
large numbeér of manuscript copies
must have been written and circulated,
for 170 copies are still in existence.
There were also many transcripts of
certain books as well as of the whole
Bible. Wpyeclif could not go to the
original texts, so he translated from
the Vulgate, or accepted Latin version.
It was not a perfect performance, but
the reformer was prevented b$ death
from revising it, as he doubtless in-
tended to do.

The revision, therefore, was under-
taken by John Purvey and completed
in 1388. It is curious that the whole of
Wyelif’s Bible was not printed as
one book until 1339, when it was pub-
lished under the editorial care of the
Rev. Josiah IMorshall and Sir Frederic
Madden. '

Com-
nrmder William X, Beehler, U. 8. N,
the TUnited States naval attache at
Berlin bid the prince good-bye for
the United States embassy. Senator
Tichirsehky, Prussian minister to the
Hangeatie cities. bid farewell to the
prince for Emperor William, who al-
so sent his brother a telegram previous
10 the departure of the steamer.

Takes Interest in His Profession.

After gerting started Saturday the
prince and his suite walked upon the
upper deck with some of the other
passengers. Later Prince Henry pro-
ceeded to the DLridge, where he held a
long conversation with the captain of
the steamer, and showed the greatest
interest in all the details of the ship.
The prince with his suite appeared at
diuner, occupying a table in an alcove

of the general saloon. During the
meal the bhand played German and
American airs. The prince’'s table

naturally atfracted the undivided at-
tention of the other passengers. but
Prince Henry did not seem to mind
this. After diunner the prince spent
an hour in the smoking room.

Gets Up in the Morning,

He was up early yesterday morning.
walking the deck. In the course of
a conversation yesterday e again
expressed the pleasure he feels at
visiting the TUnited States. and added:
‘“SWhy, the last man I shook hands
with on German ground was an Amer-
ican, the Berlin representative of the
Associated Press.” At about 10:30 a.
m. Saturday the Isle of Wight and
the forts of Portsmouth wwere sighted.
With the band playing and flags flying
the steamer made her way up South-
ampton waters to the dock. Here the
members of the German embassy at
London were received. the vessel sail-
ing for Cherbourg, France., at 3 p. m.

Last of the O0l1d World,

Cherbourg, Feb. 17.—The KXron Pring
Wilhelm arrived in the roadstead at
S5:40 last evening after a pleasant
passage from Southampton. The
stecamer stayed here but a short time,
during -which the band played selec-
tions' from various airs. The Xron
Prinz Wilhelm resumed her journey
for New York at 9 p. m.

TUNDER “FIGHTING BOB'S” ESCORT

Admiral von Baudissin Sees the New Me-
teor—Kaiser’s Memorial Wreath.

New York, Feb. 17—Rear Admiral
Count von Baudissin, of the Hohenzol-
lern, inspected the German emperor’s
yacht Meteor, at Shooter's Island, Sat-
urday, and expressed the highest ad-
aviration for the vessel. . Before visit-
ing the yacht the admiral called upon
Rear Admiral Robley D. Evans, on
board the Dbattleship Illinois, after
which Admiral Evans escorted Von
Baudissin to the yards where the Me-
teor is being built. Yesterday thou-
sands crossed the North ‘river to Ho-
boken to take a look at the Imperial
yacht Hohenzollern. Other thousands
traveled from New Jersey towns with
the same object In view, but owing
to the ironeclad arrangements only a
small number managed to get on
board.

The regular Sunday services pre-
scribed by the Lutheran church tock
place on the Hohenzollern at 10 a. m.
‘They werae conducted by Admiral von
Baudissin and were attended by all
the members of the crew. At -the
close the commander of the imperial
yacht rmp,nul to carry out tne cabled
instruction from Emperor William to
place 4 wreath on ..e2 fomb of Miss
Beatrice Goelet, danghter of the late
Robert Goelet and of Mrs. Harviet
Warren Goelet, who died on Feb. 10
of poneumonia. The wreath, which
was made on a bed of smilax, was
somposed of white roses and lilies of
the valley, and on the inside wof the
circle was a row of white tulips. It
~vas quite large and was bound ~ith
oroad white silk ribbon, the streamers
of which were trimmed-with gold and
bore the monogram of the kaiser ana
the imperial crest.

The wreath was delivered at the
Hohenzollern at 11 a. m. and a few
minutes later Admiral yon Baudissin,
in full uriform, accompanied by his
aide, Capt. von der Osten, also in uni-
torm, left for the Goelet home omn
IFifth avenue. The wreath was left
4t the residence and later carried to
YWoodlawn cemetery and placed on
the tomb by two members of the Goe-
let family without any ceremony.

CONGRESS IN BRIEF

Synopils of the Proceedings in the Senate
and the House—Bills
and Resolu:ions.

‘Washington, I'eb. 14.—The senate
yesterday devoted nearly all day to the
consideration of the Philippine tariff
bLill, without action, Teller and Mitch-
ell talking on that subject. Practical-

1y nothng else was done, except to
kold an executive session.
The house passed bills to allow

claims of Confederate soldiers who
were “looted” by Union soldiers after
TLee’s surrender of thelr side arms and
horses. The joint resolution to pro-
vide- for popular election of senators
passed ithout a- dissenting vote,
Corliss spoke in advocacy of govern-
ment ownership of ocean cables.

Waghington, Feb. 15.—A little flur-
ry was created in the sonate yester-
day over the employment since the
beginning of the session of a score or
more of extra clerks and messengers
to comnrittees. The matiter was ve:
ferred for inquiry. The bill creating
a permanent census office was under
consideration and some progress was
made on it. A large number of pri-
vate pension bills were passed, and
eulogies delivered on the late Repre-
semtative Brosius, of Pennsylvania.

The house took up private pension
bills, but most of the session was con-
sumed in a phillippic by Wheeler of
Kentucky, against the adminstration—
especially John Hay—tor alleged flun-
keyism to England and Germany, in
the latter case over Prince Henry's
visit. There were spirited replies to
the nhilippie. Private pensions oce-
cupicd thirty-seven minutes and 125
were passed. Adjourned to Monday.

YWashington, Feb. 17.—During the
entire session Saturday the senate had
under consideration the bill establish-
ing a permanent census office. It was
not completed. The great contest of
the day was over the transfer to the
classified service of the employes of
the census office. It was decided that
they be retained in the permanent es-
tablishment without further examina-
tion.

Washington, Feb. 1S.—After an ex-
tended debate the senate yesterday
Iassed the bill establishing a perma-
nent census office. Calendar bills of
impontance passed were one extending
the charters of national banks, and
one authorizing the commisioner of in-
ternal revenue to return bank checks,
drafts, certificates of' deposit, and or-
ders for the payment of money, hav-
ing imprinted stamps thereon, to the
owners thereof. An executive session
was held at which the treaty annexing
the Danish West Indies was ratified.

‘The house transacted one large piece
of business yesterday—repealed the
war revenue taxes. It was done unan-
imously, the Democrats—when the
special order was passed that, while
givag two days for debate. permitted
no attempts to amend—preterring to
vote without debate, which was moved
bydtheir leader, Richardson, and car-
ried.

ANDREWS IN MORE TROUBLE

First Bonds of $15,000 Raised, but Law-
yer Told Banker Will Be Again
Arrested if Released.

Detroit, Feb. 18.—The attorney for
Bank Wrecker TFrank C.
Fred A. Baker, went into .police court
before Judge John B. Whelan and an-
nounced he had secured bondsmen for
$15,000, with two sureties, and asked
Prosecutor Hunt if he proposed to re-
arrest Andrews if released on bonds.
Prosecutor Hunt replied that Mr. Aun-
drews would immediately be rearresi-
ed on suspicion and asked the court
to fix the bail bonds at $25,000, in-
stead of $15.009.

“OQur experts at work on the books
today have found such a rotten condi-
tion of affairs that we have decided
that Vice President Andrews could he
afrested on half .a dozen more
charges,” he said. “It has bheen demon-
sttated to our satisfaction that he has
violated the state bauking law at least
a dozen times in his effort to loot the
bank of $1.500.000. I don’t think he
should he released on bonds below
§50,000.”.

Attorney Baker withdrew his prop-
osition to give Lionds, and the prisoner
was taken back to jail. .

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UNCLE 3AM’S GREAT SECRET.

Paper on Which Money Notes Are
Printed Jealously Guarded.

If there is any secret which Uncle
Sam jealously guards, it is the process
of manufacturing the fiber paper upon
which his money notes are printed.
He pays a Massachusetts firm 48 cents
a pound for it, and this firm does its
work under the surveilance of a gov-
ernment agent.

Th paper is manufactured of the fin-
est rags, cleaned, boiled and mashed
into pulp. As it is rolled into thin
sheets silk threads are introduced into
it by a secret process. These are the
distinguishing marks, making imita-
tion of the paper well-nigh impcssible.
The sheets of paper, already counted
twice and placed in uniform packages
at the paper mill, are stored in a
treasury vault and issued to the bureas
of engraving. and printing as wanted.

Before leaving the treasury they are
counted three times more, and the re-
ceiving official at the bureau must re-
ceipt for them. Then the bundles are
unwrapped and the sheets are counted
twenty-eight times by a corps of wom-
en. This is to insure that each printer
gets the recorded number—no more,
no less.

Each sheet is issued from the vault
for the purpose of prini =3 a definite
amount of money upon it. If the lost
sheet were intended to ultimately rep-
resent $4,000 worth of notes the group
of employes to whom the responsibili-
ty of his misplacement has been traced
must make good that amount if they
cannot locate it within a reasonable
time. The most expensive loss which

has thus occurred was of a blank sheet’
issued for the printing of $80 upon its.
