It is a massive gold" cross, 
the body of which is red enamel, with 
the Servian coat of arms in gold oil one' 
side and the date o f their accession to" 
the brotherhood, IS76, on the other. 
But the most delicate part of this com­
pliment resides in the fact, that the 
cross is mounted on our own red, white 
and blue ribbon, thus enabling Miss 
Barton to wear the colors of her own 
country even when donning the badge 
o f Servia. A  diploma creating her a 
member of the Servian society came 
with this cross.—Washington Post.

I am not what you would call a cute,
