Lansing is Interested 
Some o f the newspapers, in various 

parts o f the state have shown a 'dis­
position to make light of the interest 
the citizens o f Lansing are manifest­
ing in the proposed addition to the 
capitol building, intimating that it 
makes but little difference what form 
the addition takes so long as the 
much needed room is provided to re 
lieve the over-crowded departments. 
Pending before the. legislature is a 
bill to authorize the expenditure of 
$250,000 for an addition to the west 
side o f the capitol. Advocates of 
the measure seem to think the archi­
tectural beauty of the present stuct- 
ure will be marred thereby. The 
interest citizens o f Lansing have in 
the matter is in making sure it will 
not be. Lansing people are interestfd 
because they live where an architect­
ural botch would be an eyesore 365 
days in the year.
• From a purely utilitarian stand­
point the proposed addition will 
doubtless prove adequate. However, 
the state o f Michigan is rich enough 
so it can afford to consider the esthet­
ic as well. I f  $250,000 is not suffi­
cient to provide more room without 
marring the beauty of the capitol, 
more money sdould be provided, 
not because Lansing wants it, but 
as a matter o f state pride in having 
its seat o f government housed in an 
harmonious edifice instead of a mere 
pile o f stone.

There is a plan by which the need­
ed room can be provided, certainly 
for no greater sum than $25,000, and 
probably for less, that is, by con­
demning the property south of.the 
post-office and erecting thereon a 
modern office building. The site 
has the advantage of a location as 
central as the capitol, and should the 
time ever come when the state wished 
to expend an adequate amount in en­
larging the present building, instead 
o f hitching on an annex it could find 
a ready purchaser for an office build- 

; so located. To the citizens of 
Lansing the chief charm presented by 
this plan is that it would improve a 
corner that has been an eyesore for 
years and bids fair to continue so for 
years to come. Since the movement 
to provide more room at the capitol 
has taken form this plan has met with 
more favor in the eyes o f the citizens 
o f Lansing. Many o f the members 
o f the committee named by Mayor 
Hammell are advocates of it, and 
others infinitely prefer it to an annex 
to the capitol which would mar that 
building’s beauty. The attention of 
members of the legislature will be 
called to it.

Lansing does not wish to dictate 
nor even seem to dictate to the mem­
bers o f the legislature what form the
addition to the capitol srhall take nor 
what sum shall be expended therefor. 
It seems, however, to many o f its 
citizens that the city is justified in 
taking pride in its apjiearanc.e, and 
if  in any way the architectural beauty 
of the city’s chief attraction— the 
capitol—is marred, Lansing as a 
whole has suffered.—Lansing Repub­
lican.
