Y. Morrissey and S. W. Arnold and 
other union leaders, examining the pe­
tition on which the injunction was is­
sued, and preparing an answer that 
will he presented in. court to secure a 
dissolution of the restraining order.

Ram sey’s V iew  o f tire Situation.
President Ramsey said to the Asso­

ciated Press: “Everything has been
running smoothly and there are no in­
dications that our men have gone out 
or will do so soon. I have not seen 
any members of the grievance commit­
tee today and know nothing of what 
is transpiring at their headquarters.”  
Asked as to what effect a sympathetic 
strike on the part of the trackmen, 
about' 2,000 of whom Grand Mas­
ter Wilkins says are ready to support 
the trainmen and firemen if they go 
out, President Ramsey said: “It would 
have very little effect on the situation. 
In case of a strike we could get all 
the men we should need to take the 
places of strikers in all departments.”

WaLaali Issues a Statement.
A statement was issued yesterday 

from Wabash headquarters in reply to 
the 'statements of Morrissey, which 
were published yesterday. The Wa­
bash statement is signed by President 
Ramsey and addressed to the employes 
of the Wabash railway “and others 
interested.” It says the crisis on the 
Wabash is so grave that it might de­
velop a situation alongside of which 
the anthracite trouble would be small. 
He therefore desires the “ exact facts” 
kept before the public. For that rea­
son he says he makes reply to Mor­
rissey’s statement of yesterday.

M A K E S  A N  ISSUE OB’ V E R A C IT Y

Declares One Statement o f  the Strike 
JLcatler Devoid o f Truth.

Ramsey says in part: “The first
[of Morrissey’s statements] is per­
sonal to the president of the Wabash. 
Mr. Morrissey says: ‘For years he
[Mr. Ramsey] has boasted of his con­
tempt for labor organizations. He liked 
the distinction it brought him of be­
ing the one managing officer in this 
section who could get along without 
them. Every previous effort of the em­
ployes to' meet and deal with him have 
proved futile.’ This statement is ab­
solutely without truth. I'have never 
expressed ‘contempt for labor organ­
izations.’ (I may have for some hot­
headed leader who advocates the ‘rule 
or ruin’ policy.) On the contrary, I 
have frequently said to labor leaders, 
members, and others, that I had no 
objection to Ibem when properly and 
conservatively conducted, and when 
they did not absolutely ignore individ­
ual rights or obligations.

“There ai*e hundreds of organization 
men on the Wabash who know this; 
there are dozens who were re-em­
ployed bŷ  me after the strike of 1894 
(two years before I became connected 
with the Wabash), who offered to leave 
their association to get back, to whom 
I said: ‘That is not necessary. I
don’t care what organizations you be­
long to so you are reasonably loyal to 
the company and a good workman.’ 
I have not discharged or declined to 
employ any one on account of mem­
bership in an organization. The Wa­
bash employes are treated as men. 
with all their rights as individuals 
recognized, and as long as they recog­
nize the rights of the other fellow em­
ployes and give fair service to the com­
pany- they have the right to join any 
church or organization—political, la­
bor or other kind they wish.

“During my thirty-three years with 
this and other railroads, I have never 
failed to meet any committee of em­
ployes or any individual employe who 
wished, to see me, and I have met 
every committee now here several 
times and three of these meetings were 
with Messrs. Hannahan, Lee and Wil­
kins present. * * * Mr. Morrissey 
says: ‘Mr. Ramsey bluffed and cajoled 
the men.’ The Wabash men are men 
of some experience and know enough 
not to he ‘bluffed and cajoled’ by me, 
except in one way f^id that was by 
fair treatment and 'fair pay.”

SARAH EARL TWEED,

Ralph E. Woods of Gibson, Neb,, in a 
paper read- at the Nebraska Dairy­
men’s association upon “The Value of 
Alfalfa to the Daiiyman,” says:

“Quite naturally the dairymen want 
the best and cheapest feed for the 
cows, and the value of alfalfa to the 
dairyman cannot be too highly estimat­
ed. Alfalfa is and will be the greatest 
aid to the dairyman of any crop that 
can be grown. Alfalfa, whether green 
or dry, is one of the greatest known 
forage crops to produce a great flow 
of rich, high testing milk. H. D. Wat­
son has 2,500 acres of alfalfa near his 
dairy barn in Buffalo county. There 
are 29,680 -acres of alfalfa in Buffalo 
county today.

“As alfalfa roots go down to water 
or moisture the established crop is 
good .for at least ten years without re­
seeding. I wish to illustrate the alfalfa 
as a dairy crop. A good cow can be 
well pastured on a single acre of al­
falfa during the summer months, and, 
reserving the product for another acre, 
we cut from three to five tons of the 
very finest hay, which will keep a cow 
through the winter in the very best 
condition.

“ Sugar beets are also a great aid in 
the dairy business, and a field of sugar 
beets should be grown by every dairy­
man. Eighteen tons of beets and five 
tons of tops can be grown on a single 
acre in Buffalo county. Cows will leave 
almost all other feed to partake of 
sugar beet tops, which will increase 
the flow of milk very materially, and 
with alfalfa we have two of the great­
est aids in the feed line to the dairy­
man. Sugar beet pulp is valuable when 
it can be obtained. A ton of beets is 
worth about $3 on tbe ground, and I 
believe that every cow should he al­
lowed at least one ton of sugar beets 
during the winter months.”

Study Food Compositions.
The aim of the dairyman should be 

to get the different farm crops convert­
ed into butter in the most economical 
manner possible, for a dairy cow is 
simply a machine for converting these 
substances into milk. In order, then, 
to know how to feed a dairy cow eco­
nomically it is necessary to have a 
general idea of the composition of 
foods, says Dairy and Creamery, be­
cause cows require not only a sufficient 
quantity of food, but what is called a 
properly balanced ration as well—that 
is, one in which the albuminoids, or 
flesh formers, bear a proper proportion 
to the carbohydrates, or fat and heat 
producers. In the case of dairy cows 
these should be in tbe ratio of as one 
of the former is to about five of the 
latter. It has been demonstrated by 
repeated experiments that food con­
taining these constituents in this pro­
portion * produces better results than 
any other.

G r a in  F o r  a  D a ir y  C o w .
A correspondent asks Breeder’s Ga­

zette to “give a ration for a dairy cow, 
bran costing $19, shorts $24, per ton 
and corn 50 cents per bushel. We have 
plenty of shredded corn stover and 
timothy and clover hay mixed.”

Shorts are a good deal dearer than 
bran at- the prices named. Probably 
our correspondent means middlings 
which are much superior to real shorts. 
In any event, use corn and bran, as 
they are the cheaper feeds. Feed five 
pounds each of bran and corn to each 
.'Gow giving a full flow of milk and 
then give all of the com stover and 
hay the animals will eat fer roughage. 
The grain may be given in the dry 
form provided the animals are watered 
once or twice a day, having opportu 
uity to get all they care to drink.

Care o f  tlxe Calves,
When the season comes for turning 

the calves into the fields, see that they 
have plenty’ of food, water and shade, 
the last being scarcely less important 
than the other two, and try to have 
them making a little growth every 
lay; but, if intended for dairy animals 
or for breeding purposes, do not let 
them get too fat.

After they begin to cat bay or grass 
they will,not reject the milk if it is a 
little sour, lior is it as necessary to 
have it always warm, but it will lie 
better to add a little wheat bran to it. 
Do not try to make sour milk take the 
nlace w ate. so- ---- - —-
day they will relish fresh cold water 
as weir as old cows do and will drink 
it frediy.—American Cultivator.

Carrots and Tnrnips.
Carpots in reasonable amounts are 

excellent feed for milk cows and have 
no tendency whatever to dry them off. 
Frozen cabbage leaves are not fit food 
for cows or any -other animals, but 
they will have no tendency to produce 
blindness. A great many people feed 
turnips and think them excellent for 
cows. They have a tendency to taint 
the milk, especially if fed just before 
or at milking time. If fed immediate­
ly after milking, this tendency is re­
duced to its minimum. The fresh tops 
of turnips and beets make a very good 
relish for cows, but afford very little 
nutriment. They should be fed spar­
ingly and after cows have partially" 
appeased their appetite and not just 
before milking.

Cnt Your Cane Fodder.
It is wanton waste to throw fodder 

corn in the whole stalk before cows, 
especially if the canes are spread about 
the fields. The cattle will destroy with 
their hoofs at least half of the fodder 
so fed. It will always pay to cut the 
canes up and feed them from the 
manger.

Tim otliy Hay to Produce M ilk.
Timothy hay is given a somewhat 

higher feeding value than corn fodder, 
but practical farmers claim to find 
little difference in the results which,are, 
obtained from tbem,

X .—Trees For Ornamental Pur­
poses.

THUS far we have discussed 
trees chiefly in their broader 
economic aspects. We have 
thought of them as aggregated 

In. forests either indigenous or artificial 
and as affecting the larger problems of 
human living and human happiness. 
Let us now consider the more simple 
relations which trees in  smaller num­
bers bear to our enjoyment or comfort. 
Although as a people we destroy for­
ests in a fashion for which history of­
fers no precedent, we are nevertheless 
almost without exception tree planters. 
In our northern states at least a tree­
less yard or homestead is an exception 
so unusual as to be a matter of gen­
eral comment. So strong is the tend­
ency to plant trees about the house 
that the traveler may often find abun­
dant attempts In this direction far out 
on the plains, where on account of con­
tinued dryness a tree cannot possibly 
grow. The pioneer in such a region will 
sometimes haul water for miles to pour 
around some transplanted cottonwood, 
watch it grow green for a season, only 
at length to see it perish in a day when 
the hot wind sweeps up across the des­
ert. Our zeal is not according to knowl­
edge, or, to put it the other way, our 
knowledge by no means equals our 
zeal.

To be reasonably successful tree 
planters there are several matters to 
which we must give heed. We must 
consider first of all the locality and its 
climatic conditions; second, the habit 
and history of the various species of 
trees from which selection must In any 
ease be made, and, third, we must at­
tend to the special purpose we have in 
view in making the particular planta­
tions. This is all apart from the mere 
matter o f setting the tree in the ground, 
pruning it, mulching it, etc., concern­
ing which we may have something to 
say in the next chapter. Let us now 
study In the order named these several 
prerequisites to success. In the first 
place, it is evident that in tree planting 
much depends on having due regard to 
climatic and other local conditions. We 
must select species adapted to these 
conditions or our labor is in .vain. In 
making such selection the flora of the 
locality or of the region round about is 
the absolute criterion. People in Iowa, 
for instance, need not put themselves 
to the trouble, as they have often done, 
to plant tulip trees in long rows about 
their holdings. Tulip trees were never 
an element o f the Iowa forest or of 
any part of it. Neither do people o f 
Ohio, though favored with the tulip 
trees, wisely attempt the several mag­
nolias or the bald cypress, though these 
may find place in Kentucky or farther 
south. We must have respect to the 
natural distribution of these things or 
suffer the consequences. Beneficent 
nature has worked all this out for us, 
and, while for variety’s sake we may 
introduce some novelties in her origi­
nal scheme, we shall find ourselves ev­
erywhere, in the main, largely restrict­
ed to the results in her husbandry. As 
we go west in this latitude the number 
o f arboreous species rapidly diminishes, 
as we have already stated, although by 
no means so rapidly as some have sup­
posed. There are,, for example, at least 
twenty-five species ofi.trees and shrubs 
in the valley of the Missouri river 
where'it begins to form the boundary 
o f  the state of Iowa. Farther west the 
number is o f course smaller. The high­
er grounds are too dry to support trees 
at all. The few forms listed are lim­
ited to the water courses, diminished, 
dwarfed In size, until at last we begin 
to find the coniferous outliers of the 
Rocky mountain forests.

Over all this region, then, in general, 
trees native to the region may be suc­
cessfully planted. But the second con­
sideration mentioned, above all, now 
calls for remark. We must not only 
have regard to original distribution, but 
We must also study the habit, the hab­
itat, o f our different sorts of trees. This 
means simply a more exact examina­
tion of the particular case. Our native 
trees affect different situations, differ­
ent soils, habitats we say, and, while 
many of them will grow almost any­
where if  sufficient moisture is at hand, 
yet after all each does best in natural 
soil and surroundings. Thus willows 
grow by the water courses only. One 
common species is found generally on 
the driest hillsides. The black walnut 
rises to snlpndid serf action in rich, al-

flourish on a soil of sand and gravel; 
the white oak affects the loess capped 
ridge; the basswood and the hard ma­
ple, in the west at least, love the cool 
limestone ridge, the rocky bank; knee 
deep in the swamp stands the tamarack 
of the north, the cypress of the south; 
the bur oak lives in the sand, on sunny 
slopes, on dry, thin soils on the prairie, 
braving the prairie fires, even invading 
the desert in stunted, dwarfish growth 
to form the farthest western skirmish 
line of the Atlantic forest. These are 
only illustrations of how trees love 
special habitats. Nevertheless within 
their natural limits almost all trees 
flourish well in good, rich soil—not all. 
The expert forester knows his tree and
knows exactly where it may be placed 
to best advantage. In general, as rain­
fall is less we need better soil and bet­
ter cultivation.

In the third place, in selecting trees 
to plant the planter must have respect 
to his own ultimate purpose. I f a prai­
rie farmer desires to secure quick re­
sults, early protection, he will plant 
cottonwoods, white maples, %ox elders, 
almost surely these because of their 
hardiness, ease of cultivation and ra­
pidity of growth. Among them he will 
plant the larch, the Austrian pine, va­
rious evergreens, and if sufficiently far­
sighted he will Intersperse seeds or 
seedlings of better varieties for the es­
tablishment of a permanent wood lot. 
I f  our tree planter is an eastern land­
holder desiring to restore a forest cover 
to the denuded farm, he will consult 
the species formerly occupants of the 
soil and be guided by the ordinary rules 
of reforestation, too extended to be here 
discussed.

But probably the greater number of 
those who read these columns are in­
terested in tree planting chiefly as the 
art contributes to the adornment of 
street and park and lawn, to the dec­
oration of the homestead, and precisely 
along these lines there seems to be ev­
erywhere room for improvement. In 
how many towns, not to say cities, in 
the United States have the trees been 
properly selected and regularly plant­
ed? In how many towns is the matter 
considered and systematically control­
led? We have planted trees, but is it- 
not true that each individual has obey­
ed his own individual impulse and as a 
result we have individualism run wild? 
In order to build a home for himself 
a man has been known to grub out or 
destroy a fine colony of young oaks or 
hickories, grade the surface from his 
lot and then in front of his premises 
plant a row of white maples or equally 
unsuitable species, having no regard to 
similar plantings on the part o f his 
neighbors, but consulting some fancied 
convenience of fils own, and that alone. 
Of course, the remedy for this is mu­
nicipal control. The man who succeeds 
at last in surrounding his home with 
vistas of beauty effects it by carefully 
studying the situation as a whole, tak­
ing advantage of all that nature con­
tributes, allowing art to supplement 
nature only where modification or addi­
tion Is positively necessary. In the same 
way, if  the city is to be properly plant­
ed and adorned, the entire property of 
the public must be treated as a unit, 
managed and planted as a single hold­
ing. A plan rapidly growing in popu­
larity is to put all the tree planting of 
the town under control of a competent 
commission. When this is wisely done, 
we get system and may reasonably 
expect the very highest results.

In the city of Minneapolis every 
tree is under control of a committee 
having almost absolute power. The city 
plants and cares for all the frees with­
in the municipality. A similar rule 
holds in Boston, Passaic, N. J., and sev­
eral other American cities, to say noth­
ing of the capitals of the old world.

It is said that such a commission is 
impracticable in onr thousand smaller 
towns and villages. The reply is obvi­
ous that in such situation the problem 
is of proportionate simplicity, and it 
can be brought about by the people 
themselves if only they can be organ­
ized and in serious earnest. A village 
improvement society or simply a vil­
lage committee is all v e  need. For in­
stance, there is no better street tree 
in all the world than our American 
elm, fortunately the most common tree 
throughout the northern states, most 
easily transplanted, most certain to af­
ford a symmetrical growth if simply 
let alone. Now, it ought to be possible 
even in the small village to plant the 
principal street with elms, a row on 
each side, all appropriately spaced and 
all in one straight line. We admit that 
if we were to judge by what Is shown 
today such a thing would seem an im­
possibility, but it is possible all the 
same. In any village let such trees be 
today so planted, and in thirty years 
they will be the pride of the town, in 
a century its glory. The famous elms 
of Yale are the American elms, so near­
ly universal as to be practically free to 
the poorest corner from Connecticut to 
the Dakotas. In ail our towns the 
white or soft maple has been too often 
made to do duty in lieu of the elm. It 
grows perhaps more rapidly, but never­
theless to less advantage. Soft maples 
have their use, but not along the streets, 
the peculiar branching giving the tree 
as it grows older a top more and more' 
open. The principal branches lengthen 
rather stiffly and become presently easy

victims of me storm. The hard maple 
is also objectionable along the streets, 
not that it is not an exceedingly beau­
tiful tree, equally attractive by the 
dense shade of Its summer green and 
by the richness of its autumn glory, 
but it lacks endurance in isolated situ­
ations.

But it is said that the elms are 
monotonous; we must have variety. 
Let it be so. Ample variety is easily 
within our reach. There are many 
other natives of onr forests waiting 
our disposal. The linden is a beautiful 
tree and will make, where properly 
eared for, a most handsome row, its 
foliage rich and umbrageous, Its flow­
ers odorous and honey laden, a gift to 
the bees. The honey locust is by no’ 
means to be despised. The thornless 
variety is a lovely tree, perfectly 
healthy and hardy, the wood heavy 
and strong, the foliage feathery and 
graceful, the rather abundant fruit 
the only objection. The sycamore in 
some places makes beautiful rows, but 
seems not to thrive very well far from 
its favorite alluvial habitat. The horse 
chestnut is an exceedingly ornamental 
tree, generally hardy, unrivaled in its 
pyramids of tinted bloom. Nor should 
the catalpa, our native species, be for­
gotten. The hackberiy makes a round­
ed head of soft, pale leaves, a clean, 
straight, elegant stem, and may well 
on cross streets supplant its more vig­
orous cousin, the elm.

Thus the unbelievers, though profess­

edly priests of God, Used that beauti­
ful name -as if it was a charm or car­
ried with it some magic spell that any 
one could use, like people who now 
say concerning Jesus,' I’ll try Him and 
see If He will do anything for me. He 
is to be known and trusted, whole 
licartedly received and relied upon, for 
He is worthy and true and faithful, 
the living God. He is not to be treated 
as people treat a patent medicine—try 
it and see if it will do you good; but 
because He is indeed the only Saviour 
of sinners and the Judge of all man­
kind He is to be honestly received as 
siich.

15, 16. A n d  the evil spirit answ ered and 
said, Jesus I  know , and Pau l I  know , but 
w ho are y e ?

These Jews had called the name of 
the Lord Jesus over a man possessed 
with an evil spirit, resisting and op­
posing Paul somewhat as the magi­
cians in Egypt withstood Moses, but 
God permitted the evil spirit to rebuke 
them and by the man possessed by the 
spirit to overcome them and cause them 
to flee from the house naked and 
Wounded. It could hardly be possible 
that they would ever again attempt to 
play tricks with that holy name. 
What shall be said of those who now 
use that sacred name in every thought­
less and . evil Avay? And because no 
judgment falls upon them they wax 
worse and worse (Eccl. vlii, XI).

17. And this w as know n to all the Jew s 
and Greeks also dw elling at Ephesus, and 
fear fe ll on them  all, and the nam e o f  the 
L ord  Jesus w as magnified.

In verses S to 10 we read that Paul 
continued at Ephesus over two years, 
not without much opposition, but also 
with marked results to the glory of 
God. In verses 11 and 12 we read of 
special miracles to confirm and em-- 
phasize the gospel message, and now' 
through the devil’s own children the 
name of Jesus is magnified. In his let­
ter to the Philippians Paul said: “Some 
indeed preach Christ even of envy and 
strife and some also of good will. The 
one preach Christ of contention, not 
sincerely, supposing to add affliction to 
my bonds, but the other of love, know­
ing that I am set for the defense of 
the gospel.”  Yet Paul said that as long 
as Christ was preached, whether in 
pretense or in truth, he would rejoice 
(Phil, i, 15-1S). The “all things” of 
Rom. .viii, 2S, must include the opposi­
tion of the devil as well as the mani­
fest blessing of God, and -whatever He 
permits the adversary to do must in 
some way be overruled for His glory, 
the highest good of His people and the 
hastening of His kingdom.

18. A n d  m any that believed cam e and 
confessed and shew ed their deeds.

While salvation is wholly of grace 
through faith, where faith is real there 
will be good works manifest as an evi­
dence before men of the faith that is 
really in the heart before God (Eph. ii, 
S-10; Tit. ill, 5, S). The faith that is 
not manifest in works cannot be a liv­
ing faith. Not any amount of works 
on our part, however good or great, 
can save us, but being saved by His 
work alone (Horn, iv, 5), He having- 
been received by us, having come to 
live in us, must work out the salvation 
which He has wrought in us (Phil, ii, 
13; Heb. xiii, 20, 21). Hearers who are 
not doers are only self deceivers (Matt, 
vii, 2G, 27; Jas. i, 22).

19. M any o f  them  also w hich  used curi­
ous arts brought their books together and 
burned^ them  before all m en, and they 
counted the price o f  them  and fou n d  it 
50,000 pieces o f  silver.

What an illustration of “unto you, 
therefore, which believe He is precious!”

Their 
affections were now on things above, 
not on things on the earth (Col. iii, 2). 
Like Paul, they could testify “what 
things were gain to us those we count­
ed loss for Christ” (Phil, ii, 7). This 
bonfire cost perhaps $10,000 and was 
a glorious triumph for Christ over the 
adversary. It was like the victory on 
Mount Carmel over the priests of Baal. 
The day will come when all that is 
against Christ shall perish and the 
people who resist Him and their lead­
ers shall be given to the lake of fire 
(Rev. xix. 20: xx, 15).

20. So m ightily  grew  the w ord  o f  God 
and prevailed.

In chapter xii, 24. it is written “the 
word of God grew and multiplied.” 
The work of God is done by the Spir­
it of God using the word of God. As we 
have seen in former studies, the preach­
ers used The 'Scriptures, and all the 
Scriptures, and preached from them the 
things concerning the Lord Jesus and 
the kingdom of God.

Mbs Henry  Markoff

Was born in what is now' the city 
of Kalamazoo, July 7, 1834.

BOY W HO HAS GREAT NERVE

Seems to Get His Inspiration to Stand Pain 
from the Bible—His Terrible 

Wounds.

Mendon, Mich., March 5.—Walter 
Shook, 17 years old, injured by the 
breaking of a buzz saw, and who is 
suffering from a gash three-eighths of 
an inch wide, more than six inches 
long and extending from one to one 
and a half inches into his brain, in­
sists on holding the stub of his right 
arm, which was cut off by pieces of 
the saw, and watching the dressing 
o f the wound.

He rarely speaks, but after a dress­
ing of his wound he called for his 
Bible, read a chapter, and then turned 
over and peacefully slept for two hours. 
On awakening he complained that his 
diet was too limited. There are good 
chances for his recovery.

Confesses That He Is a Murderer.
Detroit, March 5.—Edward Knap- 

man, the Chicago boy, has made a 
statement to the police that he shot 
Agnes Mooney two weeks ago, while 
he was under the influence of liquor, 
and then tried to kill himself. Knap- 
man shot himself through the breast, 
but the wound is healing rapidly, and 
a charge of murder will be lodged 
against him if he recovers. Knapman 
at first blamed the girl for the shoot­
ing.

DEMOCRATS SORE AT HENDERSON

Refuse to Offer the Usual Resolution 
and W ant a Record Vote.

Not E n ou g h , H ow ever, to  D em an d  It— 

M ason E m u lates C arter in  the 
Senate—A ll th e  S upply

Bills Pass. ,

Washington, March 5.—The Fifty- 
seventh congress expired at noon yes­
terday by limitation, with all the sup­
ply bills passed. In many respects 
the closing scenes were similar to 
those at the end of every congress. 
But there has not been in“many years 
such a demonstration in the house as 
occurred yesterday owing to the fact 
that Speaker Henderson was retiring 
not only as presiding officer, but from 
the house as a member. The bitter 
partisan feeling that has sprung up in 
thehouseduring the past week reached 
a pitch which prevented the speaker 
from receiving the unanimous approval 
o f the house in the usual resolution - 
of thanks and courtesy. More than 
this, the resolution had to come from 
the Republican side, and while this has 
occurred before it is not the usual cus­
tom.

Could Not Get a Record Vote. '
It fell to Payne, the Republican floor 

leader, to offer the resolution, and he 
said he did it with pride, noting at the 
same time that it was not by any 
means unprecedented, citing the cases 
of Clay, Polk, Banks, and Reed-. When 
the previous question was demanded 
Cochrane of Missouri demanded the 
ayes and nays, but the demand was

not seconded by the necessary number, 
there not being more than a score of 
Democrats seconding and ii? requiring 
forty-two. When a record vote was 
demanded on the adoption of the reso­
lution only seventeen Democrats joined 
Cochrane in the demand, and the res­
olution was adopted amid loud ap­
plause.

Mason the Feature in the Senate.
The usual resolution of thanks to 

President Pro Tern. Frye was unani­
mously adopted in the senate. Two 
years ago when the Fifty-sixth con­
gress expired it was remarkable for 
the fact that Senator Carter, of Mon­
tana, talked the river and harbor bill 
to death, which occupied the time of 
the senate up to within a few min­
utes of the end. Yesterday Senator 
Mason, whose term expired at noon, 
also talked an unimportant bill to 
death, but in his valedictory he lec­
tured the senate for its unlimited de­
bate which allows bills to he killed 
in that manner, and he also made a 
final plea for the freedom of the Fili­
pinos.
CHEERS FOR THE COMING SPEAKER

Henderson’s Farewell Speech.—President’s 
Fetter to the Iowa Statesmen.

When in the house everything was 
ready for adjournment Speaker Hen­
derson left the chair and called on 
Cannon of Illinois to preside. When 
the glim old Prairie State representa­
tive was seen on the speaker’s plat­
form there was enthusiastic applause 
■for the man who seems destined 
to handle the gavel in the Fifty-eighth 
congress. After the preliminaries had 
been attended to and the last words 
only were needed to bring to a close 
the Fifty-seventh congress Henderson 
resumed his seat and after the ap­
plause had subsided rose and made 
his final speech to congress. It was 
friendly and patriotic, and closed as 
follows:

“I am not going to give counsel to 
this body further than to say that 
there is nothing more precious than 
this government for us to fight for. 
Preserve that if you love your life. 
It is more valuable than anything that 
can be named. Go on with the rough 
and tumble battles of legislation, but 
keep your eye on that flag which God 
asks us to die for. ] Applause. [

'W hen I took this chair I asked 
the support of this house to aid me in 
performing the duties of this high of­
fice which you conferred upon me. 
That gavel in my hand has never been 
defied by either side of this chamber. 
It is a pleasure to say that It al­
ways has secured obedience, recog­
nition, when order ivajs demanded.

Knowing how excited we are at times 
that is’ a pleasant recollection to me.

“ Now, gentlemen, if  I know my feel­
ings toward this body of men I know 
that I shall carry with me through 
life the image of this hour with its 
general approval and treatment of me 
this morning. I shall carry every one 
of your faces in my memory, and I 
shall never cease to feel an interest 
in this great body which stands so 
near to the happiness of my country­
men. And now I bid you bood-bye.” 
[Prolonged applause, every member 
rising in his place.]

After his speech, speaker no longer, 
Henderson descended from the ros­
trum and, standing at the door as the

members filed by, each received from 
him some pleasant word and a cordial 
shake of the hand. A dozen Republic­
an members gathered on the marble 
steps behind him and started the song, 
“ For He’s a Jolly Good Fellow,” and 
later, “ God Be With You ’Till We 
Meet Again.” Before all the members 
had passed the visitors from the gal­
leries began surging onto the floor, 
also eager to grasp his hand. For over 
half an hour the reception was con­
tinued, and finally broke up with the 
singing of the Doxology. Many ladies 
thrust their bouquets of flowers into 
his hands.

In the senate President Frye’s re­
sponse to the complimentary resolu­
tion was:

“Senators:—I appreciate highly this 
expression .of your confidence. I can 
only hope that as your presiding offi­
cer I may have merited it. May God’s 
benediction be with you all. Your pre­
siding officer now declares the senate 
adjourned sine die.”

President Roosevelt yesterday after­
noon sent a letter to Henderson, which 
says:

“My Dear Mr. Speaker:—As I did 
not see you today at the Capitol I 
wish to write you a line to congratu­
late you on the work accomplished 
by the congress which has just closed. 
There were certain measures of im­
portance the failure to act upon which 
I greatly regretted, but it is neverthe­
less true that taken as a whole no *
other congress of recent years has to 
its credit a record of more substantial 
achievement for the public good than 
this, over the lower branch of which 
you presided. I congratulate you and 
it; and I wish you well wherever your 
future may lead you.”

W HAT THE CONGRESS HAS DONE

House Calendar Clearer Than Ever Before 
—Important Enactments.

Washington, March 5.—The num­
ber of bills introduced during the Fif­
ty-seventh congress aggregated 17,500, 
of which 3,918 were reported and more 
than 2,000 passed. The house calendar 
was clearer at the close of the con­
gress than it ever had been before, 
only seventy-eight bills remaining un­
disposed of.

Important enactments were quite 
numerous In tne recent session, which 
established a department of commerce 
and labor with a “ corporation pub­
licity” bureau, authorized the construc­
tion of the .Panama canal, passed the 
Elkins anti-rebate act, provided for ex­
pediting suits under the anti-trust law, 
sanctioned a general staff corps for 
the army, passed the militia reorgan­
ization bill, enacted a law to protect 
the president from assassination, sus­
pended the tariff on coal, amended the 
bankruptcy act, established a currency 
system for the Philippines, provided 
for the redemption of Hawaiian silver 
money, repealed the war taxes, pro­
vided a civil government for our east­
ern possessions and established con­
sular and diplomatic relations with 
Cuba.

These important measures failed of 
passing: The ship subsidy measure,
the statehood bill, the Aldrich finan­
cial measure and the Philippines tar­
iff bill.

Mason Gets a Present.
Washington, March 5.—Just after 

congress had adjourned yesterday the 
members of Senator Mason’s commit­
tee—that on postoffices—met him in 
his committee room and presented him 
a handsome silver tea service. Mrs. 
Mason was present at the presenta­
tion.

Burdick Murder Mystery.
Buffalo, N. Y., March 5.—Assistant 

Superintendent of Police Cusack posi­
tively denies that, so, far as he was 
concerned, evidence and circumstances 
strongly point to some one person be­
yond all others as the one who murder­
ed E. T. Burdick. “If I were even .mor­
ally certain who committed the crime 
there would have been an arrest be­
fore this,” said Cusack.

Railways in a Quandary.
Chicago, March 5.—Western railway 

managements are in a quandary re­
garding what action to take with ref­
erence to annual passes which were 
Issued and shut to shippers before the 
passage of the Elkins law, which pro­
hibits suehfpasses,
