XOXN-DELIVERY OF MESSAGE

Resnlted in the Loss of an Important
Law Case.

Sweet & Ketcham, locat attorneys, re-
covered a judgment of $167,00 and costs in
Judge Edward’s court, against the West-
ern Uuion Telegraph Company, in pay-
ment of damages for the non-deliveryof a
message and consequent loss and injury.
The case was tried on Wednesday, April
1st, in the Iocal court, Att’y. Victor M.
Gore appearing for themselves.

The plaintives were retained in the case
in the Probate court of Berrien county in-
volving the settlement of the Burton Jar.
vis estate. On the morning of September
24th, Mr. Ketcham went o Buchanan to
argue the case before the commissioners
there, but on learning from Buchanan at-
t{orneys who were retained by other c¢laim-
ants in the case that the trial would be ad-
journed and no hearing had on that day,
he left on the 1 o’cloek train for Benton
Harbor where he had business, making ar-
rangements for informing the home office
what the adjourned day was when it wa8
decided upon.

It appears that the case was adjourned
until September 25th, the day following,
instead of some weeks distant, and Mr.
Sweet, who was at the Dowagiac office,
was informed of this at 11 o’clockin the
morning of the 24th. He immediately tel-
egraphed his partner at Benton Harbor, in
care of Mr. John A, Doelle, principal of
the high school, whose guest he was, to be
on hand in Buchanan on September 25th.
The telegram reached Benton Harbor at
12:58. After transacting his business, Mr-
Ketcham went to Mr. Doelle’s home and
was with the principal at his home and at
the high school until 1:30. It appears
from the evidence that at 10 minutes to 2
the messenger came to the high school
with the telegeam and was directed by Mr,
Doelle to harry down to the Pere Mar-
quetie station and informed him that Mr.
Ketchum was going north on that road on
the mnext train, which left at 2:45. Mr.
Ketchum. in company with another attor.
ney, reached the station at two o’clock and
was there until the train left at shortly af-
ter a quarter to three.

No telegram had been delivered, and it
'was not learned that there had been a fail-
ure to deliver until early the next day,
when Messrs Sweet and Ketcham met in
the Morton house at Grand Rapids. Asa
consequence of the negligence and failure
of the telegraph company the plaintiff’s
case was lost and the damage resulted.
The action was brought under the statute
covering the liability of telegraph compa-
nies for loss caused by their negligence.

The case will be appealed to the Circuit
court.

20. But now is Christ risen from the
dead and become the first fruits of them
that slept.
~We bhave today a great and glorious
chapter truly, beginning with the gos-
pel by which we are saved and ending
with the complete subjugation of all
things unto Him who died for our sins
and was buried and rose again the third
day, according to the Scriptures (verses
8, 4). The writer of this epistle, with
whom we have recently been journey-
ing so much, seemed to know nothing
but Christ crucified, Christ risen and
ascended and Christ returning to reign.
It would be well if there were many
like him. 1In this chapter he gives
special prominence to the resurrecféion,
proving that the life and death of
Christ would have availed us nothing
if He had not risen; that apart from
this great fact there is no gospel to’
preach, no ground for faith, no salva-
tion; but, Christ being risen, all is well
with those who trust in ilim, and as
He is in His risen body so shall we be
(Phil. iii, 21; I John iii, 2).

21. For as in Adam all die, even so in
Christ shall all be made alive.

By one man sin entered into the
world, and death by sin, and so death
passed upon all men, for that all have
sinned. Ifor as by one man’s disobe-
dience many were made sinners, so by
the obediernce of One shall many be
made righteous (Rom. v, 12, 19). All
are in Adam without.exception, and
therefore all are sinners and dead in
trespassés. and sins (Eph. i, 1). All
who, being convinced of sin, have ac-
cepted Christ are in Christ, and He is
wisdom, righteousness, sanctification,
redemption and life eternal to all who
truly receive Him (I Cor. i, 80; I John
v, 12). :

50. Now, this I say, brethren, that flesh
and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of

God; neither doth corruption inherit in-
corruption.

The kingdom of God will be that con-
dition of affairs on earth when,the will
of God shall be done on earth as it is
done in heaven (Matt. vi, 10), or, as in
verse 28 of our chapter, when the Son,
having (during the thousand years,
Rev. xx) subdued all things unto Him-
self and cast Satan and all his follow-
ers into the lake of fire, God shall be
all in all. In order to enjoy that king-
dom and its glory, these present mor-
tal bodies of flesh and blood must be
changed and be made like His resur-
rection body of flesh and bones (Luke
xxiv, 39). They will be as real and
tangible as His resurrection body, but
1no longer subject to the powers and cir-
cumstances which control our mortal
bodies (Luke xxiv, 31; John xx, 19).

51, 52. Behold, I shew you a mystery.

‘We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be
changed in a moment. * * *

In I Thess. iv, 16-18, this is more fully
set forth and so simply and clearly
that only those who do not wish to
Our Lord Himself
referred to it in these words: “He that
believeth in Me, though he die, yet.
shall he live, and whosoever liveth and
believeth in Me shall never die” (John

xi, 25, 26). The natural man can never |

see nor inherit the kingdom of God un-
less he is born from above, born the sec-
ond time, and all who, being born again,
belong to the kingdom must in one of
two ways obtain a body fit for the king-
dom—the body must die and rise from
the dead at His coming or be in a mo-
ment changed without dying, as were
the bodies of Enoch and Elijah.

53, 54. Then shall be brought to pass the
8aying that is written, Death is swallowed
up in victory.

Corruptible and mortal are terms re-
ferring to our present bodies; incor-
ruptible and immortal describe the
bodies that shall be ours at His com-
ing, when we shall be like Him. This
quotation from Isa. xxv, 8, 9, reminds
us that when the kingdom comes and
the glorified church is with Christ
reigning over it (Rev. v, 9, 10), Israel
shall have her place, with her rebuke
taken away from off all the earth, for
ghe shall see Him coming in His glory.

65-57. O death, where is thy sting? O {

grave, where is thy victory? The sting of
death is sin, and the strength of sin is the
law. But thanks be to God, which giveth
us the victory through our Lord Jesus,
Christ.

In Hos. xiii, 14, from which part of
this is quoted, the words are: ‘O death,
I will be thy plagues; O grave, I will
be thy destruction. Repentance shall
be hid from mine eyes.” Thinking of
these words, I often say that I am glad
that God hates.death and the grave
and will destroy both and will never
alter His purpose about it. While in
the case of the believer the curse of
death is changed to a Dblessing and
brings only gain and the very far bet-
ter (Phil. i, 21, 23),.yet the fact stands
that death is an enemy, and to talk of
death as the Lord’s coming is to con-
found one of the worst of enemies with
the best Friend.

B8. Therefore, my beloved brethren, be
yve steadfast, unmovable, always abound-
ing in the work of the Lord, for.as much
as ye know that your labor is not In vain
in the Lord.

The glories of the resurrection, the
kingdom, the new earth, concerning
which Paul said Rom. vili, 17, 18; II
Cor. iv, 17, 18, and many such words
may well encourage us to be steadfast
in the faith, unmoved by any false doc-
trine and gladly walking in the good
works which He has prepared for us.
He only wants us so to present.to Him
our bodies, which is truly a reasonable
thing, since He has bought us with a
great price, that He may unhindered
work in us all His good pleasure, caus-

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DEATH RIDESTHEGALE

Alabama Makes Mourning
in Many Homes.

TW0 COUNTIES FEEL ITS WRATH

In Askansas, and a Settlement Is
Wrecked in Alabama.

Nineteen Persons Dead So ¥ar as
Known and Scores of Wounded
" Reported, Some of Whom
Will Die.

Little Rock, Ark., April 9.—A cy-
clone three miles wide passed through
Cleburne and YWhite counties, north of
here, razing to the ground everything
in its path. "The scene is remote from
telegraph, and details are hard to ob-
tain. At Little Red, eighteen miles
from Judsonia, seven or eight persons
in one house were instantly Kkilled,
the survivor being an infant. Near
Pangburn an old man named Williams
was blown off a mountainside and
killed. Many are reported injured and
it is feared that the loss of life will
be large. Houses were picked up and
carried several hundred feef. TWo were
killed at Heber, Cleburne county.

Names of Nine of the Dead.

A special correspondent of The Ga-
zette wires from Searcy, Ark., that he
had gone over a portion of the track of
the storm, and that trees were twisted
from their trunks and houses demol-
ished. The towns of Little Red, Al-
hion, Bradford, Heber and Pangburn
have been heard from thus far. The
dead are: .im Leggett, Joe Leggett,
Tom King and wife, three King chil-
dren, and a young lady school teacher,
who was boarding at Kings, all of Lit-
tle Red; A. O, Williams, near Heber.

ALABAMA TOWN VISITED

Ten Are Killed, Several Fatally Hurt and
Much Property Destroyed,

Hanceville, Ala., April 9.—A. tornado
passed over Hopewell settlement, one
and a half miles north of here, and
as a result ten persons are dead,
four are fatally injured and a dozen
are more or less seriously hurt, while
the destruction to the property is
heavy. The dead are:
Mason Griffin, James Griffin, Henry
‘McCoy, Fred McCoy, Miss Virdie Mec-
Coy, C. C. Qden (prominent planter),
Miss Norma Oden, Hester Oden and
Mrs. Thelma Oden. .

The storm c¢ame from the southeast,
and ifs roar was so terrific that it
woke many people, some of whom fled
from their houses in- time to escape
death in the ruins of their homes.
‘Buildings were tossed about like paper
boxes, and several structures were
blown a hundred yards or more. The
‘body of McCoy, who was a prominent
farmer, wa: blown 200 yards and land-
ed in a sand pit. The house of Mrs.
John Norton was blown down, but the
family escaped by crawling under the
bed, while the timber and brick fell
on top, the bed breaking the force of
ithe fall. The houses of the Oden and
Grifin families were smashed to
splinters, and it seems marvelous that
any of their occupants escaped death.

Trees were uprooted in all directions,
and many were blown across the
Y.ouisville and Nashville railroad
track, delaying trains for a time. The
roar of the storm was heard at Hance-
ville, where it awoke many people, but
no damage was done here. As soon
as the destruction wrought became
known here, rescuers hurried to the
scene to give attention to the dead and
wounded.
