The chief significance of the conven­
tion was its indorsement o f Roosevelt 
for 1904 and its re-indorsement of 
Mark Hanna for senator.

Pointa of the Platform^
Following are the important points 

o f tile platfo m adopted: The resolu­
tion first- commend President Roose­
velt’S ability and adherence to Mc­
Kinley principles, and favor his nom­
ination, and the re-election of Hanna 
as senator, and praise Governor Gen­
eral Taft, of the Philippines; favor 
three o f the proposed (state) constitu­
tional amendments, maintenance of 
canals, better roadways, improvement 
of the Ohio river and tax reform. No 
change is wanted in the tariff or Other 
national declarations. Certain planks 
insist on the enforcement o f  the 
amendments for negro suffrage or the 
reduction o f the representation o f  
southern states in congress and the 
electoral college. The resolutions also 
favor legislation to stimulate local 
bank circulation.*

Harmony Was the Great Desideratum.
Another feature o f the convention 

was the w a:m  eulogy o f Senator Han­
na uttered by Foraker in his speech 
as permanent chairman of the conven­
tion. Senator Hanna said in his speech 
as temporary chairman: “ Hands off.” 
W hile Foraker was presiding as perma­
nent president the delegates added to 
the “h’s”  the cry o f “ Hanna, Herrick, 
Harding and harmony,”  It seemed to 
be the policy to have ‘ ‘harmony”  on 
the ticket ns well as in the declara­
tion o f  principles. W hile all conceded 
that it was “-Hanna’s year”  yet he 
would not use his influence except for 
the head o f the ticket in naming M y­
ron T. Herrick for governor.

No-Fixing- of the Slate.
There never was more talk about fix­

ing a slate in advance o f the conven­
tion thaft this year, but the balloting 
indicated that such w as not the case. 
At any rate Hanna and Herrick did 
not exercise theif personal influence 
in giving the word, and left the hall 
before the nominations for the lower 
half o f “the ticket were made.

Deutschland, o f the Hamburg-Ameri- 
can line, which left her pier In Hobo­
ken for Plymouth, Cherbourg and Ham­
burg, went aground in Gedney chan­
nel four hours after sailing, and is still 
aground at this writing. The fog  is so 
thick that she cannot be seen from 
Sandy Hook.

The Deutschland is in no peril, it Is 
believed, except from  possible collision 
from  some in-coming or out-going ves­
sel groping along in the smoke and fog. 
This was the principal sailing o f  the 
Deutschland o f the year, and she car­
ried 750 first and second cabin passen­
gers, many o f them well known.

Carton and the friends of primary 
election in the house. Carton and 
Colby were* at work until late at night 
preparing their plan o f campaign. As a 
result, the house by resolution, asked 
the senate for the return o f  the Baird 
primary election bill.

Wliat the House Was to Do.
I f  the senate accedes to the request 

the house will.promptly amend the bill 
to include the nomination o f  county 
officers and members o f the legislature 
by direct ballot, and send it back to 
the senate for concurrence. The bill 
will be accompanied by a resolution 
setting next Wednesday -as the date 
of the business adjournment o f  the leg­
islature.

* # $ * * * *
But the “If” Was in the Way.

The plan looked like it would work, 
but it didn’t. That is the conclusion 
at this later writing, forced by the 
inexorable logic o f facts. The pro­
gramme outlined above was carried 
out, and the senate concurred in the 
ihouse resolution fixing Wednesday 
next for the cessation o f business and 
June 18 for the final adjuou. nrnent. 
But the senate disposed definitely of 
the primary election legislation for 
this session by referring to the elec­
tions committee the request of 
the house for  a return o f the Baird 
primary election bill providing for di­
rect nominations. The house killed 
the appropriating $400,000 for a bind­
er twine plant at the Jackson prison.

And It Was All for Nothing.
Undoubtedly the most tempestuous 

speech made on the floor o f the sen­
ate this session was M oriaity’s in fa ­
vor o f  the bill to loan money to the 
Jackson prison for a binder twine 
plant. The speech brought about the 
passage o f the bill, w ith only Senators 
Vaughan, Glasgow and Seripps vot­
ing nay. The house did not hear the 
speech, however.

Sleeping Gar Tax Killed, Too.
The house killed, by  a vote o f 39 

to 19, Representative Paddock’s bill 
to tax sleeping, parlor and dining cars; 
Rodge:s ■ defended the car companies; 
lie said the service given was cheap, 
and that it might be endangered by 
the passage o f such an act. Paddock 
declared that such property should 
pay its just share of taxes.

Saginaw, Mich., June 5, —  E. “W. 

Clark & Co., o f Philadelphia, and 
Hodenpyl, Walbridge & Co., of New 
York, are managers of a syndicate 
organized to consolidate all the light­
ing and traction companies of Sagi­
naw and Bay City. The companies 
to be combined aid: The Saginaw-
Valley Traction company, covering all 
the electric lines in  Saginaw and the 
ihterurban line to Bay City, twelve 
miles; Bay City Consolidated Railway 
company, covering all the electric 
lines in Bay City and W est Bay City, 
and the line to Wenona Beach, a total 
o f twenty-one m ile s 'o f track; Bart- 
let Illuminating company, covering 
all the electric lighting business of 
Saginaw; Bay City Gas company, cov­
ering all the gas and commercial elec­
tric lighting business in Bay City, and 
a small commercial electric lighting 
business in W est 1-ay City.

The company will incorporate under 
the laws o f New Jersey with $7,000,- 
000 5 per cent, authorized gold bonds, 
of which $5,000,000 will be issued, and 
$3,000,000 stock. O f th.e bonds to be 
issued $70,000 will be for improve­
ments and extensions In both the trac­
tion and lighting plants. The Saginaw 
City Gas company, covering all the 
gas business in Saginaw, has not yet 
been acquired, but negotiations for it 
are in prog: ess.

President Arrives at Washington 
Today from a Trip  of Some 

14,000 Miles. '

LASTSTOPS AEE MADE IS  ILLINOIS

A t the State Capital He Dedicates a
* »  *

New Arsenal and Armory Aiti 
tends a College Dedication.

Springfield, 111., June 5.—President 
Roosevelt spent four hours in Spring- 
field. The president’s special train ar­
rived at 10:15 a. m. and was greeted 
with a presidential salute of twenty- 
one guns by battery A, o f Danville', 
Stationed at tbenational Lincoln monu­
ment. The business houses and resi­
dences were elaborately decorated with 
flags and bunting. From  the railway 
station to the arsenal the president

STATE ARSENAL AND ARMORY, 
was escorted through lines o f cheer­
ing people by Governor Yates; the 
state, federal, county and city officials, 
and the reception committee; Govern­
or Yates’ military staff, troops D,- of 
Springfield, and. G, o f Peoria, First 
cavalry, and the F ifth  infantry, Illinois 
National Guards. On each side o f Cap­
ital avenue, between Sixth and the 
state house there were massed 5,000 
school cMldien, who waved flags as 
the procession passed. • k

Visit to the Lincoln Monument.
A t the arsenal the military escort 

Was abandoned and the carriages drove 
rapidly to the national Lincoln monu­
ment, where the president addressed 
tiie National Llncoln-McKinley Veteran 
Voters’ association, which had assem­
bled there for its annual memorial ex­
ercises. In front o f the monument 
were grouped members o f the asso­
ciation and a company o f the Eighth 
infantry, I. N. G., colored* The pres­
ident was introduced by Senator Cul­
lom. and spoke very briefly, -his most 
significant saying.being:

Equal Rights far All.
“ Let me say one w ord: it seems to 

me eminently fitting that the guard 
around the tomb o f  Lincoln should be 
composed of colored soldiers. I t  was 
my own good fortune at Santiago to 
serve beside colored troops. A  man 
w ho'is good enough to shed h is ‘blood 
for his country is good enough to he 
given a square deal afterwards. More 
than that no man is entitled to, and 
less than that no man shall have.”

Dedication of the Arsenal.
The president’s party then drove 

back to the arsenal, where the dedi­
cation exercises took place, and where 
about TO,000 persons were assembled 
in the great hall. Secretary of State 
Rose called the - assemblage to order 
and introduced Governor Yates as 
chairman o f the day. Govern\* Yates 
paid a tribute to President Roosevelt 
as a soldier, police commissioner, gov­
ernor and president; and introduced 
Senator Cullom, who received a great 
ovation. Cullom referred to Roosevelt 
as the present president and one whom 
he did not know how many times he 
might be hereafter president, and pro­
posed three cheers for the president, 
which were given. President Roose­
velt received a hearty ovation on b- 
ing introduced. H e spoke twenty-five 
minutes. His speech was a eulogy o f 
Lincoln, and an appeal for good gov­
ernment.

Luncheon -with Governor Yates.
The president then went to luncheon 

at thfe executive mansion. Those who 
sat down at the governor’s table com­
prised the presidential party and chair­
men o f  various local committees. Next 
he received the local reception com­
mittee and. the Hamilton dub, o f Chi­
cago, which had come down in a body. 
A t the conclusion o f the reception, the" 
president’s party was escorted by the 
troops to Wabash station, where at 2 
p. m. he left for Decatur.-

EAST SCHEDULED SPEECH

Spoken at Danville, as His 14.000-Mlle 
. Tour Approaches Its End. ^  -

Danville, 111., June 5.— President 
Roosevelt delivered the last scheduled 
speech o f his long trip here, the home 
o f . Representative Cannon. Notwith­
standing the inclement weather he was 
greeted by a large crowd. The stay 
here was but for twenty minutes, and 
at 6:40 p. m. his train le ft for Indianap­
olis, from  whence it will go direct .to 
Washington. The last day o f the trip 
was in a measure an easy one. Stops 
were made only at Lincoln, Spring- 
field, Decatur aud Danville. The prin­
cipal speech of the day was delivered 
at Springfield in themew armory build­
ing. -
, The president was the guest at din­
ner o f  the members o f his party. The 
meal was served in the dining car Gil- 
sey, the guests beside the president be­
ing Secretary o f Agriculture Wilson, 
Secretary o f  the President Loeb, Sena­
tors Beveridge and Fairbanks, o f In­
diana, Surgeon General o f  the Navy 
Rixey and Assistant Secretary to the 
President Barnes. <

The president will .arrive at Wash­

ington at about. 7 p. m. today, after 
a .trip o f  14,000 miles through twenty- 
one states.

SPEAKS AT INDIANAPOLIS 
6»y» In Reply to an' Interrupter That IK  

Peels That Indiana Is for Him.
Indianapolis, June 5* —  The presi­

dent’s special arrived in Indianapolis 
at 9:05 p. m. A  drizzling rain did 
not prevent 5,000 people from  gather-: 
ing in Jackson place, immediately -in 
front o f the Union station, to greet 
him. The Marion d u b ,-  headed by 
Mayor Bookwalter, acted as the for­
mal reception committee. Governor 
Durbin, was in- the sheds awaiting the 
president. Senators Fairbanks and 
Beveridge were on the train. The fac­
tory whistles and locomotives blew ' a 
greeting. Mayor Bookwalter hurried 
into, the car, and the escort headed by 
him. was formed through tj^e Union 
station- to the platform outside the en­
trance. There was a continuous burst 
o f  enthusiastic cheers when the presi­
dent appeared.

With the- president walked Senators 
Beveridge and Fairbanks. ~ Mayor 
Bookwalter introduced the president, 
w ho spoke for ten minutes, mostly of 
the'necessity o f Uncle Sam having a 
big navy. During the speech some one 
shouted: “ The brotherhood o f Loco­
motive Firemen is for Roosevelt.”  
The president smiled and replied: “ I 
know it. >1 feel that Indiana is solid 
for me.”  His speech concluded, the 
locomotives changed, and all ready, 
the t: ain started east amid the cheers 
.,of the throng.

Address at a College Dedication.
Decatur, 111., June 5.— President 

Roosevelt made an address here indi­
dent t.o the dedication* o f  the James Mil- 
liken university, before 10,000 people* 
The president’s car'was run to the uni­
versity campus. H e shook hands with 
James Millekin, who has given §450,- 
000 to the university, and during his 
speech said to the school benefactor: 
“ Mr. Milliken, I feel that as an Amer­
ican it is proper for me to express to 
you and to those like you the obliga­
tions -that good Americans feel for 
what yon and they have done in the 
university and in other educational in­
stitutions Throughout the land.”  Presi­
dent Roosevelt then spoke o f the bene­
fits o f such institutions to the republic 
and of the duty of students to use their 
eduation in-making good citizens. At 
the Wabash railroad station the presi-, 
dent addressed another crowd made up 
largely o f railroad and factory em­
ployes. N

DEAD NUMBER SEVENTY-ONE
List Seeps Growing of Those Lost In tne 

Topeka Flood—Many Persons 
Are Still Missing.

Topeka, Jvan., June 5.— The bodies 
o f  seven more, flood victims have been 
found. The list o f  known dead now 
reaches seventy-one, with thirty people 
identified. It is the belief that- many 
bodies are yet in the wreck. Scores 
are reported missing, and there is no 
w ay o f  immediately locating them. The 
river is still falling. North Topeka is 
a total Wreck. The water is still over 
a greater part o f  the town.
