The Pomona, like the state grange,
has usually no fixed place of meeting.

TWhether it shall have or not depénds

wholly ‘on conditions. -There”is one
.ulvantage in the Pomona’s a,lternatmg
its imeetings with ‘the sibordinate-
gvanges—it -makes it possible to gain
a larger membership on the start. It
yues to certain members Who might
tot come to it if located ‘at a dis-
tance from them. The ecrucial point
is to ‘get them interested at the first;
then they will attend. But as a rule
there will be a larger attendance if the
Pomona be centrally and permanently
located.

If the Pomona holds its meetings
alternately " among .the subordinate
granges the entertaining grange is ex-

The matter of
entertainment is, however, sometimes a
bughear to small granges. We know of
a county where the attendance on the
Pomona meéting was so large as to

ing quarterly meeting.- Visiting mem-
'bers could bring basket lunches, but
this, as a rule, is not altogether satis-
faciory. It is a fair propesition, how-
ever, when the Pomona is held at a
fixed location, that all the subordinate
granges should countribute, pro rata, to
the expense of the hall and speakers,
and possibly to have a committee from
each grange to solicit refreshnients and
to assist in serving the tables at the
dinner hour. No fixed rules can, hotv-
ever, be laid down for the refreshment
feature.

least one business session in the fifth
dcglee and there should be one public
session. Much depends on the lecturer
for a successful Pomona. The pro-
gramme requires careful preparation;
it is the vital point. Persons selected
to address the meeting should feel their
responsibility to be on hand promptly
and have something to say when they
get there. Written papers will serve
'the purpose best, although a good off-
hand speaker is usually more entertain-
ing. - But there are people who can
talk much and say little and sometimes
they are heard in grange meetmgs.

There slhiould be plenty of-music and
some recitations on every Pomona pro-
grarnme. However brilliant the papers
and addresses, tliere will be a heav-
iness and a drag unless an occasional
song or recitation is rendered to “en-
liven the proceedings.” Let there be
solos, quartets, duets and instrumen-_
tal musiec, too, where practicable. Give |
music its proper place at all grange
meetings; it's- a “good thing to have in
the family” and.in the grange.
