Crop Report ’ *

The weather during November was 
cool, the temperature being over tw o 
degrees below the normal. The pre­
cipitation was also below the normal 
the depar'ures varying from three- 
quarters to one and a quarter inches. 
These conditions were unfavorable 
for the growth.of wheat, but were ad­
vantageous for the harvesting'of fall 
crops. ’

The condition o f  wheat, as compar­
ed with an average, is 83 in thje south­
ern counties, 81 in the central coun­
ties, 90 in the northern counties and 
82 in the state. Wheat was sown late 
and has made but small* growth in 
most localities; there are some reports 
that wheat is infested with the Hes-

c -

sian fly. While the reports are rather  ̂
unfavorable the outcome will depend 
materially upon the climatic condi-. 
tions Of the next few months.

The total number o f bushels of 
wheat reported marketed by farmers 
in November, at the flouring mills is 
186,472, and at the elevators 67,154, 
or a total of 253,626 bushels. Of this 
Whole amount 156,507 bushels were 
marketed in the southern four tiers of 
Counties, 79,356 bushels in the cental 
counties and 17,763 bushels in the 
northern counties. The total number 
o f bushels o f wheat reported marke - 
ed in the four months, August-Nov 
ember, is 2,037,145, which is 214,309 
more than reported marketed in the 
same months last years. At 34 mills 
and elevators from  which reports 
have been received there was no 
wheat marketed in Novem ber..
. The condition oflive-stock-through- 

out the state -is fairly good. There 
are many complaints o f hog cholera 
but these will - probably occur' each 
year for some time when conditions 
are favorable for the disease. More 
than tlieusual amount of live stock is 
being fed for mavket; this is especial, 
ly true of cattle and is no doubt due 
to the large corn crop. The condi­
tion of each horses, cattle,.sheep -and 
8 wine in the state is 97.

Fall pasture has been good, the 
esndition for the state being 94. In 
most localities it has.furnished feed 
for-all kinds o f live stock so that they 
will go into winter quarters-in fair 
condition. '

IT IS A BAD SMASHUP

Elkhart Bank’s Affairs' do Not Improve
V With Age, ^

• - - • -
Elkhart, Ind , Dec. 10—Judge F. 

F. Oldham, chief o f the Insolvency 
bureau of the treasury department at 
Washington, left Elkhart last even­
ing after spending two days coufer- 
ing with Receiver Bosworth and. At­
torney Perry L. Turner regarding the 
Indiana National bank failure and 
otherwise familiarizing himself with 
the situation. In reply to a question 
Ju d ge Old ham said:

“ This failure, compared to many 
other bank failures I have investi­
gated, appears to be a bad one, I 
have known failed banks to pay 100 
cents on the dollar. This* bank will 
not do that.”

Tliis question was put to him:
“ Did you find anything that you 

personally think would justify suspi­
cion resulting in the department o f 
justice taking up the case?”

“ Yes;”  was the reply, “ I think 
there is reason for an investigation 
being ordered.”

John Lusher,' who was called upon 
by Receiver Bosworth to explain why 
the bank records showed he owed it 
$17,0^0, has engaged lawyers, and 
will sue f  or an accoun ting in the Cir­
cuit court, Perry Turner, counsel for 
the receiver, having agreed to allow 
this, in order to save the expense o f 
a federal court trial.

Another discloure is that H. E. 
Bucklen, a Chicago millionaire, hav­
ing large interests here,, has found 
himself in "much the same predica­
ment as Lusher, only for a signaller 
amount. Mr, Bucklen with several 
o f the bank officials, was on a joint 
note. As interest fe ll due, he for­
warded his checks on the Indiana 
National for his shares. He did not 
discover^ until Sunday that these 
checks had been held up. The 
amount is said to be between $1,000 
and $1,500 in his case.

PROTESTS FOR WOOD
Secretary Root Declares That 

Some One Misrepresents 
the Testimony Given.

CONFIRMED BY GENERAL BLISS

W h o  Says H is  T estim on y  W a s  th e  He* 
verse; o f  T h a t  P u b lis h e d —W it ­

n esses W h o  T e l l  I n te r ­
esting : S tor ies .

Washington, Dec. 15. —  Secretary 
Root has addressed a letter to Sen­
ator Proctor, acting chairman of the 
committee on military affairs, in which 
he complains “that the press reports 
of General Bliss’ testimony are the 
precise contrary o f what he in fact 
testified,”  and. declares it a fact that 
“ some persons seem to be persistently 
furnishing to the press false state­
ments o f  the testimony taken before 
you, the perversion of the evidence 
being in every case to the prejudice of 
General Wood.”

Testimony o f  Gen, Bliss.
The secretary sends a letter from 

General Bliss, in which he contradicts 
the'report that he strongly opposed 
the admission without payment of duty 
of the silver service purchased in New 
York by the Jai Alai, and that lie 
received mandatory instructions from 
General Wood to admit said silver serv­
ice free o f duty. He says he testified 
most positively under oath exactly the 
reverse of what was published as his 
testimony.

Newspaper Aten on the Stand.
When the senate committee on mili­

tary affairs resumed its investigation 
o f  the Wood charges four witnesses 
were waiting to be heard. These were 
Dr. C. E. Fisher, o f Chicago, and J. 
0-. Lafortisee, city editor o f the Jack­
sonville (Fla.) Times-Union, managing 
editor and city editor respectively o f 
The Havana Post, published during 
United States occupation; L. H. Mor­
rison, of New York, and General John 
It. Brooke, retired. Fisher was called 
first. He told the story o f General 
Wood’s Intimacy with Bellairs, and de­
clared that General Wood knew of 
Bellairs’ bad record.
 ̂ D idn ’t W ant the Story Printed.

Dr. Fisher said that in September, 
1900, he accompanied General Wood 
on a trip to the Isle of Pines, and 
there told him of an article which he 
had ordered printed in the Havana 
Post exposing Bellairs.: The witness
said that General Wood told him he 
diet not want the story printed, and it 
had not been used on account of that 
request,

W OOD D ID N ’T  W AN T TO K N O W

Say Fislier and BaFontisee A nything 
W rong A bou t Bellairs,

Dr. Fisher testified that he told Gen­
eral Wood all he had learned o f  the 
character o f Bellairs, and that he 
had offered to General Wood to pro-_ 
duee witnesses who could prove Bel­
lairs’  indecent immorality. He said 
that General Wood told him he did 
not care to know anything about the 
stories; that all he asked was that they 
not be printed in Havana. In addi­
tion to corroboration of Dr. Fisher’s 
testimony LaFontisee told of the man­
ner in which he had learned of Bellairs’ 
character and swore also that: General 
Wood knew all about it

He said be- learned from persons 
who went to Havana from Florida 
that Bellairs had served five years in 
Florida convict camps—three years in 
one and two years in another. The 
crime of which he had been convicted 
was forgery on a branch of the Bank 
o f England. LaFontisee said- that in 
May, 1900, a convict from Florida 
named Johnson came to him and said 
he had seen Bellairs and General 
Wood together at the races in Havana' 
and that he recognized and spoke to 
Bellairs, who motioned to him to keep 
silent.

After this incident, testified LaFon- 
tisee, General Wood sent for him and 
asked what he knew o f Bellairs’ rec­
ord. BaFontisee said he told) Gener­
al Wood of his talk with Johnson and 
also what he had learned from other 
persons from Florida. That was in 
June, 1900, and according to BaFon­
tisee General Wood then asked him to 
see Johnson and ascertain whether he 
would leave Cuba and remain away if 
his passage were paid to New York 
and money given. Johnson answered: 
‘W hy, do I want to leave? I  have, too 
good a thing here bleeding Bellairs.”  
BaFontisee returned to General Wood 
and gave him Johnson’s answer. Ba­
Fontisee said, that later Bellairs and 
General Wood went to New York.

GEN. B R O O K E  A G A IN  TESTIFIES

Shows Orders H e Says Gen. W ood. V iolated 
at Santiago.

When General Brooke was before 
the committee two weeks ago he re­
ferred to two orders, one issued by 
the war department and the other by 
himself to carry the first into effect, 
which he was unable at that time to 
furnish. He went on the stand.-to 

..present the orders and undergo aLex- 
flmination concerning them. The or­
der issued by the war department di­
rected that all funds collected in the 
provinces of Cuba should be sent to 
the military auditor at Havana. The 
charge was made that the order had 
been issued by direction of General 
Brooke for the purpose of getting hold 
o f  the funds collected at Santiago and 
to deprive that province of its own 
revenues.

The newspapers at Santiago were 
particularly bitter. General Bscolss

told the military affairs committee 
that the order was issued, at a time 
When- he was sick in bed and that 1m 
had had no previous knowledge con-* 
cerning it. The other order filed with 
the committee was one witness -issued 
after his recovery. It directed Gener­
al Wood, in command of the province 
o f Santiago, not to make expenditures 
for public purposes in excess of $10,- 
000 a month without first submitting 
the question to the military governor.

General Brooke said that General 
Wood had Ignored that order and had 
gone on spending public money with­
out authority from the military gov­
ernor.

B. H. Morrison, who is a lawyer at 
44 Broadway, New York, testified that 
he was interested in the Electrozone 
company; o f Havana, and that his ‘com­
pany received contracts of General 
Wood for disinfecting the city. He 
said that there is still due to liis com­
pany the sum of $S.00Q on contracts 
and that Cuban officials in Havana 
swear the money was paid to General 
Wood to discharge the indebtedness 
Morrison said he believed that Gener­
al Wood received that money.

MORE MARINES ARE LANDED

Company from  IJ. S. S. Prairie Sent to 
Watcli the Colombians from  

Yaviza.
Colon, Dec; 15.—A company of ma­

rines from the United States cruiser 
Prairie has been landed here, and im­
mediately started by train for Pana­
ma. The destination of the marines 
is said to be Yaviza, up the San Miguel 
gulf and Tulra river. It is believed 
that the decision, of the naval au­
thorities to station marines at Yaviza 
may possibly he.owing to the reports 
that Colombian troops have been sent 
in that direction.

The opinion seems to- prevail that 
a few Colombian soldiers seen were 
probably scouts who were- endeavor­
ing to learn. what preventive and pro­
tective measures'were being taken by 
the republic of Panama, and that it 
was their presence which gave rise to 
exaggerated rumors of a speedy at­
tack by Colombia on the isthmus.

St. Louis, Dec. 1C.—Ellsworth Ten- 
dick, the 7-inouths-old child of Mr. and 
Mrs. Louis A. Tendiek, is dead from 
a wound in the, head accidentally in­
flicted by a revolver in its father’s 
hands. The father had taken umbrage 
at a remark made by Harry Sterling, 
a young man, to his wife, and made an 
attempt to shoot him, although Ster­
ling said; no offense was meant.

A scuffle for the revolver resulted, 
in its disgharge and the shooting of 
the child, which lay in Its crib. The 
father and several others, are under 
arrest, awaiting the action of the cor­
oner’s jury.

Sweeping -Reduction in Wages 

and Salaries by the Great 
Steel Trust

W ILL AFFECT 150,000 WORKMEN

Dividends Expected for Stockholding 
Em ployes—Eatest News Irom  

JJ the Strike Centers.
New York, Dec. 15.—The statement 

Is made bya leading official of the Unit­
ed States Steel Corporation that begin­
ning Jan. 1, 1904, about 90 per cent, of 
the employes of the corporation will 
suffer wage reductions ranging from 5 
to 20 per cent. This reduction will af­
fect about 150,000 workmen in the va­
rious grades of the subsidary com­
panies. The remaining 10 per cent, of 
employes is in the membership of the 
Amalgamated Association, whose wage 
schedule runs to July 1, 1904.

Dividend lor Stockholding; Em ployes.
The finance comittee of the steel cor­

poration has, it is understood, under 
consideration the dismissal of many 
high salaried employes in addition to 
those already discharged, but no state­
ment on this point was forthcoming. It 
was asserted that barring some unfore­
seen technicalities employes of the Cor­
poration who participated in the profit- 
sharing plan will jn, the coming month 
receive a $5 dividend.on the preferred 
stock to which they subscribed at 
$82.50.

No Em ploym ent for  Union Men.
Salt Lake City, Utah, Dec. 15.—“Any 

miner who wants to work for the Utah 
Fuel company must choose between the 
company and the miners’ union,” said 
Vice President Kramer, of the Utah 
Fuel company. "TVe will not take back 
a single one of the strikers so long as 
they are-, unwilling to surrender' their 
union cards.”  The Utah Fuel company 
controls the mines at Snnnyside, Win­
ter Quarters, Scofield and’ Castle Gate, 
Utah, which have been partly tied up 
for several weeks as the result of the 
miners’ strike. Kramer said that the. 
company -would ngt modify its attitude 
with regard to the miners’ union in 
any particular. Company officials as­
sert that the output of the mines has 
nearly reached its normal figures.
