Deaths in Michigan During 
the. Present Year.

During the year upon which we 
have just entered, something over 
thirty thousand people will die in 
Michigan. Of these about 3,000 will 
die o f pneumonia, 2,500 o f tubercul­
osis, 600 o f typhoid fever, 1,500 of 
diarrheal diseases o f infants under 
two years o f age, and 1,600 of vari­
ous forms of cancer. A ll o f these 
deaths," with perhaps the exception 
o f cancer, could be prevented and a 
large porportion o f them should be. 
The knowledge of the possibilities for 
the restriction, o f all communicable 
diseases is now too common to per­
mit any health official in Michigan to 
plead ignorance o f it as a reason for 
inertness.

To properly solve these problems 
requires many qualifications. The 
most important of these are knowledge 
experience, discretion and energy 
Fortunate is the community which 
has a health board and health officer 
possessing these qualities.- While the 
men possessing them may usually he 
found in most communities and the 
voters are primarily responsible for 
not selecting them, this fact cannot 
be pleaded by health officials them 
selves in extenuation of their short 
comings.

No one should assume these duties 
the most important of any which ex 
ist, without realizing the responsibil­
ities which go with them, and with 
out a willingness to meet these re 
sponsibilities to the very best of his 
ability. That a health officer’s efforts 
may not seem to be appreciated, and 
that his salary is entirely inadequate, 
are neither of them valid reasons for 
shirking the work he has been select­
ed to do and lias pledged himself to 
perform. This work the ideal health 
officer should construe to mean the 
doing everything in his power for the 
promotion of health and the extension 
of human lives. While he should 
obey the laws, the laws should not 
limit his efforts. He should be con­
tinuously familiar with all the con­
ditions affecting the public health 
within his jurisdiction and be con- 
tinouosly’ striving to improve them.

In the Three Oaks Acorn of 
15th, there appeared three very in­
teresting letters from Mr. E. C, 
Knapp, one of the well-known Sun­
day School workers o f Berrien Go., 
extracts from which follow.

On the Mediterranean Sea, 
Between Algiers and Malta,Mar.22 ’04 
Dear Friends:

After leaving Madeira, we 
rode 580 miles before we reached 
Gibraltar. The sea was not as calm 
as it had been during the past week 
and yet only a small proportion was 
seasick. When we entered the Strait 
(36 miles long) we had smooth sail­
ing. We anchored in the large and 
beautiful bay at Gibraltar early in 
the morning of Saturday, Mar. 19, 
and as soon as we had our breakfast 
we went ashore. As we sailed into 
the bay, we passed by the German 
Emperor’s vessel, He was visiting 
Gibraltar at the time and many o f
the delegates had an opportunity to 
get a look at him as he rode through 
the town. * * * The rock of 
Gibraltar is supposed to represent a 
lion’s head, hut instead o f facing A f- 

ca, it faces the bay on the west and 
Spain on the north. But the rook is 
fortified on all sides.

•Perhaps no spot in the world, un­
less it be Mt. Moriah in Jerusalem, or 
the Acropolis in Athens, or the. Fo­
rum in Rome, has attracted so much 
attention from the world for centur-., • t * '
ies. Nation after nation has strug­
gled for its possession and many bat­
tles have been fought near.it. an$ for 
it. Had the Turkish Empire con­
trolled it, the history of the. world 
would have been different. ..

Although we were permitted to vis­
it the channels in the rock and some 
of the fortifications, we were not per­
mitted to go near the newer fortifica­
tions nor to see the latest modes, of 
defense. It is said that not even the. 
soldiers are informed as to all the in­

tricate channels and fortifications.
It was a beautiful sight to behold 

the rock, the town, the hay, the 
shores o f Africa and o f Spain as we 
sailed away about six o’clock in the 
evening. Soon our vessel left the 
strait and we entered the calm Med- 
itterranean, whose shores were made 
historic by the great nations in the 
past.

One of the young men from Ohio 
was taken sick with appendicitis, be­
fore we reached .Gibraltar, and as 
there is a good hospital at that place, 
it was decided to leave him there un­
til he recovered. He had been quite 
low for several days but was feeling 
better at ihe time he was removed. 
When we reach Malta, we hope to 
hear how he is getting along. * * 
At Algiers we had our first view o f  
oriental costume-. The Moorish men 
are dessed In loose, flowing garments; 
their heads are covered with 
garments, which hang down 
hacks. They wear shoes or slippers 
but theh legs are bare up to their 
knees. The Moorish women have 
their faces covered with the exception 
o f their eyes. They are also dressed
in flowing garments. Their large 
white bloomers are especially conspie 
uous. The Moorish children do not 
have a super-abundance o f clothing. 
Perhaps it is because the men and 
women have so much.

The Youth of Washington.
Critics all agree that the author of 

“ Hugh Wynne”  essayed a daring ven­
ture when he set out to write an 
imagined autobiography o f General 
Washington, to combine history and 
fiction so skillfully that his readers 
could not distinguish which was 
history and which was fiction, to 
dramatize as it were one o f the most 
conspicuous, characters in history. 
The first chapters o f “ The Youth of 
Washington: Told in the Form o f an

Sharp M ove o f  th e  D em ocrats.
It developed that this amendment 

* was a sharp move by the Democrats, 
Hemenway made a point of order 
against it because he said it changed 
existing laws. Underwood promptly 
stated:,that it followed word for word 
the president’s older, and inquired if 
the president was more entitled. to 
change existing law than the house. 
Hemenway declared that in the con­
fusion he did not get the drift of the 
amendment, and ini defending the ap­
propriation as provided by the bill 
said the Democrats had been wander­
ing around for ten months for an issue 
in the coming campaign and they 
thought they had it now.

P O W E L L ’S A C TIO N  IS  A P P R O V E R ,

U nited  States Citzens H ave  M an y  Claim s on 
San D om in go .

Washington, April 19. — Minister 
Powell’s energetic attitude in behalf of 
United States claimants against San 
Domingo meets the cordial approval of 
■the officials Of the administration here. 
The United States * would not be 
pleased to see any interventiozi by a 
foreign government in behalf o f its 
claimants that would tend in any way 
to prejudice the prompt settlement 
and payment of claims which citizens 
of our own country have against San 
Domingo. It is probably along these 
■lines that Powell has communicated 
with the San Domingo minister of for­
eign affairs.,

There is a number of claims of 
United States citizens ‘against San 
■Domingo, all now awaiting settle­
ment, and this government is anxious 
that they should be satisfied. The 
minister’s action, it is believed here, 
Was precipitated by recent publica­
tions indicating it to be the intention 
Of the Italian government to force a 
settlement of the claims of its citi­
zens against San Domingo.

Not only the Italian government but 
the ritish, French and German gov­
ernments have large claims against San 
Domingo, and it has been known for 
some time here that all four countries 
Were losing their patience in the ef­
fort to come to an agreement with the 
Dominican government. It has been 
declared by  European diplomats of 
high rank that Europe will welcome 
any steps the United States would 
take in the direction of restoring or­
der in San Domingo and maintaining 
the same.

RUSSIA GETS A MOVE ON

morning of fighting. St. Peters­
burg reports that Russia hais bought 
two battleships in Germany, and is 
building fourteen* submarines at the 
Neva Works at St. Petersburg, all to be 
ready for business by July 15.

A  St. Petersburg newspaper urges 
the evacuation of Port Arthur, while 
most Russians are now trying to de­
cide what struck the Petropavlovsk, 
continuing to discredit the Jap mine 
explosion.
