City of Benton* Harbor Arrived 
Tuesday Night at St. 

Joseph.

ft FLOATING PftLACE
Will be Placed on the St. Josepli-Ben- 

ton Harbor and Chicago Ran.

The new steamer City o f Benton 
Harbor arrived in St. Joseph from 
•Toledo, Tuesday evening and has 
been visited by hundreds o f people.

The City o f Benton Harbor was 
built by the Craig Ship Building Co. 
o f Toledo, Ohio. Its construction 
was commenced last December but 
the inclemency o f the weather delayed 
work greatly. Last Sunday morning 
the steamer left Toledo for St. Joseph 
in command of Capt. Stewart. On 
board were about 30 passengers, 
some the guests o f G. & M. company. 
Others were the workmen who had 
contributed to the building of the 
ship, Mr. Craig and wife, Mr. and 
Mrs. Merrifield and also the man who 
had installed the electric lights, the 
one who had placed the machinery, 
decoiations, etc, all made the trip to 
see personally that the portion of 
work allotted to him was complete.

The steamer is 265 feet long and 
65 feet deep and is remarkably well 
proportioned. It was built at a cost 
o f $850,000 no expense being spared 
in its construction. Its carrying
capacity for passengers is. 3,500. It 
is guaranteed to make 18 miles an 
hour but those who made the trip 
claim that she will make between 20 
and 23 miles easily.

The steamer left Toledo at 4 
o’clock Sunday morning, arriving at 
St. Joseph at 9:30 Tuesday evening. 
A stop was made at Mackinac for 
coal, from noon until 1 o’ clock and a 
two hour stop was made at Detroit 
also a short one at Port Huron.

Wednesday the florist sent an im- 
mence quantity o f  red peonies and 
also a floral anchor to the steamer 
and others have sent their fragrant 
messages also.

The steamer is painted white with 
a dark green hull. From this queen 
of the water floats the American flag 
and colors, the gift o f tbe grateful 
citizens after whose city the boat is 
named, the City of Benton Harbor.i

Capt. J ohn Stewart, the skillful 
mariner in command of the new City 
o f Benton Harbor, prepared this 
greeting to the people of Benton Har­
bor on the trip around the lakes:

With a close acquaintance with all 
the steamboats on the great lakes I 
can say that the City of Benton Har­
bor is the most beautiful and the 
best steamboat on these great inland 
seas. I am proud to command her. 
You are proud that she bears your 
name. She will be known to you and 
to me and to all the people who sail 
fresh water as ‘The City of Benton 
Harbor, "the White Pearl o f the Great 
Lakes.’ ”

RepnMican State Convention.
To the Republican Electors of the 

State of Michigan: The State Con­
vention o f the Republicans of Michi­
gan is hereby called to meet at the 
Light Guard Armory in the city of 
Detroit, Thursday, June 30, 1904, at 
eleven o’clock in the fornoon, for 
the purpose o f nominating candidates 
for State offices, (not including how­
ever, candidates for Justice o f the 
Supreme Court), and for the transac­
tion o f such other business as may 
properly come before the Convention.

Capt. Smith was 57 years old 
and is survived by one other son, 
Frank G. Smith o f Franconia, N. H., 
and by the widow, Howard D. Smith

unfortunate captain. He was a mem­
ber o f  Detroit post No. 384 G, A. R., 
and formerly proprietor o f the Kola 
Medicine Co.

“ My brother was an inveterate fish 
erman,”  said Howard D, Smith to 
The journal. “ He went out from 
Ecorse unattended, in liis naphtha 
launch, early Tuesday morning, and 
the family believe that, while stand­
ing in the boat, he was taken with a 
with a fainting spell due to a heart 
affection, and fell overboard, No one 
saw him after he left Ecrose, but that 
is the only explanation we can offer 
for his drowning.”

The body was found about 20 miles 
from where Mr. Smith fell from his 
boat, on the beach of Lake Erie, seven 
miles south of Rockwood,—Detroit 
Journal.

Mr. Smith was formerly a Buchan-. 
an man, having lived just across the 
river. He was well known here and 
an intimate friend of John Hanover, 
having served with him in the same 
company in the army.

LACK OF TEACHERS

In Berrien County Greatly Worries 
Commissioner Jennings.

One of the serious questions which 
must be met by the people of Berrien 
county is that o f securing teachers 
for the county schools. This is now 
particularly apparant on account o f 
the comparatively small number who 
are taking the examinations, and as 
a consequence the shortage is no long­
er a matter o f doubt.

Much has been said on this subject 
but still tbe supply o f available 
teachers continues to decrease, and 
the question now is, what shall be 
done?

School Commissioner Jennings is 
now holding his June examinations.

There are 74 applicants and o f these 
only 10 are men. At this time there 
should be at least 125 teachers to pass 
the examination.

Mr. Jennings says that there will 
be the greatest lack o f teachers this 
year that Berrien county has ever 
had. This means a great deal, for 
last year’s shortage was alarming.

What is the cause? There are just 
as many intelligent young men and 
women. There are just as many who 
each year enter some field of useful­
ness.

There must be a wrong influence 
somewhere. Either the wages are too 
low or the standard' required by the 
state board is too high. It may be 
that both of these couses are respon­
sible.

Mr. Jennings has the matter so 
much at heart that he feels very much 
the responsibility of tbe situation, 
but be is almost helpless unless teach­
ers offer themselves.

FIND WHAT THEY ARE HUNTING

Then lie  treat with Loss—Russ Report 
ol‘ the Japanese Army Advance * 

--Jap Surprise a Failure.
Tokio, June 24.—A dispatch dated 

General Kuroki’s headquarters in the 
field, June 23, says: “Russians from
Samimak attacked the Japanese out­
posts in force, apparently for the pur­
pose of testing their strength. The Rus­
sian force consisted of two regiments 
of cavalry, one of infantry and one 
battery of artillery. The enemy was 
defeated and retired toward Shintail­
ing; they are supposed to have sus­
tained considerable loss. On the Jap­
anese side Major Kubota was killed 
and nine men were wounded.

Cossacks Fall In to  au A m lm sli.
London, June 24.—A dispatch from 

Liao Yang, dated June 22, says: “Ac­
cording to reports received at the 
Russian headquarters the Japanese 
intend to attack either Kaichou or 
Ta-Tche-Kiao from two sides. Their 
armies continue to advance and hot 
weather has set in which has dried 
the roads. Another Cossack detach­
ment has fallen., into an ambush of 
Japanese infantry, losing a number of 
men wounded.”

R ep ort o f  the Japanese A dvance.
St. Petersburg, June 24.—The gen­

eral staff has received the following 
dispatch from Lieutenant General Sak- 
haroff under date of June 22: “At 8 
o’clock on the morning of June 21 the 
Japanese vanguard resumed its ad­
vance against our outposts four miles 
south of Senuchen. The outposts re­
tired slowly towards Senuchen, and 
further on in the direction of Kai 
Chau. At noon a Japanese column, 
consisting of nine squadrons of cav­
alry, a batteiy of artillery and a con­
siderable number of infantry, was ob­
served advancing in tbe direction of 
Senuchen.

A ttem p t to Surprise the Russians.
“Other strong columns of the enemy 

appeared, and the Japanese occupied 
Senuchen towards evening with oyer 
a division of infantry, a brigade of 
cavalry and thirty-two guns. Our 
scouts report that a large detachment 
of all arms advanced from Siuyen to 
Khranza on the morning of June 22. 
A battalion of the enemy, taking ad­
vantage of a thick fog, tried to sur­
prise our vanguard near Vaniapudze, 
on the Siu Yen-Hai Cheng road.

R a d  to  R etire  w ith  Loss.
“The movement was discovered in 

time and the Japanese received vol­
leys from five companies of Russians. 
The enemy retired with some losses 
toward Siu Yen. One Russian sharp­
shooter was wounded. The Japanese 
occupied Vafangtien on the main road 
to Liao Yang on the evening of June 
19 with a battalion of infantry and a 
squadron of cavalry. A detachment 
of the same strength occupied Chan- 
din jn, in the valley of the Tsuo river, 
seven miles north of Feng Wang 
Cheng.”

Selma, Ala., June 24.—Incited by 
jealousy Samuel Houston, a negro, 
attacked and was killed by Joe Scott, 
also a negro, who afterwards was 
killed by a mob near Randolph, Bibb 
county. Houston fired and the load, 
missing Scott, struck Joe Smitkerman, 
a white man, in the hand.

Scott then drew his pistol and shot 
Houston to death. To avenge Hous* 
ton’s death his friends and relatives, 
it is reported, lynched Scott, riddling 
him with bullets.

DEATH OF H. J. HOWE
Died at Fairview, Berrien Springs, 

Mich., June IS, 1004, Mr. H. J. Howe, 
aged 82 years, 4 months, and 22 days.

to be chairman in fact, and would ac­
cept no dictation from any one, high 
or low. He told them that the. friends 
o f the late Chairman Hanna were his 
friends, and he asked for the same 
measure of confidence and support that 
had been given to the last chairman.

R esign s S i s  tV asliington  Post.
Cortelyou made no formal state­

ment of his plans. He resigned as 
secretary o f commerce and labor as 
soon as he was elected chairman, the 
resignation to take effect as soon as 
his successor qualifies, which will be 
about July 1. Secretary Cortelyou 
will not give any active time to po­
litical matters until he retires from the 
cabinet. No vice chairman will be ap­
pointed, and the new chairman will di­
vide his time between the New York 
and Chicago headquarters, although 
some member of the committee will no 
doubt be designated to take charge of 
the headquarters in this city. Head­
quarters will not be opened in either 
city until the last part of July.

O ther Officers o f  the C om m ittee.
As soon as Cortelyou had been 

elected and had returned his thanks 
Elmer Dover, of Ohio, was named for 
and elected secretary; Cornelius N. 
Bliss, of New York, treasurer, and 
William F. Stone, o f Maryland, for 
-sergeant-at-arms. A  resolution was 
passed authorizing the chairman to 
appoint an executive ^committee of 
nine, with such other officers as are 
necessary for the management .of the 
campaign. The chairman, secretary, 
treasurer, and sergeant-atrarms are to 
be officers of the executive commit 
fee. Tinder this resolution the chair­
man is given absolute power in the 
conduct of the campaign.
C LO SIN G  SCENES A T  T H E  COLISEUM

T w en ty  M in u tes o f  E n th u siasm —H istoric  
f l a g  Is  W aved .

Chicago, June 24.—There was twen­
ty minutes o f enthusiasm yesterday in 
the national Republican convention 
when the vote for Roosevelt for presi­
dent was announced. It was proposed 
fcWhen roil call was ordered that the 
secretary cast the whole vote of the 
convention for Roosevelt. But this was 
strenuously objected to, as each state 
desired to record its vote, and the roll 
call proceeded. Sometimes the an­
nouncement of the Mate chairman 
w as simply the vote; at other times a 
pithy statement would be added that 
brought applause.

When Cannon announced the total 
■[vote—994 for Roosevelt—was when 
pandemonium broke loose, and con- 
stinued for twenty minutes. The band 
stationed high among the girders of 
the hall was drowned by the tumultu­
ous demonstration. Hats were tossed 
an the air, state emblems were waved 
and flags—beautiful tri-colored shim­
mering silken flags fluttered from 
every hand as though stirred by a 
gale. While the demonstration was 
at its height Chairman Cannon stepped 
to the front of the stage. He held in 
his hand the banner which was waved 
in 1866 when Lincoln was nominated, 
and which has been nsed in every con­
vention, since. The flag showed the 
wear and tear of many similar con­
tests. “Uncle Joe”  waved it vigorous­
ly and kept time with his body.

Soon the whole convention wai 
swaying in exact measure. The chair 
man tired, and; bis place was taker 
!>y a ypuesg man who ©rasped th«

flag staff firmly in one hand and with 
a megaphone led the yelling. He start­
ed the call “Roosevelt, Roosevelt, 
Roosevelt,”  repeated over and over 
again with the system of a college 
yell. It was taken np by the throng 
and the ery o f “Roosevelt” rolled over 
the hall in volume so great and so 
terrific that the screeching of a hun- 
dren steam whistles would have been 
dwarfed in comparison. A  little col­
ored boy from Georgia and later a 
pretty little ghi, dressed in a dainty 
frock of white were lifted to the plat­
form and they waved flags with as 
much vigor as their more lusty pre­
ceptor.

When Senator Fairbanks had been 
nominated for vice president there was 
no diminution in the demonstration. 
Voices were hoarse but the noise for 
the choice was just as unanimous as 
it was in filling the first place on the 
ticket. Among the seconders of Fair­
banks were Senator Depew and,Sen­
ator Foraker. As the roll was called, 
when Illinois, Nebraska, Missouri and 
Georgia were called announcement 
was made that the candidacy-of favor­
ite sons hacl been withdrawn. The en­
tire vote therefore was cast for Sen­
ator Fairbanks.

The usual resolutions of thanks to 
officers of the convention and to com­
mittees on arrangement were adopted 
and the great body whs adjourned.

“ W O R D  BOUQUET”  JFQK CANNON

V eteran B lushes B ike a S ch oo lboy  W h en  
I t  is Bead.

Speaker Cannon came in for one of 
the resolutions, and he blushed like a 
School boy as the word bouquet for 
him was read. He made eleven 
speeches during the day, each a few 
crisp original sentences, introducing 
the eleven orators. His audience 
never tired of watching not hearing 
him. He was a sauce to the proceed­
ings. While Speaker Cannon spoke 
his whole body shook, bis left arm 
made full circles, both legs vibrated 
and even his toes could be seen work­
ing up and down in his shoes. His 
control of the convention was com­
plete.

The committee to notify President 
Roosevelt of his nomination, which 
was appointed just before adjournment 
of the convention, and of which Can­
non is ex-officio chairman, consists of 
a member from each state, and in­
cludes the following: Illinois, Isaac 
El wood; Indiana, W. R. McKeen; 
Iowa, George Curtis; Michigan, Chas. 
E. Sweet; Wisconsin, Ogden E. Fath­
ers. The notification will be made at 
Oyster Bay, L. I., July 27. Elihu 
Root will be chairman ex-officio of 
the committee to notify Senator Fair­
banks and will perform its duty at 
Indianapolis probably about Aug. 3.

After the convention was closed the 
Indiana delegation marched in a body 
to the senator’s hotel from the Coli­
seum and gave him a rousing greet­
ing. The Senator and Mrs. Fairbanks 
left here today for Indianapolis. Hun­
dreds of telegrams of congratulation 
were received by the senator from ail 
parts of the country. The Indiana dele­
gation in the house of representatives 
sent a dispatch to President Roosevelt, 
congratulating him and promising him 
Indiana’s electoral vote.

TOED A T  THE W H ITE  HOUSE

P residen t H ears o f  B is  1 'o n n a l N om in a­
tion  aud  is Congratulated.

Washington, June 24.—When the 
news was given to the president that 
he had been formally nominated for 
president he was found sitting with 
his family. He was immediately af­
fectionately congratulated by wife and 
children,, chatted a few minutes and 
then went to the executive offices. 
After attending to executive business 
the president received numerous news­
paper men and was cordially congrat­
ulated, and chatted freely with his vis­
itors. Later Washington officials called 
and presented their congratulations, 
and all the time telegrams were pour­
ing in of a congratulatory nature.

They brought congratulations from 
his Long Island neighbors, from New 
York delegates to the convention, from 
Governor Carter, of Hawaii; from the 
Union League, of Philadelphia; the 
Marquette club, of Chicago; Represen­
tative. Foss, o f Chicago; Workingmen’s 
Protective Tariff League, in session at 
Philadelphia; Senator Alger and Reed 
Smoot, besides scores of other notable 
men and bodies.

The president sent the following to 
Senator Fairbanks: “Permit me to
extend to you and the country my 
hearty congratulations on your nomi­
nation. I need hardly add how much 
pleased I am personally.”

A reply was promptly received, as 
follows; “I thank you for your con­
gratulations. To be named by the 
convention as your associate In the 
great campaign that is before us is a 
distinction which I greatly appreci­
ate.” .

REMIEfSMITH’S DEVILISH WORK

Murders His W ife and Infant—Old 
Soldier Gets Rid of a Hebei 

Bullet—State Items.

Ludin’gton, Mich., June 24.—At Am­
ber, three miles from this place, Re- 
mie Smith, ajjed 34 years, shot his 
young wife through the neck, killing 
her instantly. In her arms the woman 
carried her infant child and .as the* 

.babe fell the inhuman father put a bul­
let through itsi brain. He then shot him­
self through the head, death resulting 
soon after. Smith and his wife had not 
been living together for a year. Of the 
entire family only a 3-year-old child 
survives.

D on e  -with, a B o rro w e d  ‘ -Gun.”
Just before he started to kill his 

wife he borrowed the revolver from 
Tom Welsh, foreman in the Cartier 
sawmill at Ludington, ^showing that 
he had premeditated the deed. Smith 
and his wife had been married six 
years, and had two children, a boy of 
five years, besides the babe wbicb he 
killed, They lived at Ashland up to 
ten months ago, but Smith was jeal­
ous and his wife charged him with 
cruelty and left him. Since then she 
had been working out to support her­
self and the children. Smith gave up 
his job at Ashland and followed his 
wife here, begging her to return to 
him, but she was obdurate.

T im e to  H ave H ille d  Sm ith.
Then Smith became desperate and 

threatened to shoot her unless she 
came back. She slammed the door 
in his face and neither she nor her 
friends paid any attention to these 
threats until very recently. The triple 
tragedy was completed before any as­
sistance could arrive. Smith did not 
lose consciousness for some time and 
as he fell he still grasped the revol­
ver in his hand, with his finger on 
the trigger, with the apparent inten­
tion of shooting Mrs. Orlando Karl, 
his mother-in-law, whom he had 
threatened more than once before. 31. 
Bolton saw the danger of another 
murder and crept up to the prostrate 
man and wrested the revolver fr^rn his 
hand.

B ru ta l A ssau lt w itli a  C lub.
Joseph Smith, a Pollock salt lifter, 

employed at Butterville, made a fierce 
and unexpected assault upon Jay 
Bacon, a fellow workman and a crip­
ple. The latter was rendered uncon­
scious by several terrific blows over 
the head with a heavy club. The two 
men had quarreled previously. Smith 
ran away after the assault, but was 
pursued. Fearing capture, he plunged 
into the lake and started1 to swim to 
Ludington, nearly a mile distant. Men 
followed in a boat, however, and capt­
ured him.

B U IX E T  D R O P S  OUT O F H IM

H ad C arried I t  in  H is S h ou lder fo r  F orty - 
T w o Y ears—G ot I t  D ow n  South.

Battle Creek, Mich., June 24.—Jas. 
F. Meade, of Hastings, has lost a bul­
let which he had carried for the last 
forty-two years. Meade was a member 
of the Eighth Michigan infantry, ‘ and 
was shot at James Island, South Caro­
lina, in June. 1802, the bullet passing 
in his mouth and lodging in his shoul­
der. It bothered him a good deal, 
forming abscesses, that at times threat­
ened to end liis life.

Meade has insisted for the last two 
years that the bullet was going down, 
but the doctors laughed at him. An­
other abscess formed a few weeks 
a^o and Sunday while it was being 
cleaned the bullet came out with the 
pus. It looks like a buckshot and had 
been softened so that it could be 
crumbled in the hand.

Muskegon, Mich., June 24.—Miss 

Roberta Marcia Bannister, of this 
city, and Robert H. Ingersoll, of New 
York, were married here. The coming 
of the groom was impressive, he ar­
riving on a special train from Lansing, 
on which were fifty of his friends from 
New York, Detroit and Chicago. Twen­
ty-five years ago Ingersoll left Lan­
sing with hut $10 in his pocket. He is 
now a millionaire, having invented the 
“dollar watch.”
