Larger Sleeping Oar Berths.
One of the few railroad companies 

that owns and operates the sleeping 
cars in service on its lines, is the Chi­
cago, Milwaukee & St. Paul.

The sleeping cars on this line were 
formerly Pullman cars, operated by 
the Pullman Company, hut for a doz­
en years past the railway company 
has owned and operated the sleeping 
car equipment. In building its sleep 
ing cars, a departure from the ole. 
standard pattern o f cars has been 
made to the extent of adding about 
six inches to the width and height of 
the sleepers. This permits of wider 
and higher berths. Length has also 
been added to berths, so that comfort 
is found in them which is lacking in 
ordinary sleeping cars.

These large cars are in service on 
practically all o f the lines o f the St. 
Paul Road, and are veiy popular 
with the traveling public.

The 
delegates who two hours before were 
pledged to Stearns voted against 
him Berrien cast her 21 votes solid 
for the new made democrat.

There is much dissatisfaction 
among Berrien county democrats over 
the out come of the convention. The 
News-Palladium says:

Democrats who comprised the Ber­
rien county delegation to the state 
convention returned Thursday morn’ 
ing .a .very, very sore lot o f men 
They axe all so sore that they refuse 
to talk of their trip to Grand Rapids 
or even o f the enthusiasm of the con 
vention.

that by word and expression ofcoun 
tenance Berrien county cast her solic 
vote for Stearns and to have Mm 
thrown down by a clever ruse of that 
‘aristocratic Campau”  as John V 

Starr calls him was to much for the 
good nature of local party leaders.

“ It’s a mistake, a mistake I say 
was all that Sheriff Collins woulc 
say, but it was apparent that he hat 
more on _ his mind. The defeat of 
Stearns is looked upon as one o ' 
Campau’s tricks. He saw the senti 
ment was for Stearns. He then 
evolved the coup of gaining a confer 
ence with Stearns and forcing him to 
declare himself a democrat. This 
marked the last gasp of the political 
life o f Justus S. Stearns. After the 
“ flop” Campau worked quietly and he 
gained the day by an eleventh hour 
turn to Ferris o f Big Rapids.

“ While admitting that Ferris is a 
strong man, John V. Starr thinks 
that the last hope for victory in the 
state went glimmering with the de­
feat o f Stearns.

Has proved itself to be one of the 
most pronounced theatrical successes 
o f the past decade in Chicago. The 
attendance has been record-breaking 
thus far, even for tbe Grand Opera 
house, which has been filled at every 
jerformauce.

Particularly 
striking proved to be the scene in 
which Mrs. Wiggs rescued Lovey 
Mary from the sharp tongues and 
spiteful suspicions o f the cabbage 
patch gossips. Little Tommy him­
self is a fascinating little fellow as 
impersonated by the curly-haired, 
handsome Master Jaynes, and the 
three little “ jograpliy”  named W iggs 
girls (Asia, Australia and Europen a) 
are true to the life. The juvenile 
element is quite strong in the play, 
and there are some charming scenes 
in which the children figure, notably 
that o f Mrs. W igg’s Sunday school
class in . the second act. Pegstick 
Chris is enacted by an adult actor, 
Tayloi Granville whose makeup as 
wooden-legged nephew of Miss Hazy 
is truly remarkable, and he capers 
through the varioua scenes on Ms peg 
as nimbly as can be.

It would be hard to decide which 
was the more unconventionally odd, 
liis first act courtship scene with Miss 
Hazy or his tipsy fall from grace in 
the second act.

Climate and Crop Report.
The mean daily temperature for the 

week ending August 1st was 65 7 de 
grees, or 2.6 degrees below normal; 
the average precipitation was 0 50 of 
an inch, or 0.08 o f an inch above the 
normal; the sunshine averaged 56 per 
cent of the possible amount?

The weather o f the past week has 
been favorable for harvest work, 
which has made rapid progress. 
Timely, but unevenly distributed, 
showers have improved the condition 
o f corn, beans, late potatoes and late 
oats, but has been insufficient for 
pasturage.

Haying is mostly completed in the 
northern counties and Upper Penin­
sula and fairly good yields well se­
cured. Wheat, rye and barley har­
vest are-well advanced in the Lower 
Peninsula and the grain is mostly 
secured. Wheat when cut was some­
what rusty and threshers’ returns 
continue to show a generally light 
yield or shrunken berries. Rye yields 
are generally light. Barley is yield­
ing quite well in grain, but rather 
poorly m straw. In tbe southern 
counties oat harvest is becoming 
general and so far has been well se 
cured. Oats have a short straw, but 
well filled heads. In the northern 
counties oats are ripening rapidly.

Corn continues very uneven on ac­
count of poor-seed, but generally the 
crop has made good growth and is in 
tassel in most counties o f the Lower 
Peninsula; in the extreme Southern 
counties it is setting for ears. Early 
potatoes continue to show rather 
light yield#, but o f good quality,
