Lansing, Aug. 22 —The state cen­
sus of June 1904, shows Michigan to 
have a population o f 2,530,016, ac­
cording to the announcement of Sec­
retary of State Warner. For compar­
ison, the population of the state in 
900 was 2,420,983. The increase is 

109,034, or 44 per cent.
The total number o f males is 1,298,- 

402, and o f  females 1,231,614. The 
number of families is 589,746, and 
the average number’ of persons to 
each family is 4 29.

All but twenty-one of the counties 
show an increase in population and 
twenty-two of them show an increase 
of 10 per cent and over. Keweenaw 
shows the greatest' percentage o f in­
crease, which is over 41 Per cent 
Next comes Gladwin and Crawford, 
each with 41 per cent, and then Luce, 
with 30 per cent. Oscoda made a 
gain of 29 per cent. The other coun- 
sies whose gain was ovei 10 per cent 
are Alger, Baraga, Benzie, Charle­
voix, Cheboyan, Clare, Delta, Em­
mett, Grand Traverse, Kalamazoo, 
Missaukee, Ogemaw* Ontonagon, Ot­
sego. Perque Isle, Wayne and Wex­
ford. Wayne county’s percentage of 
increase is 10.9. Ingham’s increase 
was 94per cent.

None o f the decreases are great only 
a few o f them being over 1,000, and 
the percentage of decrease would be 
very small. The counties which show 

decrease are Alcona, Antrim, Barry, 
Branch, Cass, Eaton, Hillsdale, Iosco, 
Isabelle, Lake, Livingston, Macinac, 
Macomb, Manistee, Marquette, Me 
costa, Menominee, Roscommon, San 
ilac, Shiawassee, St. Joseph amt 
Washtenaw. Seven o f  these same 
counties showed a decrease between 
1894 and 1900.

of Four Cheat Death
Lloyd Shepard, a prominent young 

St. Joseph man, and three Chicago 
society girls narrowly escaped death, 
one horse was killed and another so 
badly injured that it can not live, by 
a wild plunge o f the team from the 
feiry at King’s landing into the river 
Thursday night.

The accident was one of the most 
sensational of the season and the es­
cape of the four young people is 
miraculous. Mr. Shepard was driv* 
ing a spirited team from Needham & 
McCracken’s stable of St. Joseph and 
was to be ferried acoss tbe river at 
King’s landing. The rig had been 
securely stationed on the ferry and it 
was swinging out in the river when 
the May Graham appeared a short 
distance away and Mr. Shepard, un­
willing to risk meeting the boat in 
the voyage across stream,turned back 
and made the landing. Supposing 
that the big scow was safely moored 
Mr Shepard began to back the team 
from the ferry on the bank, when the 
craft pulled away from shore and the 
horses were precipitated into the 
river.

Terrified at their sudden plunge 
the animals reared and kicked,throw- 

Mr. Shepard between them and 
entangling him in the harness. The 
young ladies m the rig were also 
pitched into the river and the fight 
for life began. Mr. Shepard after a 
game struggle succeeded in disen- 
tanlmg himself and he at once went 
to the rescue of the ladies. One by 
one and with desperate effort he 
brought-them to shore,he then turned 
his attentions to the team. One horse 
he found dead, his neck broken by 
the fall,the other was so badly injur­
ed that he had to call assistance to 
get him to shore. All of the party 
were injured to a slight degree but 
the escape of Mr. Shepard from be­
neath the struggling weight of the 
horses was most miraculous. He says 
that he felt sure that he would be 
killed when he realized the situation.

The party were brought to St. Jos­
eph early yesterday morning.

The team injured was one of the 
best in the Needham & McCracken 
barn. The horse killed was owned 
by Mr.Needham’s father at Buchanan 
and had been quartered at the barn 
for a few weeks. The loss was about 
$300.— St. Joseph correspondent to 
News-Palladium.

Climate and Crop Report.
The mean daily temperature for the 

week ending August 22 was 61.7 de­
grees, or 5 3 degrees below the nor­
mal; the average precipitation was 
0.97 of an inch, or 0.47 of an inch 
above the normal; the sunshine aver 
aged 62 per cent of the possible 
amouut.

The weather conditions of the past 
week have been too cool for good 
crop growth and the rainfall, al­
though above normal, has been in­
sufficient on account of the very dry 
conditions prevailing during the pre­
vious weeks. The rainfall has not 
been evenly distributed, but was very 
beneficial. Oat harvest has advanced 
rapidly under favorable conditions 
and the bulk of the crop in the cen­
tral and southern counties is now 
secured; oats arc rusty, with short 
straw, but have well filled heads and 
are generally yielding quite well.

W a s h in g t o n  L e t t e r ,
Senator Bailey o f Texas is in the

He declares 
that a President ought to show stud­
ied contempt for farmers and mechan­
ics and all o f “ the lower classes.”  
Of course this is only a very free 
flay of sarcasm, but will the average 
American voter comprehend its not 
too delicate significance? I f so Mr.' 
Williams’ speech will prove an effec­
tive one. Whatever else may be said 
o f the speech, however ic struck an 
entirely new vein and must be classed 
as ingenious and entertaining.

The negro issue in politics refuses 
to retire into oblivion. It came be­
fore the President again yesterday, 
and may require drastic treatment 
concerning the fight in Louisiana be­
tween the “ Lily Whites”  and the 

Black ahd Tans.”  Loeb calls at­
tention to the fact that the President 
has refused to recognize the “ Lily 
Whites”  and that the “regulars”  are 
in control in a majority of the South­
ern states. But the regulars stand’ 
upon their pure and stainless dignity,
refusing all advances, and the result 
promises to be a double set of Repub­
lican candidates for both Congress 
and Presidential Electors.

The negro is also to be an issue in 
the sister Virginias, The democrats 
in West Virginia, notwithstanding 
the diplomatic concession to Mr. 
Davis, will make a vigorous cam­
paign on the issue of restricting if 
not prohibiting the negro vote. It 
will be an issue from now on, Vir­
ginia democrats, in a vigorous effort 
to retain the entire congressional 
delegation, have appointed a score of 
political school teachers to travel 
through the southern part of the 
states from now until election day,to 
teach illiterate whites how to read 
and deposit the new ballot.

Mr. John J, Cornwell, democartie 
candidate for govenor o f West Vir­
ginia, was in Washington yesterday. 
He is a gentleman o f distinguished 
appearance, black eyes, and thirty 
years of age, very young looking to 
be the recipient o f such honors at the 
hands of his party.

The terrible disaster in the Potomac 
at last week’s regatta, seems likely to 
be unatoned for; or punished in any 
way. The coroner’ s jury, in spite^of 
the fact that the insignificant little 
boat had twice as many passengers as 
she ought to have carried, and was 
run ‘ by an engineer who did not 
know his business, has brought in a 
verdict of “ accidental and unavoida- 
able.”  A member of the party of 
fourteen, who could swim, and was 
one of the four who escaped, let off 
his friend and entertainer, with “ ft 
Was nobody’s fault, No one is to 
blame. It was just God’s will that 
those should die who went down, no 
body is to blame.”  The verdict does 
not please the relatives o f the ten 
victims whose funerals here have just 
been attended.

The first anniversary of the removal 
to jthis Qitj of the Seventh D&y Ad­

ventists of the United States from 
Battle Creek, Mich., where they Were 
driven out by a disasterons fire, is 
taking place today. This large 
religious denomination has made ar­
rangements to build another college 
at Tacoma  ̂Park, one of the most 
beautiful o f Washington’s suburbs, 
and articles o f incorporation have 
been filed. The purpose is said to be 
to promote the principles o f higher 
education, and to provide proper 
facilities for the harmonious develop­
ment of the intellectual, moral and 
physical powers of mankind, At a 
meeting this week the preachers o f 
this cult announced that they were in 
favor of all harmless Sunday recrea­
tion and opposed to the enforcement 
of the so-called Sabbath laws.

There will not be such a paucity of 
speech making during the campaign 
as was at first apprehended. At least 
three members of the cabinet, and 
peihaps four, will be heard from on 
the hustings, but for the first time 
within the memory Of man there is 
not one of the president’s councellors 
who has any reputation whatever as 
an orator. Secretary Shaw has a cer­
tain liveliness and readiness upon his 
feet, but he cannot, by the wildest 
stretch of imagination be called an 
orator. Taft has a handsome, boyish 
face, but he weighs 325 pounds at the 
present hour and excites the risibles 
like the fat boy in Pickwick. More­
over he plays upon a single string 
like Paganini,and congress has shown 
marked dislike to his music. Judge 
Parker will make eight or ten 
speeches during the campaign.

Their Hatred of England.
Ferdinand de Lesseps used to tell 

how a Frenchman came to his aid when 
he was struggling against Palmerston’s 
opposition to the Suez canal. The man, 
who was a total stranger, walked Into 
his office one day and drew out of his 
pocket a wallet stuffed with bank notes.

“Monsieur,”  said he, “I beg the privi­
lege of being allowed to subscribe to­
ward the railway of the island of Swe­
den.” “But, monsieur,”  said' Lesseps, 
“it is not a railroad; it’s a canal. It’s 
not an island, but an isthmus. It is 
not in Sweden, but at Suez.”  “ I don’t 
care what it is or where it is,”  said, the 
capitalist, “so long as it worries Eng­
land. Put me down, I say.”

But Lesseps had little reason to make 
fun of this episode if the picture his 
own son draws of him be true. Becom 
ing incensed at some attack made on 
him in the British parliament and be­
ing inadequately provided with means 
to express his rage, his mind suddenly 
reverted to his linen collar, which was 
of English make. He tore it from his 
neck, dashed it upon the floor and 
danced on it, all for hatred of the is­
land it came from.

Routed Tby Puppets.
Toward the close of the reign of 

Elizabeth, when the Spaniards were 
frequently hovering about the south­
west coast of England, a party from 
their ships landed in the- neighborhood 
of where Falmouth stands today, with 
the intention of burning the borough of 
Penryn. It chanced, however, that that 
same evening some’ strollers had set 
up in Penryn market place a repre­
sentation by puppets of certain inci­
dents in the life of Samson, including 
his victory over the Philistines.

At the point of Samson’s onset upon 
these with the jawbone of the ass the 
strollers beat drums and sounded trum­
pets Indicative of an alarm, and the 
Spaniards, who were at that moment 
about to rush the town, believing it to 
be full of soldiers, bolted for their 
boats.

This probably occurred in 1595, when 
there was a Spanish squadron on the 
coast, which landed troops and burned 
Penzance.

Sport on the Kafue River.
A trader in ivory and rubber writes 

as follows of sport on the Kafue river, 
in Africa: “ Every morning at daybreak 
we got up and scanned the plains with 
our glasses for game. Often our boys 
called us first to say that a herd of wa­
ter buck or hartbeest was grazing in 
sight, especially If the camp was out 
of meat. The river was full of fish— 
barbel, bream, pike and tiger fish. The 
bream were by far the best eating, but 
the tiger fish and big barbel gave the 
best sport. Spoon bait, with strong 
pike tackle and a stiff bamboo rod, 
was all that was required, and, trolling 
behind a dugout paddled by natives, 
we could soon, make a bag. The tiger 
fish fight gamely and, breaking water 
repeatedly, very often succeed in shak­
ing the hook from their mouths. Bar­
bel run up to eighty pounds weight, 
and a heavy one can tow a canoe along 
the surface at some speed.”
