There are indications that
the long talked of dam will be built
at once. It is known that Engineer
Lang, who drew the plans for the dam

at lien island is at work an the plans{

and specifications for the dam at this
place and that the improvements to-
gether with the power house will cost
from $1.000,000 to $1.500,000.

There w1ll be developed from 40,-
000 to 50,060 horse power and this
will be trapsmitted to Benton Har
bor, 8t. Joseph, South Bend and
other cities where it can be sold.

It is stated that the compromise
between the warring factions has

been effected by the two parties pool-

ing interesisand that the water power
will be built and owned jointly by

the old water power company agd.

A South Bend dispatch says of the

project:

The harnessing of the 8t. Joseph
river is one of the most gigantie p'ow-
er undertakingsever attempted in the
middle west. With two gigantic
dams in operation and four more pro-

possed, the industries of this section

will be well-nigh revolutionized.

The task is veing accomplished b\
the Iandiana and Michigan electric
company, which is in reality a hold-
ing concern for several minor com
panies.

The two large dams Whlch are now
in operation, are located at Twin
Branch, seven miles east of the city
and at Buchanan, Mich. The Twin
Branch dam was completed several
months ago at a cost of over a mil-
lion dollars, and today its monstrous
water wheels are grinding out 10,000
horse power oi electric current, At
Buchanan the dam is nearly as large
as the Twin Branch dam; and al-

though its producing qualities are

not su enormous it is greatly superior
to the usual river dam.
Ia addition to the powerful hy-

draulic developments in operation at |

the present time the combinatiou or
trust purposes to build more large
dams, all of which when completed
will be capable of generating from
5,000 to 10,000 horse power, These
dams will be located at Mottville,
Mich., and Berrien Springs, Mich.
At the present time they are negotiat
ing with several large electro-chem-
ical concerns, which will use necarly
5,000 horse power each, bubeven with
these large companies located in
Sonth Bena the excess of power will be
great and it will be necessary to con-
struct l1ines to other nearby cities be-
sides the ones which are now connect-
ed. ‘
The operations of the combination
however, are not confined to the St.
Joseph river. They have purchased
water power rights along a number
of other streams and it 1s their inten-
tions within the next few years to
have a series of electric ' power
plants which will enable them to run

The Telephone in War.
While the Japanese are greatly

| skilled in the visual system of com-

municétion,—the time honored ‘‘wig-

wag’ and heligraph,—yet in the pre--

sent conflict they have clearly demon-
strated the superiority of the tele-
phone and the telegraph as a means
of transmitting information from
point to point. Unlike the helio-
graph and flag system, the electrical
means of communication operates ire
respective of weather, distance, and
topographical condition. It has the
further advantage of being absolutely
and entirely “concealed from the en-
emy. It is shrouded in mystery, and
there is no chance for the enemy
to gain an advantage by reading sig-
nals, as has often happened in the
past.

The character of the country in
which operations are being conduct-
ed has no effect upon present military
maneuvers. Where bullock carts
cannot penetrate the Japanese have
discovered that it is very easy to
transport wire by having men carry
it coiled upon their shoulders, These
men advance the line at a rate of
three miles or more an hour. The
telephones are constructed of parts
similar to those of commercial instru-
ments, butare housed in boxes, which
makes them more easily portable.—
