Washington Letter
At the moment o f this writing it is 

not decided where the inaugural ball 
shall take place. The Senate wants 
it in the Pension building, where it j 
has been held for a quarter o f a cen­
tury. The House wants it in the 
Congressional Library building; and 
a few members o f both houses want 
to assign to that function the rotunda 
and corridors o f  the Capitol. It is 
the unanimous desire that the inau­
guration shall be the most memorable 
o f any ever held. Some prominent 
citizens desire the erection o f  a spec­
ial building either for temporary or 
permanent use, but that plan for Gen. 
Grant’s second inauguration failed 
utterly and made the celebration a 
very poor affair. Either the Capitol 
or Library is adapted to the purpose. 
The latter is already lighted abun­
dantly, and would neither need, nor 
permit decoration. The Capital ro­
tunda and Statuary Hall can be 
illuminated with dazzling brilliancy, 
almost in an hour's notice. In each 
building there are corridors by the 
mile, tinted walls and frescoed ceil­
ings. The exits and entrances of 
both are perfect, and there are cloak 
rooms abundant. Some Senators are 
opposed to using the Library on 
the ground that the fine building 
would be injured, but in what way 
the fine building could be injured by 
ever so large a throng, is beyond con­
ception. It would be no more expos­
ed to injury than it is every day and 
every night till ten o’ clock. The in­
auguration ball held in the vast 
spaces o f the Library, would be a 
brilliant and magnificent affair.

The President has succeeded in 
stirring up all parties in both houses 
o f  Congress on the subject o f extra­
vagance in government printing and 
in favor o f its summary reduction. 
Representative Landis, chairman of 
the House committee, says that mil­
lions of dollars could be saved by a 
a rigid supervision o f the matter sent

to the public printer. He says, “ At 
least one third o f the printing could 
be cut off, saving millions o f dollars 
to the government. There are thou­
sands o f tons o f  stuff printed in the 
government printing office in the 
highest style of the art, that are not 
worth the paper they are printed on.”  
Among the principal offenders in this 
respect are the Geological Survey, the 
Bureau of Ethnology, and the Smith­
sonian Digest. Hundreds of thou­
sands o f volumes aredistiibuted that 
are never read or even opened, some 
of them illustrated with a multitude 
o f the most expensive colored engrav­
ings. Many books are thus produced 
which are so abstruse and even occult 
as to be quite beyond the general 
comprehension and the Geological 
Survey boasts that it has published 
a bullitin so recondite that only three 
men in the United States can under­
stand it, and only six persons have 
ever called for a copy! Think o f a 
great volume on, the Charleston earth­
quake with hundreds o f  photo litho­
graphs printed fbur years after that 
event, and containing no valuable 
information in addition to that pub­
lished in the newspapers at the time.

Senator Stewart’s bill increasing 
the salary o f the President to $100,- 
000 a year, that o f the Vice President 
to $20,000 and that o f the Speaker of 
the House to $20,000 and that o f Sen­
ators and Representative to $10,000 
seems to have run against a snag, A 
ringing protest is heard from all 
parts o f the country. It it held-that 
men should not be encouraged to seek 
the highest places under the govern­
ment by a money reward. Great 
honors go with them, which are 
above price. Senators and Repre­
sentatives are required to spend here 
only about one third o f the time for 
which they are elected; the other two- 
thirds can be devoted to their pri­
vate business here or at home. And 
this is a country o f many opportun­
ities. Perhaps salaries will be raised 
when the presidents, vice-president, 
senators and representatives get into 
the habit o f resigning because of in­
adequate compensation. Members of 
the House o f Commons, in England 
receive no salaries whatever.

All summer long, day and night, 
an insensate little locomotive has 
been hauling hundreds o f thousands 
of cubic feet o f dirt from one end of 
the TJ. S. Capitol to the other. But 
now the little iron horse has beeq 
banished and hundreds o f jaded, gal­
led and underfed horses are compell­
ed to finish the work with overload­
ing, stalling and beating. The 
occasion o f this is that Senator Hale 
o f Maine has come back to the capi- 
tol and in driving to the Senate 
chamber his superb horses showed 
some surprise at the engine and Sena­
tor Hale o f Maine had it immediately 
suppressed. Senator Hale’ s aristo: 
cratic horses should not be blamed 
for the pathetic suffering o f their fel- 
ow horses. Doubtless if  they could 
have foreseen what the Senator would 
do they would have dissembled their 
surprise. There was' no accident. 
Nobody will suffer except the hun­
dreds o f horses that suffer a daily 
crucifixion and are used to it.

The Senate came to time yesterday 
and passed the Philippine government 
bill, by a party vote. Many amemd- 
ments were offered, and a general 
discussion was had' but they were 
mostly voted down. A sharp inter­
change between-Carmack and Foraker 
punctuated the proceedings. The 
former sarcastically welcomed the 
President to membership in the Auti- 
Imperialist League, because he said 
in his message that he hoped the time 
would come when the Philippines 
would have the same relation to the 
United States that Cuba now has and 
that the only justification of our pre* 
sDnce there was ourahilit” to do thqm 
good. The Senator expressed the 
fear that such language would ex cits

the Filipinos to insurrection and con­
trasted it with the speeches o f Messrs. 
Lodge and Beveridge declaring he 
said, that the object af our benevol­
ent assimilation o f the archipelago 
was to get as much out of it as we 
could. There were tart' rejoinders 
and significant allusions to the les­
sons of the election.

The hundred thousand strangers 
who are expected to witness the inau­
guration can see a good many other 
things worth seeing besides the Con­
gressional Library, the refurnished 
Capitol, the vast central railroad 
station in progress and other massive 
improvements.

Two South American rats have 
just arrived at our Zoo, very rare 
and remarkable auimals. Each is 
about four feet long and weighs a 
hundred pounds. The Superintend­
ent announces quite unnecessarily

James W. Pearl won a case in Jus­
tice Weldon’s court at Benton Har- 
bo- Tuesday that will probably be 
carried up through the courts until a 
final decision is reached. The result 
means that Mr. Pearl will be 35 cents 
richer or poorer at the end of the 
litigation, but i f  the railroad com­
panies are beaten it w ill mean quite 
a loss in their receipts.

The railroads have a custom of 
charging storage fees on baggage 
that is not called for within a certain 
time. A short time ago Pearl had a 
bicycle checked to Benton Harbor 
over the Pere Marquette. He did not 
call for it at once, and when he 
did there was piled up against the 
wheel a charge of 35 cents. He re­
fused to pay it and secured his prop­
erty by means o f a writ o f replevin.

The case came up for trial before 
Justice Weldon and it was decided 
that the company had no authority 
for making a storage charge. Gore 
& Haryey represented the railroad
company and Geo. W. Bridgman was 
c ounsel for Mr. Peail.

The history o f the last anti-marriage 
bill will tell the secret o f the thin 
veneer o f virtue o f some of the le f orm- 
ers from the furniture city. The 
Herald always leading in the attacks 
on St, Joseph, passes out the follow ­
ing editorial “ dupe”  for the intelli­
gent people and the moralists o f the 
state.

“ Some members of the legislature 
talk of trying once more to regulate 
Michigan’s marriage mart, St. Joseph. 
For a long time Milwaukee was the 
favorite resort o f young couples for 
quick wedlock to later woe. A form­
er Michigan pastor who went to Mil­
waukee often married 20 couples on 
one Sunday. It became such an abuse 
that Wisconsin put a few extra rivets 
in her marriage laws, and the tide 
turned to St. Joseph. The Joseph of 
the Bible was rather particular in his 
dealings with women. Our St. Jo 
seph has been more liberal and its 
hasty marriages have been a little too 
much for conservative citizens.

In a suit for divorce just brought 
by a reputable Chicago woman, she 
says her husband married her at St. 
Joe under a name not his own, and 
told her he knew o f others who did 
.the same. St. Joseph officials and 
ministers have claimed their right to 
marry these couples if  a license be 
presented, whether they personally 
know them to be eligible or not. 
There is no law preventing a preacher 
from turning somersaults down the 
aisles o f his church on Snnday, but 
he does not. The eternal fitness of 
things might as well be considered in 
Sunday snap marriages. Many of 
these couples are good and true and 
know what they are doing. Such 
people would not object to laws that 
demand ample proof o f honesty.

“ It would wrong no worthy cou­
ple to have a law requiring a few 
days between license and ceremony 
with sworn proof that the parties 
gave the right names and were other­
wise eligible. Officials might get 
fewer fees and the incomes of a few 
easy ministers be reduced, but much 
misery would be prevented anc 
something be done to limit the lati­
tude o f divorce doges. Some cou­
ples lack sense, and divorce laws can 
not turn fools into wiseacres, but 
they can protect such people against 
themselves and curtail' .the grasp of 
thoughtless greed. It is well enough 
to make marriage easy, but better!to 
make it safe. And a law that is good 
for St. Joe would be as good for De­
troit and Grand Rapids.”

But The. Court Will Decide Which Is To 
dlave Salary*

The legal fight for the possession 
o f the office of County Dsain Commis­
sioner will begin on Jan. 1, or rather 
Jan, 2, when John Burbank of this 
township, elected to that office on 
Nov. 8, by the Republicans without 
opposition will demand tbe office, 
and Frank A. Stryker, of Buchanan, 
elected for two years by the Demo­
cratic board of supervisors at the an­
nual meeting in October, 1903, wijl 
refuse to turn the office over' to Mr. 
Burbank.

As has been explained before in 
these columns, the legal entangle­
ment over this important office is 
precipitated by the Lovell act o f the 
legislature o f 1903, making the office 
o f Drain Commissioner for BerrieD 
county elective by all tbe people in­
stead of by the board of supervisors.

The validity o f the act is disputed 
by Mr. Stryker and by the Democrat 
leaders o f the county, and that ex­
plains why the Democrats made no 
nomination for this office at their 
convention held in Niles last sum­
mer

Mr. Strykei, therefore, will not
recognize the validity of the election 
of Mr. Burbank and it will devolve 
upon the latter to at once begin quo 
warranto proceedings which will 
bring the matter before the count to 
determine by what authority Mr.
