This is the good roads proposition
that will be submitted+to the electors
next Monday, the legislature ha.vmg
adopted the following:

sResolved by the senate and house
of the state of Michigan, that .the
following amendment to the consti»
tution of the state of Michigan be,
and the same is hereby, proposed and
submitted to the people of the state,
that isto say, that section nine of
article fourteen of said constitution
be amended so as to read as follows:

«Seetion 9. The state shall not be
a party to, orengaged in, any work
orinternal improvement, norengaged
incarrying on any such work except
[in the improvement of or aiding in
the improvement of the public wagon
roads] and in the expenditure of
grants to the state of land or other
property. *** If a majority of the
voters vote yes on the following, the
amendment will be adopted; if a
majority vote no, it will be defeated.

““Amendment to the constitution
relative to the state aiding in the im-
provement of the public wagon
roads. (NO) [ [”

In all probability the United States
will shortly grant national aid to
ward the expense of building good
roads. Michigan’s constitution ab-
'§0lutely prohibits-the state fromhav-
'ing anything to do with such a move.
Michigan’s share of the appropriation
that is planned by the Brownlow-
Latimer bill is $702,000; then if we
do not change our constitution this
money will go to states that do not
have such a prohibitive clause in
their constitution. )

Then a YES vote means in all pro-
bability $702,000 for Michigan; a NO
vote means that this w1ll go to other
states

If the amendment is adopted prison
labor can be utilized in crushing
stone for roads, and every day’s work
by*the convict in crush_ixig stone will
create another day’s work- to do, to
apply it to the road.
