Soldiers Homey 

Grand Rapids, April 9, 1905. 
Buchanan Record: -

Forty years. ago 
we laid aside the implements o f war,

the wounds o f our common country. 
We took our places in the ranks of 
the Grand. Army o f the Republic, and 
faithfully, sympathetically and sin 
cerely on the 80th day o f every May, 
accompanied by a patrio|j,c public 
we have repaired to the silent cities 
of the dead,, and there placed our em­
blems of remembrance upon the 
graves />£ our comrades who have 
crossed the dark river and are rest­
ing under the shades of the trees on 
the other side. We are now ap­
proaching the period in . our lives 
when again we will perform this lov­
ing service. The mounds over which 
waves the- flag of our country are 
multiplying with great rapidity. 
The messenger o f death is visiting 
the home of the soldier,, sailor and 
marine o f the war for' the suppres­
sion o f the rebellion with alarming 
frequency, and soon ah, too soon, we 
shall have all answered the last call 
and stand in the presence of Him

Let us, therefore, with a fu ll knowl­
edge o f the purpose of the day, im­
bued with that same patriotic spirit 
that has actuated us for the past forty 
years, approaching the discharge o f 
it3 duties with a reverent spirit and 
as we scatter the beautiful flowers of 
spring on the graves o f oiir comrades 
Or cast them upon the water to the 
memory of the sailor and marine let 
it be done w ith ; the thought that 
with them it has been:

BOTTLE-GUN DISPLACES OIL
Process of Quieting Troubled Waters 

Is Modernized by New and 
' Clever Device.

While the process o f quieting 
the troubled waters by scattering 
oil on the surface has been known 
and practiced for a long time, 
there are constantly new means 
being devised for the application 
o f the oil, says the Chicago Chron­
icle. The latest thing of this char­
acter is the “ bottle gun,”  winch has 
been invented by Vice Admiral 
Guimares, of the Brazilian navy, 
who proposes to scatter oil*on the 
water ahead of the boat by its 
means. The gun is a handy little 
piece, mounted on a pivot carriage, 
which is bolted down to the deck 
so that there is no recoil. It is 
made of bronze, but the chamber 
at the breech, which contains the 
propelling pow^r, is of steel. The. 
cha'rge, in a brass central-fire cyl­
inder, is loaded into the gun from 
the rear, as it is a breech-loading 
piece, with an interrupted screw 
plug to close it. The bore o f the 
gun is o f much greater diameter, 
than the powder chamber, and the 
projectile, which is nothing more 
than an ordinary wine bottle 
filled with sawdust steeped in oil, 
is entered .at the muzzle and 
rammed home. The advantage of 
this is obvious, Since there would 
never be any difficulty in providing 
a supply o f  these fragile projec­
tiles. When the gunis discharged 
the bottle is, of course, broken, 
and its contents scattered over 
tbe Water for a'considerable dis­
tance, I f  fired ahead to form a 
smooth pathway for the advanc­
ing vessel, it requires to be dis­
charged every five minutes, but, if 
the vessel is stationary or lying to, 
one round every 20 minutes is said 
to he sufficient;

It is not to be supposed that these 

figures apply to all clays and all 
sands. On the other hand, the two 
types o f  soil run into each other in 
chem ical constitution as they do in 
physical m ake up. In general, the 
statement o f  the table is correct and 
significant although these chem ical 
differences are to  be accounted for 
partly by the greater fineness o f  the 
clay particles and the therefore more 
rapid solution  o f  parts. N ote that 
the swamp soils contain tw ice as much 
potash as they clay, six times as m uch 
lim e and fu ly  tw ice as much sul­
phuric acid  and organic matter, yet 
it is a matter o f  com m on observation 
that these humus soils are rarely as 
produ ctive  as clay lands. This 
emphasizes the point that you cannot 
ju d ge  o f  the p rodu ctiv ity  o f  a soil 
by a chem ical analysis alone, You 
must know  the texture and the pre­
sence or absence o f  the right bacteria. 
A lthough  the figures show ing the 
percents o f  the several im portant 
ingredients seem small, remember 
that they are m ultip lied  into a great 
weight o f  soil fo r  an acre so that the 
absolute amounts o f  plant fo o d  per 
acre in  our com m on soils is very 
large. K ing has calcu lated  for us 
the amounts o f  p lant fo o d s  in the top 
fo o t  per acie  in  pounds in  the three 
great types o f  soil. H is results are 
g iven  in the next table.

W hile a com parison o f  the tw o tables 
last-given m ight g ive  him an idea at 
first that there whs plenty o f  plant 
food  in  the soil to last fo r  generations 
he w ou ld  soon think that this plant 
fo o d  w ill have to last fo r  generations 
and that therefore nature has wisely 
tlock ed  it up in form s alm ost insolu­
ble and that the farm er can secure 
enough o f  the plant fo o d  fo r  his crops 
only by d oin g  two things, first put­
ting his soil in the best possible phy- 
sical cond ition  so that the air can 
get at it to aid in nitrification and in 
feeding the bacteria m aking soluble 
the phosphates and to aid in keeping 
the water supply constant and in 
right amount, and secondly applying 
barnyard manure frequently to build 
up humus, w hich in  turn maintains 
the w aterholding capacity and sup­
plies fo o d  fo r  the needed soil bacteria.

The m uck soils have plenty o f  nit­
rogen, phosphoric acid and potash 
yet w ill [seldom  produce crops until 
a fresh am ount o f  fresh stable manure 
is added. The function  o f  this man- 
u re isn ot to supply increased amount 
o f  the essential elements but to supply 
the needed bacteria for the life  o f 
the s 'i l .  L u ck ily , no matter how 
greedy the farmer can be, he cannot 

’ deplete the soil below7 a certain point 
and must leave a large 'supply o f 
p lant fo o d  fo r  com ing generations
