admit it was all right on my part I 
presume this will be read by quite a 
number who had the same experienced 
that time.

Here Sada left me and I took the 
street car for a distant part, of the 
city to find Mrs. Mathews and her 
daughter, Sue Hall and on arriving 
at their house I found it locked and 
no one at home. There were chairs 
on the porch, so I sat down to wait, 
thinking that if  they were far away 
they would have put the chairs inside. 
When I had been there but a few 
minutes a child come playfully run­
ning out of the next house and a lady 
iu pursuit and when she had captured 
the little one I asked her if  she could 
tell me of the whereabouts of the 
occupants o f this house, and she said 
I cannot but I think if you inquire at 
the house on the other side they will 
be likely to know. I done so and 
when I rang a man came to the door 
and when I made my wants known, 
he said come in and take a chair, my 
wife will be-liere in a few minutes and 
I think she can inform you where 
they are; then he said, are you not a 
Michigan man? Yes sir I am. I am 
from- Indiana myself, New Carlisle 
was my home. My home isBnchanan 
14 miles northeast of your place. My 
wife lived in Buchanan when about 
8 or 9 years of age. Well I must 
know her for I have lived there 62 
years. Her father was Dr Foster 
Oh I knew him well, he saved my life 
iu a hard sickness in 1846 brought on 
in a snowballing scrape after school, 
and now the wife came in and he told 
her here was a man from Buchanan, 
Mieli., who wants to know where Mrs. 
Mathews and Sue were. I lived in 
Buchanan when 7 or 8 years old. 
Yes, your father was Dr. Foster and 
I am Homer Hathaway.^ O! Mr. Hath 
away Id on ot remember ever meeting 
yon before but I have heard of you 
before, so that it seems as though 
you were an aequantance and you 
will stay with us until Mrs. Mathews, 
gets home. They have gone out to 
an acquantunce 9 miles away 6 miles 
on street car and the people meet 
them and convey them the last three 
miles in • and out, and they seldom 
get home until iu the evening when 
they go out there. You have not 
had dinner, wrell it will only take me 
a few minutes to have some for you. 
They were just through dinner and I 
could have just as well taken my 
dinner without any fixing, but no. 
There wras a nice warm -dinner before 
me very soon, to 'which I  paid very 
good attention, for what I had walk 
ed made my dinner a necessity, and 
when over, I can say we visited to 
all intent and purpose as though we 
had always known each other, and 
5:30 come only to soon for I  had to 
go at that time to be sure and make

connections and . be, at the depot at 
6:80, as I had arranged to do.

Well I got there and there were so 
many after their baggage ahead Of 
me that-when I got mine and went 
into the passenger room, there Ifound 
seven of my Buchanan friends who 
had come to ask a few more questions 
and see me off. There were Mr. and 
Mrs. Studebeker, Mr. and Mrs. Pal- 
tridge and her mother, Robt. Parkin 
son and wife. As .1 had hot seen 
Robt. since he was so young, he had 
never shaved, there was quite a 
change,"but be is not as fieshy as his 
brother George who lives here; and 
as he did not live in town be did not 
lose his sled, but he" remembered 
when I threshed for Mr. Sam French 
where he lived when I knew him. He 
and Atwood are both fine looking 
young men and if I remember right 
they both are traveling salesmen. 
The time was up and Robt earned 
my satchel - clear into the car which 
was moving when I sat down and all 
of these people sent words of greeting 
to their friends by me and if I fail to 
mention any of them to any of their 
friends, when I meet them I wish they 
would speak to me about it, for I am 
willing to acknowledge that I do not 
remember quite as well as when 
younger.

Well Denver is a nice city upon 
gently rolling land, so there is good 
drainage and yet not to be called 
hilly, and the electric car service 
seemed to be ample and up to date, 
and I think every railroad passing 
through here should give any  ̂ pass-’ 
enger a day lay off there that asked 
for it, and thereby advertise the 
beauties of the place. There was a 
black cloud in the west and I was 
told that wTe would run into a thunder 
storm and so we did in about thirty 
minutes, and that was the first thun­
der I had heard for more than one 
year, and I tell you I enjoyed it, that 
and the hail deadened . all sound of 
the cars for fifteen or twenty minutes 
and the rain and clouds kept it so 
dark that I saw nothing to mention 
until the next morning and'then we 
were in Kansas and I saw nice gently 
rolling prairie, but grass was not 
very high and there was no sign of 
any rain having fallen recently, and 
we saw few cattle and horses or 
houses until we were close to the 
center’of the state, then we soon came 
to a solid farming country and I saw 
them ^harvesting wbeat and oats, 
June 19th., both with binders and 
headers in wheat, and I saw more 
than one field o f wheat if  it was 
headed as such standing wheat heads 
in Michigan, would have threshed 
oat 40 bushels per acre, but I was 
told by people who come on the cars 
to ride from one station to another, 
that thirty bushels was the highest 
they looked for and that they were 
looking for-an average of 20 bushel.

rainy ' strip. Corn was from knee 
high.to 4 feet and looked good for

I arrived {it Kansas City at 7 p /m .
24 hours ride from Denver I knew 
Roll and Winch lived here but did 
not know his number and so I follow­
ed the crowd from the train up a 
long flight"of stairs, and there took 
a street car and rode out through a 
tunnel and passed that about a mile, 
until the car made the second stop, 
when I got off and soon found a city 
directory and by chance found his 
name and number on the second page 
I looked at, and upon inquiry found 
I had come so far direct and only 
liad to go one block more afoot and 
then- take a car that took me 
seven-’or nine blocks to his home and 
I found him at home but Ms wife 
was visiting at Buchanan, Mich., 
with her brothers Orin and John 
Montague. In the morning Mr. Winch 
went down in town with me to a 
railroad office and were told that I 
could leave at 4:30 p. m. and then 
we took the street cars and hung to Roe being my daughter and./the latter

them and rode over hills and across 
hollows, through sharp cuts, though 
they were not long they would be 20 
feet deep, for a guess. It is far too 
rough and hilly t6 suit me. Mr. 
Winch took me to see a very fine 
large church quite expensive in ap­
pearance that was built by the 
Christian Scientists, and he told me 
there was another nearly as good 4 
or 5 miles, away in another part of 
the city and that they were attended 
by the wealthy inhabitants.

I left at 7:80 a. in. for Castle, 160 
miles east, where I stopped off with 
Fred Wilson, a son o f  Peter and 
Samantha Wilson who are well known 
to all the ol,d settlers. Mrs. Wilson 
is my wife’s sister'and 'lives 7 miles 
away. I stayed there one day and 
then Mr. Wilson and family went 
with me to ' Stickle ville where his 
people live, and visited there that, 
day. I stayed a number of days and 
then went on about 4 miles to Mr. 
John Muncey’s, whose wife was Delia 
Smeed, of Dayton, years ago, and my 
wife’s youngest sister. They have a 
large farm but are not farming on a 
large scale now, have about 200 sheep 
and only 4 horses and 8 to 10 cows. 
Peter Wilson lives in town and rents 
out Ms land, lie has.206 acres, the 
6 acres being with his house at one 
corner o f the town. Here I got word 
Thursday the 13th, at 7 o ’clock o f 
the sickness o f Mrs. Bertha Roe and 
Mary Weisgerbcr at my house, Mrs.

a granddaughter. So Friday I  got 
ready and started forborne and when.
I got to Castle to take the 8 o’clock 
train, 92 miles west o f Quincy, 111.
I  found the train 2 hours late and on 
inquiry learned that i f  .1 went on that 
train I could not leave Quincy for ’ 
Chicago until 12:20 p. m. the next 
d ay, and that I  could leave at 5 a. m. 
and get through at ^9:§0 and so I 
stayed over and got to Quincy on 
time and when I got there I went to 
the Wabash R. R. and learned that I 
could ticket to Michigan City, by 
way of Lafayette for $8 68, and by 
so doing would get to Michigan City 
$1.50 cheaper then to go by Chicago.
I did so and did not leave Quincy 
until 5 p. m., and so took a view of 
the parks and the soldiers home and 
found them all very nice. At the 
soldiers’ home there was but one 
Michigan soldier, Nelson Arsnall, 
Co. H. 12 Michigan, enlisted at Grand 
Rapids. He is sargent o f cottage 10, 
soldiers’ home, Quincy, 111. Mail 
sent Mm to cottage 10 is always re­
ceived. They have 19 cottages to 
lodge and feed the soldiers in, they 
have about 1000 oh the rolls, but now 
some are out on furlough, but not 
near so many in proportion to the 
whole number as usual, it lias been 
going so for years, but this year far 
less than any other in proportion.. 
At one of the parks is a race track 
and at the other a ' bowling alley. 
Quincy is a nice place having rolling 
surface enough to cause perfect drain­
age and not be hilly.

I left Quincy at 5 o’ clock and run 
thi ough a good farming country, saw 
straw stacks that showed they were 
done harvesting and the corn looked 
fine, all 4 to 5 feet high and had good 
color.

Judge Wolcott Refused Peti­
tion For Injunction

THE VILLAGE HI NO m i
To Enter Into Snell a Contract, So Said 

The Judge

In our last issue we gave the people 
o f Buchanan the first news of the 
decision in the case of the village vs 
Chapin. The Grand Rapids corres­
pondent gives the case in detail, as 
follows:

Grand Rapids, July 15.— Judge Al­
fred W olcott o f the circuit court has. 
handed down his^decision in the wa­
ter power dam litigation of the‘ vil­
lage o f Buchanan against Charles A. 
Chapin, and refused the petition o f 
the village for an injunction restrain­
ing Chapin from transmitting electric 
power outside of the village.

The judge held that the village had 
no power or authority to enter into 
such, a contract as was the basis for 
the suit, and that the complaint 
failed to show even alleged irrepres­
sible damage because of the trans­
mission of power to South Bend by 
Mr. Chapin’s plant. The case in­
volved the practical loss of a sum 
amounting to $300,000 on the part of 
the defendant, and some peculiar 
questions of law and fact, were 
brought into the case.

In 1891 the village of Buchanan se­
cured permission to dam the St. Jo­
seph river for water power purposes 
and $50,000 was raised. The contract 
was let to English, who was to con­
struct the dam and water works, and 
who, after the completion, was 
to have the title to the dam. One o f 
the conditions to the contract was 
that he should, never, nor any of his 
heirs or assignees, transmit power 
derived from the Buchanan .water 
outside o f the village.

There followed several transfers to 
the Buchanan Power & Electric Co. 
which became insolvent, and the 
defendant in the suit just com­
pleted came into possession, paying 
$100,000.' He spent some $225,000 
additional and at present has a mini­
mum horse power of .1*200 and a 
maximum, according to the height 
of the river, of 3,000.

In Buchanan there is used but ISO 
and tbe remainder Mr.. Chapin is 
transmitting t o 1 South Bend, Ind. 
This suit was begun in an effort to 
prevent his sending the power out of 
Buchanan, and on the basis of the 
contract entered into with English.

EXPERIMENT IN .
How One Farmer Managed, and the 

Results Which He Obtained 
from His Methods.

I sowed rape in 15 acres of corn at 
last cultivation, la$t year, writes J. E, 
Quaintance, an Ohio correspondent of 
the Ohio Farmer. It was drilled corn, 
one stalk to every iy2 to 2 feet. : Ears 
were large and solid. The rape grew 
about 8 'inches high. I purchased 2QQ 
western range wethers, of 108 pounds 
average Weight when turned into the 
corn. I also turned In 42 lambs averag­
ing 60 pounds, and 22 pigs averaging 60 
pounds. I marketed the hogs in Decem­
ber and they averaged 200 pounds. Mar­
keted the1- wethers December 19, averag­
ing 130 pounds, except one died and one 
was drowned in tank, hut were replaced 
with two others. I lost five lambs. Lost 
no hogs. The latter sold for $4.50 per 
hundredweight, wethers and lambs for- 
$5. The account stands as follows:

S.old sheep; lambs and hogs for $1,642. 

Deducting cost of feed, $530, leaves a 
balance of $1,112. Besides this, I have 
grown, on the corn that sheqp wasted, 
30 pigs, from weaning till they weighed 
75 pounds, average. At 4 cents a pound 
this would return good wages for feed­
ing. I would sow rye with the rape, 
next time, as it would make a better sod 
and the sheep would clean up more of 
the shelled corn. They shell much corn 
without tearing down the ear as hogs 
do. These tall western wethers can 
reach _an ear of corn 8% feet from the 
ground and shell it nicely, catching the 
grains as they fall, and they clean off 
all the fodder blades. I am well satis­
fied with, the experiment.
