Lansing, Aug 3, 1905. 
Among Michigan’s beneficent insti­

tutions created and fostered under the 
liberal policy of the state, is the de 
partment of labor. It is one that 
po&sibly docs not attract such large 
public attention as some, but it is 
one of pervading and increasing 
usefulness, especially to those classes 
that often need tne protecting over­
sight of the state. Tlie course of leg­
islation for bettering the condition of 
workers for wages lias been steadily 
progressive and cumulative. In 1893 
a law was passed requiring employers 
of female help in stores, shops, offices 
or factories to provide seats for such 
employes when not actively occupied 
in their work, and providing penal 
ties for disregard of that humane and 
appropriate requirement. An act of 
1895, amended‘in 1901, provided for 
compulsory school attendance, of 
children"and the appointment of tru­
ant officers. In 1897 a law was en­
acted forbidding the employment of 
women or girls as barkeejiers, or for 
dancing or furnishing mugic in any 
place where liquors are sold.

The compiled laws of 1897 contain­
ed the provisions for organizing the 
bureau of labor and industrial stat­
istics as it has since been constituted, 
the appointment by the governor with 
the approyal o f the senate, of a com­
missioner of labor, and the appoin- 
ment by him of a deputy, and they 
with the secretary of state to con­
stitute the bureau of statistics, for 
the collection and publication of 
statistical details relating to all de­
partments of labor in all its phases, 
financial, physical, mental and moral, 
sanitary, social, racial and commer­
cial.

An act of 1899 directed the commis­
sioner to appoint an inspector of coal 
mines, and made detailed require­
ments for appliances and provisions 
m the coal mines of this state “ for 
protection of the health, lives and 
interests o f the coal miners of Mich­
igan.”  Another act of the same ses­
sion required operators o f factories 
where emory wheels or belts are 
used, to provide fans or blowers, 
when so directed by the labor com­
missioner, to effectively carry away 
from the workmen the injurious dust 
that such wheels and belts produce; 
and another act of the same session 
required the attachment of lew water 
alarms to stationery boilers in this 
state when so directed by the com­
missioner. An effort to repeal this 
law tvas made at the recent session, 
but it was not successful. This was 
based upon the representation that 
the alarms cause more explosions than 
they prevent, by lulling the vigilance 
of the engineers; but the statistics of 
the buieau do not support that.

A very important and comprehen­
sive law enacted In 1901, provided 
for the inspection of factories, work­
shops and stores, requiring provision 
of fire escapes, elevator and stairway 
and machinery guards, ventilation, 
and other appliances necessary for 
the safety, comfort and convenience 
of employes; prohibited employment 
of children under fourteen years of 
age, and limited to sixty hours per 
week the employment of others, under 
eighteen years for males and under 
twenty-one years for females. De­
puty factory inspectors were author­
ized, at least one of which must be a 
woman; and tenement house work, 
known as “ sweatshop,”  was forbid­
den except under special permit and 
supervision of inspectors. By an act 
o f 1905 the provisions of this law as 
to child labor were extended to thea­
ters, places of amusement where 
liquors are sold, or any mercantile

institution; office, hotel, laundry, 
bowling ally, elevator*.telegraph or 
messenger service, and forbade the 
employment of any child under 
sixteen years, between the hours of 
six in the evening and seven in the 
morning.

An act of 1903 fixes responsibility 
for makingimprovements required by 
factory inspectors, and provides that 
in case of owners non-resident in 
Michigan the tenant shall make the 
improvement and charge the costs 
against his rent. The reports o f in­
spectors show a steady improvement 
under the’ operation o f these laws 
and a growing recognition of their 
wisdom and justice on the part of 
the interests affected. Two of the 
deputy-inspectors now employed are 
women, one for Detroit and the’ other 
for the rest of the state, who look 
more especially after the interests 
of the women and children. Among 
some classes o f the population the 
idea that the children should not 
be employed qeems strange and unreas 
on&ble, but by tact and patience the 
inspectors are able to lead them into 
an appreciation of the important con­
siderations involved.' Even among 
the children themselves, the prevail­
ing passion for money getting seems 
to have taken root, and some of them 
are eager on their own account to 
secure earnings. A boy of fifteen was 
remonstrated with by one of the 
women inspectors not long since. He 
belonged to a family comfortably cir­
cumstanced and had no need to crowd 
his vacation with shop work as he 
was doing. She asked him why he 
would not have a vacation o f rest and 
recreation, after the confiement of the 
school year. VWhy,”  he said, “ then 
I Could’ t earn any money!”  Alas, 
that the children should so early im­
bibe the spirit of ceaseless strain and 
stress for money as the goal o f effort.

Added to all the other features of 
the state’s labor supervision, there 
has this year been engrafted a new 
feature, iu a law of the recent session 
providing for free employment bu­
reaus in cities of over fifty thousand 
people, under which a bureau is now 
in operation.in Detroit, and one in 
Grand Rapids, the only eities at pres­

ent coming within the definition o f 
the law. Applications of persons 
seeking employment, and of persons 
seeking to employ, are received, and 
their desires assisted by putting 
them in communication with each 
other, without fee or compensation, 
and without distinction of class or 
locality. This is an institution that 
has proven of great value in Illinois, 
and here it has already achieved 
such a surprising success that “ Doc”  
Smith o f Adrian, in charge o f the 
Detroit bureau, finds himself over­
whelmed with business and at his 
wits’ end how to keep up with its 
demands: while the neighboring 
business offices are in rebellion at 
the interference which its thronging 
patrons cause. The commissioner 
is authorized to advertise in news­
papers or otherwise for such situa­
tions as he has applicants to fill, and 
in trade journals for the cooperation 
of large employers, to an expense 
not to exceed five hundred dollars 
per year, to be paid out o f any ap­
propriation for the department; and 
the board o f auditors provide office 
and neceesary furniture and supplies. 
The appropriations for the department 
are twenty thousand dollars for fac­
tory inspection, two thousand dollars 
for coal mine inspection, and eight 
thousand dollars for the statistical 
work, per year.

I f increasing exposure o f graft and 
boodle m the public service are no 
indication o f increasing corruption 
in human society, but rather the 
reverse, then we are finding large oc­
casion for congratulation nowadays. 
In whichever light that may be 
viewed, however we in Michigan 
will be glad that our state has not be­
come conspicuous in that particular. 
The investigation into prison affairs 
at Jackson seems so far to bring in­
dictment against a custom, rather 
than a showing of corruption on the 
part of a particular officer. It has 
often happened that practices have 
grown up little by little, attracting 
no attention and not challenged as 
reprehenisble, accepted by one officer 
because inherited as the usage from 
his predecessor, until something calls

With the crowd that was 
there Wednesday, the little town had 
its hands full, what would it do 
with a larger one? Another thing 
that time will show Is, that this 
enlargement will prove to be the 
death o f the organization. Better 
keep it a Berrien County Association.

A  Few Words About The Co­
lumbia River,

The Columbia river is the state 
line between Oregon and Washington 
from the Pacific Ocean to the Dalles 
nearly or quite 200 miles and at the 
mouth where it empties into the Ocean 
is 5 miles wide. The city o f Astoria 
is on the Oregon side of the river 
and is about 12 miles from the Ocean 
it is the only city o f any size until 
yon come to Vancou ver, Washington, 
which I  think is perhaps the larger 
o f  the two. Here I  might say that 
the Willomet river empties into the 
Columbia about"6 miles below Van­
couver and that it is about 7 miles 
up the Willomet from the Columbia 
to Portland, the largest city m Oregon 
and is about four times as large as 
both Astoria and Vancouver added 
together. The United States Gov­
ernment keeps the two rivers navig­
able for the largest vessels plying on 
the Pacific Ocean clear up to Portland 
100 miles, and the Ocean tide is just 
perceptable in low  water at both 
Portland and Vancouver.

Then the next city is the Dalles at 
the upper end o f  steamboat naviga­
tion on the Columbia and I think it 
is nearly as,large as both Astoria and 
Vancouver added together. The 

’ riyer is fu ll f  o f a mile wide here 
, and very deep and soon goes into a 

mountain gorge so narrow, and the 
water so rapid that the only way it

can be passed over is to come down 
in row boats made purposely and 
handled by a strong man used to the 
river on the rapids. Now as we go 
down the river there are some nice 
little towns, but as I did not note 
their names in passing can only name 
a few and may not name them in the 
order they occur as you pass them 
for I  am writing all this from •mem­
ory without any notes taken on the 
spot.

Hood River is quite a town on the 
Oregon side at the mouth of Hood 
river and 22 miles from Mount Hood 
and is the only place where the tour­
ist leaves the river to visit Mount 
Hood, here are conveyances of almost 
any kind from a saddle horse or horse 
and cart to a six seat automobile and 
are said to be had at reasonable 
prices. I was satisfied with the view6 
I got from the river and was not off 
the boat at this place at all. Then 
the next place is .Stevenson on the 
Washington side a nice little place 
at the foot o f the mountains and the 
county seat. I left the boat here and 
walked four miles, and in doing so 
climb up hill 900 feet which was 
more than I wanted, or the thermora- 
itor at the river was at 90 but that 
night I slept under two blankets and 
a light quilt and saw no flies about 
the house the next day; this was June 
26, 1904. One mile below Stevenson 
is the- Lock at the Cascades on the 
Oregon side which raises and lowers 
boats from 15 to 20 feet in common ’ 
stage of water, but in verv high water 
there are times that the boats do not 
pass the lock on account of the rapids 
around and below on the Washington 
side, for two to to three weeks. Then 
the next place I will mention is the 
McGowens Cannery on the Oregon 
side, here they use about 80 bands, 
taking the fish as they comg from 
the water,.and the sheet tin as it is 
shipped in boxes (and the boat left 
5 tons of tin and was f  o f an hour 
unloading the day I was there) and 
prepafe the tin in boxes to receive 
the fish, and dress and pack the fish 
in the tin boxes first and then into 
wooden boxes and ship them away 
They put on as much bulk o f boxes 
that day, as they took off, but being 
dinner time there was no work going 
on only unloading and loading the 
boat.

The next place 1 mention is Wash 
ougal,' Washington, a nice little 
country town where the boat picks 
up about fifteen to twenty cans of 
cream for Portland. Then a few 
miles below is Gommus where there 
is a large paper mill. They make 
pulp and nearly all kinds o f paper, 
and use over 50Q hands, that is the 
total business o f the place. I  am down 
now to about 15 milea of Vancouver 
and there are other places' worthy of 
mention-on the Washington side, 
one canning factory one a stone quarry 
where they load flat boats with stone 
to be towed to the mou.th of the Col­
umbia and filled m between.pilmg to 
make the jetty, which is to extend 
into the Ocean fifteen to twenty miles. 
There is sofiae eight to ten miles fin­
ished now, and one year ago^now, 
fifteen miles o f piling drove but last 
November there came a gale and de­
stroyed over three miles of piling 
that was not packed with stone, and 
now they are fixing up what broke, 
and are not going to drive so' far 
ahead of the stone work again.

Now for the rise and fall in the 
river about Vancouver. The gov­
ernment lias a standard gauge fast to

a pile at the pier here, which has a 
black mark at the bottom which is 
low water mark.andthen It is marked 
tip with inches and feet to thirty-six 
feet, and that is the standard by 
which the people talk of high or low 
water. Last February the water felt 
six to eight inches below the black 
mark which only occurs once in from 
six to ten years and on the 6th. of 
June 1864 there are marks in. town 
that shows that the water was up 84 
feet on the gauge which is the only 
time it was ever known to be so high 
and as it killed large yellow fur trees 
that were believed to be 1000 years 
old and to have never been touched 
with water before, 'as that kind of 
timber does not grow in low or wet 
land and cannot stand any soaking 
of the roots, it is believed it never 
was so high before. I staid quite 
awhile in a farm house, while out 
there, in which there was a mark six 
inches above the door from one room 
to another on the lower fioor, that 
represented where the water was at 
that time. They carried all the fur­
niture up on the second floor and 
men come with a boat and slept in 
the chamber for six weeks, and then 
the water went down and they clean­
ed up down below and carried down 
the goods and commenced to live 
there again as though nothing had 
happened. There was no extra sick­
ness in the house or about the country 
ou account o f the high water.

Now when renting-this river bottom 
land, as it is called between the river 
and hills, they say in the lease when 
for a cash rent, generally $5 to $7 50 
per acre, i f  the water does not get 
more than 22 feet high, but if it goes 
to 23 feet, they throw off $1.00 per 
acre and if it goes up to 24 feet then 
they reduce the rent $2 25 to $2.59 
per acre and if it gets up to 25 fee< 
the renter has all he can get off the 
place and that does not occur aftener 
than 12 to 15 years. These farmers 
obtain all the wood they want from 
the river if  the water comes up.19 to 
21 feet, by the flood wood in old logs 
and trees and all kinds of stuff, while 
18 feet is poor picking and that was 
what they were looking for this year. 
When I left June 12 the water was 
only 16 feet high.
