ber of shop employes, and adpubling |

of the large sum paid monthly in
wages Locomotive work requires art-
isans, mechanicsand high classlabor,
such as are paid the best of wages,
The Big Four shop at Bright-
wood, near Indianopolis, have be-
come entirely inadequate in point of
size and facilities to take care of the
locomotive work of theroad.
