A Leaf From My Diary

I left Buchanan the 27th, at 7:10
a.m on the excursion train for Grand
which arrived at Benton Harbor at
§:30 and left at 9:68 on train of 11
coaches, with passergers enough t
fill the seats in 13 cars and run 20 to
30 miles snl picked up passengers
at e{rery station, when they put on
two more coaches, and some had left
the train, they all managed to get
but after stopping at a few
morestations there wasanothercrowd
standing up.
