Beirien Springs Era: The public
knows but little about the mammoth 
steel bridge now being erected by the 
South Bend and Southern Michigan 
Railway company at this place. The 
structure will be 1800 feet, over one- 
rhird of a mile long when completed. 
It will stand in nine cement piers 
and be-composed of eightsteel “ over­
head”  spans. It will be high enough 
that when the dam is completed and 
the water backed up to a depth of 
twenty feet, and in many places 
thirty-five or even forty feet deep

.•iinall boats, etc., to pass beneath it. 
Thus it will be seen that this mam­
moth stfucture is not only great in 
length but exceedingly high.
