izen can make or unmake this village  
can give or take away that success 
which we hope to attain. W e all 
need more public spirit, and it is 
absolutely essential that we be filled 
with confidence in the future success 
of our village, for more towns die for 
want of confidence on the part of a 
few citizens, and a lack of public 
spirit than from all other causes com­
bined. W e must lay aside fault 
finding, growling, kicking and per­
sonal dislikes, and show to those who 
desire to settle in our midst that we 
have unlimited confidence in the 
future of Buchanan. W e may have 
our individual opinion as regards the 
giving of a bonus to factories, but 
they demand and will always receive 
them from some locality, so if  we 
would compete with other towns in 
securing good factories we must “ do 
as the Romans do”  and pay the bonus. 
How shall we raise the bonus? This 
is the question that presents itself 
with a great deal of force, and with 
it answered we will certainly be on 
the road toward prosperity. The 
loyal Lusiness men of Buchanan, and 
what village ever had more loyal 
ones, have repeatedly given money 
they could not afford to take from  
his business for the purpose of bring­
ing factories to Buchanan, and while 
these have, in a great many instances, 
been failures, yet these men have paid 
the bill and every citizen in the v il­
lage has been directly or indirectly 
benefited whenever a factory employ­
ing help has located in our midst. 
But is this fair? I insist that it is 
most unfair. I f  we had large wealth 
here it might be different, but we 
must remember that we have very few 
men of means in the village of Bu­
chanan, and even if  we had more it 
would hardly be fair to ask them to 
pay their money alone for the sole 
purpose of obtaining factories that 
would advance the price of our real 
estate, and in'increasing our pros­
perity directly help every inhabitant 
o f our village.

Owing to the lack of large means 
we have at all times been unable to 
raise a sufficient sum with which to 
secure large factories, those that 
employ a large number of men, but 
so far as out means have permitted 
we have secured some factories that 
are a credit to our village. It is my 
opinion that the only wav to obta.in 
factories in the village o f Buchanan 
is by paying a bonus therefor, and 
such bonus should be raised by a 
general tax On all the taxable proper 
ty within the corporate limits of the 
village, if  w.e are to be benefited as a

done through our Common Council, 
and it is to that body that we must 
look for relief if  this method is 
adopted. It is true that some objec­
tions may be made to the legality of 
such a proceeding, but we can come 
as near to it as other localities that 
have become prosperous in this way, 
but is it possible that any citizen of 
our village would keep us from at­
taining the success we so justly 
deserve? It was said in a recent 
issue of this paper that a petition 
signed by a large majority of the tax 
payers of Buchanan was presented to 
our Common Council asking that a 
fund be raised for the purpose of 
securing factories for our village, but 
up to this time no action had been 
taken thereof. It may be possible 
there is a wrong impression- in the 
minds of some regarding this petL 
t_ion. ' I  believe that those who signed 
the petition thought that some action 
would be taken for the purpose of 
obtaining the right to issue bonds for 
the purposes set forth in said petition 
but that no bonds were to be issued, 
or money paid out by said Council 
until it was made plain that the fac­
tory was worth the price. It is my 
opinion, then, that the only way Bu­
chanan will eyer obtain factories is 
by paying a bonus therefor, and that 
the only fair way to raise the bonus 
is b y a taxation. It is no reasonable 
objection to say that this w ill increase 
our taxes, while this may be true in 
a measure, yet every desirable factory 
will increase our assessable property, 
and this with increased prosperity 
along all lines w ill make the burden 
lighter, it is’nt all dollars in this life  
anyway, for who would not be will­
ing to pay a few extra dollars in an 
endeavor to make this a happy, con­
tented and prosperous people, even if  
taxes were a little higher. The fact 
is that most of the prosperous com­
munities in this country are those 
that have secured factories by paying 
a bonus, and by reason thereof have 
for a short time felt the burden of 
taxation, but increased prosperity 
has overcome all that. Only a word 
need be said as to the method of 
retaining factories for the same fair 
and honest dealings that should char­
acterize the relations between man 
and man should prevail in the rela­
tion herein contemplated. The v il­
lage that does not live up to its 
contracts, factories will not, and 
ought not to obtain or retain them. 
I am satisfied this village has kept its 
promises to factories that have come 
here whenever such factories have 
done as they agreed, and as a matter 
of fact we have paid money to fac­
tories when they have ceased to be of 
value to us. We have made mistakes 
in securing factories that have proved 
valueless, but great commercial cen­
ters have made the same mistakes and 
they are prosperous today. Let us 
as a united people make another 
effort along the lines herein suggested 
to bring more factories and greater 
prosperity to the village of Buchanan.

Lived for Seven Years With  

Bullet in Heart.
Charles B. Nelson, o f Cadillac, 

Mich., died Saturday at the home of 
his parents from quick consumption, 
aged 31. When he left his home m 
Milwaukee a few weeks ago he was 
but slightly ill, and Monday when his 
dying condition was made known to 
his wife by telegraph in Milwaukee, 
she committed suicide, which fact 
was not made known to him.

Nelson was a topic o f discussion in 
the medical profession, seven years 
ago, when he was shot in the back 
while sitting in a park in Chicago. 
The peipetrator of the deed was 
never brought to justice, as Nelson 
refused to make him known. The 
supposition has always been that he 
was shot by mistake or by some jeal­
ous lover.

111 an Insane Asylum Near 
New York City, N. Y.

George a Kimmel, former NUes 
bank cashier, who disappeared on 
July 3r-, 1898, from Arkansas City 
Ark., has been located in an insan* 
asylum near New York city, accord­
ing to the belief of the New York 
Life Insurance Co

At the time of ]iis disappearance, 
Kimmel was cashier of the1 Fanner’s 
State bank at Arkansas City, secur 
ing the position through the influence 
of his uncle, Charles A. Johnson, wh> 
is now serving a ten year sentence in 
the Detroit house o f correction for 
Wrecking the First National bank of 
Niles.

A few days before the disappear­
ance Kimmel took out a $£5,000 life 
insurance policy with the New Ttorh 
Life. His sister, Mrs. Edna K. Bons- 
lett, of Chicago, was named as bene­
ficiary. After the disappearance 
Johnson spent about $5,000 o f the 
money belonging to the Niles bank 
in a search for Kimmel, Mrs. Bonslelt 
turning over the policy to him

When the Niles bank failed in 1901 
Johnson turned over this policy to 
the receiver, who later commenced 
suit against the insurance gompany 
far the recovery of the bank’s share 
of the money the allegation being 
that Kimmel was dead in the eyes of 
the law through lapse o f time. As 
Kimmel was seen m Philadelphia in 
1902, the insurance people refused to 
settle.

Attorney Bacon, oPSt. Louis, Mo., 
was retained by Mrs. Bonslett to look 
after her interest in the policy. The 
life insurance- company has notified 
Mr. Bacon that Kimmel is in an 
asylum near New York. A relative
has been sent there by Mr. Bacon.

More Patients in Kalamazoo Asylum

The annual report of .Acting Sup­

The report shows 1661 patients now 
in the asylum, as against 1,571 a year 
ago. There has been 416 admitted 
during the year, which is an mciease 
o f eight over last year. The number 
dismissed is 316. There were 119 
deaths during the year.

The asylum is in the best of condi­
tion so far as health is concerned. 
The only contagious disease in the in­
stitution was smallpox early in the 
spring, which was wiped out after 
twenty patients had the disease.

The report says that there is an in­
crease in the number of inmates each 
year.
