Padded bills for services rendered 
the county in criminal and other 
cases will be pruned to the bottom. 
Chairman E. S. Kelley o f the com­
mittee on claims of sheriff constables 
and justices, reported that many bills 
presented were incorrect in their 
charges for railroad, hotel, telephone
hire and the like and these bills the•»
board,sent back to their makers for 
correction. In a few cases however, 
the bills were pruned down to the 
legal charge.

The county normal school proposi­
tion was referred to the judiciary 
committee.

Judge Coolidge was authorized to 
sell all the surplus law books in his 
office and turn the proceods over to 
the county treasurer.

County Superintendent o f Schools 
C. D. Jennings appeared before the 
board of supervisors in behalf of 

, the county normal law which was 
passed by the'legislature, in 1908 
providing for such an institution in 
each county i f  the supervisors so 
recommended. Mr. Jennings first ex 
plained the proposition in detail then 
asked the supervisors to ask any 
question that would bring out the 
chief points of the subject: Super­
visor Kelley of St. Joseph asked why 
this institution should be supported 
by the county moie than a law or 
medical school. His question was 
ably answered by the commissioner, 
who firmly contended that a higher 
class of education was necessary for 
the rural and village teacher. The 
majority of the supervisors seemed a 
little inclined to fight the bill on the 
ground that , the teachers are paid 
for their services and should pay 
their own tuition instead of allow­

ing the county to. stand.the expense. 
No further actiou was taken on this 
subject, but a vote will be taken in 
a few days.

Following tha discussion on the 
county normal subject, James O’Hara 
city attorney for St. Joseph and in 
behalf o f that city, appeared and 
asked the attention o f the board 
while he explained a state o f affairs 
that had existed in St. Joseph re­
garding paying fines to the state which 
belonged to the city.

Justices o f the Peace "Weber and 
Bracelin had for several months 
turned over to the county treasurer 
fines collected from people arrested 
in that city on state warrants which 
Mr. O’Hara stated belong to the city. 
Law on the subject was read and it 
was said to be a fact that the same 
mistake is being made in other 
towns. The law lecites that in 
townships and villages such moneys 
collected shall be turned over to the 
state but in incorporated cities the 
fines shall g o  to the city treasury.

Charles W. Whitehead, county 
agent, appeared before the board and 
urged that the county establish a 
stone pile. He declared that two- 
thirds o f the inmates of the county 
jail are hoboes who secure free board 
off the county. In the last six months 
240 o f them have been in the county 

. Many o f  them are professional 
jail birds.

This announcement kept the repub­
licans guessing and it.is evident from 
the vote Wednesday that it was 
giyen out to mystify the republicans

Chairman Baker, a democrat of the 
democratic caucus had not pledg­
ed its support to Weber and that the 
story was without foundation. But 
the story brought together a good 
many republican politicians last night 
and some even went so far as to ad­
vise Mr. Weber that he could not af­
ford to take the office against the 
man whom the republicans had.de 
cided to support. The scare tha 
was given the friends o f the caucus 
was dispelled Wednesday morning 
when the second ballot was taken anc. 
the feared 16 democratic votes for 
Weber did not materialize.

The deadlock was broken in the 
third ballot. The democrats realized 
that while the board was a tie the re­
publicans and the republican candi 
date had the whip hand. The repub­
licans Could have kept casting their 
solid vote for Schultz and the demo­
crats could have kept voting for 
West for the next year and a quarter 
and all the time the office would have

A  TRIP O F 
. 5000 MILES

Gentleman From Alaska Drops 
Into Niles to See Hamilton

ON WAY I0JASHINGI0N
To Implore Congressional Aid for De­

velopment of Territory’s Vast 
Wealth

After 50C0 miles o f travel from far 
off Alaska, Mr. D. A. McKenzie, 
dropped into Niles today to see Ms 
old friends Congressman Hamilton 
and bis private secretary Thomas 
Hance.

Mr. McKenzie admits that he is 
under many obligations to both the 
Congressman and bis private secre­
tary for many favors received at 
Washington, when he has been sev­
eral times before the Committee on 
Territory, o f which Mr. Hamilton is 
chairman, as a supplicant for legisla­
tive favors for a territory thfft the 
people in Alaska feel has not had its 
proper share’ o f government atten­
tion.

They need schools, roads railways, 
in fact almost everything. They 
have a vast territory of GOO 000 
square miles with an estimated pop 
ulation of less than 100,000 and half 
natives at that.

Mr McKenzie is enroute to Wash­
ington again. They are seeking now 
government aid for a 500 mile rail 
road project, which would develop a 
rich copper,- coal and agricultural 
region. A ll they ask from the gov­
ernment is to guarantee .the interest 
on the equivalent of $30,000 per mile 
of trackage, estimated to cost$47,000 
a mile.

Mr. McKenzie* has relatives at 
Dowagiac and will go there tomor­
row for a visit with Chas. Fowle and 
family before going on east.

He has spent some years within
