DASTARDLY
ATTEMPT

An Obstructmn is Placed Upon
Interurban Track

NORTH OF CITY OF NILES

Section Men Came. Along Just in Time
To Save Townsend’s Train and
= Passengers

A dastardly attempt was made
Saturday night to wreck Contractor
Townsend’s engine and pay car,
which was known to be due here
from the porth at about 6:30 o’clock,
and as stated in these columns a few
days ago, it was the intention of
Contractor Townsend to run his en-
gine and cars from ‘here to 8t. Jo-
seph over the Big Four, and thence
to Berrien Springs over the Pere
Marquette, the object being to use
the engine and cars on that section
of the line that is building oun the
other side of the river, the bhridge
over the stream not yet being com-
pleted, hence it was well known that
there would be something doing on
the line Saturday. »

It was about 6 o'clock Saturday
night when interurban employes dis
covered a heap of boulders and rail-
road ties on the interurban track,
near the overhead bridge which
crosses the Big Four tracks just
north of the brick flouring mill.

The interurban men halted and re-
moved the obstruction, ere the Towns-
send train came slong with a large
number of men on board.

The Big Four people have a gong
at the crossing near the brick mill,
the workings of which have been in-
terfered with of late by unruly boys,
and 1t is thought that the same
youthful outlaws are responsible for

| the attempt that was made Saturday

night fo wreck the interurban train.

Officials of the road will make a
thorough 1investigation and the
guilty parties will, doubtless, he
brought to justice.

Officials of the road say that, had
the obstruction not been discovered
and removed, a wreck would haye
been certain to follow, because a few
minutes later the engine, with a flat
car head, on which were a large
number of men, among them being
those who had been paying the men
off, came along at a good rate; of
