WORLD’S WETTEST PLACE.
Where the Average Annual Rainfall 

Is Nearly Thirty-Seven 
Feet.

The wettest place in the world, ac­
cording to the Russian Meteorological 
Journal, as abstracted in the Reyue 
Scientiflque, is Cherrapunji, in the In­
dian province of Assam. From 1895 
to 1903 the average annual Tainfall was 
11.223 meters (nearly 37 feet).

Next came the environs of Bombay, 
with 6.83 meters annually. But it 
should be noted that at the station of 
Debundscha, in Kamerun’ 10.454 me­
ters (34 feet) of rain fell annually, 
chiefly in summer. The wettest year 
in Cherrapunji was '14.789 meters (48 
feet) in 1851, and in Debundscha 14.133 
meters (46 feet) in 1902, In the latter 
place there fell iA the one day^of June 
16, 1902, 456 millimeters (over one andj 
a half feet), of water—more than the 
whole annual average in the Parisian! 
basin. ' -

The neighborhood of warm seas andj 
high mountains is the>|>rincipal cause 
of these extraordinary’ precipitations. 
It may be expected that the extension 
of meteorological 'observation will 
show other zones of rainfall more in­
tense than has been hitherto believed, 
as in Java and Sumatra.

New Method of Registering Births iu 

Michigan
The Secretary o f Sta^e is sending 

out3birth certificates and other blanks 
to township, village and city clerks 
and health officers who act as local 
registrars for the enforcement o f the 
new law requiring the prompt regis 
traticm o f all births that occur in 
Michigan on or after January 1, 1906. 
Blanks are also sent to all of the 
physicians in the state, with full in­
structions, so that there may be no 
delay in putting the law into full 
effect with the beginning of the year.

This act means a radical improve­
ment in methods, and i f  it meets 
with as signal success as has attended 
the law for the prompt registration 
o f deaths, it will be a great benefit 
to the people o f Michigan. The 
births o f every child ought to be 
recorded. Many important legal and 
personal rights may depend upon 
such registration. The old law pass­
ed in 1867 for this purpose has prov­
ed to be very defective, only about 
two-thirds of the births Jin the State 
being properly returned. Under the 
new law physicians and midwivea 
must file certificate with the local 
registrars within ten days after birth 
and the original certificates are trans 
mitted to the State Department on 
the fourth day o f the following 
month. The general method o f mak­
ing returns is the same as that suc­
cessfully employed for, deaths, and 
with the hearty co-operation o f all 
concerned the results should be of 
great value.

PUBLIC FISHING RIGHTS.
There Is a General Belief That the 

Game of a Country .Belongs 
to the People.

There has been a very interesting 
question brought up in Colorado with 
regard to the rights of a person to 
fish* in streams stocked by the state, 
and it is claimed by Mr, Melville, a 
lawyer, that tbe constitution affirms 
the public ownership of the water of 
the natural streams of the state and 
that the legislature has publicly af­
firmed the public ownership of tbe fish 
in the state. Prom early timers until 
the present, writes Dan Beard, in Rec­
reation, legislatures have appropriated 
largo sums of public funds for the pur­
pose of stocking these waters with the 
choicest of fish. The members of tbe 
legislature appropriating such funds 
believe that the public has a right to 
go into and upoa such Streams and 
have the pleasure and’ profit of such 
fish from such a stream.

This seems to be good1* sound, natur­
al law, an# accords with Recreattion’s 
politics, for Recreation has always 
claimed that the game of a country be­
longed to the people of the country and 
not to the landlords. The landlords do 
not create game. The landlord’s only, 
right to the use of the laud comes from, 
the public consent, inasmuch as he 
could have no possible valid title orig­
inating from any other source, conse­
quently he can only own the right to 
thetuse of the land which the public 
agrees shall be under bis control, and 
as tbe public has never consented or 
agreed that the game or fish should be 
the private property of the landlord, it 
is evident that he has no natural, le­
gal, moral or ethical right to the game 
as a landlord, but only a general right 
as one individual o f the public which 
owns the game and fish of the coun­
try.

Oh, Newfoundland, with your beau­
tiful bayous and shining creeks, where­
in salmon and that pet of good ang­
lers, speckled trout, with its firm, 
pink flesh, abound. I often wonder 
that more lovers of fine sport don’t 
visit you- Topsail is an ideal place 
to spend a summer; its beautiful scen­
ery, the old-fashioned hospitality of 
its people leave nothing to be desired.

GRAFTING.
The Two Methods Explained—Best 

Time for* Performing the 
Operation.

Grafting should be done during the 
winter or in the spring before growth 
begins. The process is simple, but re­
quires considerable care. The two parts 
of the -graft are, the stock and scion 
(top). The latter should be cut during 
late fall or early winter from past sea-

son’s growth, and kept in moist sand 
where the temperature is low, yet not 
down to "the freezing point. However, 
good results may be had from cutting 
scions in spring just before grafting. 
Have three or four buds to each scion. 
The stocks for crown and root grafts 
may be treated in a similar manner.

The most common forms are cleft and 
whip grafting. The former is used 
chiefly on large stocks (limbs one to 
three inches in diameter) and is done 
just as buds begin to swell. The stock is 
sawed off squarely, split, and the scion 
which has previously been cut to a 
wedge shape is inserted in the cleft

'ETG. 2.—W H IP  GRAFTING.
See Fig. 1. Frequently two scions are 
inserted in one cleft and the one show­
ing greater vigor is retained. The low­
est bud of scion should be near the cut 
end of stock. Grafting wax is applied 
to the cut surfaces to keep down evap­
oration. Whip grafting is used where 
stocks are small. Both stock and scion 
are cut diagonally and Split somewhat; 
then the cut faces (three-quarter inch 
long) are pushed together and some­
times bound with raffia (a kind of grass) 
or other material, and waxed. See Fig. 2.

All cuts must be smooth, and the 
growing cells o f stock and scion must 
be placed in close contact so that the sap 
may pass readily from one to the other, 
cautions the Ohio Farmer. It is well to 
use considerable pressure upon the 
union and then cover with grafting wax. 
The tools and material used in grafting 
are: A  sharp knife; a saw for large 
stocks; a grafter’s tool, consisting o f a 
combined chisel and wedge; a mallet; 
some raffia or other binding material; 
grafting wax. The wax is made of rosin 
four parts, beeswax two parts, tallow 
one part by weight, melted together, 
then poured into cold water and ‘ ’pulled”  
with greased hands. Increase the 
amount of rosin if  wax is too soft.

If stock has been removed from 
ground before grafting by the whip or 
tongue method, set out afterward deep 
enough to reach a good moisture supply, 
compact the soil and cultivate well. Rub 
off bids which begin to grow below the 
union. Apple grafts may grow fairly 
well if  made after the buds open.

In the illustration, Fig. 1 shows:* K, 
hardwood mallet; E, grafting tool in 
the act of spreading stock for insertion 
of scion in split made by blade shown 
edge up; F, scion, shaped; Gr scion in 
place, ready for wax; H, cross section, 
showing the tapering cut of scion, to 
bring the greater pressure next to the 
bark.

Cut Out Old Wood.
After the fruiting season is over is 

a good time to cut out the old wood 
and leave nothing hut this year’s 
growth of canes. The canes that hear 
fruit this year Will not hear fruit an­
other year, consequently they should 
be removed, arid the sooner this is done, 
after the fruit has. been picked the 
better. If they are cut out at that time, 
the plant food taken up by the roots 
all goes into the young wood, thereby 
inducing more vigorous growth. This 
method is not to be recommended, how­
ever, for sections where there is much 
danger of winter-killing*.

In some trees—particularly peach 
trees—There are occasional crotches 
that are a constant menace to the. 
safety o f  the tree. In such, cases it is 
often a good pian to safe-guard the 
crotch with a properly-applied bolt.
