Bill to Give Fifty Dollars a 
Month to Ex-prisoners

M il m  UVE SUFFERED
Are to be Cared for Under Provisions of 

the Act? Hamilton Has Had Meas­
ure Referred

%

Washington. Feb. 27— Congress 
man Hamilton of Michigan has intro­
duced In the house of Representatives 
and had referred to the house com­
mittee on invalid pensions a bill 
granting pensions to soldiers, sail­
ors and marines confirmed in confed 
Crate prisons.

The preamble to the measure re­
cites that many officeis, soldiers, 
sailors and marines o f the federal 
army and n^yy were confined in so- 
called confederate prisons for " a great 
length of time, where they suffered 
indescribable hardships ,contracted 
incurable diseases and disabilities 
difficult to prove under the existing 
pension laws, and also lost opportun­
ity for promotion in the service.

Therefore for the purpose of doing 
justice to these surviving veterans 
and their families the measure di­
rects the secretary of the interior to 
place on the pension rolls the names 
o f all such veterans who were incar- 
ceiated as prisoners o f war between 
May 1, 1861, and May l, 1865, and 
to pay to . each of them $50 monthly 
during the remaihder of his natural 
life

Each pension is to begin on the 
date o f the passage or enactment of 
the bill into a law, but this law will 
not entitle any person to draw more 
than one pension, It does, however, 
entitle the pensioner to draw and re­
ceive theiucrease of pension to which 
this act entitles him.

Shakespearian Plays

Remarkable, indeed, has been the 
success which Mr. Robert B. Man tel l 
has attained at the Grand Opera 
House, Chicago, this week. His mas­
sive production of ‘ ‘King Lear”  has 
attracted extraordinary attention and 
the indications are that the Chicago 
engagement 'will prove one of the 
most successful in the history o f the 
city. Not only have the dramastic re­
viewers been strong in the endorse­
ment o f the great art of Mr. Mantell, 
but the public in general and Shake­
spearean scholars in particular have 
manifested unusual interest. Not 
since the days of Edwin Booth has so 
much attention been attracted by a 
Shakespearean delineator. The first 
half o f the week- was devoted to 
Shakespeare’s rarely acted “ King 
Lear,”  and the last half to “ Mvc- 
beth,”  which, by the way is nowa­
days rarely given adequate interpre­
tation. During the coming week 
“ Hamlet,”  “ Othello,”  “ R ichardIII,” 
|md Bulwer’s master work, “ Riche­
lieu,”  will be given on the same 
elaborate scale as marked the pro­
ductions of King Lear and Macbeth.

As a mark of recognition of the

great Work of Mr. Mantell, the Chi­
cago Shakespeare Society gave to Mr. 
and Mrs. Mantell a banquet at the 
Auditorium on Monday night. Great 
enthusiasm marked the event. On 
Friday night a large reception was 
given to Mr. and Mrs. Mantell at the 
Auditorium, in which the leading 
Shakespearean scholars and stutents 
o f the works of the Bard of Avon 
were participants.

Concerning the remarkable pro­
duction of “ King Lear,”  the Chicago 
critics were unanimous in their en­
thusiastic approval. For example, 
this is what Mr, W. L. Hubbard, the 
distinguished and scholarly reviewer 
of dramatic events in the Tribune, 
had to say in part: “ Robert Mantell
is entitled to sineerest thanks from 
every lover o f Shakespeare for re­
viving “ King Lear.”  So difficult 
of presentation is this greatest of all 
the master tragedies, that opportuni­
ties to.hear it are of the rarest. A 
score of years have passed since the 
patrons o f the American stage have 
had the great drama offered them, 
Booth and Barrett having been the 
last players to present it, Mr. Booth 
appearing as Lear and Mr. Barrett as 
the Fool. Twenty years is in truth 
a long time for one of the finest tra­
gedies in the English language to lie 
neglected, and even the reviving of 
it by Mr. Mantell were subject for 
satisfaction, no matter what the ade­
quacy of that revival might prove to 
be. And when Ibis known that he 
has revived it in careful and gener­
ally excellent manner this satisfaction 
growB deep and remains not unmixed 
with gratitude.

“ Few are the actors who are will­
ing to risk the attempting to play 
Lear.- It is a role the most difficult 
in the whole range erf Shakespeare’ s 
men, and to portray it with entire 
adequacy is as impossible as it is for 
any actress to do full justice to the 
character o f Cleopatra as the bard 
has drawn her. Only an actor of 
long and wide experience, thoroughly 
routined in every branch of his art, 
and gifted "with brains, imagination 
and temperament, can hope to suc­

ceed  even partially in Lear. Edwin 
Booth regarded it as the severest, 
highest lest of his po wers, and Henry 
Irving took a similar view of the role 
where his own presentment o f it was 
concerned. No youth, no novice, 
no bungler can attempt Lear and not 
conie forth from the contest in dis- 
grace.”  The repertoire for next week 
is as follows: “ Hamlet,”  Sunday
and Monday night. “ Richelieu,”  
Tuesday and Wednesday night and 
Wednesday - matinee; “ Othello”  
Thursday; “ Richard III,”  Friday and 
Saturday nights and Saturday mat­
inee.

Bncliflnan as a Health Resort
Buchanan, Mich., is situated on 

the M. C. R. R. (now a part o f the 
Hew York central system.) We also 
have a north and south railroad, a 
branch of the Pere Marquette coming 
from Benton Harbor via Berrien 
Springs to Buchanan. It runs into 
Portage street at the top of the hill 
and follows on that street to near the 
other depot, when it bears to the 
west and crosses oyer to the south 
end o f Days avenue to its own depot. 
It has a sidetrack to Bamton Bros, 
dour mill. We can get freight from 
Chicago and other points by way of 
either railroad in competition.

We are located S7 miles east o f 
Chicago. We have a population of 
about 2000 inhabitants. The railroad 
is the south line of the village, and 
the St, Joseph river the north line. 
They are one and one-half miles apart 
and the distance is spanned by a 
sidetrack, so that freight is received 
and delivered to the railroad at the 
dam. The dam furnishes 2000 elect­
ric horse power for manufacturing 
purposes, only a small part o f which 
is in actual use in Buchanan. We 
have 36 arc street lamps and 144 
customers for incandescent lights, all 
coming from the dam. We have a 
water works system for protection 
from fire and for domestic use with 7£ 
miles o f main piping and 14 miles o f 
piping from mains to -357 residences, 
Stores and etc. For domestic use we 
have 41 fire plugs, for attaching hose 
incase o f fire. The water is obtained 
through galvanized pipe, drove to 
pure spring water which has an 
artesian flow over the top of the 
pipes into a reservoir provided for 
the purpose, kept clean and dust 
proof, from which it is pumped by 
two steam pumps, when necessary 
(only one being used except in case 
o f fire.) Yet they are both kept in 
perfect order, as also the two boilers 
that f  urnish the steam po wer to the 
pumps.

We also have a new sidewalk about 
f  o f a mile long, into the center o f 
the business part Of the place where 
the Buchanan Cabinet Co. is erecting 
a three story brick factory 150 feet 
long and 48 feet wide. Now after 
giving you the above description o f 
our nice little city, I  w ill offer the 
follow ing list o f  old  people, who 
have long been old  residents, as evi­
dence that recommends it as a 
health resort.

This is the age o f part o f oar oldest 
inhabitents, not all. Samnel Weaver 
w ill be 91 years o ld  March 25,-and 
his wife nee Caroline Hunter,, will be 
86 November 17.

The Method of Manufacturing Dainty
0 Piece of Footwear Requires Sev- w 

eral Effective Machines.
Making a wooden heel is an in­

teresting task, declares the Shoe 
Retailer. The heel itself is mould­
ed on an irregular moulder, a 
strange hut very effective ma­
chine; and a singular fact about 
It Is that not a single improve­
ment has been made on it in 2 d 
years. The heel is moulded from 
the best quality of rock maple, and 
after it is shaped is covered with 
leather usually fine kid or cabretta 
stock, which may be in many col­
ors, according to prevailing fash­
ions.

The leather is stretched on, fast­
ened with the host quality of rub­
ber cement and then ironed, so 
that when the j,ob is finished the 
heel looks as if all of leather. The 
top lift is next attached. The 
lift is usually of a superior qual­
ity of sole leather, and a pair of 
them cost as much as a full sized 
top lift for women’s shoes, though 
less than half their size. The fact 
is, good material" and workman­
ship are put into the high heel, for 
it is one of the vital parts of the 
shoe or slipper.
