Lansing, M ich , April 11.— A law 
of the state provides that when the 
passenger earnings of any railroad 
shall reach* the $2,500 per mile such 
companies shall be required to sell 
tickets at the i ate o f 2-J- cents per 
mile, and that when the earnings of 
a company shall have reached §3,000 
per mile, the rate o f fare shall be 2 
cents.

Acting under this law Railroad 
Commissioner Atwood today sent a 
letter to the Michigan Central offici­
als informing them that, as the 
Grand River Yalley division of that 
road has reported earnings for the 
last year o f §3,483,31 per mile, it 
would be required to reduce its pas­
senger rate from 21 to 2 cents per 
mile.

This road runs from Jackson to 
Grand Rapids and the reduction in 
fare will give a straight 2 cents rate 
from Detroit to Grand Rapids -via 
Michigan Central.

The Jackson. Lansing & Saginaw 
having reported passenger earnings 
of §2,074 per mile, is required to sell 
tickets hereafter at the rate of ac­
cents. The same is true o f the Bay 
City divislor? of the Michigan Central 
running from Detroit to Bay City, 
which now has earnings of $2,123 
per year.

As bearing upon the claim o f  the 
Michigan Central company for dam­
ages against the state for the repeal 
o f its special charter, it is pointed 
oqt that in the case o f the Grand R i­
ver Valley division the reduction m 
fares to 2% cents per'miles, which took 
place several years ago has operated 
to so increase its passenger earnings 
that it must reduce its rate of fare to 
2 cents per mile.

Lansing, April 10—The Michigan 
crop report issued by the secretary 
o f state today says that the condi­
tion of wheat on April 1 was 75 per 
cent of the average. Many corres­
pondents’ report late sown wheat 
badly damaged by freezing and thaw­
ing and predict that a large amount 
of the acreage will be plowed up.

While early sown wheet tops have 
a brown appearance, correspondents 
are quite generally of the opinion that 
the roots are alive and that favora'ble 
weather will improve its condition.

In answer to the question; “ Has 
wheat suffered injury from any 
cause?'5 305 correspondents in the 
southern counties answer yes, and 61 
no. In the central countries 81 an­
swer yes and 28 no, and in the north­
ern counties 28 answer yes and 20 no.

The secretary estimates the total 
amount of wheat remaining m the 
farmers’ hands at 3,000,000 bushels.

The average condition of rye in the 
state is 82 per cent, of meadows, S2 
and of live stock 96. Reports con­
cerning the fruit prospects are quite 
favorable with the exception of 
peaches The figures are; Apples, 
82 per Cent, pears, 76, peaches, 57; 
plums, 69, cherries, 78, small fruits, 
81

In answer to the question: “ Are
peach trees being sprayed for curl 
leaf?”  a large proportion of the cor­
respondents answer no.

. A  LETTER.
The following is a letter received 

by Rev, J* C. Beach, from his son, 
which contuins some very interest­
ing news:

Fort Steele, B. C.,
April 3.1906.

Dear Father :—Here at last. It is a 
little after *1 o’ clock, and a little nine 
mile stage lide from Fort Steele 
Junction to old Fort Steele and have 
had a good Canadian square at the 
Imperial It seems that in order to 
get .better accommodations forgetting 
our trunks out, it is necessary to come 
here rather than stop at War finer. 
There is no bridge across .the Koote­
nay river at Wardner except the 
railroad bridge, while there is a high­
way bridge o f three spans here. It 
is about 20 minutes from here to the 
work, and duly about 14 miles from 
Wardner there. Probably it will be 
best to address me at Fort Steele 
after this, though I will get mail at 
Wardner or if I don’t, I can have it 
forwarded.

This is a certainly a beautiful 
place. The range of the Selkirks 
that bears the golcl lies* to the east, 
and a little north. Tne base looks 
to be three or four miles from the 
size o f the trees, but if  I had not had 
warning as to the deceptive appear­
ance o f the mountains, I might haye 
said it wasn’ t over a mile or two. 
They don't look a bit nearer . than 
they did at the J unction, nine mile 
back. Mount Fisher, the tallest o f 
them.is 9250 feet high.

We will drive to the work tomor­
row. I didn’ t mind the trip as much 
as I thought - I would. Saturday 
night we had a Pullman sleeper to 
St. Paul and the road was very 
rough so that I didn’ t sleep extra 
well, but Sunday night Mr. Shepard, 
his father in-law, Mr. Grove and I 
had a tourist all to ourselves. It 
was heavier and rode much more 
smoothly. Last night from Medicine 
Hat we didn’ t have a sleeper and I 
didn’ t sleep so well, but though I 
was sleepy when I  got m the air it is 
so exhilara i g it freshens one.

Wednesday morning before break­
fast.

Yesterday afternoon Mr, Groye 
wanted to go out walking as I finished 
the abo ve and as I was very sleepy I 
went. I  learned that the range to 
the east is the range of the Rockies 
and the range to the west is that' of 
the Selkirks.

They tell me that there is much 
big game here.

Prospec­
tors or those who are out in the 
mountains may kill, If they have a 
miners license, any game o f any kind 
that they-actually need to eat.
• Porcupines are carefully protected 

because they are animals that can 
easily be knocked over with a club 
and a prospector who ge.ts away from 
home, can kill one even if he has no 
gun. The hunting la ws seeln to me 
to be Very good. I think in addition 
people from the states who come just 
to hunt may hunt during open season 
for about $50 the season. There
are lots of mining claims here. The 
North Star mine is about 30 miles 
west and a little north. It is a silver 
and lead mine and they say here that 
it is very peculiar in that they can 
work a little way on good pay rock 
and then they have to hunt all over 
to go on. It seems to be so scattered 
all over the mountain. South o f  ns 
some 15 miles, perhaps, is a galena 
mine, Galena is a lead sulphide ore, 
and I have seen some samples that 
are very rich in lead.

Mining, and, almost, mining only, 
is in the air here, ■though I saw some 
promising looking strawberry beds, 
and a farmer I talked with said they 
grow well. He got $2.50 a case for 
all o f  his last season and they pro­
bably retailed at 25 or 30 cents a 
quart in Cranbrook. Cranbrook is 
someT2” miles north and a rival of 
Fort Steele.

Well, its breakfast time and I will 
write more later,

S£ED YPOTATO CUTTER,
Some-Made Contrivance Which Will

Facilitate! the Work of Prepar­
ing for Planting,

Many machines have been devised 
for cutting potatoes into sections pre­
paratory to planting. However, com­
paratively few of these have proved 
eminently successful. In ah article on 
Colorado potato . culture in the last 
year hook of the United. States de­
partment of agriculture, J. Max Clarrk 
describes a machine used In the Gree­
ley district of that state which comes 
very near meeting all purposes for 
which ^signed. The accompanying 
illustration shows how this potato 
cutter may be built. Any farmer with 
a mechanical turn might easily con­
struct this at home during slack hours 
and thus save himself time when most 
needed in .the spring.

A wide bench is boxed in on both 
ends and one side. It is divided into 
two or three compar incuts, these 
being open in the front which corre­
sponds to the side boxed in. To e.ach 
of these compartments is attached a 
sack on hooks, and along one side of 
the bench in the middle of each.com­
partment and right over the opening 
of the sack is fixed, in an upright po­
sition, a shoemaker’s or common 
steel table knife*

Potatoes to .be cut for planting are 
shoveled into the compartments of 
the box and in front of each com­
partment a man takes his positon, 
being seated on a box or stool for 
comfort’s sake, He seizes the tubers

in rapid succession . and by pulling 
them against the blade quickly cuts 
each one into as many pieces as de­
sired; the pieces are then dropped 
Into the open sack. It is claimed, 
says the Orange Judd Farmer, that by 
this indirect method of using the knife 
two fairly good cutters can cut each 
day" all the potatoes ordinarily re­
quired for the.use of one planter.

Most farmers in the Greeley district 
care very little how. small their seed 
potatoes may he just as long , as they 
are perfect in form and true to type. 
A very small' potato is often planted 
whole, but generally even the small 
ones are halved. Those coming next 
in size are cut into quarters, while the 
potato that is just below the shipping 
sizes usually cut into eight pieces.

FOWL MEADOW GRASS.
The Poa Serotina, or False Redtop, 

Which Is Desirable for 
Moist Lands.

This grass is also known as False 
Redtop. It is very common in the 
United®States and is best adapted to 
wet meadows and the hanks of 
streams. It is a perennial grass and

had its origin in Germany. This 
grass has been grown in England for
at least 150' years. It makes a nice 
hay and will stand for a long time 
after being ripe without greatly deter­
iorating. It never grows' so coarse 
that the stalk is not tender and the 
hay made from it is eaten Without 
waste. It thrives best when mixed 
with other grasses. This grass is 
most common in the northern United 
States. It is particularly good for 
moist meadows, says the Farmers’ Re­
view. In 'some of the western states 
natural. meadows of this grass are 
now found and are highly esteemed.

a fine crop in both sugar and quantity 
in soil with too much alkali for most 
other crops. The greatest difficulty in 
such soil is in securing a good stand.

Much is lost each year by the half 
preparation of the soil. Intensive cul­
ture is what is needed more and more. 
Spend a little more time in putting 
the ground in better condition and you 
Will surely get your pay in the increase 
of the crops.

Here is a suggestion for a storm door 
that the men folks can put on. We 
have used it in our home for two 
years with great comfort and satisfac­
tion. At the lumber yard get what is 
called‘ composition hoard, composed of 
thin strips of board between heavy 
paper. Carefully mark this and saw 
it out to fit the screen door. Then 
tack it in place and the storm door is 
made. In the spring take it off and
