THROTTLING NIAGARA FALLS
Gigantic Community of Financial In­

terests W iping Out World’s 
Wonder.

In World’s Work, French Strothei 
describes the influences that bear, on 
Niagara falls and threaten their de­
struction. From this article, “Shall 
Niagara Be Saved?” the.following quo­
tation is taken: "Thus we swing the
complete circle of interests that are 
centered around the incident of Niag­
ara falls. The same interests control 
the railroads, the electrical • supplies 
companies, and the power companies. 
Ancrln the midst of this gigantic com­
munity of financial interests, whose 
operations, are already of momentum 
sufficient ultimately to tax the power- 
producing capacity of Niagara, stand 
the falls— not as a magnificent monu­
ment to the pride of the United States 
in a glory of nature, but as the 168- 
foot drop of 224,000 cubic feet of water 
per second, transmutable into 5,000,- 
000 electrical horsepower for the uses 
of an ' industrial monopoly. That we, 
as a people, have given our share of 
the necessary permission is to our 
shame. But there is another, side to 
the question which strikes home at 
our pecketbooks, if  we need such a 
spur to our pride. This is: What
have we, directly or indirectly, received 
in return for the franchises we have 
given? So far as the United States 
government or the state of New York 
is concerned, the answer is brief-—not 
one cent. The franchises were granted 
without price, and the companies op­
erate without even the meager return, 
exacted on the Canadian side, of $1.50 
a year for each horse-power developed 
up to 10,000, and a sliding scale grow­
ing less with additional develop­
ments.

TRUE JAPANESE COURTESY.
Emperor and Shogun, Ancient Op­

ponents, Exchange Greet­
ings Politely.

I remember, many years ago, a din­
ner at the palace— a great official din­
ner— where among the guests were 
many of the old leaders of rebellious, 
old upholders of the Shogunate; the 
last Shogun himself, says Mary Craw­
ford Fraser in the World’s Work. 
Prince Tokugawa, proud, silent, grim, 
sat opposite to me, and I wondered if 
any human emotion could show itself 
on that impassive face. At that mo­
ment the emperor raised his glass and 
boWed in kindly smiling fashion to his 
ancient opponent. The face changed, 
was suffused for one illuminating mo­
ment with a glow of responsive fire. 
It seemed as if the emperor were once 
more thanking the Shogun for his

The cost w ill be close to $48,- 
000, and Prof. Wfentmore, of the 
university, who took charge of the 
new cell block, w ill have charge of 
the work. Payment for the new 
building will be made out of a sink­
ing fund. The state carries its own

Methods Employed by * Michigan 
Hunters to Obtain the Ani­

m al’s Pelts..
The method by which a Marquette 

county wolf hunter secured $54 in 
bounty was to bury a quantity of meat 
in the snow of the early winter, and 
above the meat to place traps, which 
were also covered by snow in tbe reg­
ular course of precipitation.

In due time, says the Detroit News, 
the meat ripened sufficiently to give 
hints of its whereabouts, and was 
then- sought hy the wolves, which dig­
ging downward, sprung the traps and 
— the bounty. One, more cunning than 
his fellows, avoided the trap by tun­
nelling under it and securing the halt 
without exchanging' his hide for it.

The method of catching wolves by- 
trapping Is a fair one, but wbat shall 
he said of the L’Anse man who, captur­
ing a female wolf, taught her to be­
come a decoy for the gallants of her 
tribe? W ith a long chain about her 
neck made fast at one end, she was 
allowed a wide range of captivity. She 
sang for company, and when admirers 
appeared flirted desperately with 
them.

The wolf slayer took position outside 
of his cabin door, in his jaws the stem 
of a cob pipe, across his knees a long 
range rifle. A  sneaking gray form 
from the woods, a Coquettish saluta­
tion from the captive the crack of a 
rifis and the whistle of a bullet, forged 
each a link in the chain of tragedy 
that placed $175 in the purse of the 
cabineer as the profits of a few weeks. 
The gay deceiver who stood for this 
treachery was a fast friend to her cap- 
tor and seemed to enjoy the havoc 
wrought on the chivalry of her race.

Some owners of forests of valuable 
woods are trying experiments in the 
southern part of Mexico with the wal­
nut trees. It is not generally known 
outside the trade, says Pacific Fruit 
World, that there are many kinds of 
walnut woods and that only part of 
them have so far been considered val­
uable from a commercial point of 
view. Now tbe scheme is to make 
these less valuable or worthless wal­
nuts commercially valuable. And the 
process Is a curious one.

It consists of opening the roots of 
the trees and inserting one or more 
nuts, which are quite small, from the 
best varieties of walnut trees. It is 
said tbat these nuts, which are careful­
ly sealed in with wax or a stuff, water­
proof stopper, impart a new or closer 
grain and coloring to the tree. "

The southern Indians of Mexico have 
for centuries been in tbe habit of se­
curing curious effects in coloring on 
fine woods by inserting in the above 
manner nuts of other trees into the 
roots of the living tree. An enterpris­
ing planter in Tabasco has been fol­
lowing out this Indian idea with curi­
ous results. He mentioned this to 
other haciendados, and now several of 
them are experimenting with the 
coarser kinds of walnut trees with en­
couraging results.

WHAT FIRST STOVE WAS.
Simply the Hut or Cave in W hich  

Primitive Man Made His
Dwelling.

The most Important uses of fire were 
taught by fire itself, writes S. E. For­
man, in “ Stories of Useful Inventions” 
in St. Nicholas. As the primitive man 
stood near tne flames of the burning 
tree and felt their pleasant glow he 
learned that fire may add to bodily 
comfort; and when the flames swept 
through a forest and overtook a deer 
and baked it, he learned that fire 
might be used to improve the quality 
of his food. The hint was not lost. 
He took a burning torch to his cave 
or hut and kindled him a fire on his 
floor of earth. His dwelling filled with 
smoke, but he could endure the dis­
comfort for the sake of the fire’s 
warmth, and for the sake Of the 
toothsomeness of the cooked meats. 
After a time a hole was made in the 
roof of the hut, and through this hole 
the smoke passed out. Here was the 
first stove. The primitive stove was 
the entire house; the floor was the 
fireplace and the hole in the roof was 
the ehirBney. The word “stove” orig­
inally meant “a heated room.” So that 
if we should say that at first people 
lived in their stoves we would say that 
which is literally true.

A BURRO AND A THISTLE.
Favorite Food of the Diminutive Bur­

den Bearer and' How  
Obtained.

The Rocky mountain burro, one of 
the most sagacious of animals, seeks 
the thistle as a favorite food, and the 
pungent spines with- which it protects 
its leaves at every angle are doubtless 
a recognition on Its part of this fond­
ness of grazing animals for it.

The 
blows become rapid, and at length it 
is broken down and thoroughly tramp­
led, after which it is consumed to the 
last vestige.

SEE SERMONS IN STONES.

When an 
easy-going woman turns the* cold 
shoulder on a turquoise collar you 
may be positive tbat tbe turquoise is 
artificial.

VINEYARDS IN PORTUGAL.

Grape Growers in Bad W ay Over In ­
ability to Dispose of Stored 

Up Crops.

The distress among the agricultural 
laborers is taxing, in many parts of 
Portugal, the resources of the local 
authorities, especially in tlie wine dis­
tricts of the north, where the crisis 
seems to be most acute. So keen ap­
pears to be the distress that the sub­
ject has been laid before the parlia­
ment.

According to the local press in these 
districts, whose products in prosperous 
times are a chief source of the coun­
try’s wealth, many of the vineyard 
owners have in their cellars the har­
vests of two years’ grape growth which 
they are unable to sell, except at a 
huge sacrifice, and not being able to 
obtain the cash on which trffey count­
ed for help from hankers and others 
to tide over bad times, they have re­
solved this year to discontinue in 
many vineyards the hoeing and other 
indispensable labor. This has led 
to non-employment Qf some thousands 
of. hands who could otherwise have 
counted upon employment.

Hunger and misery, it is said, are 
seen everywhere, and the poor starv­
ing wretches are spreading themselves 
over the country, to the detriment of 
others of the working class whose lot 
is but little better, and resorting to 
pilfering and begging to satisfy their 
needs. Instances are said by the press 
to have occurred where some men who 
were considered well to do yeomen 
have solved for themselves the ques­
tion of financial difficulties by resort­
ing to suicide.

Some few years ago a regular fever 
of vineyard making spread over the 
northern half of the country and over­
production has been the result, which 
Wiser Portuguese heads foresaw and 
avoided, hut their warnings were not 
heeded.

BIRD HAVEN ON THiS FARM
Illinois Agriculturist W ho Keeps Close 

Guard and Provides Shelter 
for Birds.

John H. Dorris, who owns a large 
farm northwest of this city, will not 
allow a bird of any kind to be killed 
on his land, writes a Harrisburg (111-) 
correspondent of the St. Louis Globe- 
Democrat. He has set aside a num­
ber of acres to grow up in under­
brush, in which all kinds of birds, es­
pecially quail, find a home through 
the winter; and in the summer, the 
place is alive with birds.

Mr. Dorris claims that hawks do 
very little damage in comparison with 
the good they do in- killing field mice 
and rats. There are hundreds of 
quail on his farm, and they have be­
come so tame that they come to tne 
dooryard for feed. So careful does he 
watch these birds that he can teP 
where nearly every bird nests in the 
brooding season. Last fall one of his 
hired hands, while driving through the 
lane with a load of hay, saw a quail 
sitting oh the fence close by, and, 
caking his whip, he knocked it off. 
slightly crippling it. He picked the 
bird up and took it to the house to 
feed to the cat. '

When Mr. Dorris saw this .he re­
buked him warmly, questioned him as

That the instinct of self preserva­
tion is not confined to the human 
race is evident from many instances 
in the experience of hunters in the
north woods.

A  trapper in the Tahquamenon riv­
er country, relates the fact that while 
seated in his tent one evening at dusk 
there was a sudden commotion at-the 
entrance and in popped a rabbit. Be­
hind the rabbit in hot pursuit, came 
another animal, which fairly shot 
down the snow Incline into the tent. 
This animal proved to he a lynx.

For a moment it did not dawn upon 
the lynx that it had been caught in a 
snare, and then it jumped to the op­
posite side of the tent and began to 
claw the canvas and snarl. By this 
time the trapper had grabbed a elub 
and was on his feet. The fight that 
followed was liveiy and how he man­
aged to dodge the lynx and also hit it 
in the semi-darkness is, he says, a 
mystery, hut it was not long before 
the lynx was stretched Out lifeless. 
The hunter came out of the encounter 
with a few scratches, and in the 
meantime the. rabbit escaped.

Elephants Generate Electricity.
