Necessary to Put Coach. Upon Blochs 

Before Corpses Could be 
Fulled Out

Hila B. Helmick, o f Hinchman, 
and his bride o f three months were 
ground to death beneath the wheels 
o f a street car in front of the Now- 
len Company lumber office, West 
Main street, Benton Harbor, just be­
fore 6 o ’clock Tuesday evening.

The unexpected frightening of a 
horse is the cause, o f the accident. 
The couple were driving to Benton 
Harbor in a single top co vered bug­
gy. Car No. 28 was bound for St. 
Joseph. Helmick was driving in the 
roadway proper. Elroy McKinzie, 
motorman on the car, saw him some 
distance ahead. There was no indi­
cation o f  danger and the motorman 
did not check the speed of the car 
The distance between the car and 
the rig was cut down to one and a 
half car lengths when the horse sud­
denly became frightened, gave a ter­
rific lunge in front of*the car, car­
rying the buggy squarely on the 
track and bringing instant death to 
the occupants,

The horse had crossed the track 
before the collision came and was 
uninjured. Torn loose from the 
breeching he continued in mad flight 
through the marsh 'until captured 15 
minutes later.

The death o f Mr. and Mrs. Helmick 
was most horrible. Just before the 
buggy was struck by the car the wo­
man raised in her seat and threw 
Her arms up before her face as in a 
vain endeavor to protect herself. 
Both bodies were carried under the 
wheels of the car and were entan­
gled in the rods and trucks. The car 
had to be raised by jackscrews and 
Hocks before the bodies could be ex- 
iricated. The body o f  Mr. Helmick 
was lying against the trucks at the 
back end o f the car, Mrs Helmick’ s 
was stretched out just inside the for­
ward trucks.

The sight was a horrible one The 
head o f  the man victim  had been 
crushed to je lly . In his forehead  
was a hole as large as a boy’s fist 
and from  this wound his brains oozed  
out. It w ould have been im possible  
for his best friend to have recogniz­
ed him by gazing at his face. After 
he wa9 pulled out from  under the-car 
wheels D. W. C. Bastar, one o f the 
first physicians on the scene, says 
that he gave tw o short breaths.

The condition o f the body of Mrs. 
Helmick was not so bad. .The right 
side of her face was crushed in and 
a large portion o f  the ear torn away. 
In the top o f her head was a hole 
about an inch deep.

Little warning was given the v ic­
tims. Their horse was shambling 
along at an easy gait and evidently 
with no fear on the part o f  the driv 
er that it would- be frightened by 
the street car, and it is quite probable 
that when the horse took the fatal 
plunge from the roadway to the 
track the reins were held loosely in 
the hands o f Helmick, for the motor- 
man in his Story declares that there 
was no resistance to the progress of 
the horse.

The motorman was running the car 
at seven points speed or about 20 
miles an hour. He threw on the re­
verse lever and applied the brakes 
as soon as he saw the horse take the

There were four passengers on the 
.car when the accident occurred.

A  few minutes after the accident 
several physicians were on the scene.

Dr. Bastar was among the first to 
arrive and assisted in getting the 
bodies out from beneath the car. Oth­
er physicians who came were Dr. G. 
M. Bell, Dr. F. R. Belknap, Dr. C. N. 
Sowers, Dr. W. Rvno, Dr. C. N. Ryno 
General Manager Henry C. Mason 
o f the street railway company at 
once gave orders for the removal o f 
the bodies to the car barns. Coroner 
Collier was given immediate notifica­
tion.

At the scene of the accident no one 
knew the victims and not until the 
bodies were removed to the car barns 
was the identity disclosed. A note 
book taken from the inside coat poc 
ket o f Helmick contained his full 
name, “ Hiram B Helmick.”  Initials 
on a watch fob substantiated, the 
identity. General Manager Mason at 
once communicated with Hinchman 
and learned that Helmick resided on 
a farm near there and that he had 
started to St. Joseph earlier in the 
day with liis wife. The description 
o f  the victims made their identity 
certain.

The unfortunate man is a second 
cousin of Messrs. Allen and E li Hel­
mick of this village.

IN MEMORIAKI ]
THOMAS MILES

Mr. Thomas Miles died at his home 
in’ Buchanan, on Tuesday, July 81, 
after a lingering illness of 
months duration. He was born in 
Cambridgeshire, England, Aug. 13, 
1835, having attained almost seventy 
one years at the time o f his decease.

He came to this country in 1854, 
and in 185S he married in Rochester, 
New York, on the 8 h of March, 
Miss Susan Rollins, who survives 
him together with four sons, one of 
whom lives in Ohio, another in one 
o f the Dakotas, another in Oklahoma 
and the youngest one, Samuel with 
his mother in Buchanan.

Mr. Miles lived in Berrien county 
nine years, twenty seven of 

which he lived about two miles south 
of Niles on the R. I. Griffin road on 
a farm which he sold about a year 
and a half ago and moved to Bu­
chanan, His funeral on Friday last 
was largely attended, many of his 
old neighbors being present, The 
services were ' conducted by Rev. 
Charles Ager, of Niles, an old 
friend of his and whom he requested 
so to do before he died and his body 
was laid to rest in Buchanail ceme­
tery. Mr. Miles was quite a familiar

Five brothers and five 
sisters survive him only one, a bro­
ther, Burgess Miles, of this place, 
was present at the last service.

Conflicting reports, with i 
bility of light crops o f peaches, is the 
substance o f the August report of 
the Michigan State Horticultural 
society.

There are some peaches all over the 
statej the report says, but at no 
point is there a fu ll crop or anything 
like one. Points that harvested a 
full crop last year are generally 
light.

The rapid progress o f the “ little 
peach”  disease is the most discourag­
ing feature of the outlook. The cases 
of “ yellows”  are now less commom, 
but the “ little peach”  is prominent in 
orchards all over the state, and the 

sal vation o f healthy trees, ac- 
to the report, w ill be the 

prompt extermination o f all attack­
ed.

Elbertas are found to he light 
everywhere, and the hardy varieties 
are lopked to, to furnish the markets 
this season. The new settings of trees 
fall - short of making up the loss of 
acreage due to disease, winter injury 
etc. Kent county is found to be badly 
discouraged by the loss of several 
crops, although a few faithful work­
ers are trying to get back to the old 
place. Northern counties areforging 
to the front with new orchards and 
are expected to make quite a reputa­
tion for production.

Offers for the crop are not 
made very fast, A few sales are re­
ported for good varieties on the trees 
at 65 cents per bushel, or 75 cents perM _
bushel packed. The general conclu­
sion is that the grower who averages 
at his shipping point $1 per bushel 
for his peaches, packed in bushel bas 
kets, will do well, owing to the heavy 
crops elsewhere. The eastern buyers 
are not as anxious this year as usual 
about the Michigan crop, as north 
west will be the best markets here.

A PPLE S W IL L  BE B IG  CROP

The apple crop- promises to be a 
good one with favorable conditions 
from now on. Buyers are confident 
o f a large crop and prices will rule 
low. National organizations of buy­
ers haye agreed not to pay more than 
$1 per barrel for the picked fruit in 
the orchard, and prospective buyers 
now. in the state are trying to con­
tract for good varieties on the trees 
at from 75 to 90 cents per barrel on 
the trees, Early varieties seem es­
pecially promising and are now being 
marketed, several sales being report­
ed at the point o f  shipment at $2 per 
barrel. Late stock does not look 
quite as well.

Grape prospects are especially fav­
orable and a large crop is now ex­
pected. Some, grape rot is being re­
ported. Plums were considerably 
injured at blossoming time, many 
growers reporting all the way from 

failure to a light crop, while the 
is 35 to 45 per cent of an 

average. Peais blossomed very fu ll 
and Kieffers generally hang loaded, 
hut not a trifle over a half crop is 
now reported. Much blight is found 
in some sections.

Marietta. In 1855 he came to. Berrien 
county, and settled in Buchanan 
township, where he operated a farm* 
Later he sold the place and moved 
into the village, retiring from active 
business cares. His death occurred 
in 1SS8, when he was about*70 years 
old. He was a democrat politically.

The mother o f the deceased, Lucy 
W. Richards, was born and reared in 
Marietta, Ohio. Of the union eight 
children were born, all-of whom lived 
to mature years, Those living are, 
Mrs. Sadie Morris, of South Bend; 
Martha E. who married S. Barmore, 
of Niles; Hattie, wife of W. S. Wells 
o f Buchanan; Mary, Mrs. George Ro 
gers, and George H,, a resident of 
Minneapolis; Joseph L. was about 
seven years old when he accompanied 
his'parents to Michigan, and his boy­
hood was principally passed on his 
father’ s farm in Buchanan township. 
After completing the studies usually 
taught in the district schools, he"en­
tered his father’s store as 'blerk, but 
his tastes not being in that direction, 
’he soon sought more congenial em­
ployment. For a time he worked in 
a factory and afterward spent one 
year in Charlotte, Mich , and another 
twelve months in southern Ohio, in 
the oil regions.

In 1871 Mr. Richards went to Chi­
cago, intending to carry on his stu 
dies at.a commercial college, but his 
ambitions in that line were temporar 
ily suspended by the great fire. Later 
he finished his course in Detroit. 
Upon the organization of the Buch­
anan Wagon factory he was elected 
secretary, and afterward was chosen 
general superintendent of the enter­
prise, holding the position about 
four years. During the administra­
tion o f President Cleveland, he was 
appointed postmaster at Buchanan, 
and discharged, the duties connected 
with that position for two years, 
when the demands o f  his business, as 
well as a dislike for the place itself, 
induced him to tender his resignation,

Upon the death of =his father, in 
1S88, the deceased assumed the man­
agement of the present enterprise, 
which he had since conducted.

Politically he was a democrat. He 
served as township supervisor, village 
Clerk, and as member of the village 
council. In 1893 he-was elected pres­
ident of the village board. He was 
a Mason and belonged to Buchanan 
Lodge No. 68, and Niles Command- 
ery No. 12 and theK, O. T. M., o f Bn 
chanan.

He was married in Buchanan to 
Miss Mina C., daughter of George 
and Mina O. Smith. Three children 
blessed this union, their names being 
Daisy, George H. and Joseph L.

Daisy is now Mrs Benedict, of Mil 
waukee, while George H. and Joseph 
L. are residents o f Buchanan.

The funeral services were held at 
at the late residence, Thursday after­
noon at 2:30 o ’ clock conducted by 
Rev. 0. E. Marvin of Niles, who de 
livered a short but appropriate ser­
mon, siieaking highly of the charac­
ter of Mr. Richards, of his kindness 
to those in need and his loving kind­
ness to his children. Music was fur­
nished by the male quartette, con­
sisting o f Messrs, Herbert Roe, D. L. 
Boardman, W. W. East and Dr, J, A. 
Garland.

. The services at the grave were un­
der the direction of the F. & A. M. 
lodge o f Buchanan, and conducted 
by the Worshipful Master James 
Babcock of Niles, and were most ap­
propriate and inipressive. The floral 
pieces were numerous and beautiful, 
showing the respect in which Mr. 
Richards was held in our community.

HAND-PRESSED LEMpN OIL.
Only Way of Extracting the Flavor­

ing Matter from the Bind 
of the Bruit.

“This oil of lemon,"' said the spice 
merchant, “ is an exquisite thing. It is 
hand-pressed—pressed by hand out of 
lemon rind. Smell i t "

The odor of the clear oil, says our 
informant, suggested sunlit lemon 
groves miles in extent on a mountain 
Side overlooking the blue sea.

“I’ll tell you how the oil of lemon is 
extracted," he said. “A man sits with 
a sponge in one hand and a piece of 
frqsh lemon peel in the other. * He 
presses the peel against the sponge, 
giving it finally a certain difficult and 
dextrous twist, and this breaks the 
cells in-the rind, and the oil—there's 
only a half" drop of it—comes reluct­
antly out upon the sponge.

“When the sponge has taken up the 
dribblings o f  about a hundred rinds, it 
is wet enough to be squeezed out. An 
ounce or so of clear and fragrant oil 
then flows from it.

“ There is no way to extract this oil 
within a lemon rind except by squeez­
ing and twisting the rind by hand. It 
takes the rinds of about 1,200 lemons 
to make one pound of oil.

“ Did you, by the way, ever watch a 
bartender hold a piece of lemon pee) 
over a cocktail, and give the peel a 
sudden, quick twist? Well, he was 
then flavoring the cocktail with oil of 
lemon, though the quantity he extract­
ed was so small as to be quite invisi­
ble.

“ Imagine doing that bartender twist 
nntil you had collected a quart or so of 
this rar§ oil.”

Debundscha,'Tn 'Kamerun," 10.151 me­
ters (34 feet) p f rain fell annually, 
chiefly in summer. The wettest year 
in Cherrapunji was 14..7S9 meters (48 
feet) in 1851, and in Debundscha 14.133 
meters (46 feet) in 1902. In the latter 
place there fell in the one day of June 
36, 1902, 456 millimeters (over one and 
a half feet) of water—more than the 
wfcole annual average in the Parisian 
basin.

The neighborhood o f warm seas and 
high mountains is the principal cause 
Of these extraordinary precipitations. 
It may be expected that the extension 
of meteorological observation will 
show other zones of rainfall more in­
tense than has been hithjrto believed, 
as in Java and Sumatra.

SCENTED LUBRICATING OIL.
Used1 for the Bearings of the Deli­

cate Drills Employed by
I Dentists.

* “ No, we don’t perfume axle grease, 
nor do we scent the oil used on the 
Journals of freight cars ”  said the deal- 
pr, “but there is one lubricating oil 
that we do scent, and that i s  the fine 
Dil ysed On dentists’ drills,

“Such drills, tiny little drills of beau­
tiful workmanship, are made nowa­
days for use in every possible position. 
There are'drills that-project from the 
Shaft at a right angle, this being made 
possible by tfea ^daintiest little bevel 
gearing you ever saw, within .the drill 
head. Others are set at an obtuse 
angle, and others, again, are set at an. 
acute angle.

“With( one or another o f these vari­
ous drills you can drill out a hole in 
any tooth in any direction, up or down 
or from the front or the back or the 
side, but of course fcthe little drills 
wouldn’t run smoothly or nicely with­
out lubrication, and you wouldn’t want 
to put fish oil in a patient’s mouth, 
already suffering enough, probably.

“ So here is where scented lubricat­
ing oil is used, on. dentists’ drills—on 
the solid part, within the casing that 
constitutes the handle, attached to the 
end of the flexible shaft and on the 
dainty gearing at the head of the drill 
Itself—fine oil that is scented with 
just a touch o f attar of roses. 

WORLD’S W ETTEST PLACE.
iWhere the Average Annual Rainfall 

Is Nearly Thirty-Seven 
f Beet.

The wettest place in the world, ac­
cording to the Russian Meteorological 
Journal, as abstracted in the Revue 
Scientifique, is Cherrapunji, in the In­
dian province o f Assam. From 1895 
to 1903 the average annual rainfall was 
11.223 meters (nearly 37 feet).

He was picked* up 
unconscious and with very severe in­
ternal injuries.

With the advent o f summer come? 
the increased consumption o f ice 
cream. And as a consequent, numer­
ous cases of sickness and even deaths 
from this supposed harmless delicacy. 
Not a season passes without a number 
of incidents occurring o f sickness 
and epidemics, the cause o f which is 
directly traced to eating ice cream

The principal ways by which ice 
cream is liable to cause sickness are: 
metallic poisoning, impure flavoring 
compounds, impure milk or cream, 
carelessness in allowing any of the 
ice, salt or water in the bucket to 
mix with cream.

Metallic poisoning is caused by the 
use of two different metals in the 
structure of the freezer. Therefore, 
an ice cream freezer should' be made 
of but one metal, glass or platinum 
would be ideal. A t least, but one 
metal should Le allowed to come in 
contact with the cream mixture. 
This objection, we believe, has been 
largely eliminated in the modern 
freezer. We have examined a number 
o f different kinds o f freezers now on 
the market, and find them all com­
posed of one metallic compound, 
heavily tinned iron. These metallic 
parts to the freezer should be ex­
amined often; and when the enamel­
ed tin surface is worn off so hb to 
expose the iron, the freezer should 
be discarded. The danger of metal­
lic poisoning is also increased by 
allowing the paddle to remain in the 
cream. It should be removed im­
mediately when the freezing is com­
pleted .

It is a criminal to put into ice 
cream impure or poisonous flavoring 
extracts, yet this very thing is some­
times done. To preserve the fruit 
flavors in the form of j elly or crushed 
fruit, both formldekyde and arsenic 
have been known to be used. Fur- 
ther,vyanillin and coumarin, crystall­
ine compounds, are frequently color­
ed with caramel and used as substit­
utes for the pure vanilla flavor. And 
it is not uncommon to find the fruit 
flavors, (pineapple, strawberry, rasp­
berry, cherry, etc.) to be an artificial 
product. And to give .the cream 
firmness and reduce its cost, gelatin 
and starch are not infrequently used. 
The safest mixture is pure cream and 
sugar.

In the making of ice cream, too 
much caution cannot be exercised in 
the selection of the cream and milk. 
These products to be pure and whole­
some, must be secured from sources 
where the following conditions exist: 
The cows must be healthy, well fed 
and kept clean; the milk must be 
handled in a clean and careful man­
ner; the milk should be immediately 
cooled as soon as drawn from the 
cows, and kept cool until used. 
Tyrotoxicon and other forms o f pto- 
main poisoning, are the direct results 
of fermentation o f unclean milk. 
Consumers should know that the 
cows from which their milk is sup 
plied are kept clean. Further, that 
the milk is handled in a scrupulously 
clean manner; and that the milk is 
carried in sterilized cans, (thorough­
ly washed and rinsed with boiling 
water.) Bacteria, and all other forms 
of germ life, propagate much more 
rapidly in milk kept at a high tem­
perature. Therefore, the cooling o f 
milk as soon as drawn from the cows 
is a very important consideration. 
It should b e reduced to a tempera­
ture o f at least 50 degrees Fahrenheit 
aud not allowed to rise above that 
until used.

In the process o f freezing, great 
care should be exercised to prevent 
any o f the freezing mixture, (ice, salt 
and water) in the tub from getting 
into the cream in the can. Ice as it 
is commonly taken from rivers and 
lakes, is unfit to be used in food or 
drink. It not infrequently contains 
disease germs; and is usually laden 
with animal and vegetable matter. 
Salt cannot with safety b.e put into 
cream. The active sodium chloride 
dissolves the metals with which it 
comes in contact, and results in 
metallic poisoning. For this reason 
one should be careful not to allow 
any of the salt water from the tub to 
get into the can containing the cream.

Cream is an excellent food, when 
taken in limited quantities with other 
articles o f diet. Ice is good in refri­
gerators to maintain low  temperatures, 
in preserving perishable foods The 
stomach is-no refrigerator, its con­
tents are not to be preserved. There­
fore, under normal conditions, ice 
and iced foods should not be eaten, 
However, if  some people are still 
‘ ‘living’ to eat”  and will persist in

using this luxury, to such ones we 
would give the following suggestion 
Ice cream mixtures (ice, cream and 
flavors) should be boiled before bein 
frozen. The boiling sterilizes the 
mixture, and thus reduces the chances 
from fermentation, and consequent 
poisoning, to a minimum.
