Department of Education Finds 

Shortage and Misuse 
of Funds

of

Lansing, Mich., Nov. 20—The de­
partment o f public instruction has 
invoked for the people’ s benefit the 
enactment of 1906giving it authority 
to scrutinize accounts and records_of 
school districts. I q 35 cases coming 
to its atte ntion, books have been ex­
amined and either a shortage or 
misuse of publ’ c funds has been 
found.

It was found that iwo districts in 
Clinton county had used primary 
money for other purposes than for 
teacher’ s wages, which the law stipu­
lates. In these districts a tax to 
meet the deficiency of the teachers’s 
fund was required. In Otsego a de­
falcation of $8000 was discovered and 
this was made good. In a number of 
cases treasurers had loaned the pub 
lie funds and pocketed the interest. 
The department will continue the in­
vestigations and assist the school offi­
cers in straightening out their ac 
counts.

The investigation into the matter 
o f bonds was very fruitful, as m 
1,500 districts treasurers had given 
no bonds whatever, and in 4,000 
more the bonds were either valueless 
of insufficient Thus it was founc 
that treasurers in only about 1,700 
of the 7,200 districts were complying 
with the law.
