White Plains, Nr Y , Dec. 5,
A prisoner in the Btate asylum for 
insane at Matteawan, N. Y., who is 
now trying to obtain freedom on the 
ground that he is no longer insane, 
is said to have been identified by 
bank officers o f Kansas City as Geo. 
A. Kiminel, former assistant cashier 
.of the defunct First National bank 
of Niles, Mich., and later cashier of 
the Farmers State bank of Arkansas 
City, who is said to have defaulted 
and disappeared seven years ago.

Under the name of Andrew Jr 
White the man was convicted of lar­
ceny in Cattaraugus coun*y, this 
state, and was sent to the asylum as 
insane. He is said now to have ad­
mitted that his name is George A  
Kiminel, and habeas corpus proceed­
ings have been begun on his behalf 
to secure his release.

Kimmel’s identity was discovered 
as a result of a contest made by the 
New* York Life Insurance Co , which 
refused to pay an insurance of $25.- 
000 on his life which was claimed by 
Mrs. Edna K, Bonslett, o f Chicago, 
Kimmel’s sister. Mrs, Bonslett’ s 
claim was based on the allegation 
that a man missing for seven years 
was legally dead-

Kimmel’s relatives declare that the 
mail now in the insane asylum is not 
George A. Kiminel. There* was a 
hearing on the habeas corpus pro­
ceedings at Yonkers yesterday.

The life insurance policies in which 
Mrs, Bonslett was named as benefici­
ary were assigned to Charles A John­
son, former cashier of the defunct 
Niles bank, who is now serving a 10 
year term in the Detroit house o f cor­
rection for his part in the wrecking■£>
of the bank.

Several times it has been reported 
that.Kimmcl was seen in various cities 
and there has always been a question 
as to whether he was dead or living 
some place under an assumed name.
