1 was glad to 
hear from them in their California 
home, and as Mrs. Godfrey 'wrote 
about the scarcity of snow there, I 
can say for north-west Kansas, that 
it is almost as much o f a rarity here. 
The thermometer has not- registered 
any zero weather here yet. I believe 
the coldest that I noticed was four 
degrees above zero and while we have 
had vet y little snow, the people are 
putting up nice ice 8 and 10 inches 
thick. I never saw as much fine 
skating in this country as there is 
this winter.

They had a fine w olf hunt a few 
miles south-east of us last week. 
There was 1000 men and boys that 
surrounded almost an entire town­
ship and in the evening as they came 
together they found that there were 
13 wolves in the enclosure and they 
began to shoot and turned the dogs 
loose and only six of the 18 get away, 
Well, that was not much w olf to the 
man, but it w as about as many as is 
generally killed where there is so 
many hunters. Wolves are quite 
plentiful in this country and besides 
the prairie wolf or coyote. There is 
geiting to be quite a number o f large 
gray wolves. They Will carry ‘off 
pigs, kill calves and sometimes will 
kill young colts=

tTacK Rabbits are plentiful herb. 
I shot one yesterday that looked al» 
most as large as an ordinary sheep 
When it was running.
