Haywood, first of l;he alleged martici-
pants id the avenging comspiracy by
which it is averre«l the assassination
of Frank Steunenbiirg was plotted and
executed, was placed upon trial for his
life Thursday. Counsel for state and
prisoner entered at once in a business-
like way upon thét examination of
prospective jurors, and kept steadily
at the task for five hours.

No juror was finitlly aecepted, but
substantial progress was made and
the indications at 1he close of the ses-
sion were that a 1u1y would be ob-
tained by the end of next week. The

to its conclusion in quiet harmony,
urmarked by unusial incident. It was
earnest and businejs-like. Its striking
feature was the entire absence of
crowds or demonstration in any form.
At no time was the courtroom more
than half filled, and the streets form-
ing the courthouse‘: square contained
not a single loiterér.
Adjourned l‘xll Monday.

The case was h!dted shortly before
five o’clock by {he exhaustion of the
jury panel,
taken until Mondsy morning. Mean-
time the sheriif Wﬂl summon a special
venire of 100 men. The 11 men under
examination, but 'not yet finally ac-
cepted or rejecteil, were locked up
and will be“closely guarded.

Haywood was brought to the court-
room sharp at ten in the morning. He
found his family in, a line of chairs to
the right of his seat, and in front were
all of his counsel.: He paid more at-
tention to his yourigest daughter than
to anyone else, and throughout the
day took practically no part in the se-
fection of jurors. Mrs. Haywood and
the older daughtier stood the ordeal
apparenily well, buit the younger child
cried after the exitmination of tales-
men began.

LAHORE FEARS UUTBREAK

INDIAN" CITY PREPARED TO" RE:
PEL. NATIVE ATTACK.

Bands of Seditious Rustics Crov»;din‘g‘
Into the Clty — Authorities Pro-
hibit Meetmgs of Any Kind.

Lahore, Bntlsh Indla May 10. —Ev—
erything seems to point to the imm1-
nence of a native outbreak here and
the authorities are taking all the
steps possible to suppress it by’ force
of arms. The political unrest is hour-
ly assuming grgver. proportions.

Bands of stalwart rustics, armed
with bludgeons, who have been en
listed by the leaders of the seditien,
are crowding into the native city, ahd

troops of all arms and bodies .ot po-‘

lice, mounted and dismounted are be-;
ing drafted Jnto the cxty of Lahore
from all parts of the province,. The
fortifications of Lahore have been sub-
jected to a special inspection and the
artillesymen have been reinforced.
The Heutenant governor of the Pun-’
jab, Sir Denzil Ibbetson, is takiug ac-
tive measures to circumvent any pos-
sible outbreak. He has_isSued a proc-
lamation prohikiting meetings of ev-
ery kind and solemnly warning the
public not to atte‘nd any assemblages
under pain of severe punishment. In
addition the lieutenant governor- has
struck at the root of the revolution.

PAY TRIBUTE TO BRAVERY

Do Little But Jeer and

Strikers
Threaten as Two Cars Make
Trip Through Western
Addition.

San Francisco, May 10.—Roses and
carnations, instead of brickbats and

-{ cobblestones, were features of Thurs-

day's run of two cars of the United
Railroads, manned by 20 strike-break-
ers, from the car barns at Oak and
Broderick streets for a distance of
three or four miles through the busi-
ness and residence streets of the west-
ern addition

Stirred to admiration by the cour-
age of the unarmed strike-breakers in
operating the cars in the mob-crowded
thoroughfares women all along the
route stoed on doorsteps or leaned
from windows and waved handker-
chiefs, clapped their hands, cheered

and threw Kkisses to the nonunionists.

ly by.
Flowers for Every Man.

On the return trip, on Sacramento
street, near Presidio avenue, a young
girl ran out from a florist’'s shop and
tossed a handful of bright red carna-
tions to fhe platform of ohe of the
cars. Lifting their caps and smiling,
several of the men leaned far out
and .caught the flowers. The cars
were halted then, while young women
brought clusters of carnaticns and

roses<from thé.shop and offered them:

to the men. So .every strike-breaker
had. .a flower in . his coat.

..Krem a.baksry shop in-the.neighbor-
hood a woman came hurrying, her
hands full of small cakes hot from the
oven. They were— devoured in a
twlnkl_i_ng by the uniformed recipients
brought more.

Strikers Jeer and Threaten.

But the afternoon’s trip was not all
cakes ‘and flowers. A taunting, Jjeer-
ing, howling crowd of more than 1,000
strikers and ‘strike sympathizers jog-
frotted for blocks along the sidewalks,
reviling the carmen, yelling frenzied
tlu;eats ‘to' “get them yet,” crying

“murderers,” .cowards,” and “scabs.”
Now and then a stone or brick was
thrown but the gullty man—or boy—

hidden in the mob, escaped detection

invariably.

States have compiled very complete
statistics of the quantity and value
of puipwood used in that country in
the year 1905. The total quantity
was 3,182,223 cords, made up as
follows; Spruce, 1,650,709 cords;
poplar, 222,058 cords; hemlock, 375,
422 cords; pine, 57,399 cords; balsam,
56,744 cords; cottonwood, 10,507
cords; all ether woods, 96,739 cords.
Spruce comprised 71.2 per cent of the
total,

Of the total amount of wood used
1,096,794 cords were used in making
mechanical pulp, 1,630,396 cords in
making suphite pulp, and 464,936
cords in making soda fibre,

In the last six years the pulpwood
‘imports from Canadaincreased about
75 per cent. Importations of spruce
‘alone 1ncreased 83 per cent. In 1905
the imports from Canada were 622,545

poplar.

The average price per cord ran'ged
from $3.83 in the of Minnesota to
$6.26 in New York, theaverage being
$5.01. ‘

The reports as to the estimated
