T IS NONSENSE TO SAY THAT OUR PRESENT CUR-
RENCY SYSTEM IS RESPONSIBLE IN ANY SENSE
OF THE WORD FOR THE RECENT FINANCIAL
FLURRY WHICH WAS MOSTLY CENTERED IN NEW
YORK CITY. THAT PANIC WAS DUE LARGELY TO
THE MANEUVERS OF MEN WHO DISREGARD THE
LAW AND WHO DISREGARD THEIR OBLIGATIONS.

It was that rather than any clefiC‘iency or inadequacy of statutory
currency conditions. In other words, if certain financiers in New
York would keep closer to shore or-maintain their operations WITH-
IN THE BOUXDS OF REASON the country would be better off.

In my judgment the disposition on the part of certain financiers to
reach out for that which they cannot reasonably control is GROW-
ING, and the instant they get into trouble they run to the govern-
ment. Itis a great misfortune that conditions should allow such access
to federal assistance to remedy mistakes which are palpably of a nature
reprehensible upon their begettors, WHG ARE ALONE TO
BLAME. These men in Wall street ought to understand that they
shall and must do business ON THEIR OWXN CAPITAL.
