o f Easter

HIS day of Christian, joy 
is world-wide in its ob­
servance. From sea to 
sea, from the frozen 
North -to the equally 
frozen South,

"The world Itself keeps E a s te r  Day,
And E aste r la rks are singing,

And E aste r flowers are  blooming gay. 
And E aste r buds are  springing.

Alleluia, Alleluia.”

Sometimes that observance1 falls 
short in the true meaning of the sea­
son that symbolizes to the Christian 
a risen Lord, and hope of immortality. 
Like our Christina. celebrations, the 
religious side of Eastertide is o’er- 
shadowed by the social.

The change from the solemn peni­
tential week just past to the joyous­
ness and light and color of Easter 
morn has for most of us too little of 
religious element.

Even though we join the throngs 
surging the churches and revel in the 
Easter flowers that bank the altars, 
and join in the Easter carols of praise, 
we fall far short of realizing what a 
lack of Easter would have meant to 
civilization.

The world is  a better place to live 
in because of, Eastertide. Though the 
spiritual side of us he but poorly devel­
oped the material should rejoice in 
the blessings and comforts bestowed 
by the ages-old belief in the risen 
Lord.

What the world would have been 
without Easter; what women would 
have been we can but faintly imagine. 
Without the hope that sprang from 
that open grave in far-away Judea, life \ 
would lack a high incentive to purity,! 
truth and love for our neighbor.

If this were all; if with the ebbing 
of life there were no hope of a ‘‘be­
yond;’' then would selfishness and 
pleasure reign supreme, the law of 
might would prevail, and this world 
be a worse place than it is for the 
poor, the sick, and the lowly.

If we cannot wholly approve of the 
world’s  method of observing Easter 
and the days immediately'preceding it, 
the Easter festival with its curious ob- 
servances have an interest in that 
however feebly, they draw universal 
attention to the day of the risen 
Lord,

Odd points of resemblance may be 
seen in  many of these observances, 
and like many of the great days of 
the church, the customs associated 
with it have been drawn from pagan 
worship.

Easter is a time of joy and gladness, 
for it comes in the spring, when, ac­
cording to pagan belief, Nature awoke 
from the winter death sleep and ev- 

j erything breathed of life and hope.
Therefore Ihere is a common note of 

joy in Easter celebrations, whether it 
he among the cool-headed Anglo-Sax­
on, the undemonstrative Scandinavian, 
or the intense, passionate Latin races.

But perhaps nowhere is the spirit 
of the day more emphasized than in 
Russia, where when at the stroke of 
midnight on Easter Eve, the priest 
announces to the kneeling multitude 
“He is risen,” the congregation hursts, 
into unanimous response, “He is 
risen, indeed,” and joy in the blessed

thought is expressed in 
braces among friends.

During all of Easter Day, the Rus­
sian peasants visit among their 
friends, exchanging the joyous greet­
ing with each acquaintance, “Christ is 
risen,” to which the other responds, 
“He is risen, indeed!” followed by the 
triple Mss on either cheek and fore­
head.

Yet even here is the trace of pagan­
ism in the use of the Easter egg, 
which was the symbol to the pagan of 
a new life. On the round of visits each 
guest presents a colored egg to the 
hostess, receiving one in return, with 
refreshments thrown in.

In most Christian countries the joy 
of Eastertide is shown in music and 
flowers. Every church makes special 
preparation' for “the''great 'day; but 
probably nowhere in the World is such 
music heard as in St. Peter’s, in Rome, 
of which Mrs, Humphry Ward has giv­
en ns so impressive a description in 
Eleanor.

Besides the flower-hanked churches 
the newer custom of marking Easter­
tide with flowers in the window of 
each house is one of much beauty and 
symbolism. When in palace and tene­
ment alike there is a common bond of 
commemorative Easter flowers to 
greet the passer-by, the classes cannot 
he so far apart as the pessimist 
thinks.

In Catholic countries the joy of Eas­
ter is  less impressive than the solemn 
observances of Good Friday. The 
churches are thronged with reverent 
worshipers, the procession commemo­
rative of the Crucifixion, the burning 
of Judas.ln effigy, so common a prac­
tice in Portugal, Greece, Mexico and 
South American countries, all bear 
witness that despite scoffers the story 
of The Cross with the joyous Resur­
rection is not deemed a myth.

It is said that Portuguese sailors in 
whatever port they may be on Good 
Friday at sundown commit Judas to 
the waves as the Sailors sing the An- 
gelus. And there are those who Say 
Christianity is passing.

Less religious in its symbolism is 
the universal Easter-egg, beloved of 
children.

Young America with his Easter bas­
ket or Easter hunt this morning, does 
not think that the Parsee children 
have eggs distributed to them at their 
spring festival; that the small Hun­
garians sprinkle their girl friends with 
rosewater and in return receive gifts 
of eggs; that French children in coun­

try  districts Will today make a round 
of visits' begging for red eggs; while 
the little Russians will, for every gift 
of a red egg, set free a caged canary.

The Easter bunny is another cus­
tom borrowed from Pagan times, as 
the hare was associated with the moon 
and new life.

It may be from the firm belief of 
small Germans that if they are very 
good the white kare will steal into the 
house on Easter Eve and hide beauti­
ful colored eggs, that young Americans 
feel their Easter celebration is incom­
plete without their bunnies, toy or real, 
candied or painted.

A curious, but less common belief is 
that the sun dances with, jo y  as it 
rises on the day of Resurrection. Our 
forefathers utilizing pagan worship of 
the sun taught that in it was seen 
an emblem of the Sun of Righteous­
ness risen on Eastern morn. There 
are certain parts of Europe, where to­
day the people rise early to climb the 
hill to watch for this phenomenon.

However, it may he kept, whether 
with heartfelt worship or perfunctory 
following of long custom, this Easter 
morning finds the world United in cele­
bration of that great day that brought 
joy and hope to a small band of men 
and Women, weeping for a lost leader 
whom they called The Christ—-until 
their faith was tested by the dire trag­
edy of the Cross.

The joy of that long gone Easter 
morn has grown with the ages, until 
its radiance is felt the world oyer, 
even by those who do not call them- 
Delves believers in the “RiBen Lord.” ,

Well Known Pioneer Resident 
of Buchanan Township is 

Dead

Mrs. John Hess, who was one o f 
the best known pioneer residents of 
Berrien county, died of heart trouble 
at the home of her daughter, Mrs 
Lizzie Adams of Michigan City, Ind., 
after a brief illness, last Tuesday 
morning, aged 80 years.

Mrs. Hess was born in Alsfelt, 
Germany, in 1832, and when 24 years 
old, sailed for America. The voyage 
lasted 52 days. Shortly ‘ after her 
arrival in this country, she was mar­
ried to John Hess, whom she had 
met in Germany.

In 1861, Mr. and Mrs. Hess settled 
on a 40-acre farm in the almost un­
broken wilderness in Buchanan town­
ship, and lived in a log house. As 
the years rolled by, success crowned 
their efforts, and in 1878 they erect­
ed a commodious brick house, in 
which they lived until Mr, Hess 
passed away in 1906.

Mrs. Hess leaves eight children, 
George, William, Charles, Henry and 
Mesdames John Eisele and William 
Boyle, all of this vicinity, and John 
of Niles and Mrs. Adams of Michigan 
City.

The body will arrive here tomor­
row morning at 10:09 o’clock and 
will be conveyed direct to the Evan­
gelical church, where the last sad 
rites will be performed. Burial will 
take( place -at -Oak -Ridge cemetery. . .

Rachel Ann Arthur, born October 
1,1828, atlpswich, England; married 
January 30, 1850 at Charlottetown, 
P. E. I-, died March 12, 1912, at 
Chicago, 111., aged S3 years, 4 months 
and 21 days. Mrs. Arthur came to 
Goshen with "her husband , John Ar­
thur, in 1861 and remained here for 
10 years. In 1871 they moved to 
Michigan and later to Kankakee, 
where Mr. Arthur died in 1882, since 
which time Mrs. Arthur has resided 
with her children, of whom she had 
eight, those surviving are James A., 
of this city, Oliver A., Mrs, Wm. 
Pell and Mrs. Ed. Sibley of Chicago.

Funeral services will be held at 
the residence of W-m. Pell, 13,10 
West 61st street, Chicago. Thursday, 
March 14 at 11 a. ffi. The remains 
will be taken to Buchanan for in­
terment.

Bartlett J. Campbell, aged 56, 
who superintended-the building of 
three dams on the St. Joseph river, 
including that at Berrien Springs 
and one of the best known construc­
tion engineers in the country, died 
last Thursday in Epworth hospital 
at South Bend. An operation had 
been performed Wed nesday in an 
effort to save Mr. Campbell’s life, 
but he never rallied from the effects 
of the ordeal,

Malinda M. Kingery was born in 
Labanon county, Pa,, May 5, 1831, 
and died March 31, 1912, at the age 
of 80 years, 10 months and 26 days, 
She was of German ancestry, her 
great grandparents immigrating to 
this country early in the 17th cen­
tury. Her father, Henry Miller, 
moved his family from Pennsylvania 
to this county in 1837, when Mrs. 
Kingery, the youngest of the family 
was Only 5 years old.

She was married to John H. King­
ery, March 5,. 1854. To this union 
eight children were born. Six of 
them and her husband awaited her in. 
the Great Beyond.

Two children, H, F. Kingery and 
Katherine Kingery, with many other 
relatives, remain to mourn her loss.

The funeral took place at 1:30 
o’clock Monday afternoon from the 
home of Katherine Kingery) Rev, 
Herbert Potter, of Otsego, officiat­
ing. B urial took place in Oak Ridge 
cemetery.

Dick DeMott died a few days ago 
at French Lick, Ind. Mr. DeMott 
was an old time resident of Buchan­
an. He was a veteran of the civil 
war and at the close of the war 
joined the first hand organized in 
Buchanan. For years he. conducted 
a hardware store. He was also in 
the retail meat business here.

The body will be brought 
here tomorrow for burial.

The Flood of 1912 .
The dimensions of the flood in the Mississippi River be­

low its confluence with the Ohio are best indicated by con­
ditions at Memphis. That city lies high, on ground rising 
well up from the waterside, and immediately opposite, in 
Arkansas, are low-lying lands, protected to some extent by 
levees, but affording much outlet for vast water expanses 
Still, conditions in Memphis are such as, in all probability, 
have not been paralleled there since 1844.

Like conditions would be almost unavoidable at St. 
Louis i f  the enormous mass of snow water which is yet to 
come down the Missouri should melt as suddenly and as 
quickly as that contributed by the Alleghany Mountains to 
the .Ohio direct and by the mountains which feed the Ohio’s 
large tributaries, to swell its volume not far above Cairo. 
More water will come out of the Missouri into the Missis­
sippi this spring than will come out of the Ohio, but it .vill 
not come with the rush always following the sudden melt­
ing of heavy winter snows on the Eastern mountain ranges, 
and which makes quick action so imperative along Ohio 
River banks whenever there is a spring flood in that stream.

But there will not be here, or at any* point on the river 
above here, any complaint of a water famine. The flood of 
this year is almost certa;n to be greater than any since the 
flood of floods in 1844, even if it does not equal the high 
water mark of that memorable year. The snows on the 
Rooky Mountain ranges are melting slowly. It will be 
weeks before they will be perceptibly diminished, and be­
fore then the snows on the Northwestern lower lands will 
have been carried away by a giant of a river which wiser 
generations to come will turn into a mighty force fop com-O
Bierce

What Will the Harvest Be ?
Developments of the last few days 

would seem to indicate that the fight 
on President Taf t is a decidedly ?or 
ious matter. In Illinois, where a 
presidential preferential election 
took place Tuesday, Roosevelt swept 
the state. Here at home there was 
a. serious fight in the county conven­
tion Tuesday between the Taft and 
Roosevelt forces, and, the fighting- is 
general all over the country, all of 
which would indicate that there may 
be real grounds for the stand taken 
by the New York Sun, although a 
good deal of the anti-Taft sentiment 
may change before the November 
election.

That President Taft cannot be elect­
ed if nominated is conceded by the 
New York Sun in a carefully prepared 
article published Sunday, March 31, 
and sent by the Sun for simultaneous 
publication in all the newspapers 
throughout the country which sub­
scribe to the Sun news service.

The undeniable importance of this 
statement by the Sun is due to the 
Sun's attitude of opposition to all pro­
gressives and to Theodore Roosevelt 
in: particular, as well as to the recogni­
tion given it as a representative and 
spokesman of the great business in­
terests which center in New York, and 
of the political organization in New 
York which recently manipulated the 
fraudulent and farcical, primaries held 
in. the state.

It adds to the significance of the 
Sun’s, statement that its article, al­
though ostensibly the result of careful 
investigation, was withheld until aft­
er the organization bosses had put 
through the fraudulent primary elec­
tion of delegates, in, which they care­
fully refrained from instructing a sin­
gle one of the men they claim to have 
elected for Taft.

The investigation upon which the 
article is based bad been completed 
and, the article actually prepared be­
fore the primaries were held, showing 
apparently that at the time the New 
York bosses were engaged in stifling 
public sentiment in order to prevent 
the election of Roosevelt delegates 
there was what the Sun declares to be 
a general agreement among the reac­
tionary political leaders that Mr. 
Taft’s candidacy had become a virtual 
Impossibility.

It is now apparent that the sole pur­
pose of the machine bosses and the 
special privilege interests, to whom 
Mr. Taft is looking for a renomination, 
have abandoned all idea of supporting 
him and that their only purpose ‘is to 
prevent the nomination of Roosevelt, 
so that a compromise candidate favor­
able to the special privilege interests 
and in harmony with machine pur­
poses may be selected at Chicago.

Although still friendly to Taft, the 
Sun declares that the time has arrived 
when the possibility of electing a can­
didate has become a ‘‘subject for seri­
ous consideration' on the part of Re­
publicans who believe their party to be 
of vastly more importance than any 
man in it, no matter how exalted his 
station, and who place: party loyalty 
above personal fealty. These Repub­
licans declare that they will take any 
reasonable step which Would seem to 
insure their party’s victory at the polls 
in November next.

“The Republicans: who expressed 
these views,” the Sun says, “are be­
lievers in season and out of season in 
the policies- of their party. Among 
this class of Republicans are mer­
chants, importers, business men gen- 

‘ erally and professional men; and the 
rank and file of small Republican 
shopkeepers and workingmen.”

The Sun then says:
“ Several i>ionths ago influential Re­

publicans, some of them- very close to 
President Taft, declared beneath their 
breath that the president if renomi-

natcd could not be re-elected. "While 
expressing- tins opinion they hadn’t the 
remotest shadow of a. doubt that the 
president, through the power of fed­
eral patronage, could force bis own re- 
nomination,"

Among the reasons given by the Sun 
why President Taft cannot be re-elect­
ed the Payne-Aldrich law is cited, as of 
greatest importance. . Respecting this 
the Sun says:,-

“The Republican national platform of 
1908 called for an immediate extraor­
dinary session of congress in the event 
of Taft’s election to revise the tariff. 
In obedience to his party's platform 
President Taft called the extraordinary 
session.of congress, which produced 
the Aldrich-Payne law, and .the presi­
dent’s troubles and his party’s compli­
cations have grown and become more 
entangled from the day he signed that 
law. That law gave the progressives 
substantial footing for their opposition 
to the Taft administration and afford­
ed them grounds to go before the peo­
ple on the question,. In addition there 
have been a myriad other troublesome 
complications, all intended to weaken 
the president and to bring about bitter 
discord in the ranks of bis party.

“It has been this discord, these com­
plications, that have led Republicans 
entirely friendly to the president to de­
clare that, while he could force his own 
renomination, it was exceedingly 
doubtful if he could be re-elected.’'

The Sun adds:
"W ith  the assembling of congress in 

Washington in December last the dec­
larations that the president could not 
be re-elected if renominated took on a 
more emphatic tone.”

The Sun declares that leading Repub 
licans, by which the Sun obviously 
means leading reactionaries, frankly 
admit that they do not know and have 
no means of knowing the full extent 
of the Roosevelt strength in the dif­
ferent states. The same leaders, the 
Sun says, express doubt if Mr, Roose- 
yelt himself could persuade his fol­
lowers to support Taft.

It is known that What the Sun points 
out with such clearness is the real be­
lief of all the reactionary, leaders both 
in Washington and those throughout 
the country.

The fight has ceased to he one for 
the renomination of President Taft and 
has become one solely to prevent the 
voters of the nation from controlling 
the convention and forcing the nomina­
tion of Theodore Roosevelt.

It is regretted by some people that 
an observance such as the Easter 
festival had its Inauguration in a cere­
mony that was ah outgrowth of a 
pagan festival. .But to the broad­
minded the fact appears as an evi­
dence of the lasting traits of man, re­
curring in different ages, and modified 
to suit the conditions of the times.

The twentieth century celebration 
is the modern evolution of heathen 
ideals influenced by those of the 
Christian religion, From time im­
memorial man has celebrated the 
birth of spring—the passing of the 
gloomy days of winter.

Easter, through the happy initiative 
of the Emperor Constantine in the 
fourth century, was celebrated not on 
the day of the Jewish Passover, hut 
the Sunday after. The variation of 
the date depends upon the fact that 
the vernal equinox, of the 21st day of 
March, is the point from -which the 
first Sunday after the full moon is  
reckoned.

The first observance of Easter dates 
back as far as 68 A. D. From that 
time it has meant much to Christians, 
and in the joyous rebirth of Christ 
there is a general heartfelt resolution 
to emerge into the springlike fresh­
ness of newer ideals and better things.
